    LTC Brown enlisted in the Army in 1992 where he served in the 82d Airborne Division (2nd Battalion 
505th Parachute Infantry Regiment), Fort Bragg, North Carolina until 1997.   
 
    Following the completion of Officer Candidate School in 1997, LTC Brown completed the Infantry 
Officer Basic Course and returned to the 82d Airborne Division (1st Battalion, 505th Parachute Infantry 
Regiment) where he served as a Rifle Platoon Leader and Company Executive Officer.   

    Upon completion of the Infantry Captain’s Career Course, LTC Brown served as the Battalion Assistant 
S3 and Battalion Adjutant, Joint Security Area, South Korea.  In 2002, he was assigned to the 1st Cavalry 
Division where he served as the 2nd Brigade Chief of Plans and commanded two companies:  HHC 2nd 
Brigade and A Co 1-5th Infantry (Mechanized).   In 2005, LTC Brown returned to Fort Benning to serve as 
a Company Commander and Battalion Executive Officer for the Infantry Officer’s Basic Course 

    After completing Intermediate Level Education in 2009, LTC Brown was assigned to the 4th Brigade, 4th 
Infantry Division where he served as Battalion Executive Officer and Battalion Operations Officer for 1st 
Battalion, 12th Infantry Regiment, 4th Brigade.  In 2013, he was assigned to the 4th Infantry Division 
Headquarters where he served as the Chief of Exercises and Taskings.  

    LTC Brown has three combat deployments:  OIF I/II in 2004 and 2005 and two deployments in support 
of OEF in 2007 and 2009/2010.
