1.   Range Operations:         


a.  Manpower Issues and Impacts, 0100 Shut-down Times:  Effective immediately we are only funded to support two (2) 8-hour shifts per 24-hour period for live fire exercises. So this boils down to us being able to provide support for firing times from 0900-0100 hours daily, 5-days a week.  Anything beyond these times, to include weekends may be supportable if we can flex the work force in advance to cover down on them, however this will be limited.  Anything that involves overtime will have to be approved in advance prior to event execution by the DPTMS, Mr. Brown and funded up front by the Unit.

c.  Enclosure 6 (IMCOM OPORD 12-072) to Task 9 to MCoE Daily FRAGO 12-0052:  The RFMSS Unit Type drop-down menu has now been updated with the most current unit data from the Army Stationing and Installation Plan (ASIP) and was included with the latest release of RFMSS V3.3 that was pushed to the installation on Tuesday, 24 Jan 12. e.   Portable Target System Support: The portable target section of Range Division is being redirected to new mission of supporting Big Bullet ranges which means they will no longer be available to support Portable missions as they have done in the past. We will now require requesting units to schedule a training session on the operation and set-up of portable equipment. All training needs to be scheduled in advance in order to make sure personnel are available. This mainly affects Griswold (MTC, Squad LX, and PLT LX) missions; however will be effect all other requirements for portable targetry, so ensure you plan ahead.  Also with Units now signing for and running this target devices on affected ranges we need to ensure all adhere to approved targets scenarios and do not deviate from what is in the approved packets or we could be putting somebody into harms way. f.   Buchanan Combat Pistol Range Closure:  Due to the above manpower shifting we will no longer be able to support the Buchanan Pistol Range and all pistol training requirements after 29 Jan 12 will need to be moved to Porter Range.   POC for this is Mr. Garnett, Urban Portable Section Supervisor, 545-8481.

g.   Range Closure Help Needed:  We request S-3’s across the installation help us with the continuous problem we seem to have with unit’s not closing ranges IAW USAIC Regulation 350-19.  This is a critical safety function that we need units to complete in order for us to manage the opening/closing of ranges/facilities as well as managing areas that are open for recreational use to the community. i. Family Day/VIP Visits: All non-military visitors, to include family members wanting access to Ranges and Training Areas must be approved in advance.  MCoE Policy memorandum 385-63-3 covers the requirements and staffing actions for this type activity (embedded below).  Also be aware that events that include civilians or contractors are constrained by the Secretary of Defense Memorandum (embedded below) for shooting crew served weapons, machine guns, and other activities related to civilians on the installation.  This memorandum has been verified by Post Safety to still be in effect, which will influence the way Units can now conduct these events involving civilian participation on the installation.

j. Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
k.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings until further notice, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closures.
l.     Mandatory Shutdown Times:  Mandatory shutdown times are as follows.

·   Mornings -- 0400-0800 (1 May to 30 Sep) or 0400-00900  (1 Oct to 30 Apr) All Ranges

·   Evenings -- 1800-2000 Big bullet ranges (Carmouche, Ware, Ruth, Brooks, DMPRC, Hastings, CACTUS), which may inhibit range extensions during these time frames.
m.   Effective 1 Jan 2012 all road marches (dismounted and mounted) and vehicle convoy movements will be scheduled and approved through Range Operations.  See embedded slides below for rules governing vehicle movements, trail/road crossings, speed limits, blackout drive training and Unit responsibilities for these events. Units are required to provide Range Operations with the following:
·   Unit and number of troops for exercise must be included 

·   Strip map (color) showing movement route(s) overlaid onto the Fort Benning map
·   Start and stop points must be identified on this overlay

·   Time line of events, minimum of start and stop times 
A time line of events must accompany this movement request, which for the time being can be sent via email to Mr. Wilson (johnny.j.wilson1.civ@mail.mil) and Mr. Hodge (willie.l.hodge.civ@mail.mil) for processing and approval.  Once we receive this email and confirm all information is complete and there are no scheduling conflicts, we will give the POC a movement order log number.  The Unit will use this log number when calling into the radio room at start of the movement event to request permission to execute event and then at mission end to close out with radio room. Reoccurring events can be scheduled using the approved Log number.  FM Communications will be maintained throughout entire movement action by the Unit with the Radio Room Operator. SUBJECT: Installation Range Use by Non-Military Personnel

1. REFERENCES:
a. AR 385-63, Range Safety, 19 May 2003.
b. AR 405-80, Management of Title and Granting of Use of Real Property, 10 October 1997.
c. DA PAM 385-63, Range Safety, 4 August 2009.
d. MCoE Regulation 350-19, Installation and Terrain Regulation, 23 July 2010.

2. PURPOSE: To prescribe the procedures for authorizing non-military personnel on ranges, training
facilities, and training areas of Fort Benning, Georgia.

