SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 17-12 for period 29 APR thru 5 May 12 and 22-28 JULY 12
1.   Range Operations:         

a.  Manpower Issues and Impacts, 0100 Shut-down Times:  Effective immediately we are only funded to support two (2) 8-hour shifts per 24-hour period for live fire exercises. So this boils down to us being able to provide support for firing times from 0900-0100 hours daily, 5-days a week, however Saturday training may be available if   scheduled out past 6-weeks for IET/OSUT BRM/ARM requirements so overtime is not needed.  See the embedded PDF below for scheduling chart that depicts this new change.   Anything beyond these times, to include weekends may be supportable if we can flex the work force in advance to cover down on them, however this will be limited.  Anything that involves overtime will have to be approved in advance prior to event execution by the DPTMS, Mr. Brown and funded up front by the Unit.

c.   Good Hope Maneuver Area Damage:  The Good Hope Maneuver Training Area (GHMTA) is now locked closed for all training with an opening date projected for Sun/1 Jul 12.  Units will be allowed to schedule in RFMSS beginning Mon/2 Jul 12.  This includes Arkmann DZ ... closure is necessary in order to mitigate travel (ingress/egress) on incomplete maneuver trails to the DZ.  Approved exceptions to RFMSS lockout are as follows.
d. A-20 Closure:  EMD will be conducting annual RCW checks in the A-20 Impact area from 19-20 May 12.  This will close the A-20 impact areas and all ranges around this area for any live-fire training activities.
e. Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
f.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings until further notice, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closure times.
g.   Road March / Vehicle Movements:  Effective 1 Jan 2012 all road marches (dismounted and mounted) and vehicle convoy movements will be scheduled and approved through Range Operations.  Units are required to provide Range Operations with the following:
·   Unit and number of troops for exercise must be included 

·   Strip map (color) showing movement route(s) overlaid onto the Fort Benning map
·   Start and stop points must be identified on this overlay

·   Time line of events, minimum of start and stop times 
A time line of events must accompany this movement request, which for the time being can be sent via email to Mr. Wilson (johnny.j.wilson1.civ@mail.mil) and Mr. Hodge (willie.l.hodge.civ@mail.mil) for processing and approval.  Once we receive this email and confirm all information is complete and there are no scheduling conflicts, we will give the POC a movement order log number.  The Unit will use this log number when calling into the radio room at start of the movement event to request permission to execute event and then at mission end to close out with radio room. Reoccurring events can be scheduled using the approved Log number.  FM Communications will be maintained throughout entire movement action by the Unit with the Radio Room Operator. 6.  Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
i. Ruth Range Closure:  Currently a contract action is under way to do repairs on Ruth Range.  Once this action is complete Ruth Range will be closed for a 6-month period for these downrange repairs.  Projected date for this closure is somewhere from 1-31 May 2012.

ii. Booker Range Ownership Changes:  Booker range has now been transferred over to the 75th Ranger Regiment. Any Unit requesting to use facilities on this range will have to get co-use approval from the 75th Regt S3, SSG MacArthur, 626-2628.
iii. Booker Range Closure:  Currently contract actions are underway to do construction repairs on Booker Range.  We are tentatively projecting contract award and a construction start date of 1 Jun 12.  This is a 60-day project so completion is projected for 31 Jul 12. iv. Dianda Range Issues:  The tower on Dianda Range has window damage that due to safety concerns now prevents Units from using the Tower during Hand Grenade Training.  The range will stay open but the use of Pit # 4 is closed until further notice.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
On-Going corrective actions on Dianda Range:

·  Work order to repair the windows in the tower.  SUS: 8 SEP 12 ($28K).

· Work order to repair viewing wall portal scar shield and window damage. SUS: 16 May 12
NOTE: Tower window repair will be conducted after the tower is relocated rearward.
v. Terry Demo Light Demo Pit Closure:  The Terry Demo Light Pits are now open; however users are limited to using light pits 9-12, as others are considered unsafe for use until repaired at a later date.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
