MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 23-12 for period 10-16 JUN 12 and 2-8 SEP 12
1.   Range Operations:         

a.   Radio Room Update:  Effective 20 May 2012 the radio room is now back to a 24/7 operational schedule.  However, this does not mean that Range, Target and Safety support is also available to support this 24/7 schedule.  Current rules are still in effect with all firing stopping at 2359 hours, unless coordinated in advance. 

b.   Good Hope Maneuver Area Damage:  The Good Hope Maneuver Training Area (GHMTA) is now projected to reopen on Monday, 2 July 2012.  Priority for training in this area is the Armor School.  Since this is a heavy maneuver training area rules for co-use within these compartments will have to be looked at real hard and possibly adjusted for any Soldier dismounted training that may be wanted in these same compartments, at the same time.
c. Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
d.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings until further notice, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closure times.
e.   Installation Spill Contingency Plan:  Hazardous spills (oil/fuels/antifreeze, etc.) of any kind/quantity are reportable events and IAW MCoE Regulation 350-19 you need to notify the Range Operations Radio Room immediately upon identifying this type event.  Embedded below is the Installation Spill Contingency Plan booklet that is a helpful tool for leaders at all levels and should be emplaced into all range books for a quick reference in case it is ever needed.

·  Work order to repair viewing wall portal scar shield and window damage. SUS: 30 July12, waiting on materials
NOTE: Tower window repair will be conducted after the tower is relocated rearward.

·  Light Demo Pit Closure:  The Terry Demo Light Pits are all now open.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.

x.  Coursen West Closure:  Coursen West is projected to be closed o/a 25 Jun 12 for construction of the new MWR shooting facility.  This closure and construction footprint will impact training on Wagner Range which will be required to shutdown lanes 1-3 on Wagner Range when contractors are on the ground at Coursen.  It will also impact various weapons currently used for training on Red Cloud Range which we will monitor and de-conflict as they develop and advertise to all.  Work is projected for a duration of 180-days, with a completion date around 1 January 2012.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428. 
xi. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range construction is now under final construction inspections and working on punch list items on the construction piece. We are tracking the following actions for this project before we can open this facility for training.  POC: Richard Wright, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
· Contract MOD in progress for this range, hopefully that this can be approved and signed early next week (NLT 8 Jun).  
· 8-week lead time for the curved rails for the MAT tracks to be manufactured and shipped to Ft Benning, once the MOD is signed by Saab and approved by the Contracting Officer. 
· Best case scenario, this 8-week lead time would place the install time frame no sooner than mid August to begin the targetry install and 30 days later to complete the project providing a finished range in mid-late September 2012.
· Final Government Acceptance Test TBD.

xii. Coolidge Range Closure:  Coolidge Training area construction is complete and the following actions are needed before we can open this facility for training.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
· Funding has been approved to prep light skinned vehicles for sanitizing for emplacement onto Coolidge Light Anti-Armor Range (sub-caliber only). Estimate 2-week turn-around for this action once excepted by DPW for work order.

· Final range survey needed before training packet can be finalized.
· 144R will need to be submitted and approved by EMD.
· Currently projecting mid-to-late July 12 for range opening.

This Installation Spill Contingency Plan (ISCP) provides a coordinated system of 
response actions to remove, minimize, and/or mitigate effects of accidental spills 
or discharges of oil and hazardous material (HAZMAT)/hazardous waste stored 


at Fort (Ft.) Benning. This ISCP is intended to be used by all personnel at the 


Installation who discover and/or are involved in a spill/release incident to ensure 
appropriate and required measures are taken to initiate appropriate emergency 
response and corrective actions.


Spill response actions and types of resources needed to contain and/or prevent 


a spill will depend on the nature and magnitude of the spill and/or spill potential. 


Response actions, roles, and responsibilities of the Installation Response 
Team are described in the Ft. Benning Integrated Environmental Compliance 
Management Plan (IECMP).

  Do the SPILL DRILL -- REACT:

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II	 WHAT IS A SPILL EVENT?


A spill event is defined as an unexpected, unintended, abnormal or unapproved 
dumping, leaking, drainage, seepage, or discharge of oil or hazardous substance 
into or upon land, waters, or groundwater areas.


Personnel at Ft. Benning may respond to a spill if trained per the requirements 
of the Hazard Communication Standard [29 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 
1910.1200]. 


Units, activities, and/or the responsible party will fund all cost-associated with the 
management, storage, disposal, and clean-up of any contaminated sites due to a 
hazardous and/or non-hazardous waste spill/release event. Coordination with the 
Environmental Management Division (EMD) is required for final inspection. 


III	 WHAT ARE THE TYPES OF SPILLS?


Minor Spills – 20 gallons or less of petroleum, oil, or lubricants (POL) that pose 
no immediate danger to the employee or does not have the potential to discharge 
to a storm water drain or waterway.  


