MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 04-13 for Period 3-9 FEB and 28 APR – 4 MAY 13
1.   Range Operations:         

a. IMCOM Fiscal Year Impacts:  Range Division will be severely constrained on manpower/funding and will have to resort to the following, which may change as further guidance comes out.
Effective Now
· Sunday live firing is not authorized on the installation.

· Saturday firing can only be OSUT/IET POI training and will only be allowed during the day, no night time firing.

· No firing past 2400 hours, will require OT and will be approved by exception with OT paid up front.

· No support for any off-post Units/Organizations…not funded 

Effective 30 September 2013 
· Reduce duty hours to 8/40 with no OT (OCO is exempted, but will probably not be available).  

· All weekend (Saturday & Sunday) live-fire training is stopped. 

· Limit range support to 2 x 8 hrs shifts; include provisions for shift hand over. Employee duty day ends when employee leaves in POV (travel time from range to POV must be included in duty day calculations).

b. Post Fire Works:  Post fireworks are now scheduled for 29 Jun 13 which means there will be no Units allowed on the main post ranges during this time frame. Ensure all training is scheduled around this window to prevent problems.
c. AA5, CC1, and DD1 Closure Notice:  Effective immediately, training areas AA5 / CC1 / DD1 are closed to all training and recreational activities, to include driving through these areas.  We have updated the TELTRAC system to conform to this directive for hunting purposes and notified the hunting community of this directive. Timeline for this closure is TBD at this time.

d.  Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
     e. Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Monday, Wednesday and Friday mornings, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closure times.
 f. Designated routes to Main Post locations for loaded HETs:  Loaded HETs are required use the DPW approved routes when transporting loads weighing 40 tons or more on Main Post.  See Enclosure 1 (Designated Routes to Main Post) for routes to Doughboy Stadium, Eubanks Field, Lawson Army Airfield, McGinnis-Wickham Hall, York Field and Red Cloud Range traveling from Harmony Church; and Enclosure 2 (HETs Route Map) for the route map. 5. PROBLEM: WHEN INSTALLED IN THE COMMUNICATIONS LOCATION ASSEMBLY (CLA) OF THE
M777A2 155MM TOWED HOWITZER, THE ENHANCED PORTABLE INDUCTIVE ARTILLERY FUZE
SETTER (EPIAFS) PLATFORM INTEGRATION KIT (PIK) CAN COME LOOSE AFTER MULTIPLE
FIRINGS OR AFTER A ROAD MARCH. IF THE PIK IS LOOSE IT WILL LOSE CONNECTIVITY AND
NO LONGER FUNCTION IN THE SYSTEM. THERE IS ALSO THE POSSIBILITY OF CAUSING
ELECTRICAL DAMAGE TO THE PIK.

6. SYMPTOMS: AFTER SEVERAL FIRINGS WITH A FUNCTIONAL PIK OR A ROAD MARCH, IF THE
CHIEF OF SECTION DISPLAY STATUS LINE DISPLAYS AN 'F' ALONG WITH 'IFS DEGRADED' OR
"IFS OUT' VISUAL ALERT, THE PROBLEM HAS MOST LIKELY OCCURRED.

7. SOLUTION/PREVENTION OF PROBLEM: MAKE SURE SYSTEM IS POWERED OFF BEFORE
ATTEMPTING! WHEN THE EPIAFS IS INSTALLED IN THE CLA OF THE M777A2, IT MUST BE
INSERTED COMPLETELY AND SECURED TIGHTLY. TO DO THIS, INSERT THE PIK AND PUSH UP
AND BACK WITH BOTH THUMBS. THE TAB LOCATED IN THE CENTER OF THE FRONT OF THE PIK
HOUSING SHOULD BE RECESSED BACK FARTHER THAN THE METAL FEATURE THAT IS ATTACHED
TO THE CEILING OF THE CLA. IF THE PIK IS FLUSH WITH THE FEATURE, IT IS NOT FULLY
INSTALLED. REPEAT THE ABOVE MENTIONED STEPS. AFTER FULLY INSTALLING THE PIK,
HAND-TIGHTEN THE THUMBSCREW DOWN WITH A LARGE SCREWDRIVER. ONCE EVERYTHING IS

TIF THE PROBLEM OCCURS AGAIN,
POWER DOWN THE SYSTEM AND TRY THE STEPS AGAIN.

