MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 06-13 for Period 17-23 FEB and 12-18 MAY 13
1.   Range Operations:         

a. IMCOM Fiscal Year Impacts:  Range Division will be severely constrained on manpower/funding and will have to resort to the following, which may change as further guidance comes out.
Effective Now
· Sunday live firing is not authorized on the installation.

· Saturday firing can only be OSUT/IET POI training and will only be allowed during the day, no night time firing.

· No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods and will require minimum of 4-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well…
· No support for any off-post Units/Organizations…not funded. 

Effective 30 September 2013 
· Reduce duty hours to 8/40 with no OT (OCO is exempted, but will probably not be available).  

· All weekend (Saturday & Sunday) live-fire training is stopped. 

· Limit range support to 2 x 8 hrs shifts; include provisions for shift hand over. Employee duty day ends when employee leaves in POV (travel time from range to POV must be included in duty day calculations).

· No firing past 2400 hours….with projected manpower, we will not be able to flex work schedules that will have day gaps (no support available)  in them the way it is to support 2 x 8 hrs shifts…
b. Use of Non-Department of Defense Ranges and Training Facilities by Military Units Update:  Effective immediately as directed by MCoE Policy Memorandum 385-63-6 ranges and training facilities not affiliated with the DOD and Fort Benning are off-limits to all military Units. For more information and guidance for this action, see the embedded document below.

c.  Post Fire Works:  Post fireworks are now scheduled for 29 Jun 13 which means there will be no Units allowed on the main post ranges during this time frame. Ensure all training is scheduled around this window to prevent problems.
d. Training Compartment Closures:  Effective immediately, training areas AA5 / CC1 / DD1 /  W5 / X1 and X4 are closed to all training and recreational activities, to include driving through these areas.  We have updated the TELTRAC system to conform to this directive for hunting purposes and notified the hunting community of this directive. Timeline for this closure is TBD at this time.
e.  Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
     f. Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Monday, Wednesday and Friday mornings, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closure times.
 g. Designated routes to Main Post locations for loaded HETs: Loaded HETs are required use the DPW approved routes when transporting loads weighing 40 tons or more on Main Post.  See Enclosure 1 (Designated Routes to Main Post) for routes to Doughboy Stadium, Eubanks Field, Lawson Army Airfield, McGinnis-Wickham Hall, York Field and Red Cloud Range traveling from Harmony Church; and Enclosure 2 (HETs Route Map) for the route map. 1. Background.  MCoE has increased its use of heavy vehicles such as the M1 and M2 
families of vehicles for events on Main Post including graduations, changes of command and 
other ceremonies and demonstrations.  The Main Post road network was not originally designed 
for such usage and new safety regulations regarding culverts present challenges to planners.  IOT 
prevent damage and injury, FBGA DPW has clearly identified approved routes for loaded HETs 
on Main Post as well as identifying the obstacles to avoid. 
 


2. Obstacles.  Anything not capable of bearing the weight of a HET loaded with a heavy 
vehicle (max approx. weight: 110 tons) is considered an obstacle.  Most older culverts are 
designed to bear a 40 ton maximum. 
 


A. Known obstacles include most corrugated metal culverts, all shallow corrugated metal 
culverts and old box culverts not reinforced with steel.  Many of these are on roads crossing 
Laundry Creek which runs through much of western Main Post. 
 


B. These culverts include: 
1. Burr Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 9133 8160 
2. Eckel Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 9129 8102 
3. Eckel Street over drainage ditch on western boundary of Stewart Field PT Track, 


vic grid: FA 9068 8100 
4. Way Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 8997 8070

5. Turn right onto Indianhead Road 
6. Turn right onto Lavoie Avenue 
7. Turn right onto Riordan Street 
8. Turn left onto Eckel Street 
9. Arrive at McGinnis-Wickham Hall / York Field and unload before culvert located at 
vic grid FA 9129 8102
