1. Range Operations:    
a.   Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.
·  Radio Room will run 24-7, except for Federal Holidays published in Table 2.
·  No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods and will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well.

· Saturday firing can only be RC Units, OSUT/IET BRM POI training and will only be allowed during the day up until 2000 hours (2 8-hr shifts), no night time firing allowed.   Priority will go to the RC Units for training, however cannot exceed Saturday capability.
·  Sunday and Holiday live firing is not currently authorized on the installation.
·  Conduct of the Range Operations De-Confliction and publication of the Range Bulletin now remains on a bi-weekly cycle, see table 1 below for published schedule.

i.  OSCAR Zero Range Targets:  Range Division will assume the mission of issuing zero and alt course c targets to units using the Oscar Area Zero Ranges. Units will need to contact Ms. Parnell, 545-3132/2497, to ensure her availability for issuing targets. Additionally, Unit Commanders will be required to e-mail Mr. Caldwell (Archibald.j.caldwell.civ@mail.mil) requesting the number and type target required, the range that they are to be used on and the Soldier picking up the targets will need a copy of the approved range request. Range Division Supply is located in building 5509, 8th Division Road, first building on the right as you come through the front gate of the compound.
j.  Target Problems:  Report all target problems to range personnel as soon as it is noticed.  If no range personnel are on the range, call the radio room with your problems so they can get identified and we can schedule maintenance activities to troubleshoot and fix problems. Contact numbers should be posted in all tower locations for Unit use and quick reference.
k.  When units are scheduling facilities such as (Shantytown, Selby CACTF and Mckenna Mout that requires Target Systems/other support, it should be on a separate request and not mixed with normal training compartments. This is even more important when the dates and times for their type facilities are different than the compartment usage requirements.
l.  Selby CACTF Scheduling:  Effective immediately all Units scheduling Selby CACTF will have to identify on their RFMSS request exactly what building they want to use for their training needs IAW embedded .pdf map below.  A PowerPoint file (CATF Floor Plans) has also been placed on the Range Operations SharePoint Site under the Work Center and on the Rng Ops Website for use in determining building numbers as well as showing the individual floor layouts within each building which may come in handy when planning training.

m.  Big Gun Range Scheduling Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless other coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.

·  Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar

·  Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.

·  Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway for all ranges except the DMPRC which is Mr. Cribb NLT 72-hours business hours out from event start time (NLT 14-days out if overtime is needed).

5.  Timber Harvest 19 SEP – 5 OCT 13:  NONE
6.  Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
i. Bivouac Site Update – OSCAR Training Areas:  A total of six bivouac sites were chosen and presented to the Armor School for approval in/around the Northern OSCAR training ranges.  A current status of actions is shown below.

The goal
is to clearly identify where risk is higher than necessary and mitigate the risk through control measures. The
completed Daily Risk Assessment Form will be maintained with the DA Form 7566. Any block selected with a
single asterisk assesses the mission as medium risk; double asterisk assesses the mission as high risk, regardless
of final risk value. Blocks marked NA means not applicable, ** means that this is identified as a HIGH RISK activity
the G3 and MCoE PM 385-6-14.

TO BE RECOVERED. THIS INCLUDES THE M769, M879, AND M931 FULL RANGE PRACTICE
CARTRIDGES.

B. THERE HAVE BEEN REPORTS OF UNITS PERFORMING RECOVERY OPERATIONS WITH
FULL RANGE PRACTICE CARTRIDGES. FULL RANGE PRACTICE CARTRIDGES CONTAIN
ENERGETIC MATERIAL IN THE FUZES. FULL RANGE PRACTICE CARTRIDGES VENT THE
FUZE EITHER THROUGH THE FRONT OF THE FUZE (CURRENT M879) OR THROUGH A TUBE
IN THE PROJECTILE BODY TO THE VENT HOLES. THERE IS NO WAY TO BE CERTAIN
WHETHER A FRP CARTRIDGE HAS FUNCTIONED BASED ON VISUAL INSPECTION OF THE
CARTRIDGE BODY. RECOVERY OF FRP CARTRIDGES COULD RESULT IN A SERIOUS
INJURY.

