MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 33-13 for Period of 20 OCT- 2 NOV 13 and 12-25 JAN 14 



1. Range Operations:    
a.   Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.
·  Radio Room will run 24-7, except for Federal Holidays published in Table 2.
·  No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods and will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well.

· Saturday firing can only be RC Units, OSUT/IET BRM POI training and will only be allowed during the day up until 2000 hours (2 8-hr shifts), no night time firing allowed.   Priority will go to the RC Units for training, however cannot exceed Saturday capability.
·  Sunday and Holiday live firing is not currently authorized on the installation.
·  Conduct of the Range Operations De-Confliction and publication of the Range Bulletin now remains on a bi-weekly cycle, see table 1 below for published schedule.

e.   Daily Risk Assessment Matrix:  Post Safety has now approved the new Daily Risk Assessment form that is embedded below. Use of this new form is effective immediately but all will be granted a 60-day grace window to get all trained up, with suspense of 10 October 13 for all to be using this new format on the installation. f.  OSCAR Zero Range Targets:  Range Division will assume the mission of issuing zero and alt course c targets to units using the Oscar Area Zero Ranges. Units will need to contact Ms. Parnell, 545-3132/2497, to ensure her availability for issuing targets. Additionally, Unit Commanders will be required to e-mail Mr. Caldwell (Archibald.j.caldwell.civ@mail.mil) requesting the number and type target required, the range that they are to be used on and the Soldier picking up the targets will need a copy of the approved range request. Range Division Supply is located in building 5509, 8th Division Road, first building on the right as you come through the front gate of the compound.
g.  Target Problems:  Report all target problems to range personnel as soon as it is noticed.  If no range personnel are on the range, call the radio room with your problems so they can get identified and we can schedule maintenance activities to troubleshoot and fix problems. Contact numbers should be posted in all tower locations for Unit use and quick reference.
h.  When units are scheduling facilities such as Shantytown, Selby CACTF and Mckenna Mout that requires Target Systems/other support, it should be on a separate request and not mixed with normal training compartments. This is even more important when the dates and times for their type facilities are different than the compartment usage requirements.
i.  Selby CACTF Scheduling:  Effective immediately all Units scheduling Selby CACTF will have to identify on their RFMSS request exactly what building they want to use for their training needs IAW embedded .pdf map below.  A PowerPoint file (CATF Floor Plans) has also been placed on the Range Operations SharePoint Site under the Work Center and on the Rng Ops Website for use in determining building numbers as well as showing the individual floor layouts within each building which may come in handy when planning training.

j.  Big Gun Range Scheduling Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless other coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.

·  Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar

·  Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.

·  Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway for all ranges except the DMPRC which is Mr. Cribb NLT 72-hours business hours out from event start time (NLT 14-days out if overtime is needed).

k.  HET movements for Sep-Oct 2013:   Embedded below is the HET movement schedule with routes so all can be aware of convoys in your area that may impact scheduled training events.  Recommend all keep an eye on these schedules/routes and inform all Units operating in and around them to be aware of these convoys, as these are large vehicles carrying oversized loads to and from training facilities/ranges on the installation. 14 June 2012

Effective immediately, any Unit training in the Good Hope Areas (B1-12, CC1-5, DD1-3, TA Leader &
Mobile, Shield MOUT, Patriot MOUT and Arkman DZ) will be required to have a maneuver damage
control cell to follow behind (or with) a maneuvering element (mounted or dismounted) to monitor,
assess, and provide damage control/reporting capabilities.

* Newly approved 144Rs are required for all Units for GHMTA use and must be on file in Range Operations
before RFMMS approval is granted.

+ 3-16 CAV will have priority of use for the GHMTA.

Rules to keep us all environmentally correct:

» Conduct reconnaissance, proofing, and rehearsals prior to execution of training.

* Identify, resource, and emplace additional soil erosion control measures as necessary after reconnaissance.
* Ensure environmental risks and damage are mitigated.

» Systematically monitor, repair, and report maneuver damage and significant soil disturbance. Areas
requiring special emphasis include:

o Low Water Crossings

o Soil disturbance

o Erosion control emplacements

o Cyber stakes

o Roadway damage
» Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.

NOTE: Unit’s will be liable for funding any damage repair work that will be required in this area.

Malone 22 Walk-through Notes

* Issue: Relocating the Range Control Tower on Malone 22 closer to the firing lane start points to gain a
better line of sight for the Tower operator.

* Discussion: Cost is the biggest factor in relocating the tower as sequestration lingers and budgets get
tighter. Moving the tower further downrange from its current location would greatly restrict any future
expansion of the maneuver area. Mr Greenway and Mr Archie from Range Division suggested trimming and
cutting trees as need to gain LOS to the firing lanes from the tower and if that didn’t resolve the problem
relocating the tower might be the next option.

* Recommendation: All in attendance agreed that would be the best COA. See slide #2

*Issue: The maneuver area at the startpoint of each lane has varying degrees of Erosion that will continue to
worsen as time goes on.

