MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 05-14 for Period of 09 -22 MAR 14 and 01-14 JUN 2014
1. Range Operations:    
a.  Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.
·  Radio Room will run 24-7, except for Federal Holidays published in Table 2.
·  No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods and will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well.

·  Saturday firing can only be RC Units, OSUT/IET BRM POI training and will only be allowed during the day up until 2000 hours (2 8-hr shifts), no night time firing allowed.   Priority will go to the RC Units for training, however cannot exceed Saturday capability.
·  Sunday and Holiday “Live Firing” or “High Risk” is not currently authorized on the installation. Exceptions to this policy will require DPTMS approval and OT funding costs will apply.
·  Conduct of the Range Operations De-Confliction and publication of the Range Bulletin now remains on a bi-weekly cycle, see table 1 below for published schedule.

b.  Range Operations Scheduling & Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling and survey sections are closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! We are also closing down daily for all business from 1200-1230 for designated lunch period, no support is available during these times.
c.  Road Assessment Work Heads-Up:  A contractor (Roy D McQueen and Associates) will be working for DPW to assess the condition of all roads at Fort Benning from 11 Feb through mid-March.   The contractor has a team of approximately 6 people and they all will have valid ID's and they will be wearing yellow/orange safety vests as they walk along the roads to do their assessments.   
d.   Malone 15A, Zero Ranges Update:  Commander’s have asked for zero procedures to be added to Malone 14, 15, 16 range packets.  We tried this in the past and these facilities suffered downrange infrastructure damage and it was then turned off as it shutdown or caused facilities to be less than 100% usable.  Too support Commanders we are now letting them use Malone 15A when needed for this type requirement.  All it will involve is an OIC already on one of these already “HOT” ranges to open 15A for training via coordination with the radio room and then provide an RSO to conduct this training with these Soldiers who are in need of remedial training.  Units will not have to do RFMSS requests ahead of time as this will be taken care of by the radio room operator on duty at the time, however all must remember downrange access must be clear of all personnel and maintenance activities before this can be approved..  Now we ask all that this be used only in cases where it is needed so this doesn’t become an every day event causing us undue burden in the radio room.  Remember, upon conclusion of this training, the OIC will then need to close this facility down.
e.  MWR Shooting Facility Update:  The Recreational Shooting Complex is now open on Sundays from 9am-5pm and closed on Mondays and Tuesdays.  Effective 1 March, both the Rifle & Pistol Range and the Trap & Skeet Range will stay open two hours longer Wed-Fri, closing at 7pm (summer hours).   The Trap & Skeet Range can be opened for groups of five or more outside normal business hours. Contact the Range Manager for scheduling at 706-545-6158.  Additionally, personal firearm storage is now available at the Shooting Complex for members; contact the Range Manager for details and prices.  

f.   Ammunition and Explosives (A&E) Amnesty Program:   See the embedded document below for the MCoE policy that provides all personnel an amnesty opportunity to return ammunition or explosives to ensure maximum recovery of military A&E items found outside the supply system without penalty or reprisal.

j.  OSCAR Zero Range Targets:  Range Division will assume the mission of issuing zero and alt course c targets to units using the Oscar Area Zero Ranges. Units will need to contact Ms. Parnell, 545-3132/2497, to ensure her availability for issuing targets. Additionally, Unit Commanders will be required to e-mail Mr. Caldwell (Archibald.j.caldwell.civ@mail.mil) requesting the number and type target required, the range that they are to be used on and the Soldier picking up the targets will need a copy of the approved range request. Range Division Supply is located in building 5509, 8th Division Road, first building on the right as you come through the front gate of the compound.
k.  Shantytown, Selby CACTF, Military Compound, Residential District and Mckenna Mout Scheduling:   Scheduling for Shantytown, Selby CACTF and Mckenna Mout facilities that require Target Systems/other support should be on a separate request and not mixed with normal training compartments. This is even more important when the dates and times for their type facilities are different than the compartment usage requirements. All CCMCK and SERTA firing on these facilities will require a “COLD” packet for execution of this type traiing.
l.  Selby CACTF Scheduling:  Effective immediately all Units scheduling Selby CACTF or the Residential District will have to identify on their RFMSS request exactly what building they want to use for their training requirements IAW embedded pdf maps below.  A PowerPoint file (CACTF Floor Plans) has also been placed on the Range Operations SharePoint Site under the Work Center and on the Rng Ops Website for use in determining building numbers as well as showing the individual floor layouts within each building which may come in handy when planning training. We are now in creating one for the Residential District that we will post in the near future for use by all.

