1.  Range Operations:    

a.  Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.
·  Radio Room will run 24-7, except for Federal Holidays published in Table 2.
·  No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods and will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well.
·  Saturday firing can only be RC Units, OSUT/IET BRM POI training and will only be allowed during the day up until 2000 hours (2 8-hr shifts), no night time firing allowed.   Priority will go to the RC Units for training, however cannot exceed Saturday capability.
·  Sunday and Holiday “Live Firing” or “High Risk” is not currently authorized on the installation. Exceptions to this policy will require DPTMS approval and OT funding costs will apply.
·  Conduct of the Range Operations De-Confliction and publication of the Range Bulletin now remains on a bi-weekly cycle, see table 1 below for published schedule.

b.   Urban Operations Section Update:  Beginning 31 March 2014 e will begin training WTA (Contractors) to open/close CACTF, MC, RMS, and Shanty Town.  Coordination’s and Approvals for use still reside with Urban Section.
 
c.   M855A1 Round Reminder: Per FORSCOM FY13 Training Ammunition Authorizations POSTED and FORSCOM Training Ammunition Management Guidance for Confined Space Training ie. (Shoot House): Under no circumstance will the Enhanced Performance Round (EPR) 5.56MM, BALL, M855A1 AND TRACER, M856A1 LINKED (4:1) be issued for use in the Army family of Live Fire Shoot Houses (Including Facility Category Group 17898 Facility Category Code 17879). The EPR causes insurmountable damage. The Standard and SOCOM Shoot house has not been type classified for the use of the Enhanced Performance Round. A violation of use will result in Non containment of the projectile and elevate Training Risk Assessments into the Extremely High Risk category. All FORSCOM units will be encouraged to use the family of rounds procured for Confined Space Live fire training.  UTM (CCMCK), Plastic and Short Range  (SRTA) munitions are the primary source of munitions to be used. Make sure all resource these alternate munitions for any Live-Fire events affected by this TRADOC/FORSCOM use guidance.

d.   Not Lost App:  The Not Lost App is the interactive guide to United States Military bases and their surrounding communities. When soldiers, their families and their friends are trying to find their way around a new base, Not Lost will show them around in the most convenient way possible. When a soldier moves to a new post, there are so many things that he or she needs to take care of, the last thing they should be worrying about is WHERE each of the buildings and offices is. Not Lost makes sure they are just that, not lost. When it comes time to go find that new restaurant, the local movie theatre, brew pub or playground, Not Lost has the search function and updates to make sure the most current information is at your fingertips.  Not Lost is like having a local telling you the inside scoops for everything from paperwork to playtime, and it’s free.

e.  Range Operations Scheduling & Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling and survey sections are closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! We are also closing down daily for all business from 1200-1230 for designated lunch period, no support is available during these times.

f.   Malone 15A, Zero Ranges Update:  Commander’s have asked for zero procedures to be added to Malone 14, 15, 16 range packets.  We tried this in the past and these facilities suffered downrange infrastructure damage and it was then turned off as it shutdown or caused facilities to be less than 100% usable.  Too support Commanders we are now letting them use Malone 15A when needed for this type requirement.  All it will involve is an OIC already on one of these already “HOT” ranges to open 15A for training via coordination with the radio room and then provide an RSO to conduct this training with these Soldiers who are in need of remedial training.  Units will not have to do RFMSS requests ahead of time as this will be taken care of by the radio room operator on duty at the time; however all must remember downrange access must be clear of all personnel and maintenance activities before this can be approved.  Now we ask all that this be used only in cases where it is needed so this doesn’t become an every day event causing us undue burden in the radio room.  Remember, upon conclusion of this training, the OIC will then need to close this facility down.

g.   ITAM Map Requests:  Effective immediately all our internal ITAM/GIS MAP support has been moved to Virginia with a regional contract action.  If you are in need of any kind of Fort Benning map (range/facility/training areas, etc.) use the embedded document below to request them, just ensure you have some lead time in getting it done.  This is also no cost to the requestor.

j.  OSCAR Zero Range Targets:  Range Division will assume the mission of issuing zero and alt course c targets to units using the Oscar Area Zero Ranges. Units will need to contact Ms. Parnell, 545-3132/2497, to ensure her availability for issuing targets. Additionally, Unit Commanders will be required to e-mail Mr. Caldwell (Archibald.j.caldwell.civ@mail.mil) requesting the number and type target required, the range that they are to be used on and the Soldier picking up the targets will need a copy of the approved range request. Range Division Supply is located in building 5509, 8th Division Road, first building on the right as you come through the front gate of the compound.

k.  Shantytown, Selby CACTF, Military Compound, Residential District and Mckenna Mout Scheduling:   Scheduling for Shantytown, Selby CACTF and Mckenna Mout facilities that require Target Systems/other support should be on a separate request and not mixed with normal training compartments. This is even more important when the dates and times for their type facilities are different than the compartment usage requirements. All CCMCK firing on these facilities will require a “COLD” packet for execution of this type training.

l.  Selby CACTF Scheduling:  Effective immediately all Units scheduling Selby CACTF or the Residential District will have to identify on their RFMSS request exactly what building they want to use for their training requirements IAW embedded pdf maps below.  A PowerPoint file (CACTF Floor Plans) has also been placed on the Range Operations SharePoint Site under the Work Center and on the Rng Ops Website for use in determining building numbers as well as showing the individual floor layouts within each building which may come in handy when planning training. We are now in creating one for the Residential District that we will post in the near future for use by all.




