    SEQUENCE OF EVENTS:

A. Range is opened through Range Control by training unit.

B. Students arrive and organize in staging area.
C. All students receive the location of compass check points and pace count locations.

D. Cadre and students receive Range Orientation & Safety Brief.

E. Students will be broken down into 4 groups depending on size of class (according to the first letter of last name).

F. Students will receive a map on a clipboard and a score sheet and negotiate the land navigation course

G. Upon completion of the land navigation course, all Soldiers and equipment will be accounted for.

H. Training unit will conduct police call of area and clean latrine. LN Cadre will inspect.

I. Range is closed through Range Control by training unit prior to Land Navigation Cadre departure.

3. A Co, 2-29th IN REGT Responsibilities: Facilitate testing for training unit for Day/Night or Night/Day transition Land Navigation. Guidance to help with Lost Student Procedures.

4. Using Unit Responsibilities:

a. Training unit must have a copy of CRMWS, current 466, one of the TOP 3, SFC or SSG on range at all times, medics or CLS qualified personnel, wet bulb and ice sheets. All Soldiers must have a watch, chemlight, lensatic compass, protractor, flashlight, either PT belt or road guard vest (not mandatory but highly encouraged), and non permanent map markers w/eraser marker to wipe map when done.
Optional: units are encouraged to provide zip-lock bags for students during wet/inclement weather.

b. INFORM THE UNIT DURING CORDNATION THAT THEY MUST REQUEST I-HITS FROM THE TASC WAREHOUSE WAREHOUSE TO BE USED ON LAND NAVAGTION SITE IN ACCORDANTE WITH AR 350-19 Pg. 30.

c. ONCE UNIT ARRIVED AT RED DIAMOND LAND NAV. SITE THE CADRE WILL PHYSICAL CHECK EACH SOLDIER IHITS TO ENSURE THEY ARE OPERATIONAL BY CALLING THE KEYBRIDGE TI.

d. THE HITS THAT ARE INOP WILL BE REPLACE WITH AN OPERATIONAL ONE BY THE UNIT, BEFORE A SOLDIER CAN EXECUTE THE LAND NAV. SITE.

e. IF A UNIT REFUSES TO USE IHITS THE CADRE WILL PERFORM THE FOLLOWING BY KEEPING A LOG (1594) AND LOGGED IN UNIT REFUSE TO USED I-HITS, TIME, DATE, AND POC FOR THE UNIT.
