A.  Range is opened thru Range Control by training unit.

B. Students arrive and organize in staging area (unit detail arrive prior to main body).

C. Detail (from training unit) conduct range set-up.
D. All students receive lecture and hands on training prior to being break down into land navigation teams.

E. Students will be broken down into land navigation teams of no less than four Soldiers.
F. One of the four Soldiers will be designated as Team Leader for equipment accountability only.

G. Team Leaders are issued one map (U-1 Special) and Requirement Sheet (Day or Night) for each team.

H. Cadre and students receive Range Orientation & Safety Brief.

I. Land navigation teams negotiate the land navigation course.

J. Upon completion of the land navigation course, all Soldiers and equipment will be accounted for.

K. Steps 2D thru 2J are repeated prior to departure, during hours of limited visibility (Night).

L. Range is closed thru Range Control by training unit prior to Land Navigation Cadre Departure.

3. A Co, 2/29th IN REGT Responsibilities: Provide basic Land Navigation Instruction to Initial Entry Soldiers using a Compass.  Day Land Navigation 3 hours and Night Land Navigation 2 hours.
