2. Concept of Training: MRTC is a two-day training event for an ITB/BCTB-sized Company.  Training will be conducted from 0900 until 1700, due to maintenance operations of support vehicles.  Any exceptions to normal training hours MUST be coordinated through the MRTC Master Trainer.
3. A CO, 2-29 IN Responsibilities (Range Specific)

A. Provide up to 4 HMMWVs and 4 support cadre
a. If requested in advance by unit, vehicles will arrive prior to 0900 for Convoy Brief and static training.

b. M197 Weapon Mounts and M249 Squad Automatic Weapon (SAW) pintles.
c. Maintenance requirements along with both sections operating on one training day may impact our ability to provide more than 4 trucks.  You may receive a combination of HMMWV’s and Stryker’s totaling 4 vehicles. 

d. If requesting more than 4 trucks, the unit must request through the MRTC Master Trainer or MRTC Platoon Sergeant NLT 14 days out.
B. Cadre Safety Brief and Introduction to HMMWVs.

C. Support/ facilitate training.
4. Using Unit Responsibilities (Range Specific)


A. Have 466          , Daily Risk Assessment         
B. Provide M240B w/ pintle and M249 Squad Automatic Weapon (SAW).
C. Capability to remove M240B 1913 rails (to facilitate mounting in M1114s, requires Allen wrench).
D. One vehicle suitable for evacuation of personnel to the EMS drop off point or to the nearest AIRMEDAVAC site.    
E. Uniform and equipment required for training in vehicle will include at a minimum: Advanced Combat Helmet (ACH) and Eye Protection.    
F. Inform A/2-29 if scheduled Arrival Time changes.  The MRTC Committee reserves the right to cancel training if the using unit is not present at the link up site at the coordinated time.

G. Be prepared for maintenance requirements or circumstances beyond A/2-29 IN control to impact the number of vehicles that are able to support the training event.  Most training events have had to operate with as little as four trucks.   
H. Unit POC needs to contact the Master Trainer at a minimum of 14 days before the day of training either by phone or face to face, IOT ensure final coordination’s are made.
