1. A GPS satellite will
transmit the position,
navigation and timing
(PNT) signal.

2. An enemy receiver /
transmitter on the

ground will intercept
the satellite signal and
rebroadcast it.

3. The rebroadcast signal will interfere with the
proper satellite signal and cause inaccurate
PNT data display on the handheld receiver.
