
COL Bart G. Hensler was commissioned a 
Second Lieutenant of Infantry from the United

He served as a Rifle Platoon Leader, Scout 
Platoon Leader and Battalion S3 Air in 3-325th 
Airborne Infantry Regiment, 82d Airborne Division. 
Following the Infantry Captain’s Career Course, he 
served with 1-23rd Infantry, 3/2 Stryker Brigade 
Combat Team as the Battalion Adjutant, Battalion 
Assistant Operations Officer, and Rifle Company 
Commander. From 2005-2008, COL Hensler served 
in 2D Battalion, 75th Ranger Regiment as the 
Battalion S3 Air, Headquarters and Headquarters 
Company Commander, and Regimental Assistant
