SHIFTED TO “COMMON CORE”, ALL PREVIOUSLY NUMBERED 

PHASES SHIFTED BY 1 “TO THE LEFT”. FOR EXAMPLE, WHAT USED 

TO BE RESIDENT “PHASE 2” COVERING COMPANY LEVEL TLPs IS 

NOW “PHASE 1,” AND WHAT USED TO BE DISTANCE LEARNING 

“PHASE 3” IS NOW CALLED “PHASE 2.” NOTHING SUBSTANTIVE IN 

THE COURSES CHANGED EXCEPT THE NUMBER THEY ARE 

CALLED, THUS PASSING PHASES UNDER THE OLD NUMBERING 

CONVENTION IS VALID IN THE CURRENT NUMBERING
