Benning, Georgia; 173d BDE, Co N (Ranger), 75th IN, RVN; and 1st (Ranger), 75th
IN Ft Stewart, Georgia. He served as the Infantry School Command Sergeant Major at

Ft Benning, Georgia.

CSM Caro received an Associate's Degree. He graduated from Basic Airborne School,
Jumpmaster School, Pathfinder School, Land Search Rescue School, Ranger School,
Jungle Warfare School, Raider Course, Military Advisor Training Course, Defense
Language Institute (Vietnamese), NCO Academy, ANCOC, and the Sergeants Major
Academy.

CSM Caro’s awards and decorations include the Legion of Merit, Bronze Star with V
Device (4th OLC), Purple Heart (1st OLC), Meritorious Service Medal, Air Medal,
Army Commendation Medal with V Device (3rd OLC), Good Conduct Medal (7th
