3.  Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 10-19 Sep 09:  NONE
4.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
     a.  Malone 11 is open for zero training only until survey completes safety data for steel targets and stress fire exercise.

     b.  Malone 17 - Shaw construction plans to install a hesco wall on 2-11 & 15-17 Sep 09.  When Malone 16 is live firing on these dates, lanes 13-16 on Malone 16 will be closed.  192d & 198th BDE have concurred with this construction.
     c.  Malone 7, lanes 1 & 2 will remain closed through 30 Sep 2009, or until Hesco wall is built.   Shaw plans to install Hesco wall construction: 12-13 Sep and 15-17 Sep 09.  See chart below for new range construction restrictions.

        d. Malone 2 (LOMAH RANGE):  Lanes 17-32 will be close immediately until further notice.  Scheduling of Malone is limited to any five, eight hour days in a given seven day period.  This will include set up and take down time of approximately one hour leaving seven hours of training time.  This limit would take effect immediately with the caveat that presently approved request will be honored.  Changes to existing schedules will not be honored if they exceed the limits above.  Construction will include a new rear berm that will be from lane 16 to lane 32 which shall be 10ft high from the highest firing position. See embedded document for the proposed timelines (Tentative Draft Plan) for this berm construction effort.

   e.  Griswold Range Timber Harvest:  FORESTRY has locked down the Griswold training compartment 5 - 30 Sep 09 for Line-of-Sight Tree Clearing. Units who have events scheduled in this area need to get with Range Control to reschedule for other compartments or facilities as quickly as possible.

    f.  Farnsworth Range Construction:  SHAW Maintenance has locked down the Farnsworth training compartment 14 Sep – 1 Dec 09 for berm repair/construction and other internal projects. Units who have events scheduled in this area need to get with Range Control to reschedule for other compartments or facilities as quickly as possible and see chart below for other impacts this construction will have.

g.   Selby Hill CACTF Maintenance:  CACTF facility has been scheduled for priming and painting of all the buildings at this site location.  Schedule of this operation is as follows;          26 Sep – 14 Oct, 16-18 Oct and 7-15 Nov for building priming and 21 Nov 09– 24 Jan 10 (64-days) for building panting.  Units scheduled in this area need to get with Range Control to reschedule for other compartments or facilities as quickly as possible during these time frames.

5.  Training Area “Oscar 5” Range Construction:   Beginning 15 Jun 09 and extending for 24-months training area “O5” will be closed for all training activities, but will remain open for hunting.  All units who have scheduled training in this area during this time period are asked to reschedule their events into other training compartments prior to their scheduled training events.
6.  Road Closures:

     a.  Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range. There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth 
Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond 
Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to
Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
    b.  Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction. Tricolor Road North from First Division Road to Upatoi Creek is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

    c.  Units must use the Red Diamond Road entrance and exit to gain access to the Golf, Foxtrot and India training areas from Camp Darby.  Range control will allow unit to place their lock on Red Diamond Road gate.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 

545-9428 or 706-615-7698.  The bridge at Hollis Branch Creek off Cyclone Road has been repaired and is open for vehicular traffic.

    d.  Tank trail closure: Effective 3 Aug 2009, the tank trail from Loraine Road to Britten Range will be closed for the hardening of the Randall Creek low water crossing site.  Construction will take approximately 90 days. The alternate route to the OSCAR Training compartments will be Loraine Road to Bulls-Eye Road, Bulls-Eye Road to Midwest Road (see attached map).

