3.  Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 4 – 10 Oct 09:  NONE
4.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
     a.  Malone 9 is closed effective 25 Sep 09 for all training pending survey completion and follow-on maintenance required after findings.  This is required to bring the berm up to a new height that will prevent rounds from being shot out of the current range SDZ.  This will solve the current problem we have of rounds impacting into Malone 18’s firing line/training area, shooting over primary roads (Red Arrow & Midwest), and rounds landing in the adjacent cold training areas at SDZ maximum ranges.
     b.  Engineer Trail / Convoy LFX is now closed for training as the current range waiver that the 29th Regt had on file for this training packet/facility has expired.  RFMMS requests will not be approved at this time. Units need to submit packets for this requirement ASAP to get this training packet & Waiver approved for future training events. 
     c.  Malone 11 is open for zero training only until survey completes safety data for steel targets and stress fire exercise.

     d.  Malone 7, lanes 1 & 2 will remain closed indefinitely, or until Hesco wall is built.   
     e.  Malone 2 (LOMAH RANGE):  Lanes 17-32 will be close immediately until further notice.  Scheduling of Malone is limited to any five, eight hour days in a given seven day period.  This will include set up and take down time of approximately one hour leaving seven hours of training time.  This limit would take effect immediately with the caveat that presently approved request will be honored.  Changes to existing schedules will not be honored if they exceed the limits above.  Construction will include a new rear berm that will be from lane 16 to lane 32 which shall be 10ft high from the highest firing position. See embedded document for the proposed timelines (Tentative Draft Plan) for this berm construction effort.

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5.  Road Closures:

a.  Pine Tree Road will be closed at both ends due to the entrance road to Selby CACTF being under construction with a new concrete turn pad installation from 5-9 Oct 09.

      c. Pay particular attention to the steel target column as it shows what units have submitted and been approved for steel target use on specific ranges. 
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12.  RFMSS Scheduling & NO SHOWS:  Units who schedule events or facilities on separate requests must ensure they open and close all compartments/ranges scheduled for that event or they will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS.  Also, if Units are co-locating with another Unit you must still call in to get your opening and closing codes or you will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS.
