NOTE:  Confirmation came back from legal today that we can again use Contractors to perform duties as OIC/RSO.  Now this only applies to Contractors that have this spelled out in their Contract Performance Work Statement (PWS)/Statement of Work (SOW) as a valid requirement. 2 – Dates that you want them to be assigned to this duty (can only be up to a year, as all contracts are rolled over annually)
3 -  Copy of the official contract with PWS/SOW and reference to where this verbiage spelled out relating to this duty
One all the above has been completed all Range Safety cards can be reissued at Range Operations, Bldg 5510.  New personnel who have not attended the Range Control Safety briefing will have to do that before they can get a range safety card issued to them.

3.  Timber Harvest:  
a. Schedule for the week of 25-31 Oct 09:  NONE, with exception of below.
b. Harvesting Closures:

i. Alpha Impact Area:  Tree harvesting originally planned from 19 Dec 09 – 4 Jan 10 is now being projected to go from 19 Dec 09 thru 31 Jan 10.  If this full time period is needed for this effort it t will require us to de-conflict Unit requests to ensure all Units/Organizations have ranges/facilities to support their training requirements.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698. 

ii. DMPR&C:  Tree harvesting on the DMPRC is on-going through 26 April 10.  This should not impact any Unit’s training requests for other ranges/facilities in the area, but all should be aware that logging trucks will be using the road networks in this area on a constant basis and to be on the lookout for them.  POC is Mr. Horvath, DMPRC Manager, (706) 626-2678.

iii. Good Hope Training Area:  Selective tree removal and road-way repair will be on-going in this area, with dates TBD.  Movement of the Land Navigation course in Yankee South is scheduled to be conducted prior to tree removal start.  POC:  Mr. Douglas Greenway, FPO, (706) 545-6140, e-mail:  Douglas.Greenway@us.army.mil.
4.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a.  Malone  2 ,5, 7, and 14  construction will be scheduled and completed during the exodus holiday period.
b.  Malone 3 – The waiver for Malone 3 which expired on 8 Oct 09 has been granted an  extension through 4 Nov 09, at which time it is scheduled to be briefed to the MSC Cdrs & Directors for approval.
c. Malone 9 is closed effective 25 Sep 09 for all training pending survey completion and follow-on maintenance required after findings.  This is required to bring the berm up to a new height that will prevent rounds from being shot out of the current range SDZ.  This will solve the current problem we have of rounds impacting into Malone 18’s firing line/training area, shooting over primary roads (Red Arrow & Midwest), and rounds landing in the adjacent cold training areas at SDZ maximum ranges.  Waiver packet for this range is being developed by responsible unit and will be briefed to the MSC Cdrs & Directors on 4 Nov 09.
     d.  Engineer Trail / Convoy LFX is open again for scheduling as the CG has now approved the waiver request for this facility.   
     e.  Malone 11 is open for zero training only until survey completes safety data for steel targets and stress fire exercise.  Construction of the wall to separate and allow multiple simultaneous events is complete.  However, until the CG signs a waiver granting us permission to use this range for simultaneous events on both sides of the wall, Units are limited to what events they can execute on this range. 
     f.  Malone 7, lanes 1 & 2 will remain closed indefinitely, or until Hesco wall is built.   
     g.  Malone 2 (LOMAH RANGE):  Lanes 17-32 remain closed until further notice.  Scheduling of Malone is limited to any five, eight hour days in a given seven day period.  This will include set up and take down time of approximately one hour leaving seven hours of training time.  This limit would take effect immediately with the caveat that presently approved request will be honored.  Changes to existing schedules will not be honored if they exceed the limits above.  Construction will include a new rear berm that will be from lane 16 to lane 32 which shall be 10ft high from the highest firing position. See embedded document for the proposed timelines (Tentative Draft Plan) for this berm construction effort.
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      h.  Farnsworth Range Construction:  SHAW Maintenance has locked down the Farnsworth training compartment 28 Sep  – 1 Dec 09 for berm repair/construction and other internal projects. Units who have events scheduled in this area need to get with Range Control to reschedule for other compartments or facilities as quickly as possible and see chart below for other impacts this construction will have.

i.  Selby Hill CACTF Maintenance:  CACTF facility has been scheduled for priming and painting of all the buildings at this site location.  Schedule of this operation is as follows;  Contractror will now start back building priming during 7-15 Nov for building priming and      21 Nov 09– 24 Jan 10 (64-days) for building painting.  Units scheduled in this area need to get with Range Control to reschedule for other compartments or facilities as quickly as possible during these time frames.

j.  Easley Range Construction:  Easley start date 2 Nov 09 - 01 FEB 10 which will effectively close these ranges for 90-days.

k.   Shelton Range:  Shelton range is currently being updated to stand-up a 40-position zero firing line capability.  Time for completion is TBD.
l.  Roosevelt Range:   Roosevelt Range has been updated with the firing line and targetry adjusted to provide us some relief from the construction efforts on-going on Farnsworth Range.  This will provide us with a 27 positions on the left side of the wall and 30 positions on the right side of the wall giving us a total of 57 firing positions for Units to start scheduling. However, due to the shifting of the SDZ and it’s constraints with the Farnsworth construction effort, this will limit the firing to Zero and ALT-C qualification only, until further notice.
m.  Cactus / K22 areas: These areas will be closed for maintenance from 23 Nov 09 thru 10 Jan 09 for construction/range upgrades.

