4.  Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 27 Dec 09 – 9 Jan 10:  NONE with exceptions of items mentioned below.
i. Alpha Impact Area:  Tree harvesting, roadway repair and water crossing construction originally planned from 19 Dec 09 – 4 Jan 10 is now on-going with a completion date of 24 Jan 2010. This event was scheduled far enough in advance that we could move all scheduled training to other facilities, so pending extension of this time period, this effort should be fully coordinated and on track.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698. 
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ii. DMPR&C:  Tree harvesting on the DMPRC is on-going through 26 April 10.  This should not impact any Unit’s training requests for other ranges/facilities in the area, but all should be aware that logging trucks will be using the road networks in this area on a constant basis and to be on the lookout for them.  POC is Mr. Horvath, DMPRC Manager, (706) 626-2678.

iii. Good Hope Training Area:  Selective tree removal and road-way repair will be on-going in this area, with dates TBD.  Movement of the Land Navigation course in Yankee South is scheduled to be conducted prior to tree removal start.  POC:  Mr. Douglas Greenway, FPO, (706) 545-6140, e-mail:  Douglas.Greenway@us.army.mil.
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5.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a.  Malone  2 , 5, 7, and 14  construction will be scheduled and completed during the exodus holiday period.
b.  Patton and Pierce Ranges storage shed construction is now underway with a completion date of 15 Mar 10.  
     c.  Malone 11 is open for zero training only until survey completes safety data for steel targets and stress fire exercise.  Construction of the wall to separate and allow multiple simultaneous events is complete.  However, until the CG signs a waiver granting permission to use this range for simultaneous events on both sides of the wall, Units are limited to what events they can execute on this range. 
     d.  Malone 7, lanes 1 & 2 will remain closed indefinitely or until Hesco wall is built.   
     e.  Malone 2 (LOMAH RANGE):  Lanes 17-32 remain closed until further notice.  Scheduling of Malone is limited to any five, eight hour days in a given seven day period.  This will include set up and take down time of approximately one hour leaving seven hours of training time.  This limit would take effect immediately with the caveat that presently approved request will be honored.  Changes to existing schedules will not be honored if they exceed the limits above.  Construction will include a new rear berm that will be from lane 16 to lane 32 which shall be 10ft high from the highest firing position.  See embedded document for the proposed timelines (Tentative Draft Plan) for this berm construction effort.
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      f.  Farnsworth Range Construction:  Due to weather delays for these construction efforts a new tentative completion date of 15 Jan 10 is projected, pending good weather.  Previously, SHAW Maintenance projected a completion date of 1 Dec 09 for berm repair/construction and other internal projects.  Units who have events scheduled in this area need to get with Range Control to reschedule for other compartments or facilities as quickly as possible and see chart below for other impacts this construction will have.

g.  Selby Hill CACTF Maintenance:  CACTF facility has been scheduled for priming and painting of all the buildings at this site location 21 Nov 09– 24 Jan 10 (64-days), with work now on-going.  Units can still schedule this facility as long as it is a minimum of two weeks out through Range Control to reschedule for other compartments or facilities as quickly as possible during these time frames.

 h.  Easley Range Construction:  Easley construction dates of  2 Nov 09 - 1 Feb 10 which will effectively close these ranges for 90-days as listed below.

