MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 10-10 for Period 14- 20 Mar 10 and 6-12 Jun 10
1.  Range Safety Class:  Range Safety Briefings are conducted in the Defensive Driving Classroom located in Building 1369, on Yeager Avenue.  Personnel should arrive and sign in prior to 0900 hours.  Units can now use the following link in lieu of attending the actual safety briefing as described above to get the needed briefing/training to qualify for their range safety cards, as long as they are part of the NASE domain user network: http://benna0term1/rst/.  Once completed with this training the Individuals can come to range control to get their Safety Cards issued to them. At some point in the future, classroom instruction as listed below will cease and all training will be done strictly on the internet link above.  Points of contact are: Mr. Brad Tesch, 544-6385 or Mr. Willie Hodge at 544-6252.
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2.  Land Navigation/Soldier Tracking Requirements:  The G-3/DPTMS established a Soldier Tracking cell in 2008 that met the Commanding General’s directive that all Soldiers conducting Land Navigation individually and on their own will be monitored via a materiel tracking capability as stated in USAIC Regulation 210-4, Installations Range and Terrain Regulation. The ability to conduct Land Navigation in a safe and effective environment is critical while adhering to the Commanding General’s directive is paramount to conducting realistic training without relinquishing Soldiers safety.  See attached documents for further information below.
Bottom Line:  Commander’s directive still remains in effect; all Units/Organizations conducting Land Navigational Exercises on the installation are required to track Individual Soldier movements with some sort of materiel tracking solution, preferably the I-HITS solution that is in-place for such purposes.  This system, it capabilities, and manpower can be scheduled through the installation BATSS program. 5.  Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 14- 20 Mar 10:  None with exception of DMPRC below.
i. DMPRC:  Tree harvesting on the DMPRC is on-going through 26 April 2010.  This should not impact any Unit’s training requests for other ranges/facilities in the area, but all should be aware that logging trucks and heavy equipment will be using the road networks in this area on a constant basis and to be on the lookout for them. ii. Good Hope Training Area:  Selective tree removal and road-way repair will be on-going in this area, with planning timelines now outlined in the embedded document below.  Movement of the Land Navigation course in Yankee South is scheduled to be conducted prior to tree removal start. 6.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a.  Malone 1, 5, & 14 construction updates.
·   MALONE 14 -   Mr. Archie will provide additional dates to Shaw for minor repair work on this facility.

·   Malone 5 – Now scheduled for installation of overhead cover on Malone 5 firing points from 29 Mar - 9 Apr 10 as maintenance dates. Contactor has agreed to work around firing times of approx. two hours if needed.
·   Malone 1 – Suspense: 25 Mar 10.  Control erosion demo pits.
b. Patton and Pierce Ranges storage shed construction is now underway with a completion date of 15 Mar 10.  
     c.   Malone 11 is open for zero training only until survey completes safety data for steel targets and stress fire exercises.  Construction of the wall to separate and allow multiple simultaneous events is complete.  However, until the CG approves a unit waiver granting permission to use this range for simultaneous events on both sides of the wall, units are limited to what events they can execute on this range.  A work order has been submitted to build elevated platforms for this range to get all off the ground and centered back on the actual firing position.  We are projecting 1 Mar for construction completion of the platforms with 50% of them completed as of this bulletin.  Maintenance is currently on-going to pull old target PVC pipes on left side of the range (this shuts down the left side of the range for Units usage) and new targets/holders will then be installed once that is complete.  Estimated completion time for this action is 25 Feb 10.  Once targets and holders are constructed to support the right side of the range, this same construction upgrade will require the right side to be shut down, which is currently TBD.  Malone 11 is also scheduled for maintenance from 5-9 Mar 10 to repair the hesco wall damage.  
      d.   Farnsworth Range Construction:  Farnsworth Range is now scheduled for maintenance from 07-18 April 10 to install the target frames.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-6798.

