1. 8.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a. Malone 1, 5, & 14 construction updates.
·   Malone 5 – Construction on overhead cover is complete.
b. Patton and Pierce Ranges storage shed construction is now underway with a completion date of 30 April 2010.
c.   Malone 11 is open for zero training only until survey completes safety data for steel targets and stress fire exercises.  Construction of the wall to separate and allow multiple simultaneous events is complete.  However, until the CG approves a unit waiver granting permission to use this range for simultaneous events on both sides of the wall, units are limited to what events they can execute on this range.  
d.   Farnsworth Range Construction:  Construction and emplacement of the target frames is complete.

e.  Shelton Range:  Shelton range is currently being updated to stand-up a 40-position zero firing line capability.  Most construction work has been completed to support new range layout.  Firing and target positions will have to be marked and targets holders will have to be emplaced once the decision is made to move the Rifle and Pistol Club off this facility (TBD).
f. Roosevelt Range:   Work is complete, new Range Division standard range packet is complete and ready for execution.  All other packets for this range are hereby voided and units must resubmit their unique training packets to get them reapproved due to range layout being changed.
g. Dianda Range:  Work orders now being submitted to do some berm work, front glass on tower, front and side walls of tower research to see if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work order submitted on 16 Mar 10 with an estimated completion date of 1 Sep 10.
h. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed for any type firing due to range fan issues until further notice.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings range should be available on or about 23 September 2011.  Units requiring "Big Gun" ranges should look to Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges. i. Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site will be closed starting 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction efforts currently under contract (see attached picture below for site plan).  Units will need to look at alternate routes around this area as it will close all tank trail access within this compartment down that normally use these road networks for access to building 5500.  Currently inputting driving and vehicle recover training areas into RFMSS for future scheduling once the facilities come on-line for scheduling.

j.  Coolidge Range Closure:   Contract award for construction work on Coolidge was awarded on 25 Feb 10. In addition, the NTP will occur about 12 March 2010.  Bottom line, Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for the next the next 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules. k.  Young Range Pit Closure:   Work order to install Gas/propane detection device with audible alarm in the tower SUS: 30 April 10.  Service orders for repair damaged wood/repair covers SUS: 21 April 10.  Service order to pressure test gauges and gas-lines SUS: 25 April 10.   POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-6798.
9.   Over Flight Closures:  None currently scheduled for this period.
10.   Road Closures:

a.  Live-Fire Road Closures: NONE.
b.  Construction Road Closures: 
i. Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range.  There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
ii. Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iii. Tricolor Road North from First Division Road to Upatoi Creek is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iv. Units must use the Red Diamond Road entrance and exit to gain access to the Golf, Foxtrot and India training areas from Camp Darby.  Range control will allow unit to place their lock on Red Diamond Road gate.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698.  
v. 8th Division Road from the junction of Cusseta Road across the bridge over Highway 27 to the junction of Wood Road will be closed starting 8 Jul 09 with a projected completion date of  31 May 2010.  This stretch of road will be closed until further notice for new bridge/four lane construction through this area.  This effectively closes 8th Division Road after the gas station to Wood Road so you will have to use alternate routes around this area. vi. Beginning 12 April 2010, construction will begin on the Tank Trail Crossing on 8th Division Road near the intersection of 8th Division and Hourglass roads.  One lane of 8th Division road will be closed for removing the asphalt and installing 12" of reinforced concrete paving and tie articulated concrete mats at each end of the tank trail. Once this lane is complete, the other lane will be closed in the same manner. Each lane will be closed approximately one week to let the concrete cure completely. vii. The DPW in conjunction with the U.S. Corps of Engineers/contractors will be closing Old Cusseta Highway, Harmony Church area, from 8th Division Road southeast to Elcaney Road (cell tower) beginning at 0800 on 18 January and ending at 1700 on 17 May 2010.  The purpose of this closure is to widen and improve Old Cusseta in support of the new BRAC facilities in that area.  During this time, Old Cusseta will be open to local traffic (construction and end-users) only.  There will be no accommodations for thru traffic.  Alternate routes around the extended road closure include 8th Division Road US 27/280, Jamestown Road, Hershey Road and Hourglass Road. viii.  Bullseye Road from Lorraine road to Midwest road will be closed from 1 March to 14 September 2010 for hardening of the Randall creek low water crossing site. Alternate route for tracked vehicles will be the tank from Lorraine Road along Buena Vista Road to Britten Range (see attached map). ix.  Beginning 22 Feb 10, that section of 8th Division from Cranston Hill to Hourglass Road (see attached map) will be closed for hardening of the tank crossing on 8th Division Road. Tracked vehicles will use the detour along Hourglass Road (see attached map).  Project is expected to take approximately 45 days. 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x.  Due to construction in the Suitor Hill area on the new driver's courses along 8th Division Road which is now off-limits to all vehicular traffic, we have attached a new detour map for BFVs to use to get from Bldg 5500 to Hourglass Road.  The detour starts at Cranston Hill after allowing BFVs to be driven across the new culvert construction adjacent to Victory Pond on 8th Division Road.  Travel across this bridge/culvert structure must be single vehicle only with a speed of 20 mph or slower, with no abrupt turns or stops while conducting the dam crossing. 1. SITUATION:
1.A. Friendly Forces

1.A.1. MCoE

As the Maneuver Center of Excellence, provide the nation with the world’s best trained
Infantry, Armor and adaptive leaders. Provide a Power Projection Platform capable of
deploying and redeploying Soldiers, Civilians, and units anywhere in the world on short
notice.

3.B. End State
The most tactically competent, physically and mentally tough Ranger team is identified as
a result of a professional, combat focused competition without controversy.

3.C. Concept of Operations.
The 2010 Best Ranger Competition will be conducted in four phases.

Phase I. (Preparation) this phase began with the internal WARNO that was
published identifying initial requirements and ends on Day 1 with the sign-in of the first
team. (01 AUG 09 — 03 MAY 10)..

Phase Il. (Competition) Begins with the sign-in of the first team and ends with the
identification of the most tactically competent, physically and mentally tough Ranger Team.
(03 - 09 MAY 10)

Phase lll. (Recognition) Begins after the final event and ends at the conclusion of
the awards ceremony recognizing the finishing teams. (09 — 10 MAY 10)

Phase IV. (Recovery) Begins at the conclusion of the awards ceremony and ends
when all resources are accounted for and returned to their units. This phase ends once the
final After Action Review is complete. (10 -14 MAY 10)

3.C.1. Maneuver.

During Phase I, the decisive effort is the planning and coordination conducted at the
Brigade and subordinate unit level. During Phase II, 4th RTBn(+) executes the 2010 BRC
to determine the most tactically competent, physically and mentally tough Ranger team in
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the military. Under Brigade control, HHD(+) supporting effort conducts VIP escort
operations and media operations in order to enable 4th RTBn to conduct a professional
competition. During Phase lll, decisive effort shifts to HHD (+), which conducts the BRC
awards ceremony in order to professionally recognize the top Ranger teams. During the
final phase, Phase 1V, the decisive effort is the brigade staff as it collects and analyzes
lessons learned in order to improve the competition for 2011. Subordinate units, as the
supporting effort, provide lessons learned and recommendations to the brigade staff.

3.C.2. Media Operations

Documentation of the competition must be deliberate, professional, and not interfere in any
manner with the competition. All efforts will be made to reflect the MCoE and the Ranger
community in a positive aspect. Prior coordination is needed for all media events.

3.C.3. VIP / Donor Operations
All VIPs and Donors will be identified and escorted throughout the competition. Escorts will
be identified and briefed on their duties prior to execution.
