MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 19-10 for Period 16-22 May and 8-14 Aug 10
1.  New Map Sheet Integration:  Target date for implementation and scheduling with the new map sheets is now locked in and scheduled for 6 May 10, which relates to pulling and approving requests for the 8-14 Aug 10 time frame.  The new 1:50,000 map image is now located on the Range Operations web site under the “Fort Benning Ranges Button” for download and printing by all as we have no official plan to supply all with map sheets. This action will void all Environmental 144R Forms which will need to be updated by Unit/Agency POCs prior to the 8-14 timeframe when we transition over entirely to the new map sheets. All must be patient through this major undertaking as I’m sure there will be growing pains for all involved with this exercise. The implementation of the installation hunting map will then take a few days place prior to this 8-14 Aug 10 time frame, which will effectively sync all map sheets on the installation.
2.  Land Navigation Site Movement:  The Red Diamond Land Nav Site in the India training areas will be fully operational on 1 Jun 10 and the Yankee South land nav site will be shut down at that time. All Units/Organizations requesting land nav training support by the 2-29 land navigation committee will need to schedule this new site via RFMSS.  If Units/Organizations have Yankee North or Furman Road land nav sites scheduled in RFMSS after this 1 Jun 10 date, be aware that this will no longer be supported or run by the 2-29 committee, but will need to be executed with internal Units assets. If you want the 2-29 support, you will have to ensure Unit RFMSS persons schedule/reschedule for the new Red Diamond Land Nav Site in RFMSS starting after the 1 Jun 10 date.  The DSTARS/I-HITS Solider tracking team has coverage of this new area and can support Soldier tracking requirements, if requested by units. Also remember. Scheduling for this area will be as follows as we transition to the new map sheet.

·  New Map training area, 8 Aug  on, use I 1-7 compartments

Units can use the safety training link, now posted on the Range Operations Web site at the following address: https://www.benning.army.mil/RangeOps/, in lieu of attending the actual safety briefing to qualify for their range safety cards.  The Range Operations web site is now password protected so ensure you log onto AKO first with your CAC card prior to using the link above or you will manually have to type you user name and password into the system for access.  Once completed with this training the individuals can come to range control to get their Safety Cards issued to them.  At some point in the future, classroom instruction as listed below will cease and all training will be done strictly on the internet link above. 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6.   Range Operations Closure:  Range Operations will be closed for business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against Unit facility request submissions. This time is needed for RFMSS database work for implementation of the new map sheet and work on Range Operations “Standard” Range packets for the installation. 8.  Controlled Burns:  Schedule for the week of 16-22 May 10:  
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9.  Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 16-22 May 10:  Good Hope Training Area will have selective tree removal and road-way repair on-going with planning timelines outlined in the embedded document below.  Movement of the Land Navigation course in Yankee South is scheduled to be conducted prior to tree removal start with projected NLT 1 Jun 10 time frame. 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10.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a. Patton and Pierce Ranges storage shed construction is now underway with a completion date of 30 May 2010.
b.   Shelton Range:  Shelton range is currently being updated to stand-up a 40-position zero firing line capability.  Most construction work has been completed to support new range layout.  Firing and target positions will have to be marked and targets holders will have to be emplaced once the decision is made to move the Rifle and Pistol Club off this facility (TBD).
a.   Dianda Range:  Work orders now being submitted to do some berm work, front glass on
 tower, front and side walls of tower research to see if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work order submitted on 16 Mar 10 with an estimated completion date of 1 Sep 10.
b.  Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed for any type firing due to range fan issues until further notice.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings range should be available on or about 23 September 2011.  Units requiring "Big Gun" ranges should look to Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges. c. Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site will be closed starting 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction efforts currently under contract (see attached picture below for site plan).  Units will need to look at alternate routes around this area as it will close all tank trail access within this compartment down that normally use these road networks for access to building 5500.  Currently inputting driving and vehicle recover training areas into RFMSS for future scheduling once the facilities come on-line for scheduling.
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f.  Coolidge Range Closure:   Contract award for construction work on Coolidge was awarded on 25 Feb 10. In addition, the NTP occurred on/a 12 March 2010.  Bottom line, Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for the next the next 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules. g.  Young Range Pit Closure:   Work order to install Gas/propane detection device with audible alarm in the tower  installation deferred funding $60K . POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-6798. 
h.  Wilson Village Closure:  DPW  will relocate Wilson Village to the Kaufman Bayonet course. 192nd and 198th have both agreed to cancel or relocate trainings starting 25 May 10. All other units that have this area scheduled needs to cancel or relocate their training as well. Wilson Village will be closed for approx. 120 days commencing on 25 May through 30 Sep 10. i.  Malone 16 & 17:  Scheduled for range maintenance for SHAW to repair hesco wall from 23-24 May 10.

