MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 23-10 for Period 13-19 Jun and 5-11 Sep 10
1.  New Map Sheet Integration:  Implementation and scheduling with the new map sheet is now underway, which relates to scheduling training from 8 Aug 10 and forward are now using the new map sheet.  A decision has been made to allow current 144R’s to be used until the end of the fiscal year when they normally expire and have to be redone.  All must be patient through this major undertaking as I’m sure there will be growing pains for all involved with this exercise. Currently most of the ranges have been moved to Range Control # 2, so if you are having troubles finding them when trying to schedule training, ensure you check there as well.  The new map sheets were issued out during last week’s range coordination meeting, so if you didn’t have a representative present, your map sheets are still awaiting pickup.  
2.  Contractor Marking Signs:  There seems to be some confusion with the Military training about signs being posted across Fort Benning for construction project limits. The attached picture of the sign being posted on all construction projects is a requirement of the MCoE U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service Biological Opinion to be an additional warning to construction contractors that this is the contractor’s boundary for construction clearing and disturbance. This sign is solely for the contractors only, it does not represent training restrictions and all military trainers should ignore this sign on the installation.

3.  Land Navigation Site Movement:  The Red Diamond Land Nav Site in the India training areas is now fully operational as of 1 Jun 10.  The Yankee South land nav site is now effectively shut-down at this time for scheduling due to safety reasons.  The Yankee North and/r Furman Road land nav sites are still operational and can be scheduled, however, be aware that this will no longer be supported or run by the 2-29 committee, but will need to be executed with internal Units assets. The DSTARS/I-HITS Solider tracking team has coverage of this new area and can support Soldier tracking requirements, if requested by units. 11.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a. Patton and Pierce Ranges storage shed construction is now underway with a completion date of 15 Jun 10.
b.   Shelton Range:  Shelton range is currently being updated to stand-up a 40-position zero firing line capability.  Most construction work has been completed to support new range layout.  Firing and target positions will have to be marked and targets holders will have to be emplaced once the decision is made to move the Rifle and Pistol Club off this facility (TBD).
a.   Dianda Range:  Work orders now being submitted to do some berm work, front glass on
 tower, front and side walls of tower research to see if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work order submitted on 16 Mar 10 with an estimated completion date of 1 Sep 10.
b.  Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed for any type firing due to range fan issues until further notice.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings range should be available on or about 23 September 2011.  Units requiring "Big Gun" ranges should look to Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges. c. Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site will be closed starting 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction efforts currently under contract (see attached picture below for site plan). f.  Coolidge Range Closure:   Contract award for construction work on Coolidge was awarded on 25 Feb 10. In addition, the NTP occurred on/a 12 March 2010.  Bottom line, Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for the next the next 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint. h.  Wilson Village Closure:  DPW  will relocate Wilson Village to the Kaufman Bayonet course. 192nd and 198th BDE’s have both agreed to cancel or relocate trainings starting 25 May 10. All other units that have this area scheduled needs to cancel or relocate their training as well. Wilson Village will be closed for approx. 120 days commencing on 5 Jun through 30 Sep 10. 13.   Road Construction/Closures:
a.   Live-Fire Road Closures: NONE.
b.  Construction Road Closures: 
i. Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range.  There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
ii. Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iii. Tricolor Road North from First Division Road to Upatoi Creek is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iv. Units must use the Red Diamond Road entrance and exit to gain access to the Golf, Foxtrot and India training areas from Camp Darby.
