MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 25-10 for Period 27 Jun – 3 Jul and 19-25 Sep 10
1.  Heat Prevention Responsibilities: Responsibility for the prevention of heat injuries rests with the commander.  Because of the size of Fort Benning, there is no such thing as a post-wide heat category.  Current policy states when the ambient temperature is over 750 F, it is the responsibility of the unit to record the wet bulb temperature (WBGT) index at their activity site on an hourly basis.  It is then the unit’s responsibility to take those steps necessary to prevent heat injuries as the heat categories change. 2.  Range Access by Civilian Personnel:  Family Members of Live Fire Ranges:  Recently, there have been several requests to support family day activities on live fire ranges.  Be advised that the Garrison Cdr is the approving authority for these events; see attached policy memo.  If the desired range and live fire event must be conducted under approved CG waiver (SDZ concerns), be advised that the waiver does not authorize family members to fire or locate inside the waived SDZ.  SDZ waivers are applicable to authorized Soldiers/DA Civilians/Contractors for military training events only.  No exceptions.

3.  Engineer Trail/Convoy Live Fire Closure:  Effective immediately, Engineer Trail is closed to CLFX due to encroaching BRAC contractors inside the approved SDZ.  RFMSS indicates that no units are scheduled to use this range for next 10 weeks, so foresee no impacts.  Tenant units will be authorized to use the heavy ranges; TRADOC units are approved to use CCMCK as an in lieu of training event. 
4.  New 5.56mm Ball Ammo:  We have been informed that DA is in the process of fielding a new 5.56mm round (DODAC M855A1) that increases the distance x and distance y of the current M855 round.  This will require training packet modifications as well as new waiver submissions and approvals, once in the inventory.  At this time, we are unsure of when this round will actually be available on this installation for issue and will keep all informed of current fielding schedule, which is now TBD. Bottom-line, until a new waiver is approved by the CG MCoE for this new ammunition and its extended SDZ, units will be restricted to firing only approved and authorized ammunition as identified on the currently approved Firing/Non-Firing Data Form 210-4-3-R. 

5.  Land Navigation Site Movement:  The Red Diamond Land Nav Site in the India training areas is now fully operational as of 1 Jun 10 as a “Practice” or “Test” facility per Units training requirements.  The Yankee South land nav site is now effectively shut-down at this time for scheduling due to safety reasons.  The Yankee North and/or Furman Road land nav sites are still operational and can be scheduled, however, be aware that this will no longer be supported or run by the 2-29 committee, but will need to be executed with internal Units assets. The DSTARS/I-HITS Solider tracking team has coverage of this new area and can support Soldier tracking requirements, if requested by units. Also remember, scheduling for this area will be as follows as we transition to the new map sheet.

· Old Map training area, 1 Jun – 7 Aug use I 1-5 compartments

·  New Map training area, 8 Aug  on, use I 1-7 compartments

Request all Units start development of their training packages at the earliest time in order to facilitate seamless transition into the training mode for the facility. 8.  Range Safety Class:  Range Safety Briefings are conducted in the Defensive Driving Classroom located in Building 1369, on Yeager Avenue.  Personnel should arrive and sign in prior to 0900 hours.  Units can use the safety training link, now posted on the Range Operations Web site at the following address: https://www.benning.army.mil/rst, in lieu of attending the actual safety briefing to qualify for their range safety cards.  The Range Operations web site is now password protected so ensure you log onto AKO first with your CAC card prior to using the link above or you will manually have to type you user name and password into the system for access.  Once completed with this training the individuals can come to range control to get their Safety Cards issued to them.  At some point in the future, classroom instruction as listed below will cease and all training will be done strictly on the internet link above. 13.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a. L1-4 training compartments (L3-7 on new map) are closed effective immediately for 360-days due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
b. Patton and Pierce Ranges storage shed constructions are complete. Range sheds will not open until water and sewage are connected TBA.
c.   Shelton Range:  Shelton range is currently being updated to stand-up a 40-position zero firing line capability.  Most construction work has been completed to support new range layout.  Firing and target positions will have to be marked and targets holders will have to be emplaced once the decision is made to move the Rifle and Pistol Club off this facility (TBD).
d.   Dianda Range:  Work orders now being submitted to do some berm work, front glass on
 tower, front and side walls of tower research to see if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work order submitted on 16 Mar 10 with an estimated completion date of 1 Oct 10.
e.  Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed for any type firing due to range fan issues until further notice.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings range should be available on or about 23 September 2011.  Units requiring "Big Gun" ranges should look to Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges. f. Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site will be closed starting 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction efforts currently under contract (see attached picture below for site plan). 15.   Road Construction/Closures:
a.   Live-Fire Road Closures: NONE.
b.  Construction Road Closures: 
i. Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range.  There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
ii. Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

