MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 26-10 for Period 4-10 Jul and 26 Sep - 2 Oct 10
1.   Range Operations Closure:  

a.  Range Operations will be closed for business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against Unit facility request submissions.  
b.  Survey room is currently shutting down entirely on M/W/F until further notice. This time is needed for critical work required on the DMPRC, work on Range Operations “Standard” Range packets, catch-up on current workload for Unit packets/waivers and RFMSS database work for implementation of the new map sheet.  
c.  The weekly range coordination meeting for the week of 12-16 July 10 is canceled due to RFMSS training and database conversion and setup procedures.  The weekly meeting will again convene the following week on 22 July 10. We will still publish the weekly bulletin to keep all informed of any concerns or issues that may come up.
2.  Range Access by Civilian Personnel:  Family Members of Live Fire Ranges:  Recently, there have been several requests to support family day activities on live fire ranges.  Be advised that the Garrison Cdr is the approving authority for these events; see attached policy memo.  If the desired range and live fire event must be conducted under approved CG waiver (SDZ concerns), be advised that the waiver does not authorize family members to fire or locate inside the waived SDZ.  SDZ waivers are applicable to authorized Soldiers/DA Civilians/Contractors for military training events only.  No exceptions.  
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3.  Engineer Trail/Convoy Live Fire Closure:  Effective immediately, Engineer Trail is closed to CLFX due to encroaching BRAC contractors inside the approved SDZ.  RFMSS indicates that no units are scheduled to use this range for next 10 weeks, so foresee no impacts.  Tenant units will be authorized to use the heavy ranges; TRADOC units are approved to use CCMCK as an in lieu of training event. 

4.  New 5.56mm Ball Ammo:  We have been informed that DA is in the process of fielding a new 5.56mm round (DODAC M855A1) that increases the distance x and distance y of the current M855 round.  This will require training packet modifications as well as new waiver submissions and approvals, once in the inventory.  At this time, we are unsure of when this round will actually be available on this installation for issue and will keep all informed of current fielding schedule, which is now TBD. Bottom-line, until a new waiver is approved by the CG MCoE for this new ammunition and its extended SDZ, units will be restricted to firing only approved and authorized ammunition as identified on the currently approved Firing/Non-Firing Data Form 210-4-3-R. 

5.  Land Navigation Site Movement:  The Red Diamond Land Nav Site in the India training areas is now fully operational as of 1 Jun 10 as a “Practice” or “Test” facility per Units training requirements.  The Yankee South land nav site is now effectively shut-down at this time for scheduling due to safety reasons.  The Yankee North and/or Furman Road land nav sites are still operational and can be scheduled, however, be aware that this will no longer be supported or run by the 2-29 committee, but will need to be executed with internal Units assets. The DSTARS/I-HITS Solider tracking team has coverage of this new area and can support Soldier tracking requirements, if requested by units. Also remember, scheduling for this area will be as follows as we transition to the new map sheet.

· Old Map training area, 1 Jun – 7 Aug use I 1-5 compartments

·  New Map training area, 8 Aug  on, use I 1-7 compartments
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6.  DMPRC Range:  The Digital Multipurpose Range Complex (DMPRC) will start firing live rounds on 19-20 Aug and 23-27 Aug 10 in support of the Government Acceptance Test (GAT).  Pending results from this exercise and follow-on work, the DMPRC could be ready for training events in the near future.  Request all Units start development of their training packages at the earliest time in order to facilitate seamless transition into the training mode for the facility. 7.  RFMSS Upgrade:  Schedule for fielding of the RFMSS version 3.0 to Benning to include training that will follow is shown below in embedded document.

8.  Range Safety Class:  Range Safety Briefings are conducted in the Defensive Driving Classroom located in Building 1369, on Yeager Avenue.  Personnel should arrive and sign in prior to 0900 hours.  Units can use the safety training link, now posted on the Range Operations Web site at the following address: https://www.benning.army.mil/rst, in lieu of attending the actual safety briefing to qualify for their range safety cards.  The Range Operations web site is now password protected so ensure you log onto AKO first with your CAC card prior to using the link above or you will manually have to type you user name and password into the system for access.  Once completed with this training the individuals can come to range control to get their Safety Cards issued to them.  At some point in the future, classroom instruction as listed below will cease and all training will be done strictly on the internet link above. 10.  Controlled Burns:  Schedule for the week of 4-10 Jul 10:  NONE
11.  Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 4-10 Jul 10:  Good Hope Training Area which will have selective tree removal and road-way repair on-going as outlined in the embedded document below.  Movement of the Land Navigation course in Yankee South is scheduled to be conducted prior to tree removal start with projected NLT 1 Jun 10 time frame. 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12.  Range Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a. L1-4 training compartments (L3-7 on new map) are closed effective immediately for 360-days due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

