SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 04-11 for Period 30 Jan – 5 Feb and 24-30 Apr 11
1.   Range Operations Notes:  

a.     Range Readiness Review:  The next range readiness review is now scheduled for Mon, 14 Feb 11, 1300-1500 at Bldg 35 in the Doughboy Room.
b.   Week day closure:  Range Operations is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.
c. Survey Room Operating Hours: Survey room is currently shutting down entirely on M/W/F until further notice for walk-in type work. This time is needed for critical work required on the DMPRC, work on Range Operations “Standard” Range packets, catch-up on current workload for unit packets/waivers, survey and development of the new BRAC ranges, and RFMSS database work to add all the necessary data to support the Armor School requirements.  
2.   Range Safety Class:  Range Safety Briefing is now only available through the on-line dL training at the following address: https://www.benning.army.mil/rst for all to qualify for their range safety cards.  Individuals can come to Range Control to get their safety cards issued to them after successful completion of the on-line dL safety briefing.  We recommend personnel do a printout of the last page of the safety briefing with their last four and confirmation of successfully passing of the dL course and bring it along with them when getting their safety cards.  We request all individuals conduct this action on safety cards issue at building 5510 Range Division Operation after 1400 hours, Monday-Friday only. 
3.   Best Ranger Competition Range Support:  The Best Ranger Competition will be conducted from 15-18 April 2011 and you will see their initial range requirements for this competition embedded below.  However, we still have to work this piece and co-locate with other units where possible and/or schedule around in these areas during this time period.

7. Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 30 JAN-05 FEB 11, NONE.
8.   Top Five:  DPW/SHAW conducts a bi-weekly top five meeting for major unit commanders, which reoccurs 2-times a month (1st and 3d Thursdays). This meeting gives Commander's the opportunity to present their most important top five projects that needs immediate repair or replacement to protect life, safety, and health. These projects can be ranges/training areas or cantonment area issues.  Unit's are required to prepare DA form 4283 (work request form) and submit to DPW/SHAW at building 470.  If a unit wants to change or add to their top five listing, it will have to be submitted on preceding Tuesday NLT 1100 hours to the DPW/SHAW POCs, Mr. Danny Whitehead and Ms. Veronica James by e-mail. These meetings are mostly conducted at building 6, room 225 from 0820-1100.  During the meeting all units are given the opportunity to address their top five issues, are provided the status of existing work orders and will be given an estimated completion date.  A POC name and phone numbers of who will be performing the work will also be provided to units at this time.  All facilities work orders for Ranges, Training Areas, or Training Apparatus are to be submitted on DA Form 4283, Facilities Engineer Work Request, and must be submitted through Range Division Safety/Service Branch first. 9.   Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a.   Dianda Range:  Work order has been submitted to do some berm work, front glass replacement on the tower, front and side walls of tower research to determine if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work order submitted on 16 Mar 10 with an estimated completion date of 15 Mar 11.
b.   Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  UXO clearance is now underway on this facility with contractors occupying the range and conducting work on a daily schedule.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 2012.  Units requiring "Big Gun" Ranges should look to the DMPRC, Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
c.   Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site was closed on 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction of the two driving courses in this area, with a projected completion date of July 2011.  Units will need to look at alternate routes around this area as it will close all tank trail access within this compartment down that normally use these road networks for access to building 5500.
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d.   Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for the next the next 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work is scheduled to be completed 1 August 2011.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
e.  Wilson Village Closure:  Wilson Village movement will be completed on 08 Feb 11 for scheduling.  The new location is now north of Kaufman Bayonet course Sand Hill. After 08 Feb 11 Units can again request and schedule this facility, however, this facility will no longer be scheduled through RFMSS and Range Operations.  For scheduling needs you will need to contact Mr. Melvin, 544-9099 at A-1/19 for this facility.
f.  CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pinetree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days. This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around Jan 2012.
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g.   Malone 17 Maintenance:  Work order was turned in to re-grade and level the right side of the range, shift/remark the firing points, and remark the target positions in an effort to shift the SDZ off adjacent ranges.  Work order EY 00141 10J was submitted for this effort in the amount of $195,065.00 which has been deferred due to funding shortfalls.  Once complete, Range Operations will update the current “STANDARD” training packet so that it will capture these changes so units can us this updated capability in support of POI requirements. This construction work may require the range to be closed and units moved elsewhere to support this effort.
h.   Young Range Closure:  Young Range is closed down until further notice pending for repair/redesign of damaged equipment, recertification of 197th Cadre and re-confirmation on gun zeroing procedures.  POC is Mr. Archie, Range Division Maintenance Coordinator, 545-9428 or 706-615-6798.
i.  D17 Training Compartment Closure for Land Restoration Efforts: Training compartment D-17 is CLOSED to ALL foot and vehicle traffic due to land restoration projects ongoing at firing points 602, 603 and surrounding areas (see attached map).  Due to inclement weather and other unforeseen delays, completion time for this project has now been extended until 28 FEBRUARY 2011. 12.  Road Closures & Construction Efforts:

