MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 09-11 for Period 06-12 Mar and 29 May – 04 June 11
1.   Range Operations Notes:  

a.   Unit Policing on Ranges/Facilities, Unit Responsibility:  We continue to receive reports from the Contractor who cleans the latrines at Fort Benning who is still encountering massive amounts of trash on ranges here on the installation, specifically Malone 9 and Pierce ranges this week.  See the attached photos for full visual of trash at these latrine locations.  Since the Contractor has started pumping Range Latrines, they have reduced the price to the Government over 400%.  However, if trash continues to be placed into these latrines the contractor will be forced to increase his prices for this service which will cost us all in the long run…. Range Manager sends: this is leader business - if the leadership does not want Range Civilians in their business, they need to tend to their business. No one on Fort Benning has janitorial service on the ranges....unit brings it, unit takes it with them. If units can’t manage that on their own, the Range Manager will set conditions to ensure they can.  Fort Benning will not be paying the costs of clearing clogged equipment nor the cost of shut-down of Columbus Water Works dump-station for bulk waste treatment.  That garbage was brought to the range by the unit and will not be put into the field crappers whether they are field latrines or port-a-lets.

b. Week Day Closure:  Range Operations is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.
c. Survey Room Operating Hours: Survey room is currently shutting down entirely on M/W/F until further notice and we will NOT support walk-in requests during this time period, unless an appointment has been scheduled in advance. This time is needed for critical work requirements for internal projects that must be done.  
d. Packet submissions for Firing and Non-Firing data forms now need to be completed on the new MCoE Forms 350-19-1-E-R & 350-19-2-E-R.
2.   Range Safety Class:  Range Safety Briefing is now only available through the on-line dL training at the following address: https://www.benning.army.mil/rst for all to qualify for their range safety cards.  Individuals can come to Range Control to get their safety cards issued to them after successful completion of the on-line dL safety briefing.  We recommend personnel do a printout of the last page of the safety briefing with their last four and confirmation of successfully passing of the dL course and bring it along with them when getting their safety cards.  Safety card issue will be conducted Monday-Friday after 1400 hours, at building 5510. 

3.   AEWE:  All requests for the use of McKenna MOUT site from 22 Aug 11 through 3 Nov 11, must be approved by Mr. Pearce (MBL). The MBL has sole use of McKenna during this time frame with AEWE mission on-going. With the influx of training units on Ft. Benning with the Armor School on board, BCT, AIT, Armor BOLC, CRC, and the mechanics course even requires one day of MOUT training, the use of McKenna will be limited so units may want to start looking at Selby Hill as an alternate training site.  All requests for McKenna MOUT training and co-utilization will have to go through Mr. Pearce and he will write on your request, approval/disapproval or the limits of your usage.  Example if co-use starts 1700 hrs, don't show up at 1300 hrs wanting to set up for training, 1700 hrs is your time.  POC for this action is Mr. Henry, MBL, 544-6817.

9.   Top Five:  DPW/SHAW conducts a bi-weekly top five meeting for major unit commanders, which reoccurs 2-times a month (1st and 3d Thursdays). This meeting gives Commanders the opportunity to present their most important top five projects that needs immediate repair or replacement to protect life, safety and health.  These projects can be ranges/training areas or cantonment area issues.  Unit's are required to prepare DA form 4283 (work request form) and submit to DPW/SHAW at building 470.  If a unit wants to change or add to their top five listing, it will have to be submitted on preceding Tuesday NLT 1100 hours to the DPW/SHAW POCs, Mr. Danny Whitehead and Ms. Veronica James by e-mail. These meetings are mostly conducted at building 6, room 225 from 0820-1100.  During the meeting all units are given the opportunity to address their top five issues, are provided the status of existing work orders and will be given an estimated completion date.  A POC name and phone numbers of who will be performing the work will also be provided to units at this time.  All facilities work orders for Ranges, Training Areas, or Training Apparatus are to be submitted on DA Form 4283, Facilities Engineer Work Request, and must be submitted through Range Division Safety/Service Branch first.  Range Division will validate process and track the work order to completion IAW MCoE Regulation 350-19 page 27 B-3-A.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.  
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10.   Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a.   Dianda Range:  Work order has been submitted to do some berm work, front glass replacement on the tower, front and side walls of tower research to determine if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not, work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work order submitted on 16 Mar 10 with an estimated completion date of 1 April 11.
b.   Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  UXO clearance is now underway on this facility with contractors occupying the range and conducting work on a daily schedule.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 2012.  Units requiring "Big Gun" Ranges should look to the DMPRC, Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges. c.   Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site was closed on 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction of the two driving courses in this area, with a projected completion date of July 2011.  Units will need to look at alternate routes around this area as it will close all tank trail access within this compartment down that normally use these road networks for access to building 5500.

