MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 10-11 for Period 13-19 March and 05-11 June 2011
1.   Range Operations:  
a.  OIC & RSO Certification:  Effective immediately and IAW DA PAM 385-63, par 1-7c the firing unit, battalion commanders (U.S. Army) or installation commanders (Marine Corps) will certify, in writing to Range Control (Range Operations), that individuals requesting to act as either OIC or RSO have successfully completed Unit level training and testing/certification and are qualified to perform the duties of OIC and RSO.  In an effort to reduce work with this requirement we request Battalion S3s turn in a master listing within this memorandum for OIC/RSO safety card issue requests in lieu of individual memorandums for all individuals.  We will then process and when complete contact submitting organization for pickup of the completed safety cards for dissemination back down to Unit individuals.  We also request lists are not turned in more than once a week for this action.
b.  Civilian Visits on the MCoE:  Civilian visits or Unit sponsored events with family members, to include taskings from higher are required to follow the guidance set forth in Policy Memorandum 385-62-2 (attached below).  However, this requirement does not apply to visitors attending official events staffed and approved by the G3/DPTMS through a memorandum of instruction (MOI) or letter of instruction (LOI).  The approving authority for this type visit is the Garrison Commander. I have attached a slide here that spells out the requirement that are needed in this packet that will get staffed to the Garrison Commander, however there may be some instances where this packet makeup may vary, depending on sponsoring Unit, attendees, and event makeup.

c.  Week Day Closure:  Range Operations is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.
d.   Range Safety Class:  Range Safety Briefing is now only available through the on-line dL training at the following address: https://www.benning.army.mil/rst for all to qualify for their range safety cards.  Individuals can come to Range Control to get their safety cards issued to them after successful completion of the on-line dL safety briefing.  We recommend personnel do a printout of the last page of the safety briefing with their last four and confirmation of successfully passing of the dL course and bring it along with them when getting their safety cards.  Safety card issue will be conducted Monday-Friday after 1400 hours, at building 5510. 
e.   Daylight Savings Time Change:  Reminder to all that Daylight Savings starts on Sunday 13 March 2011(spring forward), so make sure all plan according for range occupations and opening time adjustments with this “Spring Forward” action on the clock.
f.   Scheduling Concerns:  Recently we have had a tremendous amount of Units scheduling under the 13-week lock-in window.  Of these, 50% are being done under the 30-day window with which we request all Unit S3’s help in getting fixed.  Reminder to all that under the 13-week lock-in period, nobody has priority and it’s on a first come first served basis.

5.   Top Five:  DPW/SHAW conducts a bi-weekly top five meeting for major unit commanders, which reoccurs 2-times a month (1st and 3d Thursdays). This meeting gives Commanders the opportunity to present their most important top five projects that needs immediate repair or replacement to protect life, safety and health.  These projects can be ranges/training areas or cantonment area issues.  Unit's are required to prepare DA form 4283 (work request form) and submit to DPW/SHAW at building 470.  If a unit wants to change or add to their top five listing, it will have to be submitted on preceding Tuesday NLT 1100 hours to the DPW/SHAW POCs, Mr. Danny Whitehead and Ms. Veronica James by e-mail. These meetings are mostly conducted at building 6, room 225 from 0820-1100.  During the meeting all units are given the opportunity to address their top five issues, are provided the status of existing work orders and will be given an estimated completion date.  A POC name and phone numbers of who will be performing the work will also be provided to units at this time.  All facilities work orders for Ranges, Training Areas, or Training Apparatus are to be submitted on DA Form 4283, Facilities Engineer Work Request, and must be submitted through Range Division Safety/Service Branch first.  Range Division will validate process and track the work order to completion IAW MCoE Regulation 350-19 page 27 B-3-A.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.  
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6.   Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
a.   Dianda Range:  Work order has been submitted to do some berm work, front glass replacement on the tower, front and side walls of tower research to determine if it has metal under wooden veneer (if not, work order to fix) and electrical light emplacement on the ammo pad.  Work order submitted on 16 Mar 10 with an estimated completion date of 1 April 11.
b.   Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is now closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  UXO clearance is now underway on this facility with contractors occupying the range and conducting work on a daily schedule.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 2012.  Units requiring "Big Gun" Ranges should look to the DMPRC, Carmouche or Ruth to fill this temporary void and will need to ensure they have valid training packets for these new ranges.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
c.   Suitor Hill Closure:  The Suitor Hill compartment/site was closed on 18 January 2010 for 18-months for new construction of the two driving courses in this area, with a projected completion date of July 2011.  Units will need to look at alternate routes around this area as it will close all tank trail access within this compartment down that normally use these road networks for access to building 5500.
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d.   Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for the next the next 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work is scheduled to be completed 1 August 2011.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

