MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 23-11 for Period 12-18 Jun 11and 4-10 Sep 11
1.   Range Operations:        
a. Task # 4: IMCOM-SE OPORD 11-083; Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC).  IAW IMCOM-SE OPORD 11-083, Task # 4, we are directed to ensure DU impact areas are properly marked on all range maps, access is restricted into these DU impact areas, and to restrict firing of high explosive (HE) rounds into these DU impact areas.  Affected units will be notified as we work through this large undertaking that we must comply with at this point.  See embedded slides below for details on locations of these DU areas on the installation.
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b. Fire Class 5 Now in Effect:    We are currently under a class 5 fire danger for the installation which inhibits the use of tracers and other incendiary type munitions and devices until further notice.  Forestry are the only folks who can grant an exception to this policy as outlined in the MCoE Regulation 350-19 as shown below.  

·   5-21(b) When a fire danger class 5 is reached, the use of all incendiary type ammunition will cease immediately. Blanks may be used. Exception to this policy may be granted to enhance the most critical training and must be requested from Range Division by the major unit S3/Operations Chief for all ranges and TAs. Range Division will consult with EMD, DPW, prior to granting exceptions to policy while fire danger class 5 is in effect.  
Exceptions to the currently emplaced Class 5 fire danger are Alpha, Kilo, and Malone Impact areas. No other training areas are authorized to use incendiary devices under a class 5 fire danger. All other exceptions will be on a case by case basis.  Requests for exception to policy must be submitted to Chief, Range Operations (email is fine) which will then be staffed through Forestry for approval.  Exceptions must be planned out in advance and need to contain clear details to include; dates of training, location of training, pyro or sims being used and controlling factors be used to mitigate fire hazards associated with these pyro or sims.

c. Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as others will be turned away!
d.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays except for appointments only until further notice.
e.   Environmental Form Submissions: 144R Forms can be submitted starting 1 Aug 11 through the web site link provided below.  Remember, all current 144Rs expire at the end of Sep 11 and have to be redone for the next physical year’s requirements.  POC for this action is Joice Linander @ 545-2128.
f.   Mandatory Shutdown Times:  Mandatory shutdown times are as follows.

·  Mornings -- 0400-0800 (1 May to 30 Sep) or 0400-00900  (1 Oct to 30 Apr) All Ranges

·  Evenings -- 1800-2000 Big bullet ranges (Carmouche, Ware, Ruth, Brooks, DMPRC, Hastings, CACTUS), which will inhibit range extensions during these time frames.

5.   Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
i.   Malone 15A Zero Wall Repair:  DPW/SHAW will be performing repairs on Malone 15A zero range walls from 24 May-19 Jun 11.  During this time frame Malone 15 firing lanes 6, 7, 8, and 9 will be closed for safety reasons for these workers. 
ii. D17 Training Compartment Closure for Land Restoration Efforts: Training compartment D-17 is CLOSED to ALL foot and vehicle traffic due to land restoration projects ongoing at firing points 602, 603 and surrounding areas (see attached map).  Due to inclement weather and other unforeseen delays, completion time for firing point 603 cannot be determined at this time.  Range Division is working with Environmental Management Division to get this firing point cleared for scheduling as soon as possible.  Firing point 602 is still under heavy construction and completion is TBD.  POC:  Johnny Markham, ITAM Coordinator, Range Division, DPTMS, 545-4493.
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iii. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  Dedicated UXO clearance effort is now complete for this facility with an EOD team on standby when/if required.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 12.  Units requiring "Big Gun" Ranges should look to the DMPRC, Carmouche, Brooks, Ware or Ruth to fill this temporary void.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
iv. Suitor Hill (Kall River Course) Closure:  The Kall River Course compartment/site construction is complete and final paperwork is being completed.  Property transfer will be conducted on 13 June 2011 to the 194th Armored Brigade, the owning organization.  Projected time line for opening of the new course is 15 Jun 11.  The two courses are indentified within RFMSS as Advance Drivers Crs and Basic Drivers Crs for scheduling purposes.  This opening will also open the tank trail route through this area and give all access to hourglass road from the Harmony Church area.  However, ALL movement through this area will have to be coordinated NLT 24-hours in advance of movement with the using unit of the Drivers course.  This opening will also reestablish access to the wash rack roadway of Bldg 5500 in lieu of using the front blacktop entrance off of 8th Division Road.  POC:  Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
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v. Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for approximately 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work is scheduled to be completed 1 Aug 11.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
vi. CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pine tree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days.  This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around Jan 12.
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vii. Booker Shoot House Closure:  Booker Shoot House is now open again for use and is fully functional at this time.

