MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 28-11 for Period 17-23 Jul 11 and 9-15 Oct 11
1.   Range Operations:        
a. M34/M35 Simulation Rounds:  Units conducting training on the DMPRC and wanting to use the Battle Effects Simulator (BES) will need to ensure they request the M34 (LA54) Hostile Fire Cartridge and the M35 (LA53) Target Hit Cartridges through the ASP on their ammunition tally.  The Omega 60 simulator system is a training device that ignites pyrotechnic cartridges on command.  The M34 cartridge produces the flash and sound of tank gunfire. The M35 cartridge produces the sound-and-flash simulating impact of a round on an armored target.

b. Packet Submission Window:  The normal packet submission window is 25-weeks out from training event.  This will effectively give you 12-weeks to develop and staff your packet for approval, prior to 13-week lock in window so you are ensured you get the piece of terrain that you are requiring for packet execution. Currently we have over 60-packets that we are working for Units, so make sure you plan accordingly or you may not get your packet done when needed. 
c. Kall River Drivers Course:   The Kall River Course compartment/site construction is now complete and can be scheduled in RFMSS under the facility “KALL RIV DRIVER CRS”.  Under this facility you will have the two options to chose from, the Basic or Advanced driving courses for scheduling purposes.  However, the classrooms on both courses are still undergoing repair work to fix fire alarm problems and are not available for use at this time.

d. Range Clearing Procedures for MK19 Firing on Ruth Range:  Embedded document below contains the Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) for clearing Ruth Range after firing MK 19 weapons systems. This will require daylight clearing of Ruth Range prior to the unit being cleared from this facility.  Downrange access past the firing line must be approved first by Range Control before a unit can move downrange to accomplish this clearing procedure.

e. f. RSO/OIC Certification Procedures:  Range Operation’s requests that BN S-3 shops turn in OIC/RSO rosters for assigned personnel during Thursday’s weekly range coordination meetings or via email with Mr. Willie Hodge (willie.hodge@us.army.mil). We will then process and call the Unit when the cards are complete and ready for pickup.  What we are trying to do is minimize traffic in Range Operations as we no longer have the manpower or time to assist each individual walk-in as it is too disruptive to scheduling work force.  However, if your unit is off post we will support these walk-ins due to time and distance these individuals have to travel. NOTE:  BN Commander Memorandum will need an original signature as we are getting a lot of zerox copies of the BN Commander Signature page these days, which is not acceptable.
g.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings until further notice, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closures.

4. Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 17-23 Jul 11: NONE
5.   Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
i. Malone 17 Closure: Effective immediately, Malone 17 is closed due to range infrastructure damage and safety issues with rounds being shot out of the approved firing areas.  This facility will now be placed into a maintenance repair status which we are projecting will be complete during Christmas Exodus.  When all repairs have been made to bring the range back to an operational status, it will be reopened.
ii. Brann Range Closure:  Brann range is scheduled for a maintenance project, which will effectively shut the range down from 11 Oct- Feb 12.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
iii. Young Range Closure:  Young Range will be closed from 1 – 11 July 2011 as 197th Cadre are on block leave during this time period.  Please ensure you schedule any training around this window as training requests during this time period will get disapproved and sent back to originating units.  POC for this action is SFC Malik, (904) 505-7719.
iv. D17 Training Compartment Closure for Land Restoration Efforts: Construction efforts on the D-17 compartment are now complete and we are now waiting on the Notice of termination (NOT) from the Georgia EPD folks before we can reopen it for scheduling.   

v. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  Dedicated UXO clearance effort is now complete for this facility with an EOD team on standby when/if required.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 12.  Units requiring "Big Gun" Ranges should look to the DMPRC, Carmouche, Brooks, Ware or Ruth to fill this temporary void. vi. Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for approximately 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work and targetry installation is now projected to be complete 1 Sep 11.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

vii. CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pine tree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days.  This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around 1 Nov 11.

