MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 30-11 for Period 31 Jul - 6Aug 11 and 23-29 Oct 11
1.   Range Operations:        
a.   End of Daylight Savings Time Change:  Reminder to all that Daylight Savings end on Saturday 1 October 2011(go back one (1) hour), so make sure all plan according for range occupations and opening time adjustments with this time action on the clock. The ranges will not be allowed to open prior to 0900 from 1 October to 30 April.
b. Big Gun Calendar:  The Big Gun Calendar that we use for planning & de-conflicting is now posted to SharePoint with a link on the Range Ops website.  However, make sure you continually check this site for any update to this calendar as it is usually updated daily with changes as they come out. 

c. Packet Submission Window:  The normal packet submission window is 25-weeks out from training event.  This will effectively give you 12-weeks to develop and staff your packet for approval, prior to 13-week lock in window so you are ensured you get the piece of terrain that you are requiring for packet execution. Currently we have over 60-packets that we are working for Units, so make sure you plan accordingly or you may not get your packet done when needed. 
d. Range Clearing Procedures for MK19 Firing on Ruth Range:  Embedded document below contains the Standard Operating Procedures (SOP) for clearing Ruth Range after firing MK 19 weapons systems. This will require daylight clearing of Ruth Range prior to the unit being cleared from this facility. Downrange access past the firing line must be approved first by Range Control before a Unit can move downrange to accomplish this clearing procedure.

e. Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.   Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
f. RSO/OIC Certification Procedures:  Range Operation’s requests that BN S-3 shops turn in OIC/RSO rosters for assigned personnel during Thursday’s weekly range coordination meetings or via email with Mr. Willie Hodge (willie.hodge@us.army.mil). We will then process and call the Unit when the cards are complete and ready for pickup.  What we are trying to do is minimize traffic in Range Operations as we no longer have the manpower or time to assist each individual walk-in as it is too disruptive to scheduling work force.  However, if your Unit is off post we will support these walk-ins due to time and distance these individuals have to travel. NOTE:  BN Commander Memorandum will need an original signature as we are getting a lot of zerox copies of the BN Commander Signature page these days, which is not acceptable.
g.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings until further notice, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closures.

4. Timber Harvest:  Schedule for the week of 31 Jul- 6 Aug 11: NONE
5.   Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
i. Farnsworth Range Maintenance:  Maintenance will be conducted on Farns2worth Range to remove concrete pads, reshape dirt berms and fill-in trenches.  This maintenance is scheduled from 20 July - 01 Oct 11.  All work will be completed behind the current firing line so Units can still schedule training events from current 10/25/50-meters firing lines. POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
ii. Malone 17 Closure: Effective immediately, Malone 17 is closed due to range infrastructure damage and safety issues with rounds being shot out of the approved firing areas.  This facility will now be placed into a maintenance repair status which we are projecting will be complete during Christmas Exodus.  When all repairs have been made to bring the range back to an operational status, it will be reopened.
iii. Brann Range Closure:  Brann range is scheduled for a maintenance project, which will effectively shut the range down from 11 Oct- Feb 12.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
iv. D17 Training Compartment Closure for Land Restoration Efforts: Construction efforts on the D-17 compartment are now complete and we are now waiting on the Notice of termination (NOT) from the Georgia EPD folks before we can reopen it for scheduling.   

v. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  Dedicated UXO clearance effort is now complete for this facility with an EOD team on standby when/if required.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 12.  Units requiring "Big Gun" Ranges should look to the DMPRC, Carmouche, Brooks, Ware or Ruth to fill this temporary void.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

vi. Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for approximately 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work and targetry installation is now projected to be complete 1 Sep 11.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

vii. CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pine tree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days.  This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around 1 Nov 11.

Inch Hydra-70 Rockets currently being fired from various  
Army Aviation platforms.  An incident report received from  
the field indicates users had used an unauthorized procedure  
to safe the rockets in which they removed the  
Electromagnetic Radiation Shield (EMRS) from the rocket's  
nozzle opening and cut the Ignition Wires on the Rocket  
Motor in an attempt to render the rounds safe and/or to  
identify suspected unserviceable Rockets after several  
misfire events.  Puncturing the EMRS (also known as the  
Protective Foil Covering) and cutting the Ignition Wires  
just inside the nozzle opening significantly increases the  
round's susceptibility to Electromagnetic Hazards, and  
increases the risk to users and others in the area to  
unintended ignition of the Rocket.

2.75” Rocket Fin Restraint Band and EMR Foil Seal/End Shield - The Joint Attack Munition Systems (JAMS) Project Office 
has received inquiries from  the field about replacing Fin Restraint Bands and Electro Magnetic Radiation (EMR) Foil Seals/End 
Shields on 2.75” Rockets.


Background: Fin Restraint Bands are utilized on all 2.75” Rockets and are removed when the rocket is loaded into a launcher. 
Fin Restraint Bands are to be retained in case the aircraft returns with unexpended rockets that need to be downloaded.  The Fin
Restraint Bands can be utilized multiple times until the tape no longer holds the band in place.  EMR Foil Seals/End Shields are
on the base of the rocket nozzle. It has been reported that the seals are being broken while pushing the rocket forward in the 
launcher without using the proper loading tool.  Additionally, the seals are being damaged when placing rockets into Fastpack
containers and placing rockets in tubes that are already loaded during night loading evolutions.  


Solution - Utilization of proper rocket loading tool and attention to detail when placing rockets into Fastpack containers and 
during night loading evolutions. Replacement procedures and materials for Fin Restraint Bands and EMR Foil Seals/End Shields 
have been established, and training is available from each unit’s supporting Joint Munitions Command (JMC) Ammo Logistics 
Assistance Representative/Quality Assurance Specialist (Ammunition Surveillance). Rocket loading tools are available from the
JAMS Program Office.


EMR Foil Seals/End Shields are on the base of the rocket nozzle. It has been reported that
the seals are being broken while pushing the rocket forward in the launcher without using the


proper loading tool.
