MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 37-11 for Period 18-24 Sep and 11 – 17 DEC 11
1.   Range Operations:        
a.  Range Deconfliction Meeting:  Given the growth of units & LFX requirements on Benning, Dir DPTMS will conduct monthly range deconfliction meetings for the next 10-12 months IOT effectively allocate RFMSS reservations.  There has been a steady increase in range requests.  Based on customer feedback, most activities desire to establish a working group to deconflict & assign priorities.  Director DPTMS will chair & make decisions during this forum.  This forum is intended to be for DCOs/S-3s at the Bde & Sep Bn level & sep Co/detach levels; it is not intended for Co Cdrs & Bn Cdrs who have Bde or Sep Bn S-3s to represent their issues.  This new process will replace the legacy Range Readiness Reviews of the past.  This new process is required given our pending resource reductions in range manning & budget.  Focus for this session will be a week x week laydown for Oct-Dec 11. If time allows, we will discuss Jan-Mar 12.  Primary focus is on large caliber gunnery ranges … followed by unique collective LFX ranges … followed by unique small arms range conflicts.  Unit reps must come prepared to represent their Cdr’s training requirements and be well versed in exact POI/ARFORGEN directed requirements and represent their Cdrs in decision making during this session.  Time is Tuesday, Sep 20, 11 from 1:00 PM-4:00 PM.  Location is room 1C09, bldg 4105 (Sim Center) on Harmony Church.
b.   New business rules now in effect include packet submission timelines, gun line requirements for RFMSS requests, packet requirement for scheduling ranges/facilities and RFMSS lock periods (see embedded document below for full details).

c.   144 Reminder: All units who have developed their own 144R forms for training will need to ensure they do the same again for this new fiscal year. Remember, current 144R’s expire at the end of September and units will be required to update the ones on-hand and on file here at Range Operations on 1 October for FY12 training requirements.
d.   Risk Management Worksheet Reminder: All units are required to update their Risk management worksheets in their approved training packets upon Commander’s Change of Command per guidance issued by Post Safety.  All units need to ensure this is happening and updated copies of these are provided to Range Operations.  Expired Risk Management Worksheets will freeze your training packet, until updated.
e.  End of Daylight Savings Time Change:  Reminder to all that Daylight Savings time ends on Saturday 1 Oct 11 (go back one (1) hour), so make sure all plan according for range occupations and opening time adjustments with this time action on the clock. The ranges will not be allowed to open prior to 0900 from 1 Oct 11 to 30 Apr 12.
f. Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.   Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
g.  Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings until further notice, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closures.

6.   Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
i. Malone 15A Zero Range Closure:  Be advised the small zero range between Malone 15 & Malone 16 is closed to all users.  This range is not safe to support weapons firing of any kind due to its run down state with walls falling done and berm in need of repair.  Repair work is now scheduled for the 3 Aug – 31 Oct 11 time frame.  Once complete a training packet will have to be developed before reopening of this range.  Units are reminded that they will have to schedule this facility within RFMSS before they can use it for training. 
ii. Farnsworth Range Maintenance:  Maintenance is now being conducted on Farnsworth Range to remove concrete pads, reshape dirt berms and fill-in trenches.  This maintenance is scheduled from 20 July - 01 Oct 11.  All work will be completed behind the current 50-meter firing line so units can still schedule training events from current 10/25/50-meters firing lines.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
iii. Malone 17 Closure: Effective immediately, Malone 17 is closed due to range infrastructure damage and safety issues with rounds being shot out of the approved firing areas.  This facility will now be placed into a maintenance repair status which we are projecting will be complete during Christmas Exodus.  When all repairs have been made to bring the range back to an operational status, the range packet will be readjusted and Malone 17 will be reopened.
iv. Brann Range Closure:  Brann range is scheduled for a maintenance project, which will effectively shut the range down from 11 Oct – 12 May 12.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
v. D17 Training Compartment Closure for Land Restoration Efforts: Construction efforts on the D-17 compartment are now complete and we are now waiting on the Notice of termination (NOT) from the Georgia EPD folks before we can reopen it for scheduling. 
vi. Dianda Range:  Replacement glass for the range tower has been ordered.  Installation date is now projected for 20 Oct 11.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
vii. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  Dedicated UXO clearance effort is now complete for this facility with an EOD team on standby when/if required.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 12.  Units requiring "Big Gun" Ranges should look to the DMPRC, Carmouche, Brooks, Ware or Ruth to fill this temporary void.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

