MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 43-11 for Period 30 Oct - 5 Nov 11 and 22-28 Jan 12
1.   Range Operations:        

a.   Unit Policing on Ranges/Facilities, Unit Responsibility:  We received another report from the Contractor who cleans the range latrines at Fort Benning who is now again beginning to encounter large amounts of trash in our range latrines.  Trash includes Gatorade bottles, 30-gallon bags of household trash, endless numbers of MRE containers as well as other items. This in turn costs the Contractor more time, money, frustration, damage to his truck.  He is also ultimately being reprimanded by the Columbus Water Works for this unwanted trash who is now threatening the contractor with refusing to take any more loads, which will force him to go to Atlanta as a premium cost.  Now of course this cost will be pushed to the Installation and will take larger bit out of our already reduced budgets.…. Range Manager sends: this is leader business - if the leadership does not want Range Civilians in their business, they need to tend to their business. No one on Fort Benning has janitorial service on the ranges....unit brings it, unit takes it with them. If units can’t manage that on their own, the Range Manager will set conditions to ensure they can.  Fort Benning will not be paying the costs of clearing clogged equipment nor the cost of shut-down of Columbus Water Works dump-station for bulk waste treatment.  That garbage was brought to the range by the unit and will not be put into the field crappers whether they are field latrines or portalets.

b.   Selby CACTF Support:  If a unit has coordinated A/V support for Selby CACTF with Target Systems (Scott Garnett 545-8481), it is the units responsibility to make sure they coordinate with Andre Orr (706-626-2829) Building 8063, Layte Field, as to what they will be requiring during their training event.  

c.   Booker & Buchanan Range Scheduling Updates:  Units are now required to schedule training times for the shoot-house on Booker and Buchanan Ranges on their RFMSS request before request(s) will be approved.
d.   Open Well Hazard:  Soldiers training in TA-E13 reported an open well (approx. 25' deep) in the area (see attached).  The well has been roped off with tape and barbwire until it can be capped. A work order has been submitted to DPW (EY 00024 2J) with a suspense date of 30 Dec 2011. 
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e.   NBC Training Reminder:  Normal Armor & Infantry School POI requirements are supported by 2/29 Infantry at Britten Range NBC Chamber.  FORSCOM Units requiring NBC Chamber training can contact Mr. Cribb at 545-9360 for scheduling of the Main Post NBC Chamber located in close proximity to Indian Head Terrace. This facility is not currently managed in RFMSS, so direct coordination with Mr. Cribb is required.
f.   Range Division “STANDARD PACKET’S”:  Effective immediately, all Units will be required to submit a Commander’s Composite Risk Management Worksheet to Range Operations prior to them being able to use the normal Range Operations Standard Packets. Request help here on making these Brigade level worksheets, when and if possible to lessen the load on all concerned. Currently the follow “STANDARD” packets have been competed or are being staffed to CG for waiver approval.

g. Good Stewardship Practices:  Reminder to all that we need to practice good stewardship rules to insure land and facilities are policed and tuned back over so the next user can execute his required training without any distractions that may adversely affect his training mission.  This also needs to include contractor construction efforts we have underway on the installation.  Currently we have reports of roadway damage in the Southern Maneuver area that may be impeding the CORPS Notice of Termination (N.O.T.) actions and may lead to additional costs for the Government as well as delay in completion schedules.  Same concept as in-theater decisions/execution of mission....do we destroy the power/water/infrastructure or do we take the power/water/infrastructure and control it so we can return it to public use?  
h. Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
i.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings until further notice, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closures

5.    HET movements for 1 Sep thru 31 Nov 11:  Embedded below is the HET movement schedule with routes so all can be aware of convoys in your area that may impact scheduled training events. 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6.   Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
i. BB5 Training Compartment Closure:  Effective 5 October, 2011 the BB5 training compartment is closed to all training and vehicular traffic, to include recreational activities.  This is a major construction project that is projected to take 540 days to build a new motor pool for 3BDE. This will also include tank trail revitalization as part of this project going around the Kelly Hill area.  See the embedded document for a pictorial snap-shot of this area.

