1.   Range Operations:

e.   Big Gun Calendar Rules Update:  Effective immediately the DPTMS, Mr. Robert Brown has directed that all submissions and changes for his Big Gun Calendar will now come from BDE level DCO’s & S-3s. 

f.   Best Ranger Competition Range Support:  The Best Ranger Competition will be conducted again this year from March – April 12.  You will start to see their initial range requirements for this competition being submitted within RFMSS at this time.  We will work to de-conflict this requirement with all other users where possible during this time period.

g.   Range Closure Help Needed:  We again request S-3’s across the installation help us with the continuous problem we seem to have with unit’s not closing ranges IAW USAIC Regulation 350-19.  This is a critical function we need units to complete in order for us to manage the opening/closing of ranges/facilities as well as managing areas that are open to the hunting & fishing community. j. k.  Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings until further notice, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closures.
l.  Top Five:  DPW/SHAW conducts a bi-weekly top five meeting for major unit commanders, which reoccurs 2-times a month (1st and 3d Thursdays). This meeting gives Commanders the opportunity to present their most important top five projects that needs immediate repair or replacement to protect life, safety and health. iv. Coursen West Closure:  Coursen West will be closed for construction of the new MWR shooting facility, starting on 9 Dec 11.  The contract has now been awarded with initial meeting scheduled with contractor on 9 Dec 11.  All training after this date will have to be moved to other facilities.  This closure and construction footprint will impact training on Wagner and Red Cloud ranges, which we will try to keep to a minimum with weekend work wherever possible by the contractor. The project duration will be 180 days and we are projected completion around the 1 July 2012.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428. 
v. Malone 17 Closure:  Malone 17 is now under construction.  We are projecting it will be completed during Christmas Exodus period.  When all repairs have been made to bring the range back to an operational status, the range packet will be updated and Malone 17 will be reopened.
vi. Brann Range Closure:  Work on Brann is now projected to start on 5 Jan 12, at which time it will be closed for all training.  Contractor and CORPS are planning on working Mon-Fri, pending weather delays.  The projected completion date is now 1 Mar 12.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
vii. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is closed until further notice for any type firing or training due to construction.  The construction period is currently programmed for 450 days.  Hastings Range should be available on or about 30 Mar 12.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

viii. Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now nearing completion with only the hard targets needing to be installed for it to be complete.  Once targets are in place we will develop the training packet for this facility and then it will be open again for training.  We will unlock this facility in the very near future for Units to start scheduling out in the future.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

ix. CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pine tree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days.  This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete TBD.

ii.   Pine Tree Road Closure:   Segments of Pine Tree road will be closed to all traffic for roadway construction.  This is a 2-phased plan that will allow access to Selby CACTF during this construction window. c. Construction Project Closures:   
i.   Northern Boundary Road Construction (Project # 65554c):  Work is on-going on the northern road that will link Lorraine Road to the Hastings Range complex.   Construction on this road project will impact firing on Ruth Range and may also impact Brooks, Ware and Carmouche Range target selections.  Projected completion date for this roadway is 31 Mar 12, pending weather delays.

ii.   Good Hope Training Area (PN: 69668):   Low water crossing modifications are under construction at this time.  Projected completion date is now moved to Mar 12 due to on-going erosion and construction issues.  Due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts, this area is off-limits to all vehicular traffic.     
iii.   Southern Maneuver Area / Army Reconnaissance Course (PN: 69743):  Construction efforts continue in the Southern Maneuver Area as follows:  
1)   Trail A Construction:  Trail A construction work is currently underway off Box Springs Rd and pending weather delays, should be complete by early Dec 11. 

2)   Underwood Road and Helmet Trail Closure:  Underwood Road and Helmet Trail is now closed to all traffic for final work by the contractor on Trail A above.

iv.   Northern Maneuver Corridor  (PN: 69742):  Construction continues in the Northern Maneuver Corridor with trails F, H, K, L, and M still closed to ALL traffic due to massive construction on these trails/roadways.  So bottom line everything West of Randal Creek is closed to al training as we still have a dedicated UXO clearance effort on-going in this area and everything north of Buena Vista Road is dismount only at this time. Make sure all are aware of these construction footprints and to keep all training away from these IAW installation construction rules posted below.  Contractor is in the process of installing concrete turn-pads at designated intersections throughout this entire area.  Planning to re-open 1 Jan 12.

TACTICAL ROAD SPEED LIMITS

MAXIMUM SPEEDS FOR TACTICAL
ROADS AND LIMITATIONS

IAW MCOE REGULATION 350-19, PARA 5-14

Type Vehicle Limitation Maximum
Speed
Wheeled Vehicle Unless otherwise posted 30 mph
Tracked Not in convoy 25 mph
Lead vehicle Convoy 20 mph
Other vehicle Convoy 25 mph
Convoy Crossing bridges 5 mph
Wheeled Tracked Passing troops 10 mph
Blackout S5 mph
Distance between vehicles must be not less than 100 meters.
Distance must increase for dust conditions.

NOTE: All roads used in support of training (including tactical road
marches) must be scheduled in the same manner as training areas.





ROAD MARCH/CONVOY MOVEMENTS

» All vehicle movement routes used in support of training
(including tactical road marches) must be scheduled and
approved in the same manner as training areas through Range
Operations/RFMSS and must have an OIC/Controller in charge
of movement.

