MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 03-12 for period 22-28 JAN and 15-21 APR 12
1.   Range Operations:         


a.   DPTMS Range Conference / De-confliction Meeting:  Director DPTMS will conduct monthly range de-confliction meetings for the next 10-12 months IOT effectively allocate RFMSS reservations.  Director DPTMS will chair & make decisions during this forum.  This forum is intended to be for DCOs/S-3s at the Bde & Sep Bn level & Sep Co/detach levels; it is not intended for Co Cdrs & Bn Cdrs who have Bde or Sep Bn S-3s to represent their issues.    Focus for this session will be a week x week lay down for Feb - Apr 12.  If time allows, we will discuss Jun – Aug 12.  Primary focus is on large caliber gunnery ranges … followed by unique collective LFX ranges … followed by unique small arms range conflicts.  Unit reps must come prepared to represent their Cdr’s training requirements and be well versed in exact POI/ARFORGEN directed requirements and represent their Cdrs in decision making during this session.  Time is Tuesday, 24 Jan 12, from 1400-1600 hours.  Location is Bldg # 4, room W-105 on main post.

b.  Effective 1 Jan 2012 all road marches (dismounted and mounted) and vehicle convoy movements will be scheduled and approved through Range Operations.  See embedded slides below for rules governing vehicle movements, trail/road crossings, speed limits, blackout drive training and Unit responsibilities for these events. This will be added to the MCoE Regulation 350-19 update in the near future.  Units are required to provide Range Operations with the following:

·   Unit and number of troops for exercise must be included 

·   Strip map showing movement route(s) overlaid onto the Fort Benning map
·   Start and stop points must be identified on this overlay

·   Time line of events, minimum of start and stop times
A time line of events must accompany this movement request, which for the time being can be sent via email to Mr. Wilson (johnny.j.wilson1.civ@mail.mil) and Mr. Hodge (willie.l.hodge.civ@mail.mil) for processing and approval.  Once we receive this email and confirm all information is complete and there are no scheduling conflicts, we will give the POC a movement order log number.  The Unit will use this log number when calling into the radio room at start of the movement event to request permission to execute event and then at mission end to close out with radio room. Reoccurring events can be scheduled using the approved Log number.  FM Communications will be maintained throughout entire movement action by the Unit with the Radio Room Operator. 6.  Range & Compartment Construction/Maintenance Projects:   
i. BB5 Training Compartment Closure:  Effective 5 October, 2011 the BB5 training compartment is closed to all training and vehicular traffic, to include recreational activities.  This is a major construction project that is projected to take 540 days to build a new motor pool for 3BDE. ii. OSCAR Range Status:   We now have a tracking chart on our SharePoint Site that tracks all issues and remaining work that is required to bring these ranges up to an operational status. Daniel Lee (OSCAR 1), Butler (OSCAR 8), Deitz (OSCAR 10) and Soto (OSCAR 13) ranges in the OSCAR Complex are now open for scheduling in RFMSS for use starting on 1 Mar 12 with the following priorities.  Range packets have been completed and are now posted on the Range Operations website for these specific ranges.
·   Priority effort is to G/5-15 during period 1-3 Mar.
·   Secondary effort is to D/5-15 during period 8-10 Mar, and possible 12 Mar.

·   Third effort is to E/5-15 during period 17 Mar & 19-20 Mar

i. Coursen West Closure:  Coursen West is now closed for construction of the new MWR shooting facility.  This closure and construction footprint will impact training on Wagner and Red Cloud ranges, which we will try to keep to a minimum with weekend work wherever possible by the contractor. The project duration will be 180 days and we are projecting completion around 1 August 2012.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428. 

ii. Malone 17 Closure:  Malone 17 construction is now complete and Units can start using it with the new Range Operations “STANDARD” range packet posted on our Operations Website.
iii. Brann Range Closure:  Work on Brann has commenced and is closed for all training.  Contractor and CORPS are planning on working Mon-Fri, pending weather delays.  The projected completion date is now 1 Mar 12.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
iv. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range is nearing construction completion.  Target installation dates are now projected for 1 Apr – 1 May 12.   Hastings Range availability is now projected for the 1 June 2012 time period pending weather delays and successful GAT testing of this new facility.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673.

v. Coolidge Range Closure:   Coolidge Training area is now nearing completion with only the hard targets needing to be installed for it to be complete.  A work order has been submitted and we are now waiting on cost estimates and funding approval to complete this last phase of work with a projected time line of 30 Apr 12 for this action.  Once targets are in place we will develop the training packet for this facility and then it will be open again for training.  We will unlock this facility in the very near future for Units to start scheduling out in the future.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
vi. CACTF Phase 2 Construction:  Pine tree Road area for the HSTL/CACTF Phase II began construction on 1 Sep 10.  Construction time is expected to be 520 days.  This will create road hazards throughout this entire Pine Tree Road/CACTF area until construction is complete TBD.

