MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 37-12 for Period 23-29 Sep 12 and 16-22 Dec 12
1.  Range Operations:         

a.  Scheduling Update:  We are currently experiencing lots of problems with Units inputting RFMSS requests with no packet, using the “Packet Pending” verbiage on the request.  This has caused and continues to cause us lots of problems as some Units would not get their packets complete until 1-week out or less and then we have several other Units requested in these areas that we have to move, due to the new SDZ now impacting their training.  Effective immediately we will no longer accept RFMSS requests using the “Pending Packet” verbiage on the request, as these will be sent back.  Units will now be required to have an approved packet on-hand to schedule any Range on the installation.
b.  Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away! 
     c. Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays mornings, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closure times.
d.  AMU Hunter Zero Events:   The Army Marksmanship Unit (AMU) is hosting a weapons zero activity that will allow hunters to zero their weapons prior to deer season.  The scheduled dates for the hunter zero activity are 29 September and 6 October, from 0900-1800 hours which will be conducted on Easley Range.  POC for this event is SFC Buss, AMU S3 Ops, 545-7174.

· AT-4 and RAAWS HE firing will be permitted on Patton from the right side upper firing position, however only the 310 meter target can be engaged.  This will come into effect as soon as we can readjust the packet to include this HE firing.
