1.  Range Operations:

iv. Buchanan Shoot House:  PEO STRI will be conducting instrumentation upgrades to the Buchanan Shoot House with the timelines shown below.

v. Burroughs Range Redesign/Construction:  Actions are underway to upgrade Burroughs Range for new long range Sniper requirements. viii. Call Range:  Actions are underway to build a Cover Training Area for troops on this facility with current status listed below.

ix. Coolidge Light Anti-Armor Range (LAAR) Update:  Coolidge Training area construction is complete and the following actions are needed before we can open this facility for training.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
·   Still having problems with the mover charging unit which needs to be fixed before Unit will sign for this range

·   Cadre training will be complete after range is 100% usable and signed for
·   Currently TBD range opening

x. Coursen West Closure:  Coursen West is now closed for construction of the new MWR shooting facility.  This closure and construction footprint will impact training on Wagner Range which has required us to shutdown lanes 1-3 on Wagner Range while this construction project is on-going at Coursen Range.  It will also impact various weapons currently used for training on Red Cloud Range which we will monitor and de-conflict as they develop and advertise to all.  Work is projected for a duration of 180-days, with a completion date around 1 Jan 13.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
xi. Dianda Range:  Dianda is now fully operational again with all throwing bays and the tower now back on line for use.  One thing we have identified is weather conditions may cause the tower windows to fog over, thus reducing visibility during some weather conditions.  When this occurs, Units cannot train until the weather lifts and visibility is back to normal.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
xii. DMPRC Range:  The DMPRC has construction projects in motion to improve the range facilities.  Current status for these projects is listed below. POC foe these actions is Mr. Carl Cribb, 626-2678.

xiv. Fowler Range:  Targetry install is nearing completion with Government Acceptance Testing (GAT) coming up soon.  GAT will now be delayed as another installation range is now holding up return of GAT team.  See below for actions on-going on this range.

xv. Hastings Range Closure:  Hastings Range construction is now under final construction inspections and working on punch list items on the construction piece. We are tracking the following actions for this Range before we can open this facility backup for training.

·  Curved MAT Rails should be manufactured and ready for install NLT the last week of Sep

xvi. Malone 1:  The throwing pits on Malone 1 are in need of rebuilding to meet the requirements for design IAW DA PAM 385-63.  The action below is in motion to correct these issues.
·  Rebuild 6 throwing pits, WO# HF 29119 2J, Deferred $143K

xvii. Patton Range Projects:  We are in the process of improving Patton Range to support HE firing from the current shoulder launched munitions family. 

· New firing lines and positions need to be marked IAW new packet and HE firing.

· $245K for UXO clearance to replace some targetry and add new targets to the range – Funding approved and sent to Huntsville CORPS for contract support action.  Effort TBD at this time pending contract award.

· Currently have approved EMD 144R to add AT-4 & Carl Gustov HE firing to facility.

· AT-4 and RAAWS HE firing will be permitted on Patton from the right side upper firing position, however only the 310 meter target can be engaged.  This will come into effect as soon as we can readjust the packet to include this HE firing.

xvii. Pool North (OSCAR 15): Work is on-going to repair the dirt berms on this facility, with the current status shown below.

·  Install dirt berms, WO# EY 00092 2J, Deferred $470K (funding shared with OSCAR 14 project)
xviii.  Red Cloud Range:  Actions are underway to construct a concrete ammunition pad for this facility with a current status for this project shown below.

xix. Ruth Range Closure:  Work is now underway to repair electrical power lines down range on Ruth Range.  Projected completion date for this project is 10 Jan 13.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
xx.  Terry Demo Range:  Outstanding work orders are listed below.  Reminder all Units are required to have a plan in place for leveling/repairing any damage to the demo pits resulting from their use. b.   Road Closures:    
i.   K15 Impact Area Closure:  We are closing the K-15 impact area and all ranges that fire into this area (Ruth, Brooks, Ware, Carmouche, DMPRC and Hastings) from 8 – 31 Dec 12. This is to allow Forestry to conduct tree harvesting and tree planting IAW agreements with EMD for RCW mitigation factors.

ii.   Kelley Hill Tank Trail Closure:  The tank trail coming out of Kelley Hill is under construction and is projected to be complete on 15 Nov 12. iii.   Main Post Tank Trail Closure:  Effective immediately the tank trail between Red Cloud and Coursen West is closed to all traffic.  A decision has been made to end this tank trail at Red Cloud Range and not to proceed with funding and repairing the tank trail for vehicular type traffic of any kind at this time.
c.   Construction Project Closures:   
i.   BB5 Training Compartment Closure:  Effective 5 Oct 11, the BB5 training compartment is closed to all training and vehicular traffic, to include recreational activities.  This is a major construction project that is projected to take 540 days to build a new motor pool for 3BDE, projected to be complete 15 Mar 13. ii.   Northern Maneuver Corridor  (PN: 69742):  Construction continues in the Northern Maneuver Corridor with trails F, H, K, L, and M are still closed to ALL traffic due to massive construction on these trails/roadways.  
Bottom line:  Everything West of Randal Creek is closed to all training and everything north of Buena Vista Road is dismount only at this time.  However, another contract effort is underway which will continue efforts in this area for another 360 days, which is expected to be awarded this month.  See the “Unawarded Options” .pdf  below to see what roadways will be under construction (all in red) and off-limits during this contract period.
