MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 01-13 for Period 06-12 JAN and 31 MAR - 06 APRIL 13
1.   Range Operations:         

a. Potable Well Updates:    Tri-color and Leyte wells all required permitting and bacteriological testing and are now ready for potable use.  However, Malone 17 and Hastings Range wells are not ready for potable use at this time.

b. OIC/RSO Recertification Requirements. Recertification is as follows and must be done in this order.   Individuals who have been decertified will not be allowed to complete steps 3 & 4 until after the decertification period is expired.

1) Battalion Commander recertification IAW internal programs.


2) Battalion Commander memorandum to Range Operations stating that SSG Muhibaier is now retrained/recertified to comply with range, ammunition management, safety and 144R environmental considerations as required on Benning to fulfill the duties of OIC.


3) Retaking and passing of the Fort Benning Range Safety Briefing through attendance at the hands-on briefing conducted by Range Operations. 


4) Re-issue of the range safety card at Range Control, Bldg 5510 after receipt of the above mentioned memorandum from the Battalion Commander and attendance at the Range Operations hands-on safety briefing.
c. Big Gun Range Scheduling Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless other coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.
1)  Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar

2)  Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line

3)  Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway for all ranges except the DMPRC which is Mr. Cribb NLT 72-hours business hours out from event start time (NLT 14-days out if overtime is needed).

d. Arkman DZ Archaeology Stakes:  All Units need to be aware of the EMD Archaeology stakes that are emplaced around the installation as shown below.  All need to stay clear of these markers and these areas to prevent damage to these sensitive areas.

Designated routes to Main Post locations for loaded HETs

1. Background. MCoE has increased its use of heavy vehicles such as the M1 and M2
families of vehicles for events on Main Post including graduations, changes of command and
other ceremonies and demonstrations. The Main Post road network was not originally designed
for such usage and new safety regulations regarding culverts present challenges to planners. 10T
prevent damage and injury, FBGA DPW has clearly identified approved routes for loaded HETs
on Main Post as well as identifying the obstacles to avoid.

2. Obstacles. Anything not capable of bearing the weight of a HET loaded with a heavy
vehicle (max approx. weight: 110 tons) is considered an obstacle. Most older culverts are
designed to bear a 40 ton maximum.

A. Known obstacles include most corrugated metal culverts, all shallow corrugated metal
culverts and old box culverts not reinforced with steel. Many of these are on roads crossing
Laundry Creek which runs through much of western Main Post.

B. These culverts include:

1. Burr Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 9133 8160

2. Eckel Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 9129 8102

3. Eckel Street over drainage ditch on western boundary of Stewart Field PT Track,
vic grid: FA 9068 8100

4. Way Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 8997 8070
