MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 14-13 for Period 14-20 APR and 7-13 JUL 13
1. Range Operations:    
a.  RFMSS Downtime:  Due to the NEC upgrading some ADRP hardware all users will lose connectivity to RFMSS from 1200-2000 on either 14 Apr 13 (primary date) or 21 Apr 13 (alternate date).  POC for this action is Mr. Lorene Lane at phone, (706) 545-1861 and Mr. Patrick Gibbo at phone, (706) 545-8110.

b.  Packet Use Clarification:  There seems to be some confusion on packets and who is required to have them and who actually can use them, so let me attempt to clarify this below.

i. Units are required to have their own packets for a range/facility involving all live-fire exercises unless there is a Range Operations “STANDARD” packet that they can use.

ii. Sim-munitions (CCMCK/UTM) events or exercises on a range or facility are required to have a packet.  These weapons are launching projectiles and all have associated SDZs that must be safed and approved for use on these “COLD” ranges/facilities. 

iii. Units within a BDE or Regiment can use the higher Headquarters packets as the BDE/Regimental Commander has accepted the risk for their entire command on the Risk Management Worksheets, however the flow does not go down the other way.  An example of this:  3-75 could use a 75th Regiments packet; however 75th Regiment couldn't use a 3-75 packet, as the 3-75 packets’ risk management worksheet if accepting the risk for only t hat Battalion and not for the entire Regiment.

iv. Units can possibly get permission to use another Unit's packet as long the following rules are met.
1. No use of AMU packets by any Unit.

2. No use of any packet that has an associated waiver, no exceptions.

3. No use of any Units steel packets, unless covered by a blanket waiver (example: 3-75 Rangers).
4. No use of another Units Family Day/Civilian packet.
5. No use of Test/Evaluation/Experimentation/Special Event packets.
6. On Ranges that have “Sole Use” must get both Range & Packet approved.
7. Packet use cannot be above Units training/skill level/requirement (example would be BCT cannot use a 3-75 Platoon LFX packet for K36, however they could possibly use a NCOA packet for Griswold Range for a buddy team live-fire exercise.
8. Units cannot use packets that contain weapons/ammo that isn’t authorized to use in Units POI. 
v. Unit's requesting to use another Units packet will be required to submit a memorandum from their Commander requesting to use this specific packet.  The Commander must agree in writing to abide by the packet training plan as written, no deviations or adding of weapons and ammunition is allowed.  If this request is approved then the Unit must also provide us with a new Risk Management Worksheet as the one in the packet from the other Unit doesn’t cover this new Unit or its Soldiers.  An EMD 144R environmental form may also be required by this Unit, which will be assessed at that time. The template for requesting this packet use action is embedded below for your use.

c.   MCoE 350-19 Firing Time Change:  Reminder to all of firing schedule shift that takes place on Wednesday 1 May 2013, so make sure all plan according for range occupations and opening time adjustments with this action as firing will then be allowed to start at the 0800 time period.
d.   Post Fire Works:  Post fireworks are now scheduled for 29 Jun 13 which means there will be no Units allowed on the main post ranges during this time frame. Ensure all training is scheduled around this window to prevent problems
d.   Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away!
e.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in business Monday-Friday mornings, no exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closure times.
f. Designated routes to Main Post locations for loaded HETs: Loaded HETs are required use the DPW approved routes when transporting loads weighing 40 tons or more on Main Post.  See Enclosure 1 (Designated Routes to Main Post) for routes to Doughboy Stadium, Eubanks Field, Lawson Army Airfield, McGinnis-Wickham Hall, York Field and Red Cloud Range traveling from Harmony Church; and Enclosure 2 (HETs Route Map) for the route map. viii. Coursen West Closure:  Coursen West is now closed for construction of the new MWR shooting facility and is projected for duration of 180-days, with a completion date of 1 June 2013.  This closure and construction footprint will impact training on Wagner Range which has required us to shutdown lanes 1-3 on Wagner Range while this construction project is on-going at Coursen Range.  It will also impact various weapons (Mortars, Mk19, others) currently used for training on Red Cloud Range which we will monitor and de-conflict as they develop and advertise to all. x. Good Hope Maneuver Training Area (GHMTA): The Good Hope Maneuver area is now being opened up for dismount training for all Units.  Units will need to ensure they accomplish the following tasks.  The Unit must also ensure they follow the standard rules for the GHMTA per embedded document below, which will prevent possible EMD fines and area closure due to violations.  
· Submit and gain approval for a new 144R for the Good Hope area compartments as old ones are no longer valid.

· Ensure you have a maneuver damage control cell plan in action IAW attached memorandum, which must also be spelled out in the 144R or they won't approve it.

· Work order EY 00103 3J – “Install culvert and grade access road” has been sent to Engineer Branch for cost estimate.

