SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 22-13 for Period of 9-15 JUNE 13 and 1-7 SEPT 2013
1. Range Operations:    
a.   Weekly firing schedule/hours of support.
·  No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods and will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well support for any off-post Units/Organizations must be paid in advance and be scheduled within the 6-week window. 
·  Saturday firing can only be OSUT/IET POI training and will only be allowed during the         day up until 2000 hours, no night time firing.        
·  Sunday live firing is not authorized on the installation.
b.   Post Fire Works:  Post fireworks are now scheduled for 29 Jun 13 which means there will be no Units allowed on the main post ranges during this time frame.  Ensure all training is scheduled around this window to prevent problems.
d.   Range Operations Scheduling Section Closure:  Range Operations scheduling section is closed for normal business every Tuesday afternoon as the staff will conduct the weekly complex map review/training cross-check against unit facility request submissions.  Please limit visits during this time to emergencies only as all others will be turned away!
e.   Range Operations Survey Section Closure:  Range Operations survey section is closed for walk-in exceptions or appointments during these scheduled closure times.
f. Designated routes to Main Post locations for loaded HETs: Loaded HETs are required use the DPW approved routes when transporting loads weighing 40 tons or more on Main Post.  See Enclosure 1 (Designated Routes to Main Post) for routes to Doughboy Stadium, Eubanks Field, Lawson Army Airfield, McGinnis-Wickham Hall, York Field and Red Cloud Range traveling from Harmony Church; and Enclosure 2 (HETs Route Map) for the route map. iii.  Malone 17:  We continue to have problems with the well on Malone 17.  Port-a-potties are now on site until repairs can be made.  Request all Units closely monitor the latrines to ensure when all leave for the day that no urinals are running or stuck in the open position.

iv.  MISC:  Malone complex and Main post ranges lightening protection installation for range towers, ammo points, CTA's, bleachers mess and range sheds.  All work will be conducted behind the firing lines. Start date 13 May SUSP: Oct 14
· EY 00128 2J Install lightning protection various ranges. 

v. Patton Range Projects:  Range construction is now complete and AT-4 and RAAWS HE firing is now permitted on Patton from the right side upper firing positions (13, 14, 15, and 16).   The ONLY HE authorized target engagement on this range is the 310-meter hard target located in the center of the range.
NOTE:  Effective Immediately:  50 cal or 5.56mm or 7.62mm MG firing is no longer authorized on the right side firing line (upper portion) of Patton Range due to close-in hard steel targets and ricochet potential, if engaged by firers.

Once this facility is opened back up 197th will assume control and primacy of this facility for use primarily as a Sniper range, but also to support Master Gunner, Stryker and other 197th POI instruction as needed.  Other Units will still be able to use this facility when it is available, but will need to get Co-Use approval from 197th before we will process the RFMSS request. Effective immediately, any Unit training in the Good Hope Areas (B1-12, CC1-5, DD1-3, TA Leader &
Mobile, Shield MOUT, Patriot MOUT and Arkman DZ) will be required to have a maneuver damage
control cell to follow behind (or with) a maneuvering element (mounted or dismounted) to monitor,
assess, and provide damage control/reporting capabilities.

* Newly approved 144Rs are required for all Units for GHMTA use and must be on file in Range Operations
before RFMMS approval is granted.

+ 3-16 CAV will have priority of use for the GHMTA.

Rules to keep us all environmentally correct:

» Conduct reconnaissance, proofing, and rehearsals prior to execution of training.

* Identify, resource, and emplace additional soil erosion control measures as necessary after reconnaissance.
* Ensure environmental risks and damage are mitigated.

» Systematically monitor, repair, and report maneuver damage and significant soil disturbance. Areas
requiring special emphasis include:

o Low Water Crossings

o Soil disturbance

o Erosion control emplacements

o Cyber stakes

o Roadway damage
» Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.

NOTE: Unit’s will be liable for funding any damage repair work that will be required in this area.

* When construction is on-going on a roadway or compartment,
training is off-limits within 50-meters of either side of the
roadway/training compartment or posted area where
construction is on-going for a safety buffer for all parties.

Designated routes to Main Post locations for loaded HETs

1. Background. MCoE has increased its use of heavy vehicles such as the M1 and M2
families of vehicles for events on Main Post including graduations, changes of command and
other ceremonies and demonstrations. The Main Post road network was not originally designed
for such usage and new safety regulations regarding culverts present challenges to planners. 10T
prevent damage and injury, FBGA DPW has clearly identified approved routes for loaded HETs
on Main Post as well as identifying the obstacles to avoid.

2. Obstacles. Anything not capable of bearing the weight of a HET loaded with a heavy
vehicle (max approx. weight: 110 tons) is considered an obstacle. Most older culverts are
designed to bear a 40 ton maximum.

A. Known obstacles include most corrugated metal culverts, all shallow corrugated metal
culverts and old box culverts not reinforced with steel. Many of these are on roads crossing
Laundry Creek which runs through much of western Main Post.

B. These culverts include:

1. Burr Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 9133 8160

2. Eckel Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 9129 8102

3. Eckel Street over drainage ditch on western boundary of Stewart Field PT Track,
vic grid: FA 9068 8100

4. Way Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 8997 8070
