MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 28-13 for Period of 11-17 AUG 13 and 3-9 NOV 13




1. Range Operations:    
a.   Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.
·  Radio Room will run 24-7, except for Federal Holidays.

·  No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods and will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well…support for any off-post Units/Organizations must be approved by the G3/DPTMS and paid in advance and be scheduled outside the 6-week window. 
·  Saturday firing can only be OSUT/IET BRM POI training and will only be allowed during the day up until 2000 hours (2 8-hr shifts), no night time firing.   
·   Priority on Saturday for training is now RC Units over POI (DPTMS – 4 July 13), however cannot exceed Saturday capability.
·  Sunday and Holiday live firing is not authorized on the installation.
b.  Sequestration = SEC ARMY Guidance for Handling Budget Uncertainty in FY 2013 in Effect Now:
·  Basic rule: Any activity that involves funding from DOD assets is not permitted.
·   Prohibits:
· Expenditure of Ammo for Non-DOD individuals

· Funding Transportation of Non-DOD individuals

· Military Displays

· Parades

· Civic events

· Military Musical events (MCoE band) only in the local area and no cost to the DOD

· Key Leader Speaking engagements

· Air Shows

· Use of Government Facilities/Assets

· All exceptions to policy must be submitted & approved in advance. All requests for exception require a local legal review, a Chief of Staff/O6 level approval.

· Installation staffing must be under cover of FB25 (attached).  Obtain concur/concur with comment/nonconcur from following MCoE staff: SJA (local hold harmless forms); Safety Office (risk mgmt worksheet); Range Opns (RFMSS note); DPW (site license with GC signature); DPTMS; and G-3.  Complete all staffing prior to DPTMS/G-3 review.

c.  Furlough Actions & Impacts (furlough is projected to STOP on 17 Aug for this FY:
·  Guidance: CG TRADOC & CG MCoE:
·  Furlough will not be business as usual or easy.

·  We have been given authorities to minimize adverse mission effects and to limit the harm to morale and productivity.

·  As needed, supervisors/managers/leaders will make workload adjustments and modify performance expectations to reflect the reduced workweek mandated by the furlough. 
·  Mission support is still the priority and all impacts to that end need to be captured and provided.
·  BMM is a permanent action to provide backfill for TDA shortfalls, not just for Furlough time period.
·  Hours of support:
·  Heavy Weapons Team will take furlough days on Fridays; no support will be available from this team on Friday’s, unless planned out and approved well in advance.

·  No OT is authorized during furlough period unless approved well in advance, CG IMCOM approving authority.  DPTMS states this approval staffing action will require 8-week lead time so plan accordingly.

·  Survey section hours:
·  Closed on Mondays, Wednesdays and Fridays until further notice. 

·  Survey support for new missions and/or training packet revisions is suspended per directive DPTMS.  Units must use existing / approved training packets during furlough period.

·  Walk-ins will be turned away during these closure periods. 

·  Exceptions will be addressed/approved by Operations Officer or Range Manger.
·  Scheduling section hours:
·  Closed M-F from 0730-1300 hours for walk-in business.

·  Closed Tuesday afternoons for the internal weekly map postings/synchronization.
·  Walk-ins will be turned away during these closure periods. 
·  Exceptions will be addressed/approved by Operations Officer or Range Manger. 

·  Publication of the Range Bulletin shifts from weekly to bi-weekly effective 8 Jul 13. 

·  Conduct of the Range Operations De-Confliction meeting shifts from weekly to bi-weekly effective 8 Jul 13. See below for projected meeting dates.

·  Posting of opening/closing of training areas for recreational use (FMWR’s TELTRAC system) shifts from 3-4 times per week to 1-time per week. g.  OSCAR Zero Range Targets:  Range Division will assume the mission of issuing zero and alt course c targets to units using the Oscar Area Zero Ranges. Units will need to contact Ms. Gilker or Ms. Parnell, 545-3132/2497, to ensure their availability for issuing targets. Additionally, Unit Commanders will be required to e-mail Mr. Caldwell (Archibald.j.caldwell.civ@mail.mil) requesting the number and type target required, the range that they are to be used on and the Soldier picking up the targets will need a copy of the approved range request. Range Division Supply is located in building 5509, 8th Division Road.

h.  Target Problems:  Report all target problems to range personnel as soon as it is noticed.  If no range personnel are on the range, call the radio room with your problems so they can get identified and we can schedule maintenance activities to troubleshoot and fix problems.
i.  Selby CACTF Scheduling:  Effective immediately all Units scheduling Selby CACTF will have to identify on their RFMSS request exactly what building they want to use for their training needs IAW embedded .pdf map below.  A PowerPoint file (CATF Floor Plans) has also been placed on the Range Operations SharePoint Site under the Work Center and on the Rng Ops Website for use in determining building numbers as well as showing the individual floor layouts within each building which may come in handy when planning training.

j.  Big Gun Range Scheduling Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless other coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.