3. POLICY: The Garrison Commander must approve all requests for non-military visitors on/in Fort
Benning ranges, training facilities, and training compartments. Non-military visitors include family
members and minor children of active duty personnel and Civilians working on Fort Benning; members of
the press; Defense Contract Vendors; contractors not assigned to support installation missions; non-military
organizations, such as schools, county, municipal, state or federal agencies; and organized civic
organizations. This requirement does not apply to visitors attending official events staffed and approved by
the G-3/DPTMS in published MCoE OPORDs/FRAGOs. In addition, graduations and demonstrations
associated with TRADOC approved Program of Instruction (POI) events conducted on ranges/training
facilities are exempt from this policy. The following procedures will be followed to ensure the safety of the
visitor and limit the liability of the installation.

a. Requesting sponsor/unit will prepare documentation for the requested action with a FB Form 25-52-
1-R-E cover. The main document is a memorandum signed by the Brigade/Battalion Commander that
describes who, what (observing or participating), where, when, and for what purpose. Memorandum must
clearly state when weapons and ammunition will be used by the visitor(s), and if the event includes
participation by minor children. Enclosures will include: (1) a schedule/sequence of events; (2) a
Composite Risk Management Worksheet; and (3) a safety plan with safety briefing for cadre and visitor(s).

b. The documentation will be routed through the Installation Staff Judge Advocate office to ensure
proper “Hold-harmless™ agreements, parental permissions for minors, and other legal instruments or
considerations have been met.

¢. The documentation will be routed through the Installation Safety Office for safety and the Risk
Management Readiness Review.

d. The completed documentation will be submitted to Installation Range Control for review to ensure
the documentation is complete and not in conflict with current range and training regulations or current
training events.

e. The documentation will be routed through the MCoE G-3’s G-33 (Current Operations) for scheduling
and resource de-confliction review.

f. When the visitor(s) represent Defense Contract Vendors; contractors not assigned to support
Installation missions; non-military organizations such as schools; county, municipal, state or federal
agencies; and organized clubs including civic organizations, the documentation will be routed through
DPW, Real Property (Master Planning Division) for Corps of Engineers licensing and actions including a
written agreement between the non-military organization and the installation detailing all rights and
responsibilities of each party, liabilities, procedures and regulatory procedural requirements. This
agreement will be incorporated into the report of availability as required by AR 405-80.

g. The documentation will be routed through the G-3/DPTMS for final recommendation.
h. The documentation will be routed to the Garrison Commander for final review and approval.

Effective immediately, | am directing 2 DoD-wide moratorium on permitting
civilian visitors to operato any item of military equipment (to include equipment under
the control of the Army National Guard and Air National Guard) when such operation
could cause, or reasonably be perceived as causing, an increased safety risk. This policy.
is effective regardless of how closely military personnel supervise the civilian visitors.
This moratorium is not designed to restrict civilian visitors from observing their military;
it is designed to ensure their visits are conducted as safely as possible.

This moratorium specifically includes any aspect of the actual operation of
military vessels, aircraft, vehicles, and crew-served weapons systems. The Secretaries of
the Military Departments will issue implementing guidance regarding other items of
equipment, including individual small arms, that ensures such equipment, if operated by
civilian visitors, is operated safely and under the direct supervision of DoD employees or
military personnel. The Assistant Secretary of Defense for Public Affairs will issue
implementing guidance regarding compliance with this moratorium in established
community relations programs.

 Issue: Tanks/BFVs coming out of the road/tank trail
networks — no road guards & excessive speed

— Numerous incidents in last 30 days

— Must develop traffic management rules, speed limits, &
crossing guard requirements & enforcement

— Common sense rule: operators are required to obey the
same rules of the road as other drivers & practice better
driving techniques as they are the larger vehicle

— Note: Wood Road is not open for normal

TACTICAL ROAD SPEED LIMITS

MAXIMUM SPEEDS FOR TACTICAL
ROADS AND LIMITATIONS

Wheeled Vehicle Unless otherwise posted 30 mph
Tracked Not in convoy 25 mph
Lead vehicle Convoy 20 mph
Other vehicle Convoy 25 mph
Convoy Crossing bridges 5 mph
Wheeled Tracked Passing troops 10 mph
Blackout S5 mph
Distance between vehicles must be not less than 100 meters.
Distance must increase for dust conditions.

NOTE: All roads used in support of training (including tactical road
marches) must be scheduled in the same manner as training areas.





ROAD MARCH/CONVOY MOVEMENTS

» All vehicle movement routes used in support of training
(including tactical road marches) must be scheduled and
approved in the same manner as training areas through Range
Operations/RFMSS and must have an OIC/Controller in charge
of movement.

« Tracked vehicle convoy movements/road marches of 3-vehicles
or more require a lead and trail vehicle spaced a minimum of
100-meters from the front and rear of the convoy as early
warning. These lead and trail vehicles must be military or GSA
vehicles, civilian POVs are not authorized.

« All vehicles will have service drive lights turned on as well as 4-
way hazard flashers during movement travel.

« Lead and trail vehicles for convoy movements are required to
have roof mounted flashing amber warning light array again for
early warning.





CROSSING ROADS

During daylight and darkness hours, units will be required at appropriate
points to control and re-direct administrative traffic during vehicle road
marches/movements. Appropriate points include administrative road
intersections, tank crossing points, in-coming trail intersections, etc.

Emplace traffic guards approximately 100-meters to both sides of any road
crossing point to control and re-direct administrative traffic.

Guards will be equipped with flashlights or similar lighting devices and
reflective vests (or cross straps and sleeve lets).

Guard emplacement should be on the shoulder of the roadway when
attempting to attract and stop all on-coming traffic due to temporary road
blockage for Safety purposes and NOT in the middle of the roadway.

Upon completion of the crossing, unit is responsible for cleaning the
roadway of any dirt or debris, before opening the roadway backup to normal
administrative traffic.

Do not stop civilian traffic for longer than 5 minutes.

Units must establish and maintain communication with Range Division and
their major unit to assist in handling of any emergencies that may arise.