Intermediate Spills – 20 to 55 gallons of POL that has not reached a storm 
water drain or waterway.  


Major Spills – 55-gallons or greater of POL; or any amount of POL release that 
has reached a storm water drain or waterway (leaves a sheen on the water); 
releases which pose a substantial threat to the public health or welfare; or 
releases that are beyond the control of the Unit/Activity, and/or the immediate 
responsible party.  


Other HAZMAT Spills – Spills of HAZMAT or hazardous wastes (solid, liquid, 
or gas) other than petroleum based products include, but are not limited to, 
pesticides, solvents, cleaners, acids, neutralizers, bases, antifreeze, chlorine, and 
other chemicals.  


Incidental releases – are defined as releases of hazardous substances, 
including POL substances that occur within the workplace, are contained on a 
concrete surface, and that do not pose a significant safety or health hazard to 
personnel per 29 CFR 1910.120(a)(3). See your MSDS to assess toxicity of 
substance.
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IV	 WHO SHOULD BE NOTIFIED OF A SPILL/RELEASE?  


•	 Call Emergency 911 for small, intermediate, or major spills.  


•	 Other emergency numbers at Ft. Benning:

•	 The Fire Department/HAZMAT Team is responsible for responding to 
	 HAZMAT incidents to prevent or reduce human injury or death,  
	 environmental damage, property damage, risk to the Ft. Benning mission,  
	 and product loss.  


•	 A representative of EMD will be notified and respond to the scene.   
	 EMD Spill Response Beeper: (706) 317-6584 
	 Spill Emergency Phone: (706) 358-8258


•	 If the incident is considered major, the IC at the scene will activate the  
	 Installation Response Team through the Special Operation Response  
	 Center (SORC) and/or the Installation Operations Center (IOC).


 


V	 WHAT INFORMATION DO I NEED FOR NOTIFICATION?
The following information must be transmitted by the discoverer and/or area 
supervisor to initiate spill notification and follow-up procedures:


1)	 Time spill occurred or was first observed;


2)	 Where spill occurred and present location, if moving;


3)	 Type of spill (product);


4)	 Estimate of spill amount or release rate of spill;


5)	 Environmental/atmospheric conditions such as wind direction and  
	 speed;	


6)	 Description of area likely to be affected such as river or stream banks,  
	 properties, and wildlife areas;


7)	 Cause of spill;


8)	 Action being taken to combat spill; and


9)	 Agencies or person already notified.
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VI	 WHAT AREAS CAN SPILLS OCCUR AND HOW DO I 		
	 RESPOND?


Notify the Fire Department at 911 for all emergencies.  As required, other 
emergency response personnel and/or installation support will be notified 
as needed.  This includes representatives from the Safety Office, Environmental 
Office, Industrial Hygiene Office, Preventive Medicine, etc.  


Evacuate Personnel if Necessary and Secure Area.


Spills in Industrial Areas – Notify the Fire Department at 911 for all 
emergencies.  


•	 Includes motor pools, maintenance areas, refueling facilities, treatment 	
	 plants, industrial shops, heating plants, storage tanks, or facilities where 	
	 large or potential harmful amounts of POL or other HAZMAT are stored.

•	 Refer to your Unit/Activity ASP to ensure compliance with SPCC and/or

Spills in Office Buildings, Administrative, or Recreational Areas - 
Notify the Fire Department at 911 for all emergencies.  


•	 Includes office buildings and/or administrative areas with isolated, small 	
	 HAZMAT storage and/or other regulated areas such as hazardous waste 	
	 central and satellite accumulation points.  


•	 In the event of a release or spill in these areas, employees should notify 	
	 their supervisor. The supervisor and/or discoverer will confirm the spill and 	
	 notify 911 for emergency response and assistance.


Spills in Range Areas - Notify the Fire Department at 911 for all 
emergencies.  


•	 Units deployed for field exercises must have appropriate spill supplies on 	
	 hand to prevent/minimize potential environmental impacts.  


•	 Monitoring and housekeeping are the tools necessary for prevention of 	
	 spills and minimization of impacts.  


•	 In most cases, spill response in Range Areas should be within Unit/Activity 	
	 spill response capabilities. Therefore, Unit/Activity personnel should be 	
	 prepared to REACT within their capabilities while deployed for field 	
	 exercises.  


•	 All spills must be reported through Range Control at (706) 544-6291  
	 (24 hours a day). For spills that cannot be controlled by Unit/Activity 	
	 personnel, Range Control will make appropriate notifications through 911 	
	 for Fire Department HAZMAT Team and/or EMD Spill Response Officer 	
	 notification.

•	 Sensitive areas may be marked in the field, identified in an Environmental 	
	 Atlas available at EMD, or from any current Record of Environmental 	
	 Consideration (FB-144-R) assessment.  