6. THERE HAVE BEEN RECENT MALFUNCTION REPORTS OF FUZE BREAKUP (IN THE MORTAR
TUBE AND AT MUZZLE EXIT) WITH 120MM M931 FULL RANGE PRACTICE CARTRIDGE (FRPC)
WHEN FIRED AT CHARGE 4. THE M931 CONTAINS NO HIGH EXPLOSIVE MATERIAL AND UTILIZES
THE M781 PRACTICE FUZE WHICH CONTAINS A PYROTECHNIC MIX TO CREATE A FLASH, BANG
AND SMOKE.

7. THESE FUZE BREAKUPS ARE DUE TO DESIGN LIMITATIONS IN THE M781 FUZE AND HAVE
BEEN ISOLATED TO PARTICULAR CARTRIDGE LOTS GDL10D100-017, GDL10D100-018,
GDL10D100-019, GDL10E100-020 AND GDL10E100-021, AS DESCRIBED IN NAR 12-0580.
THESE LOTS HAVE BEEN RESTRICTED TO FIRE AT CHARGE 3 AND BELOW ONLY.

8. SINCE THE MALFUNCTIONS WERE CAUSED BY A DESIGN LIMITATION THE PROBABILITY OF
OCCURRENCE, ALTHOUGH LOW, STILL EXISTS FOR THE ENTIRE INVENTORY OF THE M931
CARTRIDGE. A DESIGN CHANGE WAS MADE TO CORRECT THE DEFICIENCY BUT THIS ONLY
AFFECTS LOTS PRODUCED AFTER SEPTEMBER 2011.

9. THE M931 FRPC HAS CONFIGURATIONS WITH TWO MODELS OF IGNITION CARTRIDGES:
M931 WITH M1005 IGNITION CARTRIDGE, (NSN) 1315-01-451-4546, AND M931 WITH M1020
IGNITION CARTRIDGE, NSN 1315-01-467-0993. DURING INVESTIGATIONS THE FUZE BREAKUP
OCCURRED WITH BOTH MODELS OF IGNITION CARTRIDGES.

10. IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT FIRING UNITS FOLLOW ALL SAFETY FAN REQUIREMENTS
SPECIFIED IN DA PAM 385-63 AND HEAD/BODY POSITION DURING FIRING AS DESCRIBED IN
REFERENCES A, B, AND C. THE MALFUNCTION CAN CREATE EXCESS MUZZLE FLASH AND
PRODUCE FUZE FRAGMENTS DOWN RANGE WITHIN THE SAFETY FAN. IN ADDITION THE
CARTRIDGE ITSELF WILL LIKELY FALL SHORT OF THE INTENDED RANGE.

1. Background. MCoE has increased its use of heavy vehicles such as the M1 and M2
families of vehicles for events on Main Post including graduations, changes of command and
other ceremonies and demonstrations. The Main Post road network was not originally designed
for such usage and new safety regulations regarding culverts present challenges to planners. 10T
prevent damage and injury, FBGA DPW has clearly identified approved routes for loaded HETs
on Main Post as well as identifying the obstacles to avoid.

2. Obstacles. Anything not capable of bearing the weight of a HET loaded with a heavy
vehicle (max approx. weight: 110 tons) is considered an obstacle. Most older culverts are
designed to bear a 40 ton maximum.

A. Known obstacles include most corrugated metal culverts, all shallow corrugated metal
culverts and old box culverts not reinforced with steel. Many of these are on roads crossing
Laundry Creek which runs through much of western Main Post.