C. REFERENCES 4H, 4I, AND 4J REQUIRE THE FULL RANGE PRACTICE CARTRIDGES

DESTROYED/RECOVERED BY INDIVIDUALS TRAINED IN RANGE CLEARANCE PROCEDURES TIAW
REFERENCE 4K.

5. QASAS AND ASP PERSONNEL WILL PROVIDE THIS INFORMATION TO ALL UNITS IN THEIR
AREA OF SUPPORT REQUISITIONING THE SUBJECT AMMUNITION.

6. THE FOLLOWING INFORMATION ON .50 CALIBER SHORT RANGE TRAINING AMMUNITION
(SRTA) A602 AND A603 IS PROVIDED:

A. SRTA IS A POTENTIALLY LETHAL TRAINING CARTRIDGE INTENDED ONLY FOR REDUCED
RANGE TARGET ENGAGEMENTS. SRTA IS NOT A MAN-MARKING OR BLANK TRAINING CARTRIDGE
AND IS PROHIBITED FROM USE IN ANY FORCE-ON-FORCE TRAINING. RANGE CONTROL OFFICERS
SHOULD ENSURE UNITS WITH SRTA ASSETS USE ONLY LIVE FIRE RANGES (FIRING INTO
IMPACT AREA) AND NOT ALLOW SRTA USE IN FORCE-ON-FORCE RANGES.

B. THE M3 RECOIL AMPLIFIER BARREL ASSEMBLY (RABA) MUST BE INSTALLED IN THE
M2/M2A1 RECEIVER WHEN USING A602/A603 SRTA INSTEAD OF THE M2/M2A1 BARREL. SRTA
WILL NOT PROPERLY FUNCTION IN THE M2/M2A1 MACHINE GUN WITHOUT THE M3 RABA. THE
SRTA IS A TRAINING CARTRIDGE THAT DOES NOT GENERATE ENOUGH RECOIL IMPULSE TO
PROPERLY FUNCTION THE WEAPON UNLESS THE M3 RABA IS INSTALLED ON THE WEAPON.





C. THE OPERATOR'S MANUAL FOR THE M2 MACHINE GUN DOES NOT SPECIFICALLY
INDICATE THE NEED FOR THE M3 RABA WHEN USING SRTA AMMUNITION.

(1) A SERVICEABLE M3 RECOIL AMPLIFIER ASSEMBLY IS ESSENTIAL FOR RELIABLE
FUNCTIONING. THE USER IS RESPONSIBLE FOR PROPER INSTALLATION, ASSEMBLY, AND
MAINTENANCE TO ENSURE SAFE AND RELIABLE FUNCTIONING OF SRTA.

(2) THE M2/M2A1 MACHINE GUN IS A RECOIL-OPERATED WEAPON. RIGIDITY OF
THE MOUNT SYSTEM AFFECTS RELIABILITY. MOVEMENT OF THE MOUNT DUE TO RECOIL
DURING FIRING WILL SOFTEN RECOIL AND WILL RESULT IN INCREASED FIRING STOPPAGES.

(3) THE M2/M2A1 MACHINE GUN, LIKE ALL OTHER WEAPON SYSTEMS, REQUIRES
PROPER AND REGULAR MAINTENANCE AS PRESCRIBED IN TM 9-1005-213-10/TM
9-1005-347-20 (RESPECTIVELY). FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS,
HEADSPACE AND TIMING REQUIREMENTS, AND CLEANING PROCEDURES WILL CONTRIBUTE
TO INCREASED PROBABILITY OF STOPPAGES AND/OR MALFUNCTIONS RESULTING IN WEAPON
DAMAGE AND/OR PERSONNEL INJURY.