*Discussion: Talked COAs for erosion remediation

*Recommendation: Submit work order through TIYA to turn the soil and re-slope the area as need for better
runoff. Close the range while the work is being done and allow sufficient time for grass to grow before re-
opening. See slide #3

*Issue: Target array and facade walls.

*Discussion: Mr. Jeff Goedert discussed the POl requirements “desired outcome” of the training that needed
to occur during BTT and FTT LFX. The most immediate need is the ability to interchange conditions at the
firing points that would force a Soldier to use and IMT (Low Crawl High Crawl or 3-5sec rush) type movement
with the use of barricades, logs or sandbag type cover. Also discussed using the entire maneuver area the
firing lane that would incorporate the moving targets.

*Recommendation: Submit work order through TIYA to emplace the PVC Barricade holders . Sandbags and
logs would be made available at the range for scenario development See slide #4

*NOTE: RSO will supervise the emplacement of barricades, logs and sandbags to insure they are on a
surveyed Firing Point.

1. Explanation of Risk Assessment Matrix: The OIC /Pl is responsible for ensuring that the Daily Risk
Assessment is completed. It is a tool for the OIC /Pl and Commander to identify where risk factors can be
identified and mitigated to enhance overall safety. A daily risk assessment will be completed for each mission and
/ or updated every 8 hour period. It may encompass several tasks and modes or it can be filled out to cover each
submission to identify differing risk factors, i.e., day mission followed by night mission with different tasks. The goal
is to clearly identify where risk is higher than necessary and mitigate the risk through control measures. The
completed Daily Risk Assessment Form will be maintained with the DA Form 7566. Any block selected with a
single asterisk assesses the mission as medium risk; double asterisk assesses the mission as high risk, regardless
of final risk value. Blocks marked NA means not applicable, ** means that this is identified as a HIGH RISK activity
the G3 and MCoE PM 385-6-14.

a. Block-1 — Environmental Hazards: Select the most appropriate block and place that number in total block.
This is a factual assessment of the overall weather conditions for the entire training period (max. 24 hr).

NOTE

Cold and Hot weather assessment is based on forecasted wind-chill temperatures in Fahrenheit for the
mission window. OIC / RSO and Chain of Command must ensure adequate protection measures are in place
to protect SM / students from cold / hot weather illnesses.

b. Block 2 - Mission Complexity: Circle each task / mission to be attempted. Add only the number under the
most demanding mode for each mission (Day, Night, NVG). Place the sum for that mode in the total block. A
mission that spans multiple conditions (Day, Night & NVG) and conducts multiple missions during that time
period(s) need only identify the highest condition and task(s) being accomplished at the same time in the total
block.

(1) Value. Circle ALL tasks that apply and record the numerically highest number in the mission profile in the
Total Block. The highest condition is NVG; the highest mission task(s) are Convoy Operation Training under
NVGs. Since the Live Fire Exercise is being conducted “multi-vehicle” they will be combined. If there will be NVG
multi-vehicle movements, to and from the base of the tower or a check point in the route” during the exercise, then
all would apply, and be added to the total.

NOTE

The “OTHER” block is provided to assess a mission risk factor that is not already pre-printed on the form.
Other items may automatically require medium risk acceptance approval if they are not normal METL tasks
that have been trained. The block is another tool for the OIC / Pl and risk acceptance authority to identify
those items that may increase overall mission risk or those control measures that may reduce overall mission
risk.

c. Block 3 - Additional Hazards: This block assesses those environmental and mission related items that result
in increased mission risk. Circle all additional task factors that apply and place the combined number in total block.
Since all Additional Factors contribute to the overall difficulty of the mission, values are cumulative.

d. Block 4 — Heat / Cold Weather lliness in past Two Days: This block is designed to break / facture the
cumulative factor of long term heat exposure in to the daily risk assessment. Place that numeric value factor at
that apply and place this number in total.

e. Block 5 — Sleep / Rest: Select the most appropriate block and place that number in total block. Circle the
highest values for the SM/student. Values are cumulative

f. Block 6 - Moon lllumination: Select appropriate percent (%) of forecasted moon illumination for the time period
being flown (use % value for period) block and place that number in total block. Note EENT and BMNT.

g. Block 7 — Mitigation Measures Implemented: Measures implemented to reduce the risk are subtracted from
the final number. Space allocated to write in any reduction measure and assign a value. Place this number in total
block.

j. Block 8 - Risk Value Summary: Place totals from individual total blocks 1-9 as appropriate.

k. Total Risk Assessment: Select appropriate Risk Assessment value based on numerical total from the Block
10 Total. Enter the identified highest “Mission Risk Factor” identified in Blocks 1-9. This entry may be subjective or
determined by a raw numerical value. The intent is to, identify the highest risk factor(s) bearing on the mission for
risk mitigation purposes.

Worksheet must be kept on file for seven (7) calendar days and available for review / inspection and must be
completed in ink.