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m.  Big Gun Range Scheduling Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless other coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.

·   Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar

·   Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.

·   Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway for all ranges except the DMPRC which is Mr. Cribb NLT 7-days in advance from event start time (NLT 6-weeks out if overtime is needed).

n.  OFF-POST Unit Training Request Approval Requirements:  All Units from off the installation that want to train here at Fort Benning will need to go through the MCoE G3 for any training requests they may have.  Current Post Safety policy requires all Units to staff their Commander's CRMWS through the Installation Safety Office and gain approval of their worksheet prior to scheduled training event.  Due to manpower constraints we will no longer hold up G3 submitted requests for off-post Units pending receipt of a Post Safety Composite Risk Management Worksheet (CRMWS). The standard for off-post Units will be the same as for on post Units from this point on as far as processing and approving RFMSS requests through Range Operations goes.  Units are required to have this CRMWS and Post Safety's letter of concurrence in their range book, which is an item that is inspected by local safety patrols and Post Safety personnel.  Units who fail to meet policy rules could risk training being halted or stopped completely, pending compliance with these policy rules.

o.  HET movements for MAR-MAY 14:   Embedded below is the HET movement schedule with routes so all can be aware of convoys in your area that may impact scheduled training events.  Recommend all keep an eye on these schedules/routes and inform all Units operating in and around them to be aware of these convoys, as these are large vehicles carrying oversized loads to and from training facilities/ranges on the installation. SUBJECT: Ammunition and Explosives Amnesty Program

1. REFERENCES.
a. Army Regulation 710-2, Supply Policy Below the National Level, 28 March 2008.

b. Department of the Army Pamphlet 710-2-1, Using Unit Supply System (Manual
Procedures), 31 December 1997.

c. Department of the Army Pamphlet 385-64, Ammunition and Explosives Safety
Standards, 24 May 2011.

d. Installation Management Command Regulation 385-10, Safety Program, 1 June
2010.

2. PURPOSE: Establish the installation’s Ammunition and Explosives (A&E) Amnesty
Program protocols in order to ensure accountability, discipline, and safety.

3. INTENT: Provide all personnel an amnesty opportunity to return ammunition or
explosives originally issued through military channels without penalty or reprisal.

4. APPLICABILITY. This policy applies to all personnel assigned or attached to the
Maneuver Center of Excellence (MCoE) and/or on Fort Benning.

5. BACKGROUND. The intent of the A&E Amnesty Program is to ensure maximum
recovery of military A&E items found outside the supply system. It is not a process to
circumvent normal turn-in procedures. In addition, it provides an opportunity for
individuals to return A&E found, stolen, or misplaced without fear of prosecution (AR
710-2). The amnesty program is in accordance with DA Pam 710-2-1, paragraph 11-
19.

6. RESPONSIBILITIES.
a. Garrison Commander:

(1) Appoint an individual within the MCoE Safety Office as the Installation A&E
Amnesty Program Coordinator.
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(2) Coordinate with MCoE G-3 and Public Affairs Office (PAO) to synchronize
and execute the annual A&E Amnesty Day.

b. Ammunition & Explosives Amnesty Program Coordinator:
(1) Oversees the Installation A&E Amnesty Program.
(2) Establish an installation Amnesty program policy.

(3) Coordinate with the MCoE PAO to disseminate the A&E program and
procedures.

c. Logistics Readiness Center (LRC) /G4.
(1) Responsible for the implementation and execution of the program.