     

m.  Big Gun Range Scheduling Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless other coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.

·   Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar
·   Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.
·   Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway for all ranges except the DMPRC which is Mr. Cribb NLT 7-days in advance from event start time (NLT 6-weeks out if overtime is needed).

n.  HET movements for MAR-MAY 14:   Embedded below is the HET movement schedule with routes so all can be aware of convoys in your area that may impact scheduled training events.  Recommend all keep an eye on these schedules/routes and inform all Units operating in and around them to be aware of these convoys, as these are large vehicles carrying oversized loads to and from training facilities/ranges on the installation. ix. Cole Range:  A contract action is underway to build a Covered Training Area (CTA) with lightening protection on Cole Range which will be designed as an open air; unconditioned space.  This is for weapons and equipment maintenance and for troop protection from sun and inclement weather. Work hours once contract is awarded will be Monday-Friday, 0800 to 1730, excluding Federal Holidays. POC for these actions is Mr. Glenn Todd, (706) 331-2028.

They will need to understand and maintain Good hope “Rules” and standards (see embedded file below). Ensure you have a maneuver damage control cell plan in action IAW attached memorandum, which must also be spelled out in the 144R or they won't approve it.

All need to be aware that we have five separate contractors working within the boundaries of the GHMTA. The following projects are in motion.  This construction effort will not impede training. As LWCs are repaired and complete, they will be immediately turned over to Range Operations for utilization. 



          

xiv. E-8 Fencing Project: The E-8 impact area will now be fenced in completely and have signage posted around this off-limits area.  This will bring us into compliance with DA PAM 385-63 directives that require us to have positive controls for access into permanent/dedicated impact areas.  Project is funded waiting approval of 144-R with an estimated completion date 29 Jun 14 for this project.

xv. Harmony Church Obstacle Course:  Some issues with erosion control have been identified on the harmony Church Obstacle Course with work order now in place with DPW to repair this.

Rules to keep us all environmentally correct: 


• Conduct reconnaissance, proofing, and rehearsals prior to execution of training. 


• Identify, resource, and emplace additional soil erosion control measures as necessary after reconnaissance. 


• Ensure environmental risks and damage are mitigated. 


• Systematically monitor, repair, and report maneuver damage and significant soil disturbance.   Areas 
requiring special emphasis include: 


o  Low Water Crossings  


o  Soil disturbance 


o  Erosion control emplacements 


o  Cyber stakes 


o  Roadway damage  


• Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units 
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports 
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training 
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.

Malone 22 Walk-through Notes 


• Issue: Relocating the Range Control Tower on Malone 22 closer to the firing lane start points to gain a 
better line of sight for the Tower operator. 
• Discussion: Cost is the biggest factor in relocating the tower as sequestration lingers and budgets get 
tighter. Moving the tower further downrange from its current location would greatly restrict any future 
expansion of the maneuver area. Mr Greenway and Mr Archie from Range Division suggested trimming and 
cutting trees as need to gain LOS to the firing lanes from the tower and if that didn’t resolve the problem 
relocating the tower might be the next option.  
• Recommendation: All in attendance agreed that would be the best COA. See slide #2 


•Issue: The maneuver area at the startpoint of each lane has varying degrees of Erosion that will continue to 
worsen as time goes on. 
•Discussion: Talked COAs for erosion remediation 
•Recommendation: Submit work order through TIYA to turn the soil and re-slope the area as need for better 
runoff.  Close the range while the work is being done and allow sufficient time for grass to grow before re-
opening. See slide #3 


•Issue: Target array and façade walls. 
•Discussion: Mr. Jeff Goedert discussed the POI requirements “desired outcome” of the training that needed 
to occur during BTT and FTT LFX. The most immediate need is the ability to interchange conditions at the 
firing points that would force a Soldier to use and IMT (Low Crawl High Crawl or 3-5sec rush) type movement 
with the use of barricades,  logs or sandbag type cover. Also discussed using the entire maneuver area the 
firing lane  that would incorporate the moving targets. 
•Recommendation: Submit work order through TIYA to emplace the PVC Barricade holders .  Sandbags and 
logs would be made available at the range for scenario development See slide #4 
•NOTE: RSO will supervise the emplacement of barricades, logs and sandbags to insure they are on a 
surveyed Firing Point.

Impact: Soldiers were able to 
understand the importance of BRM 
and the importance of  being able to 
move and communicate while safely 
firing live rounds.   They now have a 
much better understanding of how 
to maneuver onto an objective while 
engaging targets in a buddy team. 
 
 
Future: 
Using what they have learned, 
Soldiers will be trained and tested on 
Fire Team Tactics where they will be 
maneuvering in a fire team instead 
of buddy teams.