   e.  8th Division Road from the junction of Cussetta Road across the bridge over highway 27 to the junction of Wood Road will be closed starting 8 July 09.  This stretch of road will be closed until further notice for new bridge/four lane construction through this area.  This effectively closes 8th Division road after the gas station to Wood Road so you will have to use alternate routes around this area. 7.  Selby Hill CACTF:  Is not available for scheduling by IET units at this time.  The G3 is developing a Joint TRADOC Mission/FORSCOM & USASOC Access Plan for future occupation.  The 3d HBCT will have priority training requirement again once they return from NTC.  3rd BDE Shelby Hill CACTF/T1-3 request has priority for the dates of 31 Aug – 4 Sep 09. This IMPACTS the following units; D 1/329 (31 Aug – 4 Sep) T1-4 and B 2/58 (4 Sep)  T1 ,3 who must reschedule. 8.  Weekly Range Coordination Meetings:  The following units were not represented at the 

20 Aug 09 Weekly Range Coordination Meeting: 198th In BDE, 199th IN BDE, 3-11th IN (OCS), 75TH REGT,  MBL, 718th ENGR, DA POLICE, DOT/DPTMS, 92nd MP BN, IMLOC, CRC, RSTB 75th, 3rd BDE, NCOA, NRCS, NRMB, USAIS,  MEDDAC, and RANGE/SHAW. 9.  Request for Early Opening Procedures:  Using units (inside the 48-72 hour window) will coordinate with:
     a.  Appropriate Target Systems Supervisor to see if he can support with his work schedule.

     b.  Range Control Operations to confirm there are no conflicts that can’t be resolved (TES/Historical cultural/AE Surveys/Airspace/Target systems support/DPW or DOL repair or maintenance, etc).

     c.  Other supporting agencies (transportation/ammo/SME support of other units, etc).  Range Control does not confirm these coordination requirements.

     d.  Target Systems supervisors will support early opening requests within the rules of hourly scheduling, maintenance requirements and consider published ‘Down-Range Restrictions’ for other adjacent ranges in their decision.

     e.  Range Operations will clear conflicts on the Future Book and maps when Target Systems supervisor agrees upon the conflict and will approve the early opening request.  Point of contact for this issue is Frederick Weekley, Range Management Officer, Range Division, DPTMS,

10.  Mine TA Closure:  Mine/Ta is scheduled to close from 09 Aug to Nov 10 2009 (90-days) for construction purposes.
11.  Range Operations Closure:  Range Operations will be closed for business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review / training cross-check against Unit facility request submissions. 12.  Information/Safety Notices:  See three embedded documents below for important safety updates covering the following:  
a.  FORT BENNING SAFETY ALERT ON THE USE OF PYROTECHNICS.  Current pyrotechnic training devices go through a rigorous safety validation process to insure that their operation will provide a realistic signature when used appropriately and ensure the safety of Soldiers during their employment. See embedded document below for further guidelines and concerns when using these type devices as well as what can happen when you are careless in using them during training.

We would also like to urge all Units and training related bodies assigned to the Maneuver Center of Excellence discontinue any practices that permit the use of field expedient pyrotechnic devices during training operations. The disassembly of ammunition and pyrotechnics devices for use as filed expedient training other than there designed intent is strictly prohibited by local and Army Regulations.  Devices that have been fabricated outside this process run the risk of jeopardizing both Soldier safety and the effect of the training event. We urge Commanders at all levels to ensure their Soldiers cease and desist in the construction of these type devices. Range Control Safety personnel have been briefed and directed to look for these in future training events on the installation.

13.  *Malone 9 Firing Restriction Emplaced:  Effective Mon/17 Aug, Malone 9 is only certified for Army qualification BRM zero & grouping.  Cease employment of all steel targets on Malone 9.  Malone 9 is no longer certified for ARM/CFF type events.

14.  Range Firing Packets Listing:  See embedded document below as this is the current listing we have for authorized deviations from the standard range firing package for all units and ranges.  Pay particular attention to the steel target column as it shows what units have submitted and been approved for steel target use on specific ranges.

15.  RFMSS Scheduling & NO SHOWS:  Units who schedule events or facilities on separate requests must ensure they open and close all compartments/ranges scheduled for that event or they will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS.  Also, if Units are co-locating with another Unit you must still call in to get your opening and closing codes or you will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS. 