n.   Survey Work:  
i. From 28 Sep – 30 Oct 09 there will be soil samples being taken in the following areas, which should not interfere with training activities; B1-6, CC1&2, DD1-3 and Q4-7.     POC: Arthur VanAllen, Range Division, 545-7673.
ii. From 19 Oct – 19 Nov 09 Landair will be conducting survey work in areas D7, D10, D17 and D15 (see embedded map below) with a total of 4-crews, one in each area.  Crews will be walking through these areas conducting their work, which will not interfere with training.  POC: Johnny Markham, ITAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-4493.
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5.  Road Closures:

b. Live-Fire Road Closures: Range firings will close the following roads:
i. Carmouche firing closes Shamanski road from the Hourglass road junction continuing north to the junction of Rinehart road/Box Springs road on 29 Oct 09. 

ii. Cactus firing closes Shamanski road west/east to Buena Vista and Box Springs road from the junction of Buena Vista north to junction of Cactus Road on 29-31 Oct 09.
iii. Hastings firing closes Shamanski road from the Hourglass road junction and continuing north to the junction of Rinehart road/Box Springs road on 2 Nov 09. 
iv. Carmouche, Hastings, and Fergusson firing closes Shamanski road from the Hourglass road junction and continuing north to the junction of Rinehart road/Box Springs road and south to Box springs/Buena Vista road on 4 Nov 09. 

c. Construction Road Closures:
i. Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range. There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
ii. Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iii. Tricolor Road North from First Division Road to Upatoi Creek is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.
iv. Units must use the Red Diamond Road entrance and exit to gain access to the Golf, Foxtrot and India training areas from Camp Darby.  Range control will allow unit to place their lock on Red Diamond Road gate.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698.  The bridge at Hollis Branch Creek off Cyclone Road has been repaired and is open for vehicular traffic.
v. Tank trail closure: Effective 3 Aug 2009, the tank trail from Loraine Road to Britten Range will be closed for the hardening of the Randall Creek low water crossing site.  Construction will take approximately 90 days. The alternate route to the OSCAR Training compartments will be Loraine Road to Bulls-Eye Road, Bulls-Eye Road to Midwest Road (see enclosure 1). vi. 8th Division Road from the junction of Cussetta Road across the bridge over Highway 27 to the junction of Wood Road will be closed starting 8 July 09 with a projected completion date of 31 May 2010.  This stretch of road will be closed until further notice for new bridge/four lane construction through this area.  This effectively closes 8th Division road after the gas station to Wood Road so you will have to use alternate routes around this area. 7.  Request for Early Opening Procedures:  Using units (inside the 48-72 hour window) will coordinate with the following agencies and POC contact information is in the following paragraph:
     a.  Appropriate Target Systems Supervisor to see if he can support with his work schedule.

     b.  Range Control Operations to confirm there are no conflicts that can’t be resolved (TES/Historical cultural/AE Surveys/Airspace/Target systems support/DPW or DOL repair or maintenance, etc).

     c.  Other supporting agencies (transportation/ammo/SME support of other units, etc).  Range Control does not confirm these coordination requirements.

     d.  Target Systems supervisors will support early opening requests within the rules of hourly scheduling, maintenance requirements and consider published ‘Down-Range Restrictions’ for other adjacent ranges in their decision.

     e.  Range Operations will clear conflicts on the Future Book and maps when Target Systems supervisor agrees upon the conflict and will approve the early opening request.  Point of contact for this issue is Frederick Weekley, Range Management Officer, Range Division, DPTMS,

11.  Range Firing Packets Listing:  “HOT”  All Units/Organizations need to thoroughly scrub this packet listing to verify you have a valid packet with an approved waiver (if required) to support all your training requirements.  We have done nothing but react to various Units within the last 2-weeks that were trying to shoot with expired or non-existent packets on the installation.  Remember, you must have a valid packet for your Unit as you cannot use another Unit’s packet to conduct training on this installation (i.e.; 3-75 CAN NOT use AMU’s training packet).  You will also notice I have attached a file that shows what packets we are currently working on and tracking for Unit packet updates.  See embedded document below as this is the current listing we have for authorized deviations from the standard range firing package for all units and ranges.  Pay particular attention to the steel target column as it shows what units have submitted and been approved for steel target use on specific ranges. 
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12.  RFMSS Scheduling & NO SHOWS:  Units who schedule events or facilities on separate requests must ensure they open and close all compartments/ranges scheduled for that event or they will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS.  Also, if Units are co-locating with another Unit you must still call in to get your opening and closing codes or you will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS. We request S-3’s across the installation help us fix the on-going problem (see attachment) we have with Units not closing ranges IAW USAIC Reg 210-4.  This is a critical function we need Units to complete in order for us to manage the opening/closing of ranges/facilities, especially during this hunting season to keep all safe.