i.   Shelton Range:  Shelton range is currently being updated to stand-up a 40-position zero firing line capability.  Time for completion is TBD.
j.  Roosevelt Range:  Roosevelt Range has been updated with the firing line and targetry adjusted to provide us some relief from the construction efforts on-going on Farnsworth Range.  This will provide us with a 27 positions on the left side of the wall and 30 positions on the right side of the wall giving us a total of 57 firing positions for Units to start scheduling. However, due to the shifting of the SDZ and it’s constraints with the Farnsworth construction effort, this will limit the firing to Zero and ALT-C qualification only, until further notice.
k.  Cactus / K22 areas: These areas are now closed for maintenance with a projected completion date of 10 Jan 10 for construction/range upgrades.
l.    Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed for any type firing due to range fan issues until further notice.  Hastings Range is scheduled for UXO clearance from 19 FEB- 20 APR 10. The construction award date and NTP is tentatively for Feb 2010.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days. Hastings range should be available on or about 23 September 2011. There may be some opportunities for units to train, but once the power is cut, that range will have limited capability.   Units requiring "Big Gun" ranges should look to Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges. m. Pierce Range Closure:  Pierce range will close from 1 -30 Mar 2010 for the installation of Infantry Mover Targetry on the range.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698.
n.    Ruth Range Closure:  Ruth range will be closed from 16 – 23 Dec 09 for UXO clearance work by the EOD team.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698.
o.   Over Flight Closures:  Overflight of A20 and K15 areas for RCW survey will be conducted from 01-08 March 2010 from 0700-0900, 1100-1300, and 1700-1900 hours on each day of this period.  
p. Unit Awareness:   There is Bridge Inspection engineering team visiting us this week and next.  Please be aware as theses teams will be setting up on Ft. Benning bridges for extended periods of time. They will, of course, take all necessary traffic safety precautions.  Pass this down to your subordinate Units/workforce who might be driving over these bridges to keep the survey teams safe. 

6.  Road Closures:

a.  Live-Fire Road Closures:  No range firings currently scheduled for the period of 13-26 Dec 09.
b.  Construction Road Closures:
i. Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range. There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
ii. Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iii. Tricolor Road North from First Division Road to Upatoi Creek is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.
iv. Units must use the Red Diamond Road entrance and exit to gain access to the Golf, Foxtrot and India training areas from Camp Darby.  Range control will allow unit to place their lock on Red Diamond Road gate.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698.  
v. 8th Division Road from the junction of Cussetta Road across the bridge over Highway 27 to the junction of Wood Road will be closed starting 8 Jul 09 with a projected completion date of  31 May 2010.  This stretch of road will be closed until further notice for new bridge/four lane construction through this area.  This effectively closes 8th Division Road after the gas station to Wood Road so you will have to use alternate routes around this area. 8.  Request for Early Opening Procedures:  Using units (inside the 48-72 hour window) will coordinate with the following agencies and POC contact information is in the following paragraph:
     a.   Appropriate Target Systems Supervisor to see if he can support with his work schedule.

     b.   Range Control Operations to confirm there are no conflicts that cannot be resolved (TES/Historical cultural/AE Surveys/Airspace/Target systems support/DPW or DOL repair or maintenance, etc).

     c.   Other supporting agencies (transportation/ammo/SME support of other units, etc).  Range Control does not confirm these coordination requirements.

     d.  Target Systems supervisors will support early opening requests within the rules of hourly scheduling, maintenance requirements and consider published ‘Down-Range Restrictions’ for other adjacent ranges in their decision.

     e.   Range Operations will clear conflicts on the Future Book and maps when Target Systems supervisor agrees upon the conflict and will approve the early opening request.  Point of contact for this issue is Frederick Weekley, Range Management Officer, Range Division, DPTMS,

10.  Range Operations Closure:  Range Operations will be closed for business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review / training cross-check against Unit facility request submissions. 11.  Range Firing Packets Listing:  We continue to react to various Units who were trying to shoot with expired or non-existent packets on the installation.  Remember, you must have a valid packet for your Unit as you cannot use another unit’s packet to conduct training on this installation (i.e. 3-75 CAN NOT use AMU’s training packet).  See embedded document below as this is the current listing we have for authorized deviations from the standard range firing package for all units and ranges.  See the new range Operations Web site https://www.benning.army.mil/RangeOps/ to access historical packet information as well as anything pertaining to Fort Benning Range Operations.
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12.  Live Fire Documentation Requirements Update:  In an effort to sustain the Range Division mandate of ‘safing’ the operational area, you are reminded that Range Division will put training events that are not in compliance with local and Army Wide statutory and regulatory requirements in a check fire status.  Example:  Executing multiple firing orders moving independently on a zero range; there is no approved packet for this scenario.  The Unit Commander doesn’t KNOW if he is safe or not…he may think so….however, is he safe based on a Batwing SDZ, a Cone SDZ or has he assumed that he has sufficient separation between firing element and maneuvering element – when in fact he has put Soldiers under an adjacent firer’s SDZ which is a condition that only the CG can approve?  By Army Regulation and Installation Regulation, these are the requirements:  