e.  Shelton Range:  Shelton range is currently being updated to stand-up a 40-position zero firing line capability.  Time for completion is TBD.
f. Roosevelt Range:  Roosevelt Range has been updated with the firing line and targetry adjusted to provide us some relief from the construction efforts on-going on Farnsworth Range.  This will provide us with a 27 positions on the left side of the wall and 30 positions on the right side of the wall giving us a total of 57 firing positions for units to start scheduling.  However, due to the shifting of the SDZ and its constraints with the Farnsworth construction effort, this will limit the firing to Zero and ALT-C qualification only, until further notice.  Currently working redesign of the firing line to alleviate Farnsworth Range safety concerns.  Once this survey work is complete, we will have to readjust all training packets to sync with new range firing line data.
g.   Dianda Range:  Work orders now being submitted to do some berm work, front glass on tower, front and side walls of tower research to see if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work schedule for maintenance is TBD at this time.
h.   Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed for any type firing due to range fan issues until further notice.  Hastings Range is scheduled for UXO clearance from 19 Feb- 20 Apr 10. The construction award date and NTP is tentatively for Feb 10.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings range should be available on or about 23 September 2011.  Units requiring "Big Gun" ranges should look to Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges. i.   Over Flight Closures:  Overflight of A20 and K15 areas for RCW survey will be conducted from 01-08 March 2010, with the A20 area being the priority event.  Initial time periods approved and locked in for these efforts will be from 0700-0900, and 1500-1700 hours daily during the 1-5 Mar 10 time frame.  Pending airtime expended and requirements remaining a determination will be made for additional flight time requirements for the period of 6-8 Mar 10.  If additional time is required we will grant at a minimum the same time periods as approved above, and possibly more time during the 6-7 Mar weekend schedule.  
NOTE:  Schedule Change – 3 & 4 Mar afternoon time periods (1500 to dusk) have been moved to the K15 Impact area in lieu of the A20 impact area, so the A20 area will not be affected for afternoon training on these dates.
j.   Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site will be closed starting 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction efforts currently under contract (see attached picture below for site plan).  Units will need to look at alternate routes around this area as it will close all tank trail access within this compartment down that normally use these road networks for access to building 5500. Currently inputting driving and vehicle recover training areas into RFMSS for future scheduling once the facilities come on-line for scheduling.

k.   Coolidge Range Closure:   Contract award for construction work on Coolidge was awarded on 25 Feb 10. In addition, the NTP will occur about March 12, 2010. Bottom line, Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for the next the next 18-months.  Work is scheduled to be completed 1 August 2011.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
7.  Road Closures:

a.  Live-Fire Road Closures: CARMOUCHE firing closes K5 Gate and Shamanski road on 12-13 Mar 10.
b.  Construction Road Closures: 
i. Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range.  There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
ii. Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iii. Tricolor Road North from First Division Road to Upatoi Creek is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.
iv. Units must use the Red Diamond Road entrance and exit to gain access to the Golf, Foxtrot and India training areas from Camp Darby.  Range control will allow unit to place their lock on Red Diamond Road gate.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698.  
v. 8th Division Road from the junction of Cusseta Road across the bridge over Highway 27 to the junction of Wood Road will be closed starting 8 Jul 09 with a projected completion date of  31 May 2010.  This stretch of road will be closed until further notice for new bridge/four lane construction through this area.  This effectively closes 8th Division Road after the gas station to Wood Road so you will have to use alternate routes around this area. vi. The DPW in conjunction with the U.S. Corps of Engineers/contractors will be closing Old Cusseta Highway, Harmony Church area, from 8th Division Road southeast to Elcaney Road (cell tower) beginning at 0800 on 18 January and ending at 1700 on 17 May 2010. The purpose of this closure is to widen and improve Old Cusseta in support of the new BRAC facilities in that area.  During this time, Old Cusseta will be open to local traffic (construction and end-users) only. There will be no accommodations for thru traffic.  Alternate routes around the extended road closure include 8th Division Road US 27/280, Jamestown Road, Hershey Road, and Hourglass Road.  Detours will be clearly marked and approved traffic safety measures taken to ensure your safety. POC: Mr. Kirk W. vii.  Bullseye Road from Lorraine road to Midwest road will be closed from 1 March to 31 July 2010 for hardening of the Randall creek low water crossing site.      d.  Target Systems supervisors will support early opening requests within the rules of hourly scheduling, maintenance requirements and consider published ‘Down-Range Restrictions’ for other adjacent ranges in their decision.

11.  Range Firing Packets Listing:  We continue to react to various Units who were trying to shoot with expired or non-existent packets on the installation.  Remember, you must have a valid packet for your Unit as you cannot use another unit’s packet to conduct training on this installation (i.e. 3-75 CAN NOT use AMU’s training packet).  See embedded document below as this is the current listing we have for authorized deviations from the standard range firing package for all units and ranges. 12.   Live Fire Documentation Requirements Update:  In an effort to sustain the Range Division mandate of ‘safing’ the operational area, you are reminded that Range Division will put training events that are not in compliance with local and Army Wide statutory and regulatory requirements in a check fire status.  Example:  Executing multiple firing orders moving independently on a zero range; there is no approved packet for this scenario.  The unit Commander doesn’t KNOW if he is safe or not…he may think so….however, is he safe based on a Batwing SDZ, a Cone SDZ or has he assumed that he has sufficient separation between firing element and maneuvering element – when in fact he has put Soldiers under an adjacent firer’s SDZ which is a condition that only the CG can approve?  By Army Regulation and Installation Regulation, these are the requirements:  