11.   Over Flight Closures:  None currently scheduled for this period.
12.   Road Closures/Construction:
a.   Live-Fire Road Closures: NONE.
b.  Construction Road Closures: 
i. Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range.  There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
ii. Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iii. Tricolor Road North from First Division Road to Upatoi Creek is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iv. Units must use the Red Diamond Road entrance and exit to gain access to the Golf, Foxtrot and India training areas from Camp Darby.  Range control will allow unit to place their lock on Red Diamond Road gate.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698.  
v. 8th Division Road from the junction of Cusseta Road across the bridge over Highway 27 to the junction of Wood Road will be closed starting 8 Jul 09 with a projected completion date of  31 May 2010.  This stretch of road will be closed until further notice for new bridge/four lane construction through this area.  This effectively closes 8th Division Road after the gas station to Wood Road so you will have to use alternate routes around this area. vi. The Tank Trail Crossing on 8th Division Road near the intersection of 8th Division and Hourglass roads is now complete and open for traffic.  POC: Johnny Markham, ITAM Coordinator, Range Division, DPTMS, 545-4493.

vii. The DPW in conjunction with the U.S. Corps of Engineers/contractors will be closing Old Cusseta Highway, Harmony Church area, from 8th Division Road southeast to Elcaney Road (cell tower) beginning at 0800 on 18 January and ending at 1700 on 17 May 2010.  The purpose of this closure is to widen and improve Old Cusseta in support of the new BRAC facilities in that area.  During this time, Old Cusseta will be open to local traffic (construction and end-users) only.  There will be no accommodations for thru traffic.  Alternate routes around the extended road closure include 8th Division Road US 27/280, Jamestown Road, Hershey Road and Hourglass Road.  Detours will be clearly marked and approved traffic safety measures taken to ensure your safety.  POC: Mr. Kirk W. viii.  Bullseye Road from Lorraine road to Midwest road will be closed from 1 March to 14 September 2010 for hardening of the Randall creek low water crossing site.  Two different construction efforts will be underway in this area, effectively closing this roadway down.  Alternate route for tracked vehicles will be the tank from Lorraine Road along Buena Vista Road to Britten Range (see attached map).  POC: Johnny Markham, ITAM Coordinator, Range Division, DPTMS, 545-4493.
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ix.  Beginning 22 Feb 10, that section of 8th Division from Cranston Hill to Hourglass Road (see attached map) will be closed for hardening of the tank crossing on 8th Division Road. Tracked vehicles will use the detour along Hourglass Road (see attached map).  Project is expected to take approximately 45 days.  POC: Johnny Markham, ITAM Coordinator, Range Division, DPTMS, 545-4493. 
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x.  Due to construction in the Suitor Hill area on the new driver's courses along 8th Division Road which is now off-limits to all vehicular traffic, we have attached a new detour map for BFVs to use to get from Bldg 5500 to Hourglass Road.  The detour starts at Cranston Hill after allowing BFVs to be driven across the new culvert construction adjacent to Victory Pond on 8th Division Road.  Travel across this bridge/culvert structure must be single vehicle only with a speed of 20 mph or slower, with no abrupt turns or stops while conducting the dam crossing. xiii.  Wood Road to Lorraine Road Construction: Contract has been awarded for this effort with work to start on 17 May 10.  Work will begin at the north end of Lorraine road, adjacent to Ruth Range and move south.  Work on bridges will be on-going at the same time.  They are planning on two-week minimum notice for detour routes due to this construction project at this time, but are attempting to extend this to a 30-day window as plans gets finalized by the contractor. xiv. 15.  Training Packet Request Submission Updates:  All training packet submissions must now come in to the Chief, Range Operations for staffing, not directly to the survey section. Unit training requests that are determined not to be IAW approved POIs will now be staffed to the DOTD & G3 for their determination on validity and approval for its approval & execution. Figures/pictures now required by the text verbiage within the packet describing the event and concept of the operation to better clarify Units training intent and concept of operations to reduce confusion. Risk management worksheets must now be staffed to post safety for approval prior to packet approval by range control.
16.  Range Firing Packets Listing:  We continue to react to various units who were trying to shoot with expired or non-existent packets on the installation.  Remember, you must have a valid packet for your unit as you cannot use another unit’s packet to conduct training on this installation (i.e. 3-75 CAN NOT use AMU’s training packet).  See embedded document below as this is the current approved training packet & waiver listing we have for authorized deviations from the standard range firing packages that Range Control develops for use by all units on some standard type ranges.  We are also in the process of pulling INDEF packages and informing units of their requirement to update these.  So ensure you check the following packet listing to ensure you capture what is still valid and what isn’t IAW your current training requirements.  See the new range Operations Web site https://www.benning.army.mil/RangeOps/ to access historical packet information as well as anything pertaining to Fort Benning Range Operations.   ***HOT***   This web site is now password protected due to security reasons with site content.  You will either be required to log onto AKO first, which will then let you have straight access to this site or you will have to manually enter you AKO User Name and Password to gain access when going straight to it from a shortcut.