THE ARMY

Leaders,

Every year, our Army loses Soldiers during the summer months to heat-related
injuries. These losses can be mitigated through the application of Composite
Risk Management (CRM).

Our Soldiers are required to train and operate in severe temperatures. However,
heat injuries often occur when temperatures are not extreme, and the cumulative
effects of strenuous activities on our Soldiers can result in heat casualties.
Therefore, control and risk mitigation measures, coupled with direct Leader
engagement within your organization, must be proactive. Continuous monitoring of
your Soldiers must be your top priority to ensure their safety during these hot
summer months.

I urge you to:

* monitor wet-bulb temperatures.

* ensure your Soldiers are acclimatized.

* adjust work and rest schedules and ensure Soldiers rest in the shade and modify
uniform as mission permits.

* ensure your Soldiers have adequate time to eat and drink water. A Soldier's
hourly fluid intake should not exceed 1 1/2 quarts and daily intake should not
exceed 12 quarts or water toxicity may result.

* brief your Soldiers on the signs, symptoms, and treatment of heat-related
injuries

* have a process in place that identifies Soldiers who have a history of heat-
related illnesses /injuries or other risk factors and pay special attention to
their individual activities.

* rehearse your unit's heat-injury immediate treatment and evacuation procedures
during every training opportunity.

* encourage the battle-buddy system to assist in monitoring each Soldier's water
intake and well-being.

Taking these preventive steps will help keep Soldiers safe from heat-related
injuries and keep them in the fight.

2. PURPOSE: To prescribe the procedures to bring non-military personnel onto ranges,
training facilities and training areas of Fort Benning, Georgia.

3. POLICY: The Garrison Commander will approve all requests for non-military visitors to Fort
Benning ranges, training facilities and training compartments. Non-military visitors include
family members and minor children of active duty personnel and civilians working on Fort
Benning; members of the press; Defense Contract Vendors; contractors not assigned to support
installation missions; non-military organizations, such as schools; county, municipal, state or
federal agencies; and organized clubs including civic organizations. This requirement does not
apply to visitors attending official events staffed and approved by the G-3/DPTMS through a
memorandum of instruction (MOI) or letter of instruction (LOI). The following procedures will be
followed to ensure the safety of the visitor and limit the liability of the Installation.

a. Requesting sponsor/unit will prepare documentation for the requested action with a FB
Form 26RE cover. The documentation will include a scenario describing the event clearly
stating when weapons and ammunition will be used by the visitor(s), and if the event includes
participation by minor children that condition will be clearly stated. The documentation will detail
a safety plan, safety briefing to cadre and safety briefing to the visitor(s). The documentation will
include a schedule/sequence of events and will require a Composite Risk Management
Worksheet developed for the event on the range, facility or in the training compartment intended
to be used.

b. The completed documentation will be submitted to Range Control for review to ensure the
documentation is complete and not in conflict with current range and training regulations or
current training events.

c. The documentation will be routed through the Staff Judge Advocate office to ensure
proper “Hold-harmless” agreements, parental permissions for minors and other legal
instruments or considerations have been met.

d. The documentation will be routed through the Installation Safety Office for safety and the
Risk Management Readiness Review.

e. The documentation will be routed through the G-3, Current Operations for scheduling and
resource de-confliction review.

f. When the visitor(s) represent Defense Contract Vendors; contractors not assigned to
support Installation missions; non-military organizations such as schools; county, municipal,
state or federal agencies; and organized clubs including civic organizations the documentation
will be routed through DPW, Real Property (Master Planning Division) for Corps of Engineers
licensing decisions and actions including a written agreement between the non-military
organization and the installation detailing all rights and responsibilities of each party, liabilities,
procedures and regulatory procedural requirements. This agreement will be incorporated into
the report of availability as required by AR 405-80.

g. The documentation will be routed through the G-3/DPTMS for final recommendation.

h. The documentation will be routed to the Garrison Commander for final review and
approval.