b. Patton and Pierce Ranges storage shed constructions are complete. Range sheds will not open until water and sewage are connected TBA.
c.   Shelton Range:  Shelton range is currently being updated to stand-up a 40-position zero firing line capability.  Most construction work has been completed to support new range layout.  Firing and target positions will have to be marked and targets holders will have to be emplaced once the decision is made to move the Rifle and Pistol Club off this facility (TBD).
d.   Dianda Range:  Work orders now being submitted to do some berm work, front glass on
 tower, front and side walls of tower research to see if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work order submitted on 16 Mar 10 with an estimated completion date of 1 Oct 10.
e.  Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed for any type firing due to range fan issues until further notice.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings range should be available on or about 23 September 2011.  Units requiring "Big Gun" ranges should look to Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
f.   Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site will be closed starting 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction efforts currently under contract (see attached picture below for site plan).  Units will need to look at alternate routes around this area as it will close all tank trail access within this compartment down that normally use these road networks for access to building 5500. 
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g.  Coolidge Range Closure:   Contract award for construction work on Coolidge was awarded on 25 Feb 10.  In addition, the NTP occurred on/a 12 March 2010.  Bottom line, Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for the next the next 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work is scheduled to be completed 1 August 2011.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

h.  Young Range Pit Closure:   Work order to install Gas/propane detection device with audible alarm in the tower  installation deferred funding $60K, which is considered an upgrade for the pits.  However, units are authorized to use the range and its pits in current configuration as long as they follow safety restrictions set forth by Range Division on pit usage. POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-6798. 
i.  Wilson Village Closure:  Unit can continue to schedule for training. DPW/Contactor will provide range control with a thirty day prior notice before closing for relocation. POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-6798. 

j.  Booker Range:
a.  Breach Site: Shaw conducting maintenance improvements on the breach site from 15 May- 31 Dec 10.

b.  Booker Shoot House Room Closures:  We now have three rooms closed in the shoot-house because of the inability to replace the wall panels, with repairs TBD.  See embedded document below for room locations within the Booker Shoot House that cannot be utilized for training at this time.
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k.   Hibbs Range:  The 11th Engineer’s are conducting range improvements from 1 Jun – 30 Sep 10 for this facility. 
l.   CACTF Phase 2 Construction:   Pinetree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF is scheduled to go under construction around the 1 Jul 10 timeframe for 520 days.  This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around Jan 2012.
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13.   Over Flight Closures:  None currently scheduled for this period.
14.   Road Construction/Closures:
a.   Live-Fire Road Closures: NONE.
b.  Construction Road Closures: 
i. Hourglass Road from the intersection of 1st Division Road to Buena Vista Road, Resaca Road, Tricolor Road and Underwood Road, from Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road, is off limits to all track and wheel vehicles until further notice due to construction of the DMPRC Range.  There will be no vehicle traffic on Underwood Road from the intersection of Plymouth Road to Hourglass Road.  Units can use Hourglass Road to the intersection of Red Diamond Road, follow Red Diamond Road to Box Springs Road, turn left on Box Springs Road, follow Box Springs Road to the Tank Trail parallel with Buena Vista Road and turn left to get to Carmouche and Ruth ranges.  Turn right on Tank Trail parallel to Buena Vista Road to get to Cactus Tank Trail and to enter onto Hastings Range.
ii. Resaca Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iii. Tricolor Road North from First Division Road to Upatoi Creek is closed to ALL military traffic due to construction.

iv. Units must use the Red Diamond Road entrance and exit to gain access to the Golf, Foxtrot and India training areas from Camp Darby.  Range control will allow unit to place their lock on Red Diamond Road gate.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-7698.  
v. 8th Division Road from the junction of Cusseta Road across the bridge over Highway 27 to the junction of Wood Road was closed on 8 Jul 09.  Due to construction delays, the 8th Division Road and bridge over US 27/280 in Harmony Church will remain closed until 0600 on 6 July, 2010. Caution is suggested when traveling in this area. Alternate routes include Jamestown Road, 1st Division Road, and Wood Road.  Flagmen, signage, barricades and other traffic control devices may be utilized during construction operations to insure your safety. 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vi.  Bullseye Road from Lorraine road to Midwest road will be closed from 1 March to 14 September 2010 for hardening of the Randall creek low water crossing site.  Two different construction efforts will be underway in this area, effectively closing this roadway down.  Alternate route for tracked vehicles will be the tank from Lorraine Road along Buena Vista Road to Britten Range (see attached map).  POC: Johnny Markham, ITAM Coordinator, Range Division, DPTMS, 545-4493.
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viii.  Road Closure for Bridge #12 Replacement - Hourglass Road:  The DPW in conjunction with their contractors will be closing Hourglass Road. in the vicinity of Buena Vista Rd., and replacing Bridge #12 on Hourglass Rd over Pine Knot Creek, beginning at 0800 on 4 Mar 10.  All work will be completed by 1700 on 21 Jun 10.  Alternate routes around this road closure include Buena Vista Road, 1st Division Rd, Lorraine Road, Red Arrow Road and 2d Armored Division Road.    ix.  Wood Road to Lorraine Road Construction:  On 25 May 10 work has commenced which will begin at the north end of Lorraine road, adjacent to Ruth Range and move south. Construction plan is to keep one lane of this roadway open at all times for a by-pass.  Work on bridges will along this route and further south will be on-going at the same time.  Projected date for completion of this effort is 14 Sep 2011.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
15.  Weekly Range Coordination Meetings:  The following units were not represented at the 