a. Live-Fire Road Closures:  NONE
b. Road Closures: 
i. Wood Road Closure (PN: 65554a):  The DPW in conjunction with the US Corps of Engineers and its contractors have now closed Wood Road between 1st Division Road and 8th Division Road and work has begun.  The closure is required to convert Wood Road into a concrete road capable of supporting Heavy Armor vehicular movements as part of the BRAC plan.  The contractor is planning to finish this segment of the new road by mid-February, 2011, weather permitting. Alternate routes around this road closure include 8th Division Road, 1st Division Road, Hourglass Road, 2d Armored Division Road and Old Cusseta Road.   Detours will be clearly marked for your safety.  Heavy vehicle access to the Collins Training Center, Bldg 5500 will be limited to BFVs or lighter vehicles until Wood Road construction is complete and will be via 8th Division Road.  See embedded strip map below for this access route as well as route access to the training areas and ranges from the Collins Training Center. 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 ii. Lorraine Road Construction:  This road project is now complete with the exception of the intersection at Buena Vista Road and Lorraine Road, which is projected to be down later. Re-opening of the entire roadway from Buena Vista Road north is projected for 30 Jan 11. However, this opening will not support Tanks or BFVs until the proper on-off skirts are built up, which is TBD. oweverH Until then the detour route for heavy equipment (Tanks, BFVs, M88s, etc.) is via Moore Road to points north (i.e.Carmouche, Ruth, STAT 1 and 2), however Moore Road does not support HETT movements, vehicle will have to be driven north from this point. iii.  1st Division & Red Arrow Road Closure (PN: 65554a):  Effective immediately 1st Division Road/Red Arrow Road will be shut down with no access through this area from the Intersection on Wood Road going north on 1st Division Rd, then turning and following Red Arrow Road to the intersection of 2d Armored Division Road (see embedded document below). Completion date for this project is 1 May 11.  This closure is necessary to facilitate the bridge work through this area.  Posted detour routes are already in place for this project. iv.  2d Armored Division Road Closure:  The DPW in conjunction with the US Corps of Engineers and its contractors has now closed a segment of 1st Division & Red Arrow Roads with no access through this area for bridge and massive road work.  This closure will be from the Intersection on Wood Road going north on 1st Division Road, then turning and following Red Arrow Road to the intersection of 2d Armored Division Road (see embedded slide below). Alternate routes north to the heavy ranges will have to be preplanned in advance with this every changing landscape. Completion date for this entire project is 1 May 11. v.   Box Springs Road Closure:  Unsuitable soils remediation is currently underway at Box Springs Rd between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road.  The method and cost of remediation has been negotiated and released for construction.  Work resumed on 10 Jan 2011 and will require approximately 5-6 weeks to undercut and install stone base, place the pipes, form and pour the headwalls, backfill the pipes and grade the road bed.  Estimated completion date is 18 Feb 2011. Alternate route remains Cactus Road from Buena Vista Road to Red Diamond Road.