d.   Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for the next the next 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work is scheduled to be completed 1 August 2011.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

e.  CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pinetree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days. This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around Jan 2012.

f.   Malone 17 Maintenance:  Work order was turned in to re-grade and level the right side of the range, shift/remark the firing points, and remark the target positions in an effort to shift the SDZ off adjacent ranges.  Work order EY 00141 10J was submitted for this effort in the amount of $195,065.00 which has been deferred due to funding shortfalls.  Once complete, Range Operations will update the current “STANDARD” training packet so that it will capture these changes so units can us this updated capability in support of POI requirements. This construction work may require the range to be closed and units moved elsewhere to support this effort.  Tentative schedule for completion of this project is Jan 12.
g.   Young Range Closure:  Young Range is currently closed for training but is tentatively scheduled to reopen again on 14 Mar, if testing and recertification goes as planned.  See below for time table for brining this range back up for training.   
·   28 Feb - 4 Mar 11:  Update SOPs, Gun Tower Books and submit changes to TSP.  Welding team welds new brackets and modifies butt stock. ARDEC issues safety user message.

·   7-11 Mar 11:  Range cadre conduct certification with weapons, mounts and tower. BN and BDE CDR approve range for reopening.

·   14 Mar 11:  Range again operational for night infiltration.

h.   Malone 2 Range Closure:  Malone 2 Range Closure:  PEO-STRI is now scheduled to execute LOMAH software upgrades on Malone 2 from 28 Feb –4 Mar 11.  These actions will effectively shutdown the range for any/all training activities during this time frame.  Also be advised we now have maintenance scheduled to install additional dirt on the berms for the periods of 28 Feb –3 Mar 11 with more projected in Mar (TBD) to complete this berm work. i. Wood Road Closure (PN: 65554a):  Concrete pouring is now complete on the Wood Road project between 1st Division Road and 8th Division Road.  The roadway will start opening IAW the published schedule below for this road segment.
·  EOM Feb construction complete

·  Mid Mar 11 light vehicle traffic 

·  1 Apr 11 – Heavy vehicles to include HETTS, M1 Tanks, BFVs and M88s
Alternate routes around this road closure include 8th Division Road, 1st Division Road, Hourglass Road, 2d Armored Division Road and Old Cusseta Road. Detours will be clearly marked for your safety.  ii. Lorraine Road Construction:  This road project is now complete with the exception of the intersection at Buena Vista Road and Lorraine Road, which will be completed at a later date. Re-opening of the entire roadway from Buena Vista Road north is projected for 1 Apr 11, however the intersection exchange located at Lorraine Road and Buena Vista Road will still be under construction at this time with dedicated by-pass routes through this area. However, this opening may not support Tanks or BFVs until the proper on-off skirts are built up.oweverH Until then the detour route for heavy equipment (Tanks, BFVs, M88s, etc.) is via Moore Road to points north (i.e.Carmouche, Ruth, STAT 1 and 2), however Moore Road does not support HETT movements, vehicle will have to be driven north from this point.  Also be advised that any unit firing on Carmouche or Ruth now has expanded road guard requirements for Moore Road that can be explained in more detail by the Range operations Survey Section. iii.  1st Division & Red Arrow Road Closure (PN: 65554a):  Effective immediately 1st Division Road/Red Arrow Road will be shut down with no access through this area from the Intersection on Wood Road going north on 1st Division Road, then turning and following Red Arrow Road to the intersection of 2d Armored Division Road (see embedded document below). Completion date for this project is 1 May 11.  This closure is necessary to facilitate the bridge work through this area.  Posted detour routes are already in place for this project. iv.  2d Armored Division Road Closure:  The DPW in conjunction with the US Corps of Engineers and its contractors has now closed a segment of 1st Division & Red Arrow Roads with no access through this area for bridge and massive road work. v.   Box Springs Road Closure:  Unsuitable soils remediation is currently underway at Box Springs Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road.  The method and cost of remediation has been negotiated and released for construction.  Work resumed on 10 Jan 2011 and will require approximately 5-6 weeks to undercut and install stone base, place the pipes, form and pour the headwalls, backfill the pipes and grade the road bed.  Estimated completion date is 15 March 2011. Alternate route remains Cactus Road from Buena Vista Road to Red Diamond Road.