e.  CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pinetree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days. This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around Jan 2012.
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f.   Malone 17 Maintenance:  Work order was turned in to re-grade and level the right side of the range, shift/remark the firing points, and remark the target positions in an effort to shift the SDZ off adjacent ranges.  Work order EY 00141 10J was submitted for this effort in the amount of $195,065.00 which has been deferred due to funding shortfalls.  Once complete, Range Operations will update the current “STANDARD” training packet so that it will capture these changes so units can us this updated capability in support of POI requirements. This construction work may require the range to be closed and units moved elsewhere to support this effort.  Tentative schedule for completion of this project is Jan 12.
g.   Young Range Closure:  Young Range is currently closed for training but is tentatively scheduled to reopen again on 14 Mar, if testing and recertification goes as planned.  See below for time table for brining this range back up for training.
·   7-14 Mar 11:  Range cadre conduct certification with weapons, mounts and tower. BN and BDE CDR approve range for reopening.

·   15 Mar 11:  Range again operational for night infiltration.

NOTE:  Due to maintenance on the gas mechanisms in the pits, this schedule may get pushed further to the right.
h.  Booker Shoot House Room Closures:  Effective immediately Booker Shoot House has 2 rooms that are completely shut down (red arrows on diagram) and 1 room that has a panel at “11” (yellow arrow) but is still open for training.  See embedded document below for graphic display of closed rooms.  POC for this action is Mr. Garnett, Urban/Portable Section, 545-8481.

i.  OSCAR Range Complex:  Range Construction and power now complete to first 5-Oscar ranges and targetry install for these first 5 will be complete NLT 1 Apr 11 (Targetry install projected from 1 Mar – 1 Apr).  Roadway will be usable but not blacktopped at this time.  Range construction with targetry install will be complete for all OSCAR ranges NLT 30 Sep 11, to include new blacktop road entire length of complexes and electrical power to all.
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j.  Bush Hill Partial Closure:  Beginning 28 March 2011, a portion of Bush Hill (see embedded document below) will be closed for the installation of Best Management Practices (BMPs) to control erosion and repair the training area for approximately 120-days.  Training may still be conducted in the area, but personnel and vehicles must stay 200-meters from the work area and heavy equipment.  POC: Johnny Markham, ITAM Coordinator, Range Division, DPTMS, 545-4493.
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7.  Over Flight Closures:  NONE.
8.  Road Closures & Construction Efforts:

a.  Live-Fire Road Closures:  NONE
b.  Road Closures: 
i. Wood Road Closure (PN: 65554a):  Concrete pouring is now complete on Wood Road.  The roadway is now open to light vehicle traffic and will be open to heavy vehicles, to include HETTS, M1 Tanks, BFVs and M88s1 on 1 Apr 11.
           ii. Lorraine Road Construction:  This road project is now complete with the exception of the intersection at Buena Vista Road and Lorraine Road, which will be completed at a later date. Re-opening of the entire roadway from Buena Vista Road north is projected for 1 Apr 11, however the intersection exchange located at Lorraine Road and Buena Vista Road will still be under construction at this time with dedicated by-pass routes through this area. However, this opening may not support Tanks or BFVs until the proper on-off skirts are built up.oweverH Until then the detour route for heavy equipment (Tanks, BFVs, M88s, etc.) is via Moore Road to points north (i.e.Carmouche, Ruth, STAT 1 and 2), however Moore Road does not support HETT movements, vehicle will have to be driven north from this point.  Also be advised that any unit firing on Carmouche or Ruth now has expanded road guard requirements for Moore Road that can be explained in more detail by the Range operations Survey Section.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

iii.  1st Division & Red Arrow Road Closure (PN: 65554a):  Effective immediately 1st Division Road/Red Arrow Road will be shut down with no access through this area from the Intersection on Wood Road going north on 1st Division Road, then turning and following Red Arrow Road to the intersection of 2d Armored Division Road (see embedded document below). Completion date for this project is 1 May 11.  This closure is necessary to facilitate the bridge work through this area.  Posted detour routes are already in place for this project.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.   
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iv.  2d Armored Division Road Closure:  The DPW in conjunction with the US Corps of Engineers and its contractors has now closed a segment of 1st Division & Red Arrow Roads with no access through this area for bridge and massive road work.  This closure will be from the Intersection on Wood Road going north on 1st Division Road, then turning and following Red Arrow Road to the intersection of 2d Armored Division Road (see embedded slide below). Alternate routes north to the heavy ranges will have to be preplanned in advance with this every changing landscape. Completion date for this entire project is 30 July 2011.  Detours will be clearly marked for your safety.  POC: Mr. Benefield, DPW Civil Eng, (706) 545.8089, email: James.David.Benefield@us.army.mil.
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v.   Box Springs Road Closure:  Unsuitable soils remediation is currently underway at Box Springs Road between Buena Vista Road and Underwood Road.  The method and cost of remediation has been negotiated and released for construction.  Work resumed on 10 Jan 2011 and will require approximately 5-6 weeks to undercut and install stone base, place the pipes, form and pour the headwalls, backfill the pipes and grade the road bed.  Estimated completion date is 25 March 2011. Alternate route remains Cactus Road from Buena Vista Road to Red Diamond Road.
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vi.   Jamestown Road Closure: Major work on this project is now complete and reopened for light vehicle movement (no Tanks or BFVs which is TBD).  Access will continue to be constrained in this area with one-lane traffic from the north side of Weems Pond to the intersection of Yankee Road.  Local topography in the construction zone makes any access through the road construction impossible.  Alternate routes around this road closure include Sunshine Road.  
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vii.    Lindsey Creek Traffic Movement & Hoff Road Closure:  The DPW, in conjunction with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and its contractors, will be shifting the traffic patterns at the 1st Division Road/Lindsey Creek intersection.  The entire intersection will shift to the west (as shown in the attachment) as we move to Stage 2 construction. Two-way traffic will be maintained at all times with either two open lanes or one lane with flaggers. This modified traffic alignment will begin at 0800 on 19 February 2011 and remain in place for approximately 4-6 weeks, weather permitting. As a part of the shift to Stage 2, Hoff Street at 1st Division Road will remain closed until the new alignment for the south end of Hoff Street is constructed.  Alternate routes around this road closure include Benning Blvd, Custer Road, Lindsey Creek Parkway, Marne Road and 1st Division Road.  Detours will be clearly marked and approved traffic safety measures taken to insure your safety. POC: Mr. Benefield, DPW Civil Eng, (706) 545.8089, email: James.David.Benefield@us.army.mil.