viii. OSCAR Range Complex:  Range construction, power and targetry installation is complete to the first 5-Oscar Ranges and working from west to the east should be to the Randall Creek location NLT Friday of this week.  Initial blacktop paving is complete to the first 5-ranges.  Range construction, electrical power, targetry installations and the entire roadway is projected to be complete NLT 30 Sep 11.
ix. Bush Hill Partial Closure:  Bush Hill (see embedded document below) is closed for the installation of Best Management Practices (BMPs) to control erosion and repair the training area for approximately 120-days, with an estimated completion date of 1 Aug 11.  Training may still be conducted in the area, but personnel and vehicles must stay 200-meters from the work area and heavy equipment.  POC: Johnny Markham, ITAM Coordinator, Range Division, DPTMS, 545-4493.

x. Malone 1 Mock Bay Closure:  Malone 1 Mock bay closure to relocate Mock bay training to different location on the range will be conducted from 26 Jun -10 Aug 11 by DPW/SHAW.  Mock bay closure will not interfere with live bay or other current training stations on the range.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.

Due to scheduled Live Fire exercises on the DMPRC, Buena Vista Road will be closed from Moore Road to Box Springs Road during the below timelines:

· 28 Jul - 7 Aug
· 13 - 30 Aug
· 6 - 16 Sep 
b. Road Closures: 
i.   Pine Tree Road Closure:  Pine Tree Road be closed effective Tuesday, 14 Jun 11, and remain closed until Monday, 20 Jun 11.  The section to be closed begins at the new military compound and ends at the new Residential Site. As part of the construction of the training facilities within the CACTF-II Project on Pine Tree Road, the contractor will place four concrete tank road intersections.  These are located on Pine Tree Road, two being at the military compound and two at the residential area. This closure will still allow access to CACTF-I.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
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ii.   Buena Vista Road Closure:  Buena Vista Road will be closed from the intersection of Red Arrow to the intersection of Lorraine Road for blacktop starting on 5 Jul 11, currently projected for 90-days.  
iii.   Dublinsky Street Closure: DPW in conjunction with the U.S. Corps of Engineers and its contractors will be closing Dublinski Street at Dixie Road, beginning at 0800 on 24 May 11 and ending in Sep 11.  The purpose of this closure is to make modifications to this Dixie Road intersection as part of the Dixie Road widening project.  Alternate routes around this road closure include Dial Street, Lumkin Road, Bjornstad Street and Zuckerman Avenue.  Detours will be clearly marked to ensure your safety.  Embedded below is the approved detour route for this closure.  
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iv.   1st Division & Red Arrow Road Closure (PN: 65554a):  Work is on-going on this project with no access through this area as the bridges still need concrete work to complete this project.   Estimated date for completion is now of 31 Aug 11, pending weather delays.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.  
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v.   2d Armored Division Road Closure:  Work is on-going on this project which has closed a segment of 1st Division Road from the intersection of Red Arrow road to Lee Field, with no access through this area for southern access to Lee Field for massive road work (see embedded slide below).  Once this part of the roadway to Lee Field is complete (projected for EOM Jun), the Northern part of 2d Armored Division Road will be closed as well as access to Lee Field from the North, which will then require units to access Lee Field from the south.  Completion date for this entire project is now projected for 31 Aug 11, pending weather delays.  Detours will be clearly marked for your safety. 
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vi.   Jamestown Road Closure: Major work on this project is now complete and reopened for light vehicle movement (no Tanks or BFVs which is TBD).  Access will continue to be constrained in this area with one-lane traffic from the north side of Weems Pond to the intersection of Yankee Road.  Local topography in the construction zone makes any access through the road construction impossible.   Alternate routes around this road closure include Sunshine Road.  