iii. v.   2d Armored Division Road Closure:  Work is on-going on this project which has closed a segment of 1st Division Road from the intersection of Red Arrow Road to Lee Field, with no access through this area for southern access to Lee Field for massive road work (see embedded slide below).  Once this part of the roadway to Lee Field is complete (projected for EOM Jun), the Northern part of 2d Armored Division Road will be closed as well as access to Lee Field from the North, which will then require units to access Lee Field from the south.  Completion date for this entire project is now projected for 15 Aug 11, pending weather delays.  Detours will be clearly marked for your safety.

vi.   Jamestown Road Closure: Major work on this project is now complete and reopened for light vehicle movement (no Tanks or BFVs which is TBD).  Access will continue to be constrained in this area with one-lane traffic from the north side of Weems Pond to the intersection of Yankee Road.   Local topography in the construction zone makes any access through the road construction impossible.   Alternate routes around this road closure include Sunshine Road.

c. Construction Project Closures:   POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
i.   Northern Road Construction (Project # 65554c):  Work is on-going on the northern road that will link Lorraine Road to the Hastings Range complex.   Construction on this road project will impact firing on Ruth Range and may also impact Brooks, Ware and Carmouche Range target selections.  Projected completion date for this roadway is 31 May 12, pending weather delays.

ii.   Training Area Infrastructure 2 – OSUT (PN: 69741):  Construction is underway in compartments L3-7 with a completion date of 18 Nov 11.   We are projecting that compartments L4, L6, L7 will be opened back up for scheduling on/a 15 Aug 11.  RCW efforts will be allowed in these areas and on these roadways; however, all need to ensure vehicles are not parked in construction footprints or in locations that may impede or inhibit the contractor from doing his work.  Highly advise all recon roads before trying to access this area as some will be inaccessible during portions of the construction process.
iii.   Good Hope Training Area (PN: 69668):   Low water crossing modifications are under construction at this time.  Projected completion date is now 15 Oct 11 but could swing to the right pending weather and erosion issues.  Due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts, this area is off-limits to all vehicular traffic.     
iv.   Southern Maneuver Area / Army Reconnaissance Course (PN: 69743):  Construction efforts continue in the Southern Maneuver Area.  EOD Teams are now in the stand-by mode as dedicated UXO removal is now complete on this construction footprint.  Projected completion date for this project is 29 Sep 11.

MEMORADUM FOR: Heavy Range Users

SUBIJECT: Range Clearing Procedures For MK-19 TPT

1. Both the inert and marking MK-19 TPT rounds will be policed from ranges as part of the
Range Clearance Procedures required by the Fort Benning Range and Terrain Regulation.

2. The Unit Range OIC or Safety Officer will brief all personnel on the precautions necessary for
police of these inert/marking TPT Rounds IAW Chapter 7-2 of DA PAM 385-63 dtd 4 Aug 2009,
TB 9-1310-251-10, and the Installation Range and Terrain Regulation. The Unit is required to
include this range clearance requirement in the Composite Risk Management Work Sheet
development and appropriate safety briefings are to be given to the unit clearing team.

3. The unit is responsible for removing all MK-19 TPT projectiles from the down-range target
areas by gathering and placing them in collection points designated by Target Systems
Personnel. Units must police the MK-19 TPT rounds before Target Systems workers will service
target lifters or movers. This may require a daily police effort of these rounds. For major
gunnery events, detailed range clearance is to be scheduled as part of the gun-line so it occurs
every 7-10 days throughout the gunnery. Units will always schedule a ‘clearing day’ during
daylight hours to facilitate finding downrange residue and properly clearing the range.

4. The Unit Removal Team will notify EOD through Range Control for disposal of the collected
TPT rounds. The Unit will remain on-site until EOD arrive or until relieved by Range Division
Target Systems Personnel.

5. The Unit must have the required clearing equipment on hand before being issued an
‘Opening Code’ from the Range Operations Firing Desk. Confirmation will be through the senior
Target Systems representative on the range.

6. All other aspects of “Range Clearance’ will be done IAW the guidance found in the

Installation Range and Terrain Regulation.