viii. Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for approximately 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work and targetry installation is now projected to be complete 30 Sep 11.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

ix. CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pine tree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days.  This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around 1 Nov 11.

x. OSCAR Range Complex:  Blacktop paving is now complete through this area.  Range construction, electrical power and targetry installations are projected to be complete NLT 30 Sep 11.
·   A final inspection was conducted last Wednesday (8-31-11) on the new asphalt road/bridges that runs between Midwest and the new concrete (North-South) Lorrain Road.  This new roadway supports the new OSCAR Ranges that will be opening in the future.  After this inspection the Corps and the contractor met and all agreed to permanently secure the fence gates along that northern perimeter and further access will now be through the ACP at Buena Vista Road. 
·   This new area (asphalt road) is off-limits to tracked vehicles, heavy armor and heavily loaded HETs. The road, bridges and culverts on this road are rated/designed for normal highway traffic only. DPW will be posting signage to reflect same in the near future. This area is adjacent to two roads, Midwest and Lorraine, that are designed for heavy loads, so ensure Leaders at all levels are aware of these limitations on this new roadway.
xi. Malone 1 Mock Bay Closure:  Malone 1 Mock bay closure to relocate Mock bay training to different location on the range will be conducted from 26 Jun – 07 Oct 11 by DPW/SHAW.  Mock bay closure will not interfere with live bay or other current training stations on the range.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.

ii.   Dublinsky Street Closure: DPW in conjunction with the U.S. Corps of Engineers and its contractors will be closing Dublinski Street at Dixie Road, beginning at 0800 on 24 May 11 and ending in Sep 11. v.   Jamestown Road Closure: The DPW in conjunction with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and its contractors will be closing a segment of Jamestown Road between 7th Calvary Regiment Road and Crosbie Road beginning on or about 15 September 2011.  The closure is required to install concrete pavement on a very narrow section of Jamestown Road.  The contractor is planning to finish this road work on or about 1 November 2011, weather permitting.  Alternate roads around this closure include Old Cusseta Road, 8th Division Road and Crosbie Road. Access to the affected ranges or adjacent tank trail can be scheduled through Range Control. c. Construction Project Closures:   POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.
i.   Northern Road Construction (Project # 65554c):  Work is on-going on the northern road that will link Lorraine Road to the Hastings Range complex.   Construction on this road project will impact firing on Ruth Range and may also impact Brooks, Ware and Carmouche Range target selections.  Projected completion date for this roadway is 31 March 12, pending weather delays.

ii.   Training Area Infrastructure 2 – OSUT (PN: 69741):  Construction is underway in compartments L3-7.   We are projecting that compartments L3 & L5 will be reopened for scheduling/training on 20 Nov 11and L4, L6, L7 is now open and can be scheduled for training.  
iii.   Good Hope Training Area (PN: 69668):   Low water crossing modifications are under construction at this time.  Projected completion date is now moved to Mar 2012 due to on-going erosion and construction issues.  Due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts, this area is off-limits to all vehicular traffic.     
iv.   Southern Maneuver Area / Army Reconnaissance Course (PN: 69743):  Construction efforts continue in the Southern Maneuver Area with a completion date projected for the entire area of 23 Sep 11.  

1)   Red Diamond Road Closure:  Red Diamond Road is now closed to all traffic from Helmet Trail to Lafayette Road for installation of twin 96" culverts and associated stream bank stabilization.  Traffic will be diverted along Helmet Trail/Underwood Road (South) to Box Springs Road.  This closure is now projected for completion o/a 20 Sep 11.