ii. OSCAR Range Status:  We have been getting a lot of calls on the status of the OSCAR ranges from the user community.  We now have a tracking chart (embedded below) that will show all what the current status and remaining work is for receiving these ranges back from the CORPS so we can put them into operation for the user community.

iii. Coursen West Closure:  Coursen West will be closed for construction of the new MWR shooting facility.  The Rifle/Pistol Club Task Order to be performed at Coursen Range has not yet been awarded. The expected award date is TBD. This closure and construction footprint will impact training on Wagner and Red Cloud ranges, which we will try to keep to a minimum with weekend work wherever possible by the contractor. The project duration will be 180 days from project award and actual construction will not take place until approximately 30 days after contract award.  This puts the starting/closure date for Coursen Range around mid to late November. Once the project is officially awarded, a pre-construction meeting will be held to coordinate project time line and activity.  At that time more specific dates will be established. POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428. 
iv. Malone 15A Zero Range Closure:  Repair work is now underway and is scheduled from 27 Sep – 31 Oct 11 timeframe.  This closure and construction footprint closes firing points 6 - 9 on Malone 15.  Once construction is complete a training packet will have to be developed before reopening of this range.  Units are reminded that they will have to schedule this facility within RFMSS before they can use it for training. 
v. Malone 17 Closure:  Malone 17 is now under construction.  We are projecting it will be completed during Christmas Exodus period.  When all repairs have been made to bring the range back to an operational status, the range packet will be updated and Malone 17 will be reopened.
vi. Brann Range Closure:  Brann range is scheduled for a maintenance project, which will effectively shut the range down from 11 Oct – 12 May 12.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
vii. D17 Training Compartment Closure for Land Restoration Efforts: The D17 compartment construction is now complete.  The compartment and firing points contained within its boundaries are now available for scheduling starting 31 Oct 11.
viii. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  Dedicated UXO clearance effort is now complete for this facility with an EOD team on standby when/if required.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 12.  Units requiring "Big Gun" Ranges should look to the DMPRC, Carmouche, Brooks, Ware or Ruth to fill this temporary void.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

ix. Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now locked down/closed for maintenance for approximately 18-months, but should not impact Coolidge left firing schedules unless you are attempting to use MK19, Mortars, Javelin, or TOW firing, which cannot be supported at this time due to construction footprint.  Work and targetry installation is now projected to be complete 30 Sep 11.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

x. CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pine tree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days.  This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete around 1 Nov 11.

xi. Malone 1 Mock Bay Closure:  A work order has been submitted to bring the throwing walls up to the new required height as specified in DA Pam 385-63.  We are projecting this work will take place during Christmas Exodus period.  A temporary fix is to raise the front walls by installing sandbag and timber to get walls to the required height standards, with an estimated completion date of 15 Nov 11 for this temporary fix.  The range was approved by Mr. Weekley to continue usage at current standards until programmed work is complete. POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.

b. Road Closures: 

i.   2ND Infantry Division Road Closure:  The DPW in conjunction with its contractors will be closing a segment of 2nd Infantry Division (ID) Road in Sand Hill from just west of Johnston Drive to just east of 187th Regiment Street. The closure is required to stage and move modular buildings along 2nd ID.  Work has begun and will continue until 23 November 2011, weather permitting. Access to areas around Building 3020 and the new 30th AG will only be possible from the west along 2nd ID Road. Alternate roads around this closure include 3rd Infantry Division Road, 11th Infantry Division Road, Custer Road and 187th Infantry Regiment Road. iii.   Jamestown Road Closure: The DPW in conjunction with the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and its contractors has closed a segment of Jamestown Road between 7th Calvary Regiment Road and Crosbie Road.  The closure is required to install concrete pavement on a very narrow section of Jamestown Road.  The contractor is planning to finish this road work on or about 1 Nov 11, weather permitting.  Alternate roads around this closure include Old Cusseta Road, 8th Division Road and Crosbie Road.  Access to the affected ranges or adjacent tank trail can be scheduled through Range Control.  If emergency access to that portion of Jamestown Road under construction is needed during this time period please contact DPW.  Detours will be clearly marked for your safety. c. Construction Project Closures:   
i.   Northern Road Construction (Project # 65554c):  Work is on-going on the northern road that will link Lorraine Road to the Hastings Range complex.   Construction on this road project will impact firing on Ruth Range and may also impact Brooks, Ware and Carmouche Range target selections.  Projected completion date for this roadway is 31 Mar 12, pending weather delays.