« Tracked vehicle convoy movements/road marches of 3-vehicles
or more require a lead and trail vehicle spaced a minimum of
100-meters from the front and rear of the convoy as early
warning. These lead and trail vehicles must be military or GSA
vehicles, civilian POVs are not authorized.

« All vehicles will have service drive lights turned on as well as 4-
way hazard flashers during movement travel.

« Lead and trail vehicles for convoy movements are required to
have roof mounted flashing amber warning light array again for
early warning.





CROSSING ROADS

During daylight and darkness hours, units will be required at appropriate
points to control and re-direct administrative traffic during vehicle road
marches/movements. Appropriate points include administrative road
intersections, tank crossing points, in-coming trail intersections, etc.

Emplace traffic guards approximately 100-meters to both sides of any road
crossing point to control and re-direct administrative traffic.

Guards will be equipped with flashlights or similar lighting devices and
reflective vests (or cross straps and sleeve lets).

Guard emplacement should be on the shoulder of the roadway when
attempting to attract and stop all on-coming traffic due to temporary road
blockage for Safety purposes and NOT in the middle of the roadway.

Upon completion of the crossing, unit is responsible for cleaning the
roadway of any dirt or debris, before opening the roadway backup to normal
administrative traffic.

Do not stop civilian traffic for longer than 5 minutes.

Units must establish and maintain communication with their major unit or
Range Division to assist in handling of any emergencies that may arise.

A Co-Use Agreement lets multiple units consent to share the use of a
facility during the same time period to eliminate a scheduling conflict.

A Co-Use Agreement is initiated by a unit that has a pending request (PEN)
and submit's to the unit that has a reservation (RES) at the facility.

If more than one unit has a reservation at the facility, then the unit with the
pending request submits the co-use to each unit with a reservation.

« Conflict “X” — The system identifies three types of conflicts,
Safety, Scheduling, and Environmental. Safety and
Scheduling conflicts are displayed on the two week calendar
via an “X".

« Conflicts are color coded and will be displayed on the activity
with the conflict in the calendar details grid located at the
bottom of the Two Week Calendar. Scheduling Conflicts are
highlighted in yellow, Safety in red and Environmental in
green.





Two Week Calendar Con’t

« Scheduling Conflicts — Scheduling conflicts occur when the
facility desired is already scheduled for an event. These
events may be unit training or facility maintenance. The
user/scheduler can quickly identify there is a scheduling
conflict when looking at the Two Week Calendar.

« Safety Warnings are caused when a request is going to
cause a conflict. For example, the FA adds a Facility to
Facility Conflict in the table that says when Range 1 is
schedule close Range 2. Range 2 is scheduled. If someone
enters an activity on Range 1 they will see a safety warning.
This warning will appear in pink.

« Safety and Environmental conflicts are checked
automatically; however, Scheduling conflicts must be
checked to be viewed. All conflicts can be unchecked if
desired.

1. (U) SITUATION.

1.A. (U) A recent report from the U.S. Army Institute of Public Health concluded that
military personnel at enclosed live fire facilities (Range 37, Ft Bragg and Range A-14
Camp Ripley) were being over exposed to lead contaminates during training. The
causes for the overexposure were identified as poor ventilation, housekeeping at the
live fire facility, failure of personnel to use proper personal protective equipment (PPE)
and compliance with proper hygiene following training events. Failing to keep the
facilities clean, free of lead dust, use of proper PPE and improper hygiene are more
significant than the potential lead dust inhalation by the Soldiers, since the
transportation of lead dust to homes via lead impregnated uniforms increases the
population being exposed and heightens health risks to families. Based on the report, it
is clear that some Garrisons are not in compliance with applicable portions of 29 CFR
1910.1025 regarding lead safety and related preventive air contaminant management
measures.

2. (U) MISSION. Upon publication of this order, Garrisons will ensure that all enclosed
Shoot House and Indoor Range facilities are being operated and maintained IAW
published OSHA CFR guidance and Army Preventive Medicine regulations.

3. (U) EXECUTION.

3.A. (U) Commander’s Intent. This OPORD supports IMCOM Line of Effort (LOE) 1,
Soldier, Family and Civilians Readiness, aligning Training Support Services enablers
with the Deployment Expeditionary Force (DEF) and Contingency Expeditionary Force
(CEF) Commanders training plan, IAW Senior Commander priorities and support key

individual training. | want to ensure that all Shoot House and Indoor Range facilities are

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3.C.2.B. (U) Identify, assess, and treat the health risks to personnel (i.e. instructors) by
enrolling them in clinical medical surveillance and monitoring programs for individuals
potentially exposed to high levels of lead.

3.C.2.B.1. (U) Develop procedures for training cadre to mitigate the long term
exposure and quickly identify exposure impacts.

3.C.2.C. (U) Inspect, repair, and maintain the facility ventilation system used to control
the air contaminants. Inspections of these systems should be made at least quarterly.

3.C.2.D. (U) Report compliance per established Region suspense, or to the G7 POC
para 5.C.1., as applicable, NLT 31 days from publication of this order.

3.D. (U) Coordinating Instructions.