vii. Farnsworth Range Closure:  Farnsworth Range will be closed for maintenance at some future time for repairing the RCW berm on the downrange side of the facility.  DPW/SHAW will repair the RCW dirt berm during this closure, once funding and approval to proceed has been completed.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
viii. Ammo Pad Reconstruction:  Ammo pad reconstruction is currently underway to bring the ammunition pads on Ruth, Ware, Brooks and Carmouche up to standard so they will work with the Palletized Loading System (PLS).  Currently they are in the demo phase for these ranges and once complete will transition into the form and then pour phases.  Projected completion date is Feb 12 for all ranges, pending weather delays.  POC: Arthur VanAllen, LRAM Coordinator, Range Division (706) 545-7673. 
ix. Porter Range Maintenance:  Porter Range is scheduled for maintenance being conducted by the Corps.  They will be installing set of bleachers behind the firing and installing culverts to control erosion all behind the firing line. Work scheduled to start 23 Jan- 29 Feb 12. Work project shouldn't conflict with live fire exercises.  Project may only take three weeks based on weather conditions. POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.

iii.   Pine Tree Road Closure:   Segments of Pine Tree road will be closed to all traffic for roadway construction.  This is a 2-phased plan that will allow access to Selby CACTF during this construction window.  The Northern section of this roadway project is now complete and the contractor has moved to the Southern section of this project, which is projected to be complete on 01 Feb 12, pending further weather delays.

c. Construction Project Closures:   
i.   Northern Boundary Road Construction (Project # 65554c):  Work is on-going on the northern road that will link Lorraine Road to the Hastings Range complex.   Projected completion date for this roadway is 31 Mar 12, pending weather delays.

ii.   Good Hope Training Area (PN: 69668):   Low water crossing modifications are under construction at this time.  Projected completion date is now moved to Mar 12 due to on-going erosion and construction issues.  Due to massive construction efforts underway in these compartments with road and tank trail repair/construction efforts, this area is off-limits to all vehicular traffic unless Range Operations gives you special permission for them in this area.     
iii.   Northern Maneuver Corridor  (PN: 69742):  Construction continues in the Northern Maneuver Corridor with trails F, H, K, L, and M still closed to ALL traffic due to massive construction on these trails/roadways.  Bottom line everything West of Randal Creek is closed to al training as we still have a dedicated UXO clearance effort on-going in this area and everything north of Buena Vista Road is dismount only at this time. Make sure all are aware of these construction footprints and to keep all training away from these IAW installation construction rules posted below.  Planning to re-open some roadways on 21 Jan 12.  However, another contract effort is underway which will continue efforts in this area for another 360 days.

– Numerous incidents in last 30 days  


– Must develop traffic management rules, speed limits, &

  – Common sense rule: operators are required to obey the 
same rules of the road as other drivers & practice better 
driving techniques as they are the larger vehicle  


  – Note: Wood Road is not open for normal

TACTICAL ROAD SPEED LIMITS 







ROAD MARCH/CONVOY MOVEMENTS 


• All vehicle movement routes used in support of training 


(including tactical road marches) must be scheduled and 


approved in the same manner as training areas through Range 


Operations/RFMSS and must have an OIC/Controller in charge 


of movement.  


• Tracked vehicle convoy movements/road marches of 3-vehicles 


or more require a lead and trail vehicle spaced a minimum of 


100-meters from the front and rear of the convoy as early 


warning. These lead and trail vehicles must be military or GSA 


vehicles, civilian POVs are not authorized.  


• All vehicles will have service drive lights turned on as well as 4-


way hazard flashers during movement travel.  


• Lead and trail vehicles for convoy movements are required to 


have roof mounted flashing amber warning light array again for 


early warning.  


 







CROSSING ROADS 
• During daylight and darkness hours, units will be required at appropriate 


points to control and re-direct administrative traffic during vehicle road 
marches/movements. Appropriate points include administrative road 
intersections, tank crossing points, in-coming trail intersections, etc.  


• Emplace traffic guards approximately 100-meters to both sides of any road 
crossing point to control and re-direct administrative traffic.  


• Guards will be equipped with flashlights or similar lighting devices and 
reflective vests (or cross straps and sleeve lets).  


• Guard emplacement should be on the shoulder of the roadway when 
attempting to attract and stop all on-coming traffic due to temporary road 
blockage for Safety purposes and NOT in the middle of the roadway.  


• Upon completion of the crossing, unit is responsible for cleaning the 
roadway of any dirt or debris, before opening the roadway backup to normal 
administrative traffic.  


• Do not stop civilian traffic for longer than 5 minutes.  


• Units must establish and maintain communication with their major unit or 
Range Division to assist in handling of any emergencies that may arise.