NOTE:  Be advised that if NSA’s firing schedule changes, they will inhibit you from occupying this ground for this exercise which may leave you with no place to train. Due to last minute changes on the NSA firing schedule we had to move 7-Units out of 7-different compartments over a 15-day period for adjustments.

xi. Malone 1:  The throwing pits on Malone 1 are in need of rebuilding to meet the requirements for design IAW DA PAM 385-63.  The action below is in motion to correct these issues. CG has now waived these requirements for 1-year.
·  Rebuild 6 throwing pits, WO# HF 29119 2J, RPPB project $143K, deferred.

xii. Morris Range (OSCAR 5):  Morris range will remain closed until after 28 Feb 14 due to construction efforts underway in this area.

xiii.  Malone 17:  We continuing to have problems with the well on Malone 17 and it is currently not working.  Port-a-potties are being put on site until repairs can be made. Kick flushing of the toilets may be the culprit according to initial site investigations.  It seems the Soldiers are kicking the flush valve which is causing the values to stick open, which drains the wells water supply and fills the latrine puts.  Request all Units closely monitor the latrines to ensure when all leave for the day that no urinals are running or stuck in the open position.

xiv. Patton Range Projects:  Range construction is now complete and AT-4 and RAAWS HE firing is now permitted on Patton from the right side upper firing position, however only the 310 meter target can be engaged at this time for HE type engagements.
NOTE:  Effective Immediately:  50 cal or 5.56mm or 7.62mm MG firing is no longer authorized on the right side firing line (upper portion) of Patton Range due to close-in hard steel targets and ricochet potential, if engaged by firers.

xv. Pool North (OSCAR 15): Work is on-going to repair the dirt berms on this facility, with the current status shown below.
· Install dirt berms, WO# EY00092 2J, $470K Deferred (funding shared with OSCAR 14 project).

xvi. Red Cloud Range:  Actions are underway to repair erosion at the existing concrete ammunition pad for this facility with a current status for this project shown below.
· Concrete pad for ammo point, WO# HF19015 2J, Engineer Branch, $200K, unfunded.
xvii. Ruth Range Closure:  Work is now underway to repair electrical power lines down range on Ruth Range.  Projected completion date for this project is now set tentatively for 31 April 13 due to some problems being encountered on the range and weather delays.  POC for this action is Mr. Ernest Archie, 545-9428.
xviii. Terry Demo Range:  Outstanding work orders are listed below.  Reminder all Units are required to have a plan in place for leveling/repairing any damage to the demo pits resulting from their use.  This is as easy as the Unit providing the manpower to re-level or a work order with DPW that happened directly after their Unit training is complete. This cartridge is used by light artillery divisions for antipersonnel missions. 


 
Description 
 
The projectile shape is typical of a 105mm artillery projectile with a relatively short 
bourrelet section.  The projectile body is a multi-piece steel body, sandwiching a layer of 
tungsten alloy spheres.  A closing plug is fitted on the nose section of the projectile.  A 
steel fuze cavity liner is fitted in the nose section and houses a felt pad and an insensitive 
high explosive supplementary charge.  The base of the projectile is closed off with a 
threaded plug adapter and a base bleed attachment.  The base bleed threads are locked 
with loctite.  The cartridge case is brass or steel and contains the primer assembly and 
propelling charge.   
 
 
 







Functioning: 
 
 The closing plug is removed and a fuze is assembled to the projectile, and if 
required, is set.  The cartridge is loaded into the weapon.  Upon firing, impact of the 
weapon firing pin results in initiation of the percussion primer which, in turn, ignites the 
black powder in the flash tube.  The flash tube provides for uniform ignition of the 
propelling charge producing a rapid expansion of propellant gas which propels the 
projectile out of the weapon tube.  The base bleed attachment is ignited by the propelling 
gases and provides extended range.  Engagement of the projectile rotating band with the 
rifling of the weapon tube imparts spin to the projectile providing in-flight stability.  Fuze 
functioning is dependent upon the fuze used and it may function on impact (instantaneous 
or delay), or above ground either at a predetermined height based upon time of flight, or 
in proximity with the target.  Fuze function detonates the IM HE projectile filler resulting 
in fragmentation, dispersement of spheres and blast.

• Systematically monitor, repair, and report maneuver damage and significant soil disturbance.   Areas 
requiring special emphasis include: 


o  Low Water Crossings  


o  Soil disturbance 


o  Erosion control emplacements 


o  Cyber stakes 


o  Roadway damage  


• Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units 
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports 
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training 
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.

1. Background.  MCoE has increased its use of heavy vehicles such as the M1 and M2 
families of vehicles for events on Main Post including graduations, changes of command and 
other ceremonies and demonstrations.  The Main Post road network was not originally designed 
for such usage and new safety regulations regarding culverts present challenges to planners.  IOT 
prevent damage and injury, FBGA DPW has clearly identified approved routes for loaded HETs 
on Main Post as well as identifying the obstacles to avoid. 
 


2. Obstacles.  Anything not capable of bearing the weight of a HET loaded with a heavy 
vehicle (max approx. weight: 110 tons) is considered an obstacle.  Most older culverts are 
designed to bear a 40 ton maximum. 
 


A. Known obstacles include most corrugated metal culverts, all shallow corrugated metal 
culverts and old box culverts not reinforced with steel.  Many of these are on roads crossing 
Laundry Creek which runs through much of western Main Post.