·  Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar

·  Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.

·  Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway for all ranges except the DMPRC which is Mr. Cribb NLT 72-hours business hours out from event start time (NLT 14-days out if overtime is needed).

k.  Ground Herbicide Spray Mission:  Forestry will be conducting ground herbicide treatment from 15 Aug – 30 Sep 13 IAW embedded map below. This is ground preparation for tree planting and will be conducted around already scheduled Unit’s training. This should not impact any training; however Units do need to be aware of this activity if they are in or around theses spray locations.

ix. Malone 1:  The throwing pits on Malone 1 are in need of rebuilding to meet the requirements for design IAW DA PAM 385-63.  The action below is in motion to correct these issues. CG has now waived these requirements for 1-year.

·  Rebuild 6 throwing pits, WO# HF 29119 2J, RPPB project $143K, deferred.
x. Malone 3 Bullet Damage:  Outside wire conduits on the shoot-houses are being hit by direct fire bullets with shooters using outside of building for shooting support.  Unit(s) are not adhering to approved packet as it does not support this type firing from or around the outside shoot-house walls. Power cut by the contractor installing lightening protection on 24 Jul 13. Power was loose to three of the four shoot-houses positions and some target positions at the 175M lines. Power has now been restored to the tower and downrange targets.  DPW/TIYA is still working the repairs to the number 1 & 2 shoot houses as they are still without power. 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STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES
FOR REQUESTING PROTABLE TOILET SERVICES

APPLICABILITY: These procedures apply for Portable Toilet Services on Fort Benning
and Camp Merrill, Dahlonega, GA. The procedures are applicable to all POI training
units located on post and those from off post, such as Reserve units or units temporarily on
Ft Benning for special training exercises.

PROCEDURES:

a. The ratio for portable toilets is one toilet for every 10 males and one toilet for every
6 females. Using activity is required to furnish number of female and male
personnel prior to ordering portable toilets. If damage or vandalism is incurred
during the use of toilets the UNIT will be held responsible for damages or
vandalism.

a. Block-1 — Environmental Hazards: Select the most appropriate block and place that number in total block.

f. Block 6 - Moon lllumination: Select appropriate percent (%) of forecasted moon illumination for the time period
being flown (use % value for period) block and place that number in total block. Note EENT and BMNT.

14 June 2012

Effective immediately, any Unit training in the Good Hope Areas (B1-12, CC1-5, DD1-3, TA Leader &
Mobile, Shield MOUT, Patriot MOUT and Arkman DZ) will be required to have a maneuver damage
control cell to follow behind (or with) a maneuvering element (mounted or dismounted) to monitor,
assess, and provide damage control/reporting capabilities.

* Newly approved 144Rs are required for all Units for GHMTA use and must be on file in Range Operations
before RFMMS approval is granted.

+ 3-16 CAV will have priority of use for the GHMTA.

Rules to keep us all environmentally correct:

» Conduct reconnaissance, proofing, and rehearsals prior to execution of training.

* Identify, resource, and emplace additional soil erosion control measures as necessary after reconnaissance.
* Ensure environmental risks and damage are mitigated.

» Systematically monitor, repair, and report maneuver damage and significant soil disturbance. Areas
requiring special emphasis include:

o Low Water Crossings

o Soil disturbance

o Erosion control emplacements

o Cyber stakes

o Roadway damage
» Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.

Designated routes to Main Post locations for loaded HETs

1. Background. MCoE has increased its use of heavy vehicles such as the M1 and M2
families of vehicles for events on Main Post including graduations, changes of command and
other ceremonies and demonstrations. The Main Post road network was not originally designed
for such usage and new safety regulations regarding culverts present challenges to planners. 10T
prevent damage and injury, FBGA DPW has clearly identified approved routes for loaded HETs
on Main Post as well as identifying the obstacles to avoid.

2. Obstacles. Anything not capable of bearing the weight of a HET loaded with a heavy
vehicle (max approx. weight: 110 tons) is considered an obstacle. Most older culverts are
designed to bear a 40 ton maximum.

A. Known obstacles include most corrugated metal culverts, all shallow corrugated metal
culverts and old box culverts not reinforced with steel. Many of these are on roads crossing
Laundry Creek which runs through much of western Main Post.

B. These culverts include:

1. Burr Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 9133 8160

2. Eckel Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 9129 8102

3. Eckel Street over drainage ditch on western boundary of Stewart Field PT Track,
vic grid: FA 9068 8100

4. Way Street over Laundry Creek, vic grid: FA 8997 8070