•	 Immediate notification of EMD must be made through 911 to initiate 	
	 coordination with Cultural Resource and Natural Resource Managers.  


•	 Personnel (including the HAZMAT Team) should take the following 	
	 precautions, within available capabilities: 


	 - 	 Stop the spill source;


	 - 	 Contain the spill; 


	 - 	 Absorb the spill; and 


	 - 	 Avoid digging until EMD personnel arrive at the site (unless 	
	 	 digging 	is necessary to avoid a life or death situation). 


Spills in Family Housing - Notify the Fire Department at 911 for all 
emergencies.  


•	 If personnel/individual within family housing discover or notice a spill/	
	 release incident, they should notify 911 for immediate follow-up actions, 	
	 and EMD notification.  


•	 Spills within family housing areas will be evaluated in conjunction with 	
	 Family Housing, RCI, and/or PINNACLE to ensure that responsible 	
	 personnel assume the appropriate responsibilities.  


•	 The EMD office will coordinate with Family Housing, RCI, and PINNACLE 	
	 at (706) 527-4957 and/or (706) 681-4654 for final clean-up and other 	
	 follow-up actions.

Spills Involving Sanitary Sewer Overflows (SSOs) and/or 
Procedures for Spills entering Sanitary Sewer System - Notify the 
Fire Department at 911 for all emergencies.  


•	 SSOs from lift stations, manholes, pipes, and other locations require 	
	 immediate notification to EMD through 911 to initiate coordination with 	
	 Columbus Water Works (CWW) and EMD Water Quality Program 		
	 Manager.  Notification of EMD will ensure appropriate State notifications, 	
	 coordination, and follow-up actions.  CWW will be notified by EMD at  
	 (706) 570-8877 mobile phone (Environmental Compliance Manager);  
	 (706) 494-5234 8:00 am to 5:00 pm; (706) 649-3400 (24 hour). 


•	 If an oil or hazardous substance spill enters the sanitary sewer system and 	
	 has the potential to cause damage due to the quantity or characteristics 	
	 of the substance, CWW will be notified immediately by the IOSC (with the 	
	 assistance of EMD).


•	 If there is a sewer back-up inside a building, Shaw Work Order Office 	
	 should be immediately notified at (706) 545-2135; EMD will assist as 	
	 needed.     


Spills Entering Waters of the State - Notify the Fire Department at 911 
for all emergencies.  


•	 Discharges into waterways, including storm drains, creeks, and rivers, 	
	 must be immediately reported through 911.  


•	 EMD personnel will conduct appropriate notification to the State and other 	
	 agencies.  Spills (including SSO spills) that occur upgradient of the water 	
	 supply intake, located on Upatoi Creek, require notification of CWW at 	
	 (706) 649-3490 office (Environmental Compliance Manager) and/or  
	 (706) 575-3304.


•	 In the event of petroleum or chemical spills into the storm drains, all efforts 	
	 should be made to determine where the material would ultimately discharge.  	
	 Once the discharge point is determined, a crew will be dispatched to set up 	
	 booming and clean-up operations at the discharge point.  
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VI	 WHAT AREAS CAN SPILLS OCCUR AND HOW DO I 		
	 RESPOND?  Continued 


Spills in Solid Waste Management Units - Notify the Fire Department 
at 911 for all emergencies.  


•	 If a spill occurs within a Solid Waste Management Unit (SWMU), additional 	
	 coordination will be required for clean-up and removal actions.  


•	 Immediate notification should be made to EMD through 911 to initiate 	
	 coordination with the SWMU Manager. The SWMU Manager will notify the 	
	 State and initiate coordination for follow-up actions.


•	 Personnel (including the HAZMAT Team) should apply the following 	
	 procedures, within available capabilities: 


	 -	 Stop the spill source;
	 -	 Contain the spill; 
	 -	 Absorb the spill; and 
	 -	 Avoid digging until EMD personnel arrive at the site (unless 	


	 	 digging is necessary to avoid a dangerous situation). 


Releases to Air - Notify the Fire Department at 911 for all emergencies. 
•	 Immediate notification should be made to EMD through 911, to initiate 	


	 coordination with the Air Program Manager for releases of hazardous 	
	 materials/chemicals into the air. As applicable, appropriate State and other 	
	 notifications will be conducted.


•	 Under guidance of the Risk Management Plan (RMP), CWW will follow 	
	 notification procedures, as applicable for chlorine releases.  


•	 Other chlorine releases (swimming pools or transportation-related incidents) 	
	 should be reported to 911.  The immediate area surrounding the release 	
	 should be isolated and evacuated of personnel and other persons.


Spills Occurring from Railroad Accidents - Notify the Fire Department 
at 911 for all emergencies.  