(4) THE REDUCED RANGE OF SRTA DOES NOT REDUCE FIRING HAZARDS OR THE
REQUIREMENT FOR PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT. HEARING PROTECTION AND EYE
PROTECTION ARE REQUIRED TO BE WORN WHEN FIRING SRTA.

D. ADDITIONALLY, ALL UNITS NEED TO BE AWARE THAT THE 'DISCRIMINATOR', A
SIMPLE PLASTIC PART THAT REPLACES THE FRONT CARTRIDGE STOP ON THE WEAPON TO
PREVENT LOADING OF SERVICE AMMUNITION DURING FIRING OF SRTA, MUST BE PROPERLY
INSTALLED. MIS-ALIGNED OR MISSING DISCRIMINATOR CONTRIBUTES TO WEAPON STOPPAGES.

E. DO NOT ATTEMPT TO RELINK OR REFIRE ANY DAMAGED OR MISFIRED SRTA
CARTRIDGES THAT HAVE BEEN CYCLED THROUGH A WEAPON. TURN IN ALL DAMAGED OR
MISFIRE LIVE ROUNDS TO YOUR SUPPORTING ASP.

7. APPLICABLE REFERENCES (INCLUDING REFS 4.A THRU 4.E) SHOULD BE REVIEWED
FOR INFORMATION ON PROPER SET UP, INSTALLATION, MAINTENANCE, AND TROUBLESHOOTING
OF WEAPON SYSTEMS, AS WELL AS INFORMATION ON AMMUNITION.

8. THIS INFORMATION HAS BEEN ADDED TO THE APPROPRIATE DOCUMENTS LISTED IN
PARAGRAPH 4, A THROUGH E OF THIS AIN. THIS IS THE LAST ISSUANCE FOR THIS AIN.

ocOMM MORTAR MISHAP
CLAIMS ONE SOLDIER’S
LIFE

A 55" Signal Combat Camera Soldier, assigned to the 101" Airborne
Division, was killed by an explosion on 2 July 2013 at approximately 1030
local while deployed to Afghanistan. The 22-year-old SPC was
photographically documenting the firing of a 60mm mortar when the mishap
occurred. When the mortar fired, she was struck with shrapnel and severely
wounded. The SPC was evacuated immediately to a medical center where
she succumbed to her wounds. A Centralized Accident Investigation (CAI)
team from the US Army Combat Readiness/Safety Center is investigating.

Leader Engagement Tips:
e While the details of this accident are not yet known, leaders should
ensure standards are met including:

o Ensure proper PPE is worn and Soldiers are trained to
standard.

o Only the mortar crew is authorized to be in Area A of the
Surface Danger Zone (SDZ) IAW paragraph 9-2, DA PAM
385-63, Range Safety.

o The target engagement distance will not be less than the
distance required for Area B (Table 9-1, DA PAM 385-63) of
the respective caliber of mortar to be fired, unless fired from
protected positions.

This is the 1° Class A Mortar Mishap resulting in a Soldier fatality in FY13
compared to 1 for the same time frame in FY12. This PLR does not identify
specific root causes of this incident as the investigation is ongoing. Further
details will be available at a later date on RMIS (RMIS Login Required).

Effective immediately, any Unit training in the Good Hope Areas (B1-12, CC1-5, DD1-3, TA Leader &

Rules to keep us all environmentally correct:

» Conduct reconnaissance, proofing, and rehearsals prior to execution of training.

* Identify, resource, and emplace additional soil erosion control measures as necessary after reconnaissance.
* Ensure environmental risks and damage are mitigated.

» Systematically monitor, repair, and report maneuver damage and significant soil disturbance. Areas
requiring special emphasis include:

o Low Water Crossings

o Soil disturbance

o Erosion control emplacements

o Cyber stakes

o Roadway damage
» Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.

NOTE: Unit’s will be liable for funding any damage repair work that will be required in this area.