(2) Assist and advise subordinate elements with the development and
implementation of unit's A&E Amnesty Program.

(3) Conduct compliance inspections to ensure installation policies and procedures
are enforced.

(4) Coordinate with installation E911 to establish a 24-hour “Amnesty Hotline” that
provides direction, information, and procedures to anyone (military or Civilian) who
requires turn in of A&E amnesty items.

(5) Review and approve installation amnesty box locations at the
Battalion/Squadron/Academy/Directorate levels.

(6) The MCoE A&E Coordinator will provide quarterly updates regarding
additions and deletions of collection points or containers to the MCoE Fire Department.

(7) QASAS will accept all ammunition turned in under the provisions of the A&E
Amnesty Program. Individuals turning in A&E under the Amnesty Program are not
required to have a turn-in document and are exempt from the 24-hour advance turn-in
notification to the Fort Benning Ammunition Supply Point.

(8) QASAS will coordinate with EOD when responding to calls to investigate A&E
found on Fort Benning. All A&E found, excluding small arms ammunition (up to and
including .50 caliber), will be considered hazardous and will not be moved by untrained
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personnel. Supporting EOD personnel will respond upon request to recover A&E found
on post.

(9) QASAS will ensure that Ammunition Supply Point personnel are trained to
coordinate and de-conflict reported A&E. Conduct and documentation of annual A&E
program principle training and new employee integration will be completed within 30
days of employment.

d. Fort Benning Major Subordinate Commands (MSCs), Directorates, Tenant Units,
and Organizations/Agencies.

(1) Battalion/Squadron Commanders/NCOA Commandant/Directors will establish
an Ammunition and Explosives Amnesty Program consisting of a written policy, Risk
Management Worksheet (DA Form 7566), annual briefings, and a responsible POC that
can be reached during both duty and non-duty hours of operation.

(a) Commanders/Directors who do not have assigned weapons, arms rooms and
no not qualify with that weapon will have a program, which supports their specific
mission profile and needs (e.g. 30" AG).

(2) Commanders/Directors will maintain physical security of their amnesty
containers. They must integrate their A&E amnesty box keys into their key control
program. Limited or restricted access will be enforced, monitored, and inspected on a
regular basis.

(3) Commanders/NCOA Commandant/Directors will have a single, easily
accessible, amnesty box location within their Battalion/Squadron/Academy/Directorate
footprint. The “Amnesty Hotline,” (706) 544-6639, and the Ammunition Supply Point
personnel, (706) 544-6015, and Battalion/Squadron/Academy/Directorate POCs duty
numbers will be visibly posted on each amnesty box. Additionally, this information must
be available at your Staff Duty Noncommissioned Officer (SDNCO) or Field Grade Duty
Officer (FOD) place of duty. Because of the associated hazards, one 10 Ib BC rated fire
extinguisher will be available for inspections. The amnesty box will not be located at the
main entrance of the facility and all open flames will be kept further than 50 feet from
the amnesty box. If amnesty points are desired at the Company/Troop/Branch or on
individual ranges, then the next higher command authority will authorize that action, in
writing, and be held accountable for all compliance aspects of the installation policy.

(4) Commanders/NCOA Commandant/Directors will ensure that all assigned or
attached Soldiers are familiar with the unit's amnesty program. They will include the
amnesty program and procedures into their orientation or newcomer’s safety briefings,
risk analysis, and training or activities that require the use of ammunition or explosives.
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(56) Commanders/NCOA Commandant/Directors will enforce scheduled and
unscheduled amnesty checks by subordinate leaders and managers immediately
following all training activities that use ammunition or explosives.

(6) Commanders/NCOA Commandant/Directors will develop internal policies and
standard operating procedures without any deviation from this policy. Allocate time in
your operating environment that will encourage personnel to be receptive and active
participants in the A&E amnesty program without reprisal or negative consequences.
Written policies will provide instruction to all military and Civilian personnel desiring to
turn in military small arms ammunition under the provisions of the unit's ammunition
amnesty program and will specify the POC for coordinating, collecting, and disposal of
Class V residue.