16.  Aircraft Flashing Light Installation:  TAPCO INC. under contract with DPW will be installing flashing traffic control devices (TCD) at three locations near the intersection of Sunshine Road and Sightseeing Road.  The TCDs will instruct motor vehicle drivers to stop when the sign is flashing due to approaching aircraft.  The TCD will be used only to ensure unobstructed precision radar signal to approaching aircraft from the South.  The TCDs will become a critical part of the Precision Approach Radar guidance given to aircraft during inclement weather.  Lawson AAF does not anticipate use of these devices during clear weather, day or night.  We appreciate support from Fort Benning and the community in adhering to the signs and instructions during those few times that we may need to activate them. 18.  Time Change:  IAW USAIC Reg 210-4, Ranges will not be allowed to open prior to 0900 starting from 1 October 09 through 30 April 2010 in order to allow pre-operation checks on the automated ranges and threatened and endangered species monitoring. This rule is in effect as a result of several influencing factors:



(1) How busy this Installation is supporting the training load.



(2)   The increase in Installation work related over-head requirements 

preparing the Installation to become the MCOE.



(3)  The number of ongoing studies and surveys; Environmental and engineering requirements.



(4)  The conditions under which the US Fish and Wildlife Service issued a Biological Opinion vice a Jeopardy Biological Opinion; greatly benefiting our ability to manage the Installation to best support training, as opposed to having no flexibility in setting conditions for training the force.



(5)  This will allow for minimal day-light Range PMCS by Range Division Target Systems workers, DPW and DOL.  We cannot access all ranges when adjacent ranges are “hot”, so rather than maintaining a jig-saw scheduling puzzle of what range is open or not open, we will operate with a standard maintenance time, which everyone can depend on.



(6)  This means that every event must be scheduled in RFMSS.  This includes accessing those normally restricted areas for all requirements including but not limited to:  

     - Environmental mitigation and monitoring.

     - Forestry operations, logging and controlled burns and all related activities.

     - Installation maintenance including road work, land repairs, reconnaissance for determining work required like surveying cemeteries, etc.

    - Range maintenance; including Organizational (normal target and range repairs); DS/GS repairs by DPW/DOL - including grass-cutting and line-of-sight work or other major work on ranges and facilities; and MCA/OMA/ITAM construction projects.

    - Other non-standard requirements like tours and briefings or demonstrations.

An NCO was being instructed on the handling
and operation of the artillery simulator by an
experienced SNCO. The pull pin was activated,
then the NCO became distracted by an outside
source and was unable to discard the simulator
before it exploded in his hand. Immediate action
by the on-site CLS with a tourniquet followed by
both ground and air MEDEVAC saved this NCO'’s
life. The NCO’s hand was amputated two inches
above the wrist.

A
lesser safe separation distance is
acceptable for protected personnel.

Additionally, whenever employing pyrotechnics
the user must seek suitable cover ensuring that they turn
away and assume a protective stance after throwing the

SAFETY PROCEDURES WHEN USING
SMOKE GRENADES

Before employing smoke producing simulators,
check the wind direction to avoid fire, smoke
inhalation, or irritation. Anytime exposure to
smoke produces breathing difficulty, eye irritation,
or discomfort in one individual will serve as a
signal for all similarly exposed personnel to don
protective gear and move upwind. Remember
that burning type grenades burn oxygen.
Standard protective masks filter particles but will
not supply oxygen. Therefore, burning grenades
should not be used in enclosed or confined
spaces. Any Soldier experiencing inhalation
symptoms should be evacuated along with
expended pyrotechnic to the nearest hospital.
The exact nature of the smoke inhalation, namely
HC white smoke, should be brought to attention of
the treating medical personnel. Before exposure
to any concentration of smoke produced by AN-
M8 white smoke grenades or smoke pots (HC
smoke) or metallic powder obscurants user should
don a protective mask.