a. All LFX training must be planned, coordinated, scheduled, and then executed IAW an approved Range Packet. There has been no relief from this basic requirement.
b. Planned means the correct documentation has been developed and is on the range with correct signatures affixed. This normally includes the Range Packet (currently the USAIC Form 210-4-3-R, Record of Firing and Non-Firing Data; the approved scenario, the approved maneuver and SDZ sketches; the approved 144R Record of Environmental Consideration, the approved DA 7566 Composite Risk Management Worksheet and if required the approved Deviation or Waiver Document).
c. Coordinated means the Range Packets have been reviewed, can be safed, and corrected data has been entered into the RFMSS data base so that conflicts can be identified and correctly displayed.  It means that the using unit has received, read and understands the restrictions of the 144R Record of Environmental Consideration developed by EMD.  It means the CRMWS matches the training event, the OIC/NCOIC and/or Range OIC understand the packet in its entirety. Coordinated means that any Deviation or Waiver requirement has been properly staffed and is signed by the Commanding General.  By statutory and specific statement in AR 385-63, the CG is the approval authority for the risk associated with a deviation or waiver and that authority may not be further sub-delegated.  That means no one can "accept full responsibility" for decisions that are not theirs to make.
d. Scheduled means that the unit is in receipt of a RFMSS Request Summary annotated in the top left corner "RES".  There are a number of notations that occur on RFMSS Request Summaries.  They all identify the status of a Request Summary - but none mean an event is scheduled until it says "RES".
e. Executed IAW the approved Range Packet.  Deviation from an approved packet does not mean your training event is unsafe to execute.  Deviation from the approved packet means the event is creating a condition where the operational area called Fort Benning is no longer safe.  There are on average 119 training events occurring every day, being executed mostly by 5-Regiment/Brigade MSC's who are not de-conflicted in any other way.  This is not an issue of "what you know'..it is an issue of "what you don’t know".  
f. When a Safety Patrol finds a unit in training that does not meet these conditions, they can be placed on a Range Division Check Fire until those conditions are remedied either by the MSC S3 or by Range Division executing a de-confliction review based on the events occurring at the time.  This does not mean we will cancel a training event; rather it means we will put that event on check fire until what we don’t know has been identified and a remedy applied.  In most cases remedies can be applied in minutes. In some cases, it may take coordination between several parties who are not always readily available.  This condition could take some time to remedy.  Knowing this, one should execute the planning, coordination, and scheduling correctly, and should take the time to conduct a self-initiated range inspection using the same form Range Safety Patrols use to inspect…found in the annex section of the range and terrain regulation.
13.  Range Clearing for MK-19 TPT Rounds:  Attached below are the new Range Division Clearing Policy and Technical Bulletin (TB) for Units use in preparing for and scheduling heavy ranges utilizing this MK-19 TPT round.
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14.  RFMSS Scheduling & NO SHOWS:  Units who schedule events or facilities on separate requests must ensure they open and close all compartments/ranges scheduled for that event or they will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS.  Also, if units are co-locating with another unit you must still call in to get your opening and closing codes or you will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS.

MEMORADUM FOR: Heavy Range Users

SUBJECT: Range Clearing Procedures For MK-19 TPT

1. Both the inert and marking MK-19 TPT rounds will be policed from ranges as part of the
Range Clearance Procedures required by the Fort Benning Range and Terrain Regulation.

2. The Unit Range OIC or Safety Officer will brief all personnel on the precautions necessary for
police of these inert/marking TPT Rounds IAW Chapter 7-2 of DA PAM 385-63 dtd 4 Aug 2009,
TB 9-1310-251-10, and the Installation Range and Terrain Regulation. The Unit is required to
include this range clearance requirement in the Composite Risk Management Work Sheet
development and appropriate safety briefings are to be given to the unit clearing team.