a.   All LFX training must be planned, coordinated, scheduled, and then executed IAW an approved Range Packet. There has been no relief from this basic requirement.
b.   Planned means the correct documentation has been developed and is on the range with correct signatures affixed. This normally includes the Range Packet (currently the USAIC Form 210-4-3-R, Record of Firing and Non-Firing Data; the approved scenario, the approved maneuver and SDZ sketches; the approved 144R Record of Environmental Consideration, the approved DA 7566 Composite Risk Management Worksheet and if required the approved Deviation or Waiver Document).
c.   Coordinated means the range packets have been reviewed, can be safed, and corrected data has been entered into the RFMSS data base so that conflicts can be identified and correctly displayed.  It means that the using unit has received, read and understands the restrictions of the 144R Record of Environmental Consideration developed by EMD.  It means the CRMWS matches the training event, the OIC/NCOIC and/or Range OIC understand the packet in its entirety. Coordinated means that any deviation or waiver requirement has been properly staffed and is signed by the Commanding General.  By statutory and specific statement in AR 385-63, the CG is the approval authority for the risk associated with a deviation or waiver and that authority may not be further sub-delegated.  That means no one can "accept full responsibility" for decisions that are not theirs to make.
d.   Scheduled means that the unit is in receipt of a RFMSS Request Summary annotated in the top left-hand corner "RES".  There are a number of notations that occur on RFMSS Request Summaries.  They all identify the status of a Request Summary - but none mean an event is scheduled until it says "RES".
e.   Executed IAW the approved Range Packet.  Deviation from an approved packet does not mean your training event is unsafe to execute.  Deviation from the approved packet means the event is creating a condition where the operational area called Fort Benning is no longer safe.  There are on average 117 training events occurring every day, being executed mostly by 5-Regiment/Brigade MSC's who are not de-conflicted in any other way.  This is not an issue of "what you know'..it is an issue of "what you don’t know".  
f.   When a Safety Patrol finds a unit in training that does not meet these conditions, they can be placed on a Range Division Check Fire until those conditions are remedied either by the MSC S3 or by Range Division executing a de-confliction review based on the events occurring at the time.  This does not mean we will cancel a training event; rather it means we will put that event on check fire until what we don’t know has been identified and a remedy applied.  In most cases remedies can be applied in minutes.  In some cases, it may take coordination between several parties who are not always readily available.  This condition could take some time to remedy.  Knowing this, one should execute the planning, coordination, and scheduling correctly, and should take the time to conduct a self-initiated range inspection using the same form Range Safety Patrols use to inspect…found in the annex section of the range and terrain regulation.
13.  RFMSS Scheduling & NO SHOWS:  Units who schedule events or multiple facilities on separate requests must ensure they open and close all training requests for all compartments & ranges scheduled/associated with that event or they will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS.  Also, if units are co-locating with another unit you must still call in to get your opening and closing codes or you will get a NO SHOW in RFMSS.

Shotgun System (MASS) accidental discharge of the Mossberg M500/M590 and 
Remington M870 shotguns was experienced.  The loaded weapons were found to 
possibly fire upon being dropped muzzle first.  This occurred even when the 
safety was on.  
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    b. Expected results if failure occurs: If these shotguns are dropped muzzle 
first with a loaded round in the chamber, they may fire, causing injury to 
personnel within close range.

SUBJECT:  Homestation Training Instrumented Training System (HITS) & Soldier Tracking Capability

1.  The Purpose of this memorandum is to provide to provide you my strategy for addressing my immediate Soldier Tracking requirement in respect to the HITS force on force capability. 

2. The intent of the Infantry School is to implement this strategy with internal funding for the initial requirement to meet the immediate need.  The Infantry School requires a Soldier tracking capability to support current requirement and a phased approach that will support future requirements with the establishment of the Maneuver Center of Excellence (MCOE). The Homestation Instrumented Training System (HITS) is the Army materiel solution to provide this capability to the Army and the recommended materiel solution for the MCOE at Fort Benning, GA. The Infantry School / MCOE HITS requirement must be an Army supported requirement through the appropriate Army programs.

3. The Director of the Operations and Training/G-3 has established 1 June 2008 as the start date to meet the Commanding General’s directive that all Soldiers conducting Land Navigation will be monitored via a materiel tracking capability as stated in USAIC Regulation 210-4, Installations Range and Terrain Regulation. The ability to conduct Land Navigation in a safe an effective environment is critical while adhering to the Commanding General’s directive is paramount to conducting realistic training without relinquishing Soldiers safety.


4. Phase I (Initial) of the strategy will address the immediate requirement of Soldier tracking at the Infantry School, Phase II (Interim) will address both Soldier and vehicular force on force requirements for the Armor and Infantry School POI driven collective training events, and Phase III (Full Operational Capability) will address Institutional and Operational HITS capability requirement.  

5. The Armor School has an ATSC validated HITS requirement and is currently uses a HITS type of capability to support POI training at Fort Knox, KY.  A recent query of Infantry School POIs determined that there is an immediate requirement of an I-HITS/ HITS capability in OSUT, BOLC II/III, Mechanized Leader, Maneuver ANCOC/BNCOC, and Ranger School POIs.  Current leader training conducted within the Armor and Infantry through collective force on force training events is why we require an I-HITS/HITS capability sooner than the current BOIP supports.