SUBJECT: Prevention of Heat Injury

1. REFERENCE: USAIC Regulation 40-14, Prevention of Heat Injury, 2 May 2006.

2. PURPOSE: To establish policy on the prevention of heat injuries and the monitoring of
category levels.

3. POLICY:

a. Fort Benning’s environment can be hazardous to Soldiers and employees involved in
strenuous outdoor activities. Heat injuries are of special concern since they present a high ri

of fatality if the body temperature soars out of control. Without constant vigilance, heat injuries

can severely impact training, operations, and readiness.

b. Responsibility for the prevention of heat injuries rests with the commander. Because
the size of Fort Benning, there is no such thing as a post-wide heat category. When ambient
temperature is over 75° F, it is a unit responsibility to record the wet bulb globe temperatur
(WBGT) index at their activity site on an hourly basis.

¢. Commander, MEDDAC, will maintain a web page providing general post heat categq
information (http://www.martin.amedd.army.mil/weather.html) and maintain a wet bulb glol
temperature device in Soldier’s Plaza.

d. There are three major types of heat injuries: heat cramps, heat exhaustion, and heat

stroke. Heat stroke is a medical emergency and can be fatal. Another type of heat related injury

is overhydration, when individuals drink too much water and experience dilution of electroly
in the body.

e. Major subordinate commanders will include predicted, possible, and probable climat

f. Commanders whose training risk assessment indicates requirement will use unit
monitoring devices (Wet Bulb Globe Temperature Kit, NSN 6665-00-159-2218) to complement
installation advisories.

g. Units will conduct annual training on heat injury prevention before 1 May of each year.
Coordinate through Environmental Health for TRADOC/TDA units at 545-1445/1446, and
through 926™ Preventive Medicine Detachment for FORSCOM/TOE units at 545-6166. M4 jor
subordinate commanders will include heat injury hazards in their risk management plans and
take the necessary steps to protect personnel from heat injuries. A template for risk
management worksheets, found in the Safety Folder of the Outlook Public Folders, will be used.
Commanders and directors will also ensure that:

(1) Soldiers and employees are properly acclimated.

(2) Appropriate amount of water is provided and consumed.

(3) The appropriate work/rest cycles are followed for each heat category.

(4) Leaders, Soldiers, and Civilian employees are taught to recognize heat injury
symptoms and take appropriate actions to prevent their occurrences. Pocket card guidelines|(FB
Form 7, Heat Injury Prevention) are available at Post Publications, Building 110. Additiona

THEIR AREA OF SUPPORT REQUISITIONING THE SUBJECT AMMUNITION.

5. THE M855A1 CARTRIDGE AS IT IS CURRENTLY BEING RELEASED TO THE FIELD CONTAINS
A THREE (3) PIECE PROJECTILE COMPRISED OF A REVERSE DRAWN COPPER JACKET, A COPPER
SLUG INSERTED INTO THE DRAWN JACKET, AND AN EXPOSED STEEL PENETRATOR IN THE
FRONT. WHEN INSPECTED, THE USER MAY NOTICE TWO (2) DISTINCT FEATURES THAT ARE
DIFFERENT FROM THE STANDARD M855 BALL BUT WILL NOT DEGRADE PERFORMANCE IN ANY
WAY.

6. THE TWO (2) FEATURES, AS DESCRIBED IN MORE DETAIL BELOW, ARE A GAP BETWEEN

8. RADIAL MOVEMENT OF PENETRATOR: THE OGIVE OF THE JACKET IS PRESSED FORMED OVER