24 June 10 Weekly Range Coordination Meeting:  DOT RESERVE, 13th CSB, 75th Ranger Regt, Sniper School, 209th MP, CRC, DA POLICE, RTB, MBL, USAMU, NRMB, 3rd BDE 3rd ID and 16/17TH ASOS.   
16.  Range Firing Packets Listing:  See embedded document below as this is the current approved training packet & waiver listing we have for authorized deviations from the standard range firing packages that Range Control develops for use by all units on some standard type ranges.  We are also in the process of pulling INDEF packages and informing units of their requirement to update these.  See the new range Operations Web site https://www.benning.army.mil/RangeOps/ to access historical packet information as well as anything pertaining to Fort Benning Range Operations.   
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17.  Be advised that EMD has installed motion-based game cameras in the training areas vic off-limits RCW habitat clusters.  This requirement, RCW habitat monitoring, is a measure that we must implement to meet/exceed our directed EIS requirements.  Violations of the restrictions outlined in the Environmental Form 144R will lead to procedures listed below.  
· Unit is directly responsible for immediate cleanup/police of this site for any damage (including repair of the vehicle tracks by bring the earth back to grade over the tree root system) or cleaning up any trash left behind from this incident. Once Unit has completed this task the Unit must contact this office so that a safety patrol can be sent out to the site to verify compliance and environmental will do a final site inspection and assessment to release Unit from liability of further repairs.
·  OIC range safety card is revoked for responsible individual which requires:
a.   Battalion Commander re-certification of individual and a letter to Range Division stating the Individual is now trained to comply with range, ammunition management and safety as required on Benning to fulfill the duties of OIC.
b.   Re-issue of the range safety card at Range Control, Bldg 5510 after receipt of the above mentioned memorandum from the Battalion Commander.
· Implement internal steps to ensure all OICs/RSOs are aware of this RCW incident and put controls in place to prevent this from reoccurring in the future.

SUBJECT: Installation Range Use by Non-Military Personnel

1. REFERENCES:
a. AR 385-63, Range Safety, 19 May 2003.
b. AR 405-80, Management of Title and Granting of Use of Real Property, 10 October 1997.
c. DA Pam 385-63, Range Safety, 19 May 2003.
d. USAIC Regulation 210-4, Installation Range and Terrain Regulation, 11 May 2005.

2. PURPOSE: To prescribe the procedures to bring non-military personnel onto ranges,
training facilities and training areas of Fort Benning, Georgia.

3. POLICY: The Garrison Commander will approve all requests for non-military visitors to Fort
Benning ranges, training facilities and training compartments. Non-military visitors include
family members and minor children of active duty personnel and civilians working on Fort
Benning; members of the press; Defense Contract Vendors; contractors not assigned to support
installation missions; non-military organizations, such as schools; county, municipal, state or
federal agencies; and organized clubs including civic organizations. This requirement does not
apply to visitors attending official events staffed and approved by the G-3/DPTMS through a
memorandum of instruction (MOI) or letter of instruction (LOI). The following procedures will be
followed to ensure the safety of the visitor and limit the liability of the Installation.

a. Requesting sponsor/unit will prepare documentation for the requested action with a FB
Form 26RE cover. The documentation will include a scenario describing the event clearly
stating when weapons and ammunition will be used by the visitor(s), and if the event includes
participation by minor children that condition will be clearly stated. The documentation will detail
a safety plan, safety briefing to cadre and safety briefing to the visitor(s). The documentation will
include a schedule/sequence of events and will require a Composite Risk Management
Worksheet developed for the event on the range, facility or in the training compartment intended
to be used.

b. The completed documentation will be submitted to Range Control for review to ensure the
documentation is complete and not in conflict with current range and training regulations or
current training events.
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c. The documentation will be routed through the Staff Judge Advocate office to ensure
proper “Hold-harmless” agreements, parental permissions for minors and other legal
instruments or considerations have been met.

d. The documentation will be routed through the Installation Safety Office for safety and the
Risk Management Readiness Review.

e. The documentation will be routed through the G-3, Current Operations for scheduling and
resource de-confliction review.

f. When the visitor(s) represent Defense Contract Vendors; contractors not assigned to
support Installation missions; non-military organizations such as schools; county, municipal,
state or federal agencies; and organized clubs including civic organizations the documentation
will be routed through DPW, Real Property (Master Planning Division) for Corps of Engineers
licensing decisions and actions including a written agreement between the non-military
organization and the installation detailing all rights and responsibilities of each party, liabilities,
procedures and regulatory procedural requirements. This agreement will be incorporated into
the report of availability as required by AR 405-80.

g. The documentation will be routed through the G-3/DPTMS for final recommendation.

h. The documentation will be routed to the Garrison Commander for final review and
approval.