vi.   Jamestown Road Closure: Work on this project is now complete with a reopening of this roadway segment scheduled for 13 Jan 11 for light vehicle movement (no Tanks or BFVs which is TBD).  Access will continue to be constrained in this area and will be one-lane traffic from the north side of Weems Pond to the intersection of Yankee Road.  Local topography in the construction zone makes any access through the road construction impossible.  Alternate routes around this road closure include Sunshine Road and Lightning Road.  However, Lightning Road is to be used for limited access only to include emergency vehicles, security, government vehicles, and construction related traffic. Detours will be clearly marked for your safety.  Update, Lightening Road is currently closed and cannot be used as an alternate by-pass route at this time.
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vii.   Red Arrow Road Closure: The DPW in conjunction with the US Corps of Engineers and its contractors will be closing Red Arrow Road between 10th Armored Division Road and Buena Vista Road.  This closure is required to improve the roadway as part of the northern tank training area.  Work has begun and we are projecting work complete NLT 01 Feb 11.  Alternate routes around this area include Buena Vista Road and 10th Armored Division Road.  Detours will be clearly marked for your safety.

iii.  Training Area Infrastructure 4 – Southern Maneuver Area (PN: 69743): UXO area clearance is underway that closes Box Springs Road from the intersection of Buena Vista Road south to the intersection of Underwood Road to all traffic until at least 1 Mar 11 due to undercutting and dewatering work on this roadway as well as the UXO clearance issue.  Also Red Diamond Road is closed from the intersection of Lafayette Road northeast to the intersection of Buffalo Road for UXO clearance work.  The dedicated UXO effort is projected to be complete on 1 Mar 10, which currently includes adjacent areas for a 1,000 meter buffer zone starting now through the normal weekdays and on Saturdays. This action is necessary to ensure these areas are kept safe for all personnel as UXO work has been increased due to amount of munitions being found here.  Total project completion is now projected for Oct 11.

b. Ammunition Type: 
M8, Launcher and Grenade, Network Command

c. The Spider M7 is a networked munitions system 
used as an anti-personnel landmine alternative.  Its 
design provides perimeter defense and flank protection 
to the warfighter. 
 


d. M8, Launcher and Grenade: this is the 
Miniature Grenade Launcher (MGL), which includes 
Grenade Initiation Module (GIM) and the grenade. The 
grenade itself uses the energetic materiel PAX-41, and 
is a lethal munition.  The GIM features a low-energy 
exploding foil initiator (LEEFI) to detonate the grenade 
once it has left the launch tube, via an impulse 
cartridge.  The impulse cartridge is a small energetic 
that propels the grenade from the body.  This is all 
enclosed within the grenade launch tube, which 
attaches to the command unit. 
 


e. M9, Launcher and Line: this is the Extended 
Range Tripline Sensor (ERTS), which provide a silent 
(from the enemy perspective) intrusion detection 
capability.  Six light weight triplines are launched from 
the ERTS module, which is on top of the control unit, 
in 60̊  increments (aligning with MGLs on the control 
unit), via a gas generator.  Once a tripline is triggered, 
it will send a message to the soldier overseeing the 
field, specifying what unit as tripped thus providing 
the opportunity to engage or not to. 
 


f. M10, Munition Control Unit: the Munition 
Control Unit (MCU) is the unit which launches the 
MGL.  It can communicate with the field overseer and 
launch the six MGLs that can attach to it.  The 
munitions can be fired in any sequence or 
combination.  It features six tripline interfaces (for 
each munition port), a visual safe indicator, LED 
status indicator and on/off switch.  There is a battery 
carriage incorporated into the MCU to provide power 
for over 30 days, depending on usage.