vi.   Jamestown Road Closure: Major work on this project is now complete and reopened for light vehicle movement (no Tanks or BFVs which is TBD). Red Arrow Road Closure: The DPW in conjunction with the US Corps of Engineers and its contractors will be closing Red Arrow Road between 10th Armored Division Road and Buena Vista Road. viii.    Lindsey Creek Traffic Movement & Hoff Road Closure:  The DPW, in conjunction with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and its contractors, will be shifting the traffic patterns at the 1st Division Road/Lindsey Creek intersection.  The entire intersection will shift to the west (as shown in the attachment) as we move to Stage 2 construction. Two-way traffic will be maintained at all times with either two open lanes or one lane with flaggers. This modified traffic alignment will begin at 0800 on 19 February 2011 and remain in place for approximately 4-6 weeks, weather permitting. As a part of the shift to Stage 2, Hoff Street at 1st Division Road will remain closed until the new alignment for the south end of Hoff Street is constructed.  Alternate routes around this road closure include Benning Blvd, Custer Road, Lindsey Creek Parkway, Marne Road and 1st Division Road. ix.  8th Division Road Closure:  Effective immediately DPW has shut down 8th Division Road access to all tracked vehicle and HET movements over the culvert location adjacent to Victory Pond.  Until the tank trail work in this area can be completed, Units will have to move down 8th Division Rd and across the new bridge spanning Highway 27 for all tracked vehicle and HET movements. i.   Training Area Infrastructure 2 – OSUT (PN: 69741):  Construction is underway in compartments L3-7 with a completion date of Sep 11. See embedded document below for this project.  L3-7, O2 and O3 training compartments are closed to all activities for 360 days due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts. RCW efforts will be allowed in these areas and on these roadways; however, all need to ensure vehicles are not parked in construction footprints or in locations that may impede or inhibit the contractor from doing his work.  Highly advise all too recon roads first as some will be inaccessible during certain portions of the construction process.

iii.  Training Area Infrastructure 4 – Southern Maneuver Area (PN: 69743): UXO area clearance is underway that closes Box Springs Road from the intersection of Buena Vista Road south to the intersection of Underwood Road to all traffic until at least 15 Mar 11 due to undercutting and dewatering work on this roadway as well as the UXO clearance issue.  Also Red Diamond Road is closed from the intersection of Lafayette Road northeast to the intersection of Buffalo Road for UXO clearance work.  The dedicated UXO effort is projected to be complete on 1 Mar 10, which currently includes adjacent areas for a 1,000 meter buffer zone starting now through the normal weekdays and on Saturdays. This action is necessary to ensure these areas are kept safe for all personnel as UXO work has been increased due to amount of munitions being found here. SUBJECT:  Standing Operating Procedures for the Ft Benning Digital Multipurpose Range 
Complex (DMPRC) 
 
 
1.  PURPOSE:  To establish Standing Operating Procedures (SOP) to be used during training on 
the DMPRC. 
 
2.  APPLICABILITY:  This SOP applies to all units/activities using the DMPRC. 
All Officers in Charge (OIC), Non-Commissioned Officers in Charge (NCOIC) and Range 
Safety Officers (RSO) who will be familiar with the contents of this SOP and all other applicable 
references.

4.   SCHEDULING:  Each unit/activity scheduling the DMPRC will prepare and submit the 
following documents to Range Operations, DPTMS: 
 
      a.  FB 46-R, Risk Management Worksheet and Daily Risk Management. 
 
      b.  FB Form 350-19-1-E-R,(Firing/Nonfiring Data), Scenario, sketches, FB Form 144-R 
(Record of Environmental Conservation ), DA Form 2203-R (Demolition Reconnaissance 
Report) and any specific enclosures as required. 
     
      c.   Training guidelines:  All training will be conducted IAW this SOP, together with 
references listed in paragraph 3 of the SOP and FB 350-19-1-E-R approved by Range  
Operations, DPTMS.  Units are responsible for developing and submitting a new range packet, if 
requested training deviates from the standard range packet that has been approved by Range  
Operations. If FBCB2 is to be used, it is CRITICAL to conduct prior testing to ensure all 
components are functioning properly and connectivity is made. This critical phase of preparation 
will begin 4 weeks before the unit occupies the range.  During this stage, all coordination will be 
made and appropriate information exchanged with ABCS systems FSR’s to ensure FBCB2 
connectivity during training at the DMPRC.  A final verification of all FBCB2 and EPLRS 
platforms must be conducted to ensure successful operations. Unit Maintenance Officers 
(XO/BMO/SMO) should coordinate with their FBCB2 and EPLRS field service representatives 
(FSR) for support. Units must ensure that their systems are fully operational and have the correct 
FBCB2 and EPLRS databases and versions prior to gunnery density. 
 