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viii.    8th Division Road Closure for Tracked/Heavy Vehicles:  Effective immediately DPW has shut down 8th Division Road access to all tracked vehicle and HET movements over the culvert location adjacent to Victory Pond.  Until the tank trail work in this area can be completed, Units will have to move down 8th Division Rd and across the new bridge spanning Highway 27 for all tracked vehicle and HET movements.  POC for this action is Mr. Benefield, DPW Civil Eng, (706) 545.8089, email: James.David.Benefield@us.army.mil
c.  Construction Closures:   POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
i.   Training Area Infrastructure 2 – OSUT (PN: 69741):  Construction is underway in compartments L3-7 with a completion date of Sep 11. See embedded document below for this project.  L3-7, O2 and O3 training compartments are closed to all activities for 360 days due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts. RCW efforts will be allowed in these areas and on these roadways; however, all need to ensure vehicles are not parked in construction footprints or in locations that may impede or inhibit the contractor from doing his work.  Highly advise all too recon roads first as some will be inaccessible during certain portions of the construction process.
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ii.  Training Area Infrastructure 1 - Good Hope (PN: 69668): Currently contractor is working in all compartments within the Good Hope training area.  Total project completion is now projected for Jan 12.
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iii.  Training Area Infrastructure 4 – Southern Maneuver Area (PN: 69743):  Construction efforts continue in the Southern Maneuver Area.  EOD Teams are now in the stand-by mode and dedicated UXO removal has been completed on this construction footprint.  Total project completion is now projected for Oct 11. 
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iv.  Training Area Infrastructure 3 – Northern (PN: 69742):  Effective 31 Jan 11 the following roads and trails: Sunset, Midwest, Wolverine, Bullseye, Trails A, B, C, D & E will be closed to all traffic to massive construction and repair on these roadways.  This closure is required for the upgrade and conversion of the roads as part of the Northern Tank Maneuver Corridor.  Alternate routes around this road closure include Buena Vista Road, Audernarde Trail, 10th Armored Division Road and Red Arrow Road.  Planning to re-open NLT 1 June 2011.  POC: Mr. Benefield, DPW Civil Eng, (706) 545-8089, email: James.David.Benefield@us.army.mil.
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              v.  Tank Trail Closure for Maintenance:  Effective immediately maintenance work of the tank trail along side Buena Vista Road from the intersection of Ferguson road to the intersection of Cactus Road has started.  Projected completion date for this work is 31 March 11. The tank trail will be closed to all traffic during this time frame.  POC for this action is Mr. Tony Williams, (706) 527-1869.
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v.   Helmet Road Closure:   Helmet road is projected to be closed on 17 Mar 11 from the intersection of Red Diamond Road to Underwood Road.  This closure is for installation of 84" RCP, with all the work that needs to be done, it will take approximately 60 days.  Dates for the closure are from 0800/17 March - 1800/ 16 May 2011.  POC for this action is Mr. Benefield, DPW Civil Eng, (706) 545.8089, email: James.David.Benefield@us.army.mil.
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vi.    Red Arrow and Wolverine Road Closure:  Due to massive roadway construction efforts on the Red Arrow and Wolverine roads we are closing a 3.2 mile section of Red Arrow Rd from the intersection of Buena Vista and Red Arrow to the intersection of Red Arrow Rd and 10th Armored Div. Rd and a 1 mile section of Wolverine Rd from the intersection of 10th Armored Division Rd and Wolverine Rd to the intersection of Wolverine Rd and Red Arrow Rd.   See the attached map for detour routes to direct traffic around these areas. The projected dates for this closure are from 10 March to 30 April 2011.
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9.  Range Firing Packets Listing:  See embedded document below as this is the current approved training packet & waiver listing we have for all units on this installation.  See the new range Operations Web site https://www.benning.army.mil/RangeOps/ to access historical packet information as well as anything pertaining to Fort Benning Range Operations.

SUBJECT: Installation Range Use by Non-Military Personnel

1. REFERENCES:
a. AR 385-63, Range Safety, 19 May 2003.
b. AR 405-80, Management of Title and Granting of Use of Real Property, 10 October 1997.
c. DA Pam 385-63, Range Safety, 19 May 2003.
d. MCoE Regulation 350-19, Installation Range and Terrain Regulation, 23 July 2010.