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c. Construction Project Closures:   POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
i.   Northern Road Construction (Project # 65554c):  Work has started on the northern road that will link Lorraine Road to the Hastings Range complex.  The contractor is currently working on installing the temporary bridges for access to the whole site with work projected from the West to the East.  The contractor is currently clearing and grubbing in the areas depicted on the embedded map.  Construction on the road project will impact firing on Ruth Range and may also impact Brooks, Ware and Carmouche Range target selections.  Projected completion date for this roadway is 31 May 12, pending weather delays.
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ii.   Training Area Infrastructure 2 – OSUT (PN: 69741):  Construction is underway in compartments L3-7 with a completion date of 18 Nov 11.   See embedded document below for this project.  L3-7, O2 and O3 training compartments are closed to all activities for 360 days due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts.   RCW efforts will be allowed in these areas and on these roadways; however, all need to ensure vehicles are not parked in construction footprints or in locations that may impede or inhibit the contractor from doing his work.  Highly advise all recon roads before trying to access this area as some will be inaccessible during portions of the construction process.
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iii.   Good Hope Training Area (PN: 69668):   Low water crossing modifications are under construction at this time.  Projected completion date is now 15 Oct 11 but could swing to the right pending weather and erosion issues.
iv.   Southern Maneuver Area / Army Reconnaissance Course (PN: 69743):  Construction efforts continue in the Southern Maneuver Area.  EOD Teams are now in the stand-by mode and dedicated UXO removal has been completed on this construction footprint.  Total project completion is now projected for 29 Sep 11.  
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1)   Plymouth Road Closure (Project 69743):  Plymouth Road from, Red Diamond Road to First Division Road is closed to ALL traffic.  See the embedded map depicting requested road closure dates and alternate routes.  Projected completion time is 21 Jun 11.
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2)   Red Diamond Road Closure:  Red Diamond Road is now closed to all traffic from Helmet Trail to Lafayette Road for installation of twin 96" culverts and associated stream bank stabilization.  Traffic will be diverted along Helmet Trail/Underwood Road (South) to Box Springs Road.  This closure is now projected for 1 Jun – 31 Aug 11 time frame.
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3)   Northern Underwood Road Closure:  Northern Underwood Road is under construction with completion date of TBD and is off limits to all traffic until further notice.
4)   Trail A Construction:  Trail A construction work has not started as of yet and due to this being a new roadway/trail will require some time to finish which is currently TBD pending other project completions in this area.
v.   Northern Maneuver Corridor  (PN: 69742):  The following roads and trails:  Sunset, Midwest, Wolverine, Bullseye, Trails A, B, C, D & E are closed to ALL traffic due to massive construction on these roadways.  Contractor is in the process of installing concrete turn-pads at designated intersections throughout this entire area.  Alternate routes around this road closure include Buena Vista Road, Audernarde Trail, 10th Armored Division Road and Red Arrow Road.  Planning to re-open NLT 31 Jan 12.  POC: Mr. Benefield, DPW Civil En, (706) 545-8089, email: James.David.Benefield@us.army.mil.
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1)  Red Arrow and Wolverine Road Closure:  Due to massive roadway construction efforts on the Red Arrow and Wolverine Roads the following sections will be closed to all traffic.   Projected dates for closure are from 13 Jun11 to 31 Jul11.   POC is CORPS Project Manager, Mr. Tom O’Buckley II, 706-304-5396, email: Gerald.T.O’Buckley@usace.army.mil.:

· A 3.2 mile/section of Red Arrow Road from the intersection of Buena Vista and Red Arrow to the intersection of Red Arrow Road and 10th Armored Division Road.