September 21, 2011. 


 


Closing traffic for a period of time on Yankee Road is necessary to perform work as follows: 
1. Pour concrete turning pads 1, 2, and 3 on Yankee Road. 


2. Install  72” pipe crossing at Station 68+14 on Yankee Road. 


Contributing Factors: 
1. Access to Fort Benning training facilities (Cole Range and Land Nav) located on Yankee Road must be 


maintained. 


Proposed 3 phase closure sequences: 


 Phase 1 Closure:  September 21, 2011 thru October 3, 2011 


The intersection Of Jamestown Road and Yankee Road is presently under construction by a separate 


contractor.  The work on Jamestown Road includes concrete paving 2 lanes thru the intersection with 


Yankee Road which is contemplated to begin this week.  Paving the Jamestown lane adjacent to the turning 


pad will be the key to beginning phase 1 of the road closure for Yankee. At this time Yankee Road will be 


closed from its junction with Jamestown to a point 50 LF east of Turning Pad 1. This will allow access to Cole 


Range and Land Nav off of Yankee via adjoining roads to the east. After TP-1 has been poured , a concrete 


cylinder break which yields 80% or better has been obtained and a minimum of 5 days for curing has passed, 


Yankee Road will be reopened to traffic except for that portion contained in the phase 2 closure. The 


expected duration for phase 1 is 13 calendar days.  


 Phase 2 Closure:  October 4, 2011 thru October 10, 2011. 


Phase 2 of the road closure will consist of closing Yankee Road from 100 LF west of Station 68+14 to 100 LF 


east of station 68+14. This closure allows the installation of the 72” pipe crossing. Cole Range can be 


accessed from Yankee Road via Jamestown (assuming the James Town Road contractor has opened the road 


to traffic) and Land Nav can be accessed via Yankee and connecting roads to the east. This portion of Yankee 


will be reopened upon completion of the crossing. The expected duration for phase 2 is 7 calendar days 


assuming that the beginning is on a Monday or Tuesday. 







 


 


 


 
 
 


 Phase 3 Closure: October 11, 2011 thru October 26, 2011. 


Phase 3 will consist of closing Yankee from 50 LF west of turning pad 2 to and including turning pad 3. 


Cusseta Road will be closed from 50 LF north of turning pad 3 southward to 50 LF south of turning pad 3. 


Cole Range and Land Nav can be accessed via Yankee and Jamestown. The expected duration for phase 


3 including asphalt removal, concrete work, curing, and GAB placement is 16 calendar days.  


 


The total projected duration for all three phases is 36 calendar days.

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• Packets submission timelines will now be worked in the order they are submitted (first come –


first served) unless otherwise directed/approved by the MCoE G-3 or Director DPTMS.  Units 


are responsible for ensuring their range packets are planned & complete before submission.  


Purpose:  efficient use of Range staff available time & manpower (survey & scheduling).


• Scheduling of ranges/facilities will no longer be authorized unless the unit has a valid training 


packet on file.  Unit training requests must match the training request on file (weapon systems 


& ammo to be fired for the desired range/facility and desired training tasks/events).  Purpose:  


efficient scheduling of available ranges & Range manpower to service the range.


• Range requests must detail gun/firing timelines for each day of range occupation/execution.  


Failure to provide this will result in the request being disapproved & returned to the unit.  Units 


must be efficient in their planning for our range resources.   Purpose:  efficient scheduling of 


available ranges & Range manpower to service the range, and support  required environmental 


mitigations/checks on adjacent ranges/training areas.


• RFMSS will be locked at 4-weeks prior to execution.  Range Operations will not accept 


requests within 4 weeks of execution.  The only change allowed will be a Cdr’s request for 


cancellation.  Range Operations must develop a work plan for its reduced staff & notify the 


Unions of this work plan a min. 7 days in advance of execution.  Purpose:  efficient use of 


Range staff available time & manpower (survey & scheduling).