ii.   Training Area Infrastructure 2 – OSUT (PN: 69741):  Construction is underway in compartments L3 & L5.   We are projecting that compartments L3 & L5 will be reopened for scheduling/training on 20 Nov 11.  L4, L6, L7 are now open and can be scheduled for training.  
iii.   Good Hope Training Area (PN: 69668):   Low water crossing modifications are under construction at this time.  Projected completion date is now moved to Mar 12 due to on-going erosion and construction issues.  Due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts, this area is off-limits to all vehicular traffic.     
iv.   Southern Maneuver Area / Army Reconnaissance Course (PN: 69743):  Construction efforts continue in the Southern Maneuver Area as follows:  
                
1)   Plymouth Road Closure (Project 69743):  Plymouth Road is now closed to all through traffic the intersection of Red Diamond Rd to the intersection of Underwood Rd. During this time it will be closed to all traffic with road blocks in place at the two intersection locations.  This project is expected to be complete, pending weather delays NLT 3 Nov 11.
2)   Trail A Construction:  Trail A work is currently underway on this project and pending weather delays, should be complete by early Dec 11. 
v.   Northern Maneuver Corridor  (PN: 69742):  Construction continues in the Northern Maneuver Corridor with trails F, H, K, L, and M being closed to ALL traffic due to massive construction on these trails/roadways. Make sure all are aware of these construction footprints and to keep all training away from these IAW installation construction rules posted below.  Contractor is in the process of installing concrete turn-pads at designated intersections throughout this entire area.  Planning to re-open 1 Jan 12.

Tug Hill Construction, Inc. requests a temporary road closure for Yankee Road beginning on
September 21, 2011.

Closing traffic for a period of time on Yankee Road is necessary to perform work as follows:
Pour concrete turning pads 1, 2, and 3 on Yankee Road.

Install 72” pipe crossing at Station 68+14 on Yankee Road.

Contributing Factors:
1. Access to Fort Benning training facilities (Cole Range and Land Nav) located on Yankee Road must be

maintained.

Proposed 3 phase closure sequences:
e Phase 1 Closure: September 21, 2011 thru October 3, 2011

The intersection Of Jamestown Road and Yankee Road is presently under construction by a separate

contractor. The work on Jamestown Road includes concrete paving 2 lanes thru the intersection with
Yankee Road which is contemplated to begin this week. Paving the Jamestown lane adjacent to the turning
pad will be the key to beginning phase 1 of the road closure for Yankee. At this time Yankee Road will be
closed from its junction with Jamestown to a point 50 LF east of Turning Pad 1. This will allow access to Cole
Range and Land Nav off of Yankee via adjoining roads to the east. After TP-1 has been poured, a concrete
cylinder break which yields 80% or better has been obtained and a minimum of 5 days for curing has passed,
Yankee Road will be reopened to traffic except for that portion contained in the phase 2 closure. The
expected duration for phase 1 is 13 calendar days.

e Phase 2 Closure: October 4, 2011 thru October 10, 2011.
Phase 2 of the road closure will consist of closing Yankee Road from 100 LF west of Station 68+14 to 100 LF
east of station 68+14. This closure allows the installation of the 72” pipe crossing. Cole Range can be

accessed from Yankee Road via Jamestown (assuming the James Town Road contractor has opened the road
to traffic) and Land Nav can be accessed via Yankee and connecting roads to the east. This portion of Yankee
will be reopened upon completion of the crossing. The expected duration for phase 2 is 7 calendar days
assuming that the beginning is on a Monday or Tuesday.

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e Phase 3 Closure: October 11, 2011 thru October 26, 2011.
Phase 3 will consist of closing Yankee from 50 LF west of turning pad 2 to and including turning pad 3.

Cusseta Road will be closed from 50 LF north of turning pad 3 southward to 50 LF south of turning pad 3.

Cole Range and Land Nav can be accessed via Yankee and Jamestown. The expected duration for phase
3 including asphalt removal, concrete work, curing, and GAB placement is 16 calendar days.

The total projected duration for all three phases is 36 calendar days.