•	 Two railroad routes traverse through Ft. Benning; if a person is aware of a  
	 railroad accident, they should notify 911 for immediate emergency response.  


•	 If determined that the incident involves the release of any POL or 		
	 hazardous substances, 911 and/or Fire Department will notify EMD for 	
	 additional coordination.  


•	 Spills resulting from accidents of railroad cars will be reported to the 	
	 appropriate Railroad organization immediately by the IC and/or EMD.  	
	 The following numbers are provided below for emergency response:    


	 -	 CSX Transportation at Jacksonville (800-232-0144) (24 hours); and
	 -	 Norfolk Southern Police at (800) 453-2530  (24 hours).

Spills from Commercial Carriers - Notify the Fire Department at 911 for 
all emergencies.  


•	 Ft. Benning will respond to commercial truck accidents that occur within 	
	 installation boundaries resulting in spills or releases of HAZMAT.  


•	 EMD will coordinate through the Staff Judge Advocate office to ensure  
	 that the appropriate paperwork is filled out for reimbursement of 		
	 government furnished supplies and materials. 


Spills/Releases Involving Explosives or Ammunition (Abandoned or 
from Transportation Incidents) - Notify the Fire Department at 911 for 
all emergencies.  


•	 These spills will require additional coordination with the Explosive 		
	 Ordnance Disposal (EOD) Detachment at Ft. Benning, the Safety Office, 	
	 and EMD. 


•	 Military Police (MP) and/or Range Control will contact EOD at (706) 545-4154.


•	 EMD office will coordinate with EOD and/or Range Control for final 	
	 clean-up and other follow-up actions.


Spills Involving Oil-filled Transformers and Generators - Notify the 
Fire Department at 911 for all emergencies.  


•	 These spills will require additional coordination with Flint Electric 		
	 Membership Corporation (EMC) for emergency response and cleanup,  	
	 and coordination with EMD. 


•	 Flint EMC will be contacted through the DPW Service Order Desk at Flint 	
	 EMC (478) 847-3415 and Flint EMC Emergency (478) 988-3906.


•	 Polychlorinated biphenyl (PCB) Transformers will require additional 	
	 notification requirements. Flint EMC will notify EMD.  
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VII	 HOW DO I PREVENT A SPILL/RELEASE?
Vehicle maintenance, fueling points, hazardous waste points, and HAZMAT 
storage require pollution prevention and countermeasures. Manage and monitor 
your areas and practice good housekeeping. 
An easy way to remember what to check, is to remember your CHECK list:
Containment: Ensure secondary containment (e.g., berms, dikes, and spill 
pallets) is in place, in good condition, and adequate to contain a spill or release. 


•	 All liquid HAZMAT/hazardous waste must have secondary containment.
•	 Containment must hold 100% of the single largest container of the 	


	 HAZMAT/hazardous waste stored, plus sufficient volume to contain 	
	 rainwater, if stored outside.  


•	 Have sand and/or pallets placed in certain areas to protect the liner.  
•	 Have overhead cover. 
•	 Empty water within secondary containment on a regular basis. If water 	


	 is contaminated, dispose of it in accordance with the Ft. Benning 		
	 Hazardous Waste Management Plan (HWMP). 
HAZMAT and Hazardous Waste Location: Designate HAZMAT and hazardous 
waste accumulation areas in safe locations. 


•	 Locate HAZMAT and hazardous waste areas away from waterways, 	
	 sensitive areas, living areas, bunkers, ammunition storage, fence lines, 	
	 drains, and/or dining facilities.  Place them near the areas where HAZMAT 	
	 are used.


•	 Put up warning signs and keep them clean and orderly.
Environmental Documentation and Records: Maintain MSDS sheets, Plans, 
Inspection records, etc. for all HAZMAT used, stored, or collected.


•	 Keep MSDSs for each HAZMAT stored or collected at HAZMAT/hazardous 	
	 waste area.


•	 Place Unit/Activity SOPs and Spill Response Plans at each HAZMAT/	
	 hazardous waste area.  
Containers: Routinely inspect the condition of containers and keep records of 
inspection activities.  


•	 Store and/or dispose of each class of HAZMAT/hazardous waste 		
	 separately. MSDSs describe the classification of HAZMAT. Four  
	 common classifications include the following: Flammables (fuels), 		
	 Corrosives (acids), Reactives (explosives), and Toxics (insecticides). 


•	 Check condition of containers and keep containers of incompatible 	
	 materials in proper order.
Kits: Maintain Spill Response Equipment, Spill Kits, and First Aid kits.


•	 Place Spill Kits, First Aid Kits, and Emergency Response Kits in the vicinity 	
	 of the hazardous waste/HAZMAT areas.  


•	 Spill kits should also be available on vehicles transporting hazardous 	
	 waste/HAZMAT.