(7) Commanders/NCOA Commandant/Directors will ensure that the amnesty
program is not used as a substitute to bypass established turn-in procedures, but are
directed towards gaining control of ammunition which may have unintentionally been
removed from training sites and is no longer under military control. Advise personnel of
the three R’s (recognize, retreat, report) when personnel encounter or suspect they may
have encountered munitions.

(8) Transportation of loose ammunition and explosives on the installation will not
occur. Ammunition of military origin, excluding small arms ammunition (.50 caliber
rounds and below) found on or off the federal property, which appear to be lost,
abandoned, or not under the control of any individual or organization will be reported to
E911. All personnel will leave these more hazardous materials at the site of discovery
pending law enforcement arrival and control of the site.

(9) Commanders/NCOA Commandant/Directors will conduct inspections at
irregular intervals of their amnesty box and coordinate with the Quality Assurance
Specialist/Ammunition Surveillance (QASAS) and/or Explosive Ordinance Detachment
(EQOD) for inspections, collection, transportation, and disposal of ammunition other then
small caliber ammunition, explosives, and pyrotechnics in a safe and appropriate
manner.

(10) The amnesty box will be designed to receive .50 caliber and smaller
ammunition only. The drop box will be designed and locked so that no ammunition
can be removed except by authorized QASAS, EOD, or personnel authorized by the
commander/director. An approved amnesty container will be a M2A1 or M19A1 metal
ammunition box and have a single hole, not to exceed 7/8 inch in diameter (the size of a
.50 caliber round), in the side of the box and painted a brilliant red in color and stenciled
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in capital white 3" letters “AMNESTY". The box must be secured to the facility with a
low security padlock and a hardened steel chain.

(11) All amnesty box locations (with associated building number/range, latitude
and longitude, or 10-digit MGRS) and unit POCs will be documented and reported to the
MCoE A&E POC.

7. SUPERSESSION: This policy memorandum supersedes MCoE Policy
Memorandum 710-2-2, 13 December 2012, same subject.

» Systematically monitor, repair, and report maneuver damage and significant soil disturbance. Areas
requiring special emphasis include:

o Low Water Crossings

o Soil disturbance

o Erosion control emplacements

o Cyber stakes

o Roadway damage
» Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.

NOTE: Unit’s will be liable for funding any damage repair work that will be required in this area.

* Issue: Relocating the Range Control Tower on Malone 22 closer to the firing lane start points to gain a
better line of sight for the Tower operator.

* Discussion: Cost is the biggest factor in relocating the tower as sequestration lingers and budgets get
tighter. Moving the tower further downrange from its current location would greatly restrict any future
expansion of the maneuver area. Mr Greenway and Mr Archie from Range Division suggested trimming and
cutting trees as need to gain LOS to the firing lanes from the tower and if that didn’t resolve the problem
relocating the tower might be the next option.

* Recommendation: All in attendance agreed that would be the best COA. See slide #2

*Issue: The maneuver area at the startpoint of each lane has varying degrees of Erosion that will continue to
worsen as time goes on.

*Discussion: Talked COAs for erosion remediation

*Recommendation: Submit work order through TIYA to turn the soil and re-slope the area as need for better
runoff. Close the range while the work is being done and allow sufficient time for grass to grow before re-
opening. See slide #3

*Issue: Target array and facade walls.

*Discussion: Mr. Jeff Goedert discussed the POl requirements “desired outcome” of the training that needed
to occur during BTT and FTT LFX. The most immediate need is the ability to interchange conditions at the
firing points that would force a Soldier to use and IMT (Low Crawl High Crawl or 3-5sec rush) type movement
with the use of barricades, logs or sandbag type cover. Also discussed using the entire maneuver area the
firing lane that would incorporate the moving targets.

*Recommendation: Submit work order through TIYA to emplace the PVC Barricade holders . Sandbags and
logs would be made available at the range for scenario development See slide #4

*NOTE: RSO will supervise the emplacement of barricades, logs and sandbags to insure they are on a
surveyed Firing Point.