3. The unit is responsible for removing all MK-19 TPT projectiles from the down-range target
areas by gathering and placing them in collection points designated by Target Systems
Personnel. Units must police the MK-19 TPT rounds before Target Systems workers will service
target lifters or movers. This may require a daily police effort of these rounds. For major
gunnery events, detailed range clearance is to be scheduled as part of the gun-line so it occurs
every 7-10 days throughout the gunnery. Units will always schedule a ‘clearing day’ during
daylight hours to facilitate finding downrange residue and properly clearing the range.

4. The Unit Removal Team will notify EOD through Range Control for disposal of the collected
TPT rounds. The Unit will remain on-site until EOD arrive or until relieved by Range Division
Target Systems Personnel.

5. The Unit must have the required clearing equipment on hand before being issued an
‘Opening Code’ from the Range Operations Firing Desk. Confirmation will be through the senior
Target Systems representative on the range.

6. All other aspects of “Range Clearance’ will be done IAW the guidance found in the

Installation Range and Terrain Regulation.

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SECTION Il. INFORMATION AND PROCEDURES TO BE INCORPORATED
INTO OPERATOR'S TECHNICAL MANUAL

3. General. Personnel moving downrange to
locate and identify projectile in accordance with
procedures in this document must have adequate
equipment and be able to identify M918 projectiles.

a. ldentification.

(1) Cartridge. The M918 cartridge [fig. 1) is a
fixed round of ammunition with a straight wall rimmed
cartridge case. The cartridge consists of the cartridge
case attached to the projectile. The cartridge case is
anodized green. The markings "CTG 40MM M918 TP"
are stenciled in black on the cartridge case.

(2) Projectile. The M918 projectile body [(fig. 1)
features an ogive with an annular groove and a copper
rotating band. The projectile is blue with a 1/4-inch
brown band behind the ogive. The markings "40MM
M918 TP" are stenciled in black on the projectile body.
The annular groove is provided for identification as a TP
round. In addition, the letters "TP" are stamped in three
places on the bottom of the projectile body.

b. Use. The M918 40MM Target Practice
Cartridge is used in training to simulate the M430 HEDP
40MM Cartridge. It is also used to simulate the
handling, loading, and firing of 165MM ammunition in
the CSAT M970.

cause injury even when wearing the safety equipment.
A standard military boot sole will protect the bottom of
the foot if a projectile is stepped on and functions.
However, when a projectile functions right against the
soft side of a boot or against a standard issue military
glove, a hole will be blown through the material.

2Recovery personnel have the option to wear
either face shield, safety glasses or safety goggles.

3Any single hearing protection as approved by
local safety representative.

*Shovel must be a minimum of five feet long.
5Tongs must be a minimum of two feet long.

4, Operating Instructions.

a. General.

(1) Recovery of the projectiles by other
than qualified Explosive Ordnance Disposal (EOD)
personnel is only authorized on ranges that either are
used solely for these cartridges or have been certified
by Range Control or the appropriate installation safety
representative to be free of all visible or identifiable
rounds of other explosive ordnance after the range has
been cleared initially by EOD personnel. Areas which
personnel were permitted to occupy prior to M918 firing
should be considered safe for recovery personnel to
clear M918 projectiles.

(2) Do not recover the M918 projectiles
fired in areas where High Explosive (HE) duds could
exist. When a dedicated range is reassigned, it must be
cleared of HE rounds along with M918 projectiles.

(3) If a sterile area is to be used as a
temporary range, all M918 projecties must be
recovered.

(4) It is recommended that personnel clear the
designated impact area of high grass, excess weeds,
and other obstacles that could interfere with firing,
observation, and recovery.