 
      d.   Scheduling Guidance:  All training events will be coordinated through the DMPRC Site 
Supervisor, (706)626-2678, before a RFMSS request will be approved by Range 
Operation/Scheduling Section. Any unit arriving on the DMPRC that has not properly 
coordinated will not be allowed to train. Any unit that does not report in to the DMPRC within 
the first two hours of  their scheduled fire will be reported to Range Operations as a “no show”. 
 
 
5.  ADMINISTRATIVE: 
 
      a.   There are latrines which will accommodate male and female Soldiers located on the 
range.  However, some units elect to have portable toilets delivered by a local contractor at the 
unit expense.  Units will provide their own hand soap, paper towels, toilet paper, cleaning 
supplies, brooms, mops, rakes, shovels and trash bags.  Using unit is responsible for daily 
cleanliness of latrines prior to departing range. 
 
      b.  Using units are responsible for daily cleaning and removal of all trash and debris from all 
ammunition points and range support facilities prior to departing range.  A thorough police call 
of the entire range will be conducted, to include the down-range area used by each unit.  
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       c.  Using units are responsible for clearing all brass, links and ammunition from firing 
positions, maneuver boxes, and ammo pad.  Units firing MK-19 TP rounds will police all rounds 
expended from line of fire to targets and around target positions.  The MK-19 TP rounds are to 
be policed in daylight hours only. 
 
       d. When firing the TOW MISSLE (INERT), using units are responsible for clearing all wire 
from target positions to firing position, after each round is fired. 
 
       e.  A red range flag will be provided to the using unit by Range Division personnel. The 
range flag will be displayed on the pole prior to live-fire training and must be returned to range 
support personnel prior to departing the range. 
 
       f.  Using units are responsible for providing a fire detail.  These personnel will be used in 
case of a fire down range. All range fires will be suppressed and reported to Range Control IAW 
MCoE Regulation 350-19. 
 
      g.  The water source on the DMPRC is currently non-potable. There are showers available in 
the administrative area but are off-limits until water source becomes potable. Units will need to 
bring potable water. 
 


h.  There is one covered mess area available. This area is to be cleaned daily.  
 


      i.   The DMPRC is operated by contractors belonging to the Warrior Training Alliance 
(WTA), with government oversight provided by a Site Supervisor from Range Division, DPTM-
S. The approving authority for ANY changes or deviations to a proofed and approved scenario is 
the Range Division Site Supervisor. Warrior Training Alliance contractors cannot make changes 
to scenarios. 
 
       j.   Any changes to scheduled events/activities can only be approved by the Range Division 
Site Supervisor. In his absence, any changes must be routed through Range Division Operations 
for approval. 


 
 
6.  GENERAL:  The Instrumented range is a live, virtual and constructive gunnery and tactical 
complex. It allows for individual, crew, platoon, and CALFEX that incorporates digital 
information systems. Digital Range Training System (DRTS) provides the infrastructure for 
Abrams, Bradley and Stryker live fire gunnery qualifications. The DMPRC is in the Sustainable 
Range Program and is operated by the Warrior Training Alliance (WTA) with oversight by 
Range Division, DPTMS. Range Operations (ROPS) personnel use the results of the training 
exercise plans to prepare the DRTS for exercise execution. During exercise execution, ROPS 
personnel use new-generation range sub-systems to provide realistic friendly, neutral, and threat 
simulations and to collect audio, video and digital training data. After exercise execution, DRTS 
sub-systems support training data analysis, preparation, presentation, and feedback for After 
Action Review (AAR).       
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The DMPRC consists of the following:        
 


(1) 245 stationary infantry targets (SIT)  
 


(2) Eleven (11) moving armor targets (MAT) 
 


(3) Fifty-four (54) stationary armor targets (SAT) 
 