2. PURPOSE: To prescribe the procedures to bring non-military personnel onto ranges,
training facilities and training areas of Fort Benning, Georgia.

3. POLICY: The Garrison Commander will approve all requests for non-military visitors to Fort
Benning ranges, training facilities and training compartments. Non-military visitors include
family members and minor children of active duty personnel and civilians working on Fort
Benning; members of the press; Defense Contract Vendors; contractors not assigned to support
installation missions; non-military organizations, such as schools; county, municipal, state or
federal agencies; and organized clubs including civic organizations. This requirement does not
apply to visitors attending official events staffed and approved by the G-3/DPTMS through a
memorandum of instruction (MOI) or letter of instruction (LOI). The following procedures will be
followed to ensure the safety of the visitor and limit the liability of the Installation.

a. Requesting sponsor/unit will prepare documentation for the requested action with a FB
Form 25-52-1-R-E cover. The documentation will include a scenario describing the event
clearly stating when weapons and ammunition will be used by the visitor(s), and if the event
includes participation by minor children that condition will be clearly stated. The documentation
will detail a safety plan, safety briefing to cadre and safety briefing to the visitor(s). The
documentation will include a schedule/sequence of events and will require a Composite Risk
Management Worksheet developed for the event on the range, facility or in the training
compartment intended to be used.

b. The completed documentation will be submitted to Range Control for review to ensure the
documentation is complete and not in conflict with current range and training regulations or
current training events.

c. The documentation will be routed through the Staff Judge Advocate office to ensure
proper “Hold-harmless” agreements, parental permissions for minors and other legal
instruments or considerations have been met.

d. The documentation will be routed through the Installation Safety Office for safety and the
Risk Management Readiness Review.

e. The documentation will be routed through the G-3, Current Operations for scheduling and
resource de-confliction review.

f. When the visitor(s) represent Defense Contract Vendors; contractors not assigned to
support Installation missions; non-military organizations such as schools; county, municipal,
state or federal agencies; and organized clubs including civic organizations the documentation
will be routed through DPW, Real Property (Master Planning Division) for Corps of Engineers
licensing decisions and actions including a written agreement between the non-military
organization and the installation detailing all rights and responsibilities of each party, liabilities,
procedures and regulatory procedural requirements.

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Requirements for Unit Sponsored Events, MCoE Taskings,
and Photo Missions Involving Civilians or Non-Military
Visitors on MCoE Ranges

The Garrison Commander will approve all requests for non-military visitors to Fort Benning ranges,
training facilities and training compartments. The following procedures are required to ensure the
safety of the visitor and limit the liability of the Installation.

« Form 350-19-1-E-R, Firing & Nonfiring Data Form (You do not need to create a new Form 350-19-1-E-R
to execute a Unit sponsored event/scenario on a range if you already have an existing event approved
and you are doing something less, but not different than the existing Record of Firing/Non-Firing Data
allows. If range or event is waived by the CG, this will require the Unit to resubmit a waiver packet for re-
approval under these new conditions to the CG. (Form 350-19-1-E-R is not required for visitors just
observing an event, but waiver requirements are still valid regardless of event on a waived range/facility).

»  Concept of Operations (Scenario) to include the 5W’s. The 5-Ws will include a scenario/concept of
operation for the event, defining how the civilian visitors will arrive (small groups or a large group and
mode of transportation), intent of the visit, accurate time-schedule, safety briefs and control measures
normally expected while under a Units control either for co-locating (visitors/observers) or while executing
some type of live firing event. If event is a live fire exercise, then a more detailed concept plan is required
showing all movement and supervision while on the range, firing requirements, age limits, target types,
ammunition issue/loading/police/misfire & malfunction procedures, uniform and safety equipment, etc..