(5) It is recommended that recovery be
performed on the same day as firing. This will aid in
locating and identifying projectiles. If recovery is not
started or completed on the same day as firing, positive
steps should be taken to secure the impact area and
ensure that unauthorized personnel are prevented from
entering the impact area. Range Control secures the
field until it is fully cleared according to their Standard
Operating Procedures. Different situations might
require different means of security per Range Control's
direction.

(6) Prior to beginning recovery operations,
verify that all firing into the impact area has been
completely stopped.

(7) Only personnel who are trained and
qualified by either the Range Control officer, safety
officer of the involved unit, appropriate installation
safety or EOD Detachment personnel shall be permitted
to participate in the recovery operations. Training shall
consist of two phases. The first phase shall be a
requirement for recovery personnel to read and
thoroughly understand this TB. The second phase shall
be for the Range Control officer, the safety officer of the
involved unit, or other appropriate installation safety
representative to brief recovery personnel. This briefing
shall consist of familiarizing recovery personnel with:
the projectile identification (dud and functioned), the use
of recovery tools and equipment, an understanding of
the hazards involved, and a full knowledge of all safety
precautions and safe recovery and disposal techniques
as outlined in this TB.

(8) The recovery team chief in charge will
ensure that adequate equipment, material and tools are
provided to perform the recovery operation in a safe and
efficient manner.





(99 The number of personnel permitted to
engage in the recovery operation will be restricted to the
minimum required to perform the job in a safe and
efficient manner as determined by the officer in charge.
The recovery team will never consist of less than two
personnel.

(10) A vehicle in good mechanical condition
should be kept readily available for evacuation in case
of an emergency. Also, a ready means of
communication between recovery teams must be made
available at all times.

(11) Every projectile that is examined will be
considered a dud unless it can be positively and
absolutely verified that it has functioned.

(2) Assure that projectiles that are partially or
completely buried are known to be M918's before using
a shovel to expose enough of the projectile so that tongs
can engage the projectile body. However, leave the
projectile on the ground until it has been properly
identified.

(3) Once the M918 projectile is out on the
ground, visually examine it without any direct handling
to determine if it has functioned or not. When viewing
the projectile, look at it from a side angle in such a
manner that the back of the projectile is never directly
pointed at the body or other personnel. M918 projectile
functioning is shown in Figure 2. A projectile that has
functioned is easily recognized. The base (rear) of a
projectile that has functioned will be distinctly ripped
open in the form of a number of petals which are peeled
back from the center of the projectile base. Any
projectile that has this characteristic can be considered
to have properly functioned If the projectile
base has not been ripped open and remains flat, it can
be considered to be a dud [(fig. 4). Every M918
projectile that is examined will be considered a dud
unless it can be positively and absolutely verified that
the base has been distinctly ripped open into the form of
petals which are readily visible.

(4) If the M918 projectile is covered with dirt,
mud or other debris such that visible identification is
difficult or impossible, it should be treated with care
given to a dud. Carefully, with as little disturbance as
possible, use the shovel and/or tongs to try and remove
enough dirt, mud and debris to identify the projectile.
Do not use the hands or get body parts too close when
trying to remove debris. If after removing some of the
debris, the projectile still cannot be identified, it should
be treated as a dud and procedures outlined should be
followed.

(5) Projectiles that have been identified as
having functioned may be picked up by hand and placed
in one container. Those projectiles identified as M918
duds will be picked up using tongs (recommended) or by
hand, cautiously, making sure the base (rear) and ogive
(front) of the projectile are pointed away from the body
and other personnel at all times. These duds will be
placed in another container so that each type of
projectile (dud or functioned) is segregated into separate
containers. The projectiles shall be carefully placed in
the containers in a horizontal position. Each container
should be marked as to whether it contains duds or
functioned projectiles. The





container will be marked so that the markings cannot be
removed during course of operation or interchanged by
mistake.

(6) The containers holding functioned
projectiles shall be placed on the truck in an upright
position and securely strapped down to prevent any
movement during transport.

(7) The containers holding duds will be set
aside and EOD contacted for disposal.

(8) The functioned projectiles must be
certified as inert by authorized personnel and then
transported to a disposal area in accordance with local
procedures.