(4) Four (4) full length firing lanes and two (2) half firing lanes 
 


(5) Eighteen (18) defilade firing positions 
 


(6) Fifteen (15) hasty battle positions 
 


(7) Six (6) daysight/FLIR range cameras 
 


(8) Three (3) trench lines w/ bunkers 
 
7.   CRITICAL REQUIREMENTS:  A specific FB Form 350-19-1-E-R /scenario package will 
be prepared by the unit for the training to be conducted on range and approved by Chief, Range 
Operations.  All supporting documents, i.e., regulations, field manuals, TMs, etc. with an 
approved FB Form 350-19-1-E-R/scenario package will be on site.  OIC/NCOIC will maintain 
positive control of all personnel. All visiting personnel will be directly controlled by the 
OIC/NCOIC.  All visiting civilian personnel will have to have written permission from the 
Garrison Commander.  Prior to training, all personnel will be given range orientation/safety 
briefing to include location of dud areas, medical procedures, loading and clearing weapons, 
misfire procedures, emergency cease fire signals, etc.  Only weapons/ammunition listed on 
approved FB Form 350-19-1-E-R /scenario package will be allowed on the range.  Prior to and 
after training, an ammunition/weapons check will be made to ensure no individual or training 
site has any unauthorized ammunition/weapons.  Prior to vacating the range, using units will 
ensure the range is cleaned to include latrines. All refuse generated, pallets, ammunition boxes, 
food packaging, solvents etc., will be removed from the range and disposed of IAW paragraph 5-
15 of MCoE Regulation 350-19. All using units are responsible for damages to any structure, 
fixture or equipment that is part of the range and will repair damages at their expense. Any 
damage or malfunction must be reported in writing to the Chief, Range  Operations. Approved 
hearing protection will be worn. Meals will only be eaten at the approved area and policed after 
use.  A detailed briefing will be given by the OIC/NCOIC/RSO to all personnel prior to training 
on the DMPRC.  This briefing will include the FB Form 350-19-1-E-R/scenario package, daily 
risk management worksheet, Laser Hazards, and a detailed safety briefing which includes 
procedure for using weapons clearing barrels. 
 
8.  MEDICAL:  Medical personnel and equipment on site will be IAW unit POI and risk 
management worksheet residual risk level for the training conducted.  MEDEVAC will be IAW   
MCoE Regulation 350-19 and USAIC Regulation 40-2.  The DMPRC has a dedicated heli-pad 
w/ windsock and marker lights located at Grid GA086892.  Front line ambulance (FLA) will be 
located IAW Commander/OIC guidance, but not adjacent to the mess area. 
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9.  VEHICLE CONTROL:  No Privately Owned Vehicles (POV) are authorized down range.  
All POVs are to be parked in an area designated by range personnel.  All military vehicles will 
be parked in an area designated by range personnel.  The speed limit on the range is 5 MPH.  
Tracked vehicles are NOT ALLOWED west of Hourglass Rd. 
 
10.  AMMO POINT:  There is an ammunition point provided for ammunition. All  ammo must 
be separated from live ammo at all times to include Pyro and Smoke. No open flames or smoking 
will be allowed within 50 feet of the ammunition point(s).  Two each 10 BC or larger fire 
extinguishers must be present at the ammunition point.  A Non-Commissioned Officer (NCO) 
will control issue/turn-in of live and blank ammunition and monitor at all times.  All weapons 
will be cleared using an approved clearing process.  
 
11.  SAFETY: 
 
      a.  All weapons will be on electrical safe, if so equipped and manual safe with barrels 
elevated and pointed down range, when not actively engaging targets. 


 
b.  Vehicle flag policy in  MCoE Regulation 350-19 will be strictly enforced on ALL firing 
vehicles while staged or during administrative moves west of baseline. For firing vehicles 
equipped to transmit 1553 data, the use of flags during firing is up to unit SOP/Commander’s 
discretion. For firing vehicles NOT equipped to transmit 1553 data, flags will be used while 
firing.  
 
c.  If communication is lost between any vehicle down range, and not regained within two 
minutes, that vehicle is to go to electrical and manual safe, maintain the barrel up and down 
range and safely return to the base line.  The misfire pit is located on base-line between lanes 
3 and 4. 


 
d.  Units will NOT fire when Left and Right limit markers cannot be seen.  


 
      e.  Units will go on immediate check fire for any unusual incident, i.e., shot fired outside of 
the range fan, damage to a weapon or vehicle.  The incident will be reported to Range Control. 
The vehicle firing the round will remain in place with the weapon unmoved from the azimuth 
and elevation at which the round was fired.  
  
12.  COMMUNICATION:  Using units will be responsible for providing communication 
between the Range Operations Control Center (ROC-C) and firing vehicles
