MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 36-13 for Period of 15 Dec 13 - 11 Jan 14 and 9 Mar - 5 Apr 14
1. Range Operations:    
a.   Sequestration:  Continues into FY14 with range budget now reflecting 10-20% reduction from FY13 execution numbers.  HQDA decision now been published that removes all CME authorizations from our TDA, effective 1 Oct 14.  
b.  Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.
·  Radio Room will run 24-7, except for Federal Holidays published in Table 2.
·  No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods and will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well.

·  Saturday firing can only be RC Units, OSUT/IET BRM POI training and will only be allowed during the day up until 2000 hours (2 8-hr shifts), no night time firing allowed.   Priority will go to the RC Units for training, however cannot exceed Saturday capability.
·  Sunday and Holiday live firing is not currently authorized on the installation.
·  Conduct of the Range Operations De-Confliction and publication of the Range Bulletin now remains on a bi-weekly cycle, see table 1 below for published schedule.

c. h.  OSCAR Zero Range Targets:  Range Division will assume the mission of issuing zero and alt course c targets to units using the Oscar Area Zero Ranges. Units will need to contact Ms. Parnell, 545-3132/2497, to ensure her availability for issuing targets. Additionally, Unit Commanders will be required to e-mail Mr. Caldwell (Archibald.j.caldwell.civ@mail.mil) requesting the number and type target required, the range that they are to be used on and the Soldier picking up the targets will need a copy of the approved range request. Range Division Supply is located in building 5509, 8th Division Road, first building on the right as you come through the front gate of the compound.
i.  Target Problems:  Report all target problems to range personnel as soon as it is noticed.  If no range personnel are on the range, call the radio room with your problems so they can get identified and we can schedule maintenance activities to troubleshoot and fix problems. Contact numbers should be posted in all tower locations for Unit use and quick reference.
j.  Shantytown, Selby CACTF and Mckenna Mout Scheduling:   Scheduling for Shantytown, Selby CACTF and Mckenna Mout facilities that require Target Systems/other support should be on a separate request and not mixed with normal training compartments. This is even more important when the dates and times for their type facilities are different than the compartment usage requirements.
k.  Selby CACTF Scheduling:  Effective immediately all Units scheduling Selby CACTF will have to identify on their RFMSS request exactly what building they want to use for their training requirements IAW embedded pdf map below.  A PowerPoint file (CACTF Floor Plans) has also been placed on the Range Operations SharePoint Site under the Work Center and on the Rng Ops Website for use in determining building numbers as well as showing the individual floor layouts within each building which may come in handy when planning training.

l.  Big Gun Range Scheduling Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless other coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.

·   Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar

·   Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.

·   Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway for all ranges except the DMPRC which is Mr. Cribb NLT 7-days in advance from event start time (NLT 14-days out if overtime is needed).

· EFFECTIVE IMMEDIATELY: Brooks Range is now closed until further notice due to severe fire damage. Units will need to check training requests and make other arrangements for training and move to available ranges. Remind all personnel that all fires will need to be reported and extinguished before training can continue.
v. Brann Range Closure:  Brann Range will close in the very near future to make some much needed repairs, which will be a very intensive project, which is TBD at this time pending funding and contract actions before this can proceed.  Work orders are as follows:

vii. Burroughs Range Redesign/Construction:  Actions are underway to upgrade Burroughs Range for new long range Sniper requirements.  Currently all targetry has been removed from this range, so the facility is effectively shut-down for all users with the exception of the Sniper School. Current actions underway are listed below. viii. CATF Phase 2 Construction:  The Military Compound and the Residential area construction and target installation are now complete.  Currently the contractor is working off items identified on a punch list that were found during the Government Acceptance Test.  A Government Acceptance re-test will now be scheduled after Government Shut-Down, TBD at this time. 
ix. Call Range:  Actions are underway to build a Cover Training Area for troops on this facility with current status listed below.
· Construct CTA, WO# SB00134 2J, Engineer Branch, $600K, currently unfunded. 
· WO# EY 00224 3J submitted for the design and construction of lightening protection bleachers.  Sent to DPW engineer branch for cost estimate for the next RPPB meeting Nov 13.

x. Cole Range:  A contract action is underway to build a Covered Training Area (CTA) with lightening protection on Cole Range which will be designed as an open air; unconditioned space.  This is for weapons and equipment maintenance and for troop protection from sun and inclement weather. Work hours once contract is awarded will be Monday-Friday, 0800 to 1730, excluding Federal Holidays. POC for these actions is Mr. Glenn Todd, (706) 331-2028.

xi. Concord/Fergusson OP Update:  Work has been requested to clear the firing line on Concord/Fergusson OP as overgrowth now limits and severely restricts this firing point/Range from being used. 

· Concord/Fergusson EY 00168 3J clear line of sight remove trees, DPW cost estimate due 30 Sep 13
xii. Coolidge Left Bunker Removal:  We have demolitions scheduled again on the remaining large pieces of the bunker on Coolidge Left from 16-17 Dec 13. 75th RGMT Master Breacher will be conducting this event.  Due to the size of the charges being used, this will require a 1,000 meter radius/SDZ for this action.  This action may again close Coolidge Left, Coolidge LAAR, Burroughs, and Galloway Ranges as well as the A11-15 compartments.  It will also require some roadblock locations in this area which will be published and in-place prior to this event.
xiii. Davis Range:  WO# EY 00224 3J submitted for the design and construction of lightening protection bleachers.  Sent to DPW engineer branch for cost estimate for the next RPPB meeting Nov 13.
xiv. Dianda Range:  Work order approved to repair erosion in the throwing pits with an estimated completion date of Dec 13 Exodus time frame.
xv. DMPRC Range:  The DMPRC has construction projects in motion to improve the range facilities.  Current status for these projects is listed below. POC for these actions is Mr. Carl Cribb, 626-2678.

xvi. Good Hope Maneuver Training Area (GHMTA): The Good Hope Maneuver area is now being opened up for dismount training for all Units.  Units will need to ensure they accomplish the following tasks.  The Unit must also ensure they follow the standard rules for the GHMTA per embedded document below, which will prevent possible EMD fines and area closure due to violations to include a maneuver damage control cell plan IAW embedded .pdf below.  Good hope use for Marine Corps units is being coordinated with Range Division and will need 199th coordination with 2/16 CAV ABOLC training to deconflict. They will need to understand and maintain Good hope “Rules” and standards (see embedded file below). Ensure you have a maneuver damage control cell plan in action IAW attached memorandum, which must also be spelled out in the 144R or they won't approve it.
· Work order EY 00103 3J – “Install culvert and grade access road” has been sent to Engineer Branch for cost estimate.

Good Hope Maneuver Training Area (GHMTA) will have five separate contractors working within the boundaries of the GHMTA. The following projects are in motion.

1. Contract PN 81043 FY13 UMMCA ($1.6M); Awarded 14 June 2013 – fixes 3 of 5 LWCs along Riverbend Road which is underway with a projected completion date of 1 Mar 14.

2.  Contract PN 82391 FY14 TRADOC UMMCA (PA $900K) – fixes remaining 2 LWCs along Riverbend Road – DA agreed to fund, USACE pending FY14 budget & receipt of funds – Projected Completion date = est. July 2015

3.  The next two contracts will repair the 43 interior LWCs and some associated training areas as follows:

·  Contract W912HN-12-D-0024 Small Business Group for Benning SC-13 113 - ACOM Range and Training Lands Program - Enhance the Good Hope Training Area

·  Contract W912HN-11-D-0022 Small Business Group for Benning SC-13-114 - ACOM Range and Training Lands Program to Enhance the Cactus Road/Bush Hill Area.

4.   The LRAM component of the OTAM program will begin work on restoring the maneuver boxes, to include maneuver trails within the GHMTA.

5.   DPW/TIYA contract.

This construction effort will not impede training. As LWCs are repaired and complete, they will be immediately turned over to Range Operations for utilization.

xvii. E-8 Fencing Project: The E-8 impact area will now be fenced in completely and have signage posted around this off-limits area.  This will bring us into compliance with DA PAM 385-63 directives that require us to have positive controls for access into permanent/dedicated impact areas.  Project is funded waiting approval of 144-R with an estimated completion date Jan 14 for this project.
xviii. Hastings Range:   See below for submitted work order.
· Hastings range road improvements W/O EY 00220 3J Cost Estimate = $400K.
xix. Firing Point 206:  The tree clearing on this firing point is now complete which opens the area back up for Units to use again.
xx. Firing Point 207:  A work order is now being done to conduct tree clearing on this firing point.  
xxi. Malone 1:  The throwing pits on Malone 1 are in need of rebuilding to meet the requirements for design IAW DA PAM 385-63.  The action below is in motion to correct these issues. CG has now waived these requirements for 1-year.
· Rebuild 6 throwing pits, WO# HF 29119 2J, RPPB project $143K, funded, completion date of Jan 14.

xxii. Malone 2 Closure: A contract action is now underway that will close Malone 2 for LOMAH hardware upgrades with the following impacts and solutions.  
· Malone 2, 3 and 22 will be closed for all training starting on 24 Jan 14 for a 10-week period ending on 04 April 2014 to support this effort.  

· We will have OSCAR 14 & OSCAR 15 up and running for Units to use before this closure begins for alternative places to switch to for the Malone 3 & 22 required training. 

· Units needing Malone 2 will now have to request Pulaski or Fowler for their LOMAH training requirements during this shutdown period.

xxiii. Malone 3:  The range now has planned repairs that are under way and being worked.  Work orders are as follows.
· EY 00040 4J material list from CPT Petty to order supplies for upgrade of wooden facades and barriers. COST ESTIMATE being worked.
xxiv. Malone 22:  Waiting on material list from CPT Petty to order supplies for upgrade of wooden facades and barriers.  Waiting on follow up meeting with 198th and 194th for feedback. Changes to design will include leaving Tower in current position, not extending the maneuver lanes. Filling in erosion ditches and clearing line of site on both sides. xxv. Malone 25:  Malone 25 is now under construction to rebuild the firing pits and turn the whole firing line into a usable area for mortar training.  Work orders are as follows.

· EY 00013 4J  Mortar firing point improvements, Suspense: JAN 14

xxvi. McBride’s Bridge:  Work order EY 00209 3J has been approved for DPW/TIYA has a work order to repair or replace mess shed with a completion date of Jan 14.

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Malone 22 Walk-through Notes 


• Issue: Relocating the Range Control Tower on Malone 22 closer to the firing lane start points to gain a 
better line of sight for the Tower operator. 
• Discussion: Cost is the biggest factor in relocating the tower as sequestration lingers and budgets get 
tighter. Moving the tower further downrange from its current location would greatly restrict any future 
expansion of the maneuver area. Mr Greenway and Mr Archie from Range Division suggested trimming and 
cutting trees as need to gain LOS to the firing lanes from the tower and if that didn’t resolve the problem 
relocating the tower might be the next option.  
• Recommendation: All in attendance agreed that would be the best COA. See slide #2 


•Issue: The maneuver area at the startpoint of each lane has varying degrees of Erosion that will continue to 
worsen as time goes on. 
•Discussion: Talked COAs for erosion remediation 
•Recommendation: Submit work order through TIYA to turn the soil and re-slope the area as need for better 
runoff.  Close the range while the work is being done and allow sufficient time for grass to grow before re-
opening. See slide #3 


•Issue: Target array and façade walls. 
•Discussion: Mr. Jeff Goedert discussed the POI requirements “desired outcome” of the training that needed 
to occur during BTT and FTT LFX. The most immediate need is the ability to interchange conditions at the 
firing points that would force a Soldier to use and IMT (Low Crawl High Crawl or 3-5sec rush) type movement 
with the use of barricades,  logs or sandbag type cover. Also discussed using the entire maneuver area the 
firing lane  that would incorporate the moving targets. 
•Recommendation: Submit work order through TIYA to emplace the PVC Barricade holders .  Sandbags and 
logs would be made available at the range for scenario development See slide #4 
•NOTE: RSO will supervise the emplacement of barricades, logs and sandbags to insure they are on a 
surveyed Firing Point.

SYNOPSIS: 
 
The Afghan National Army/Afghan National Police (ANA/ANP) possess 60mm and 
 
82mm, high explosive (HE), Bulgarian produced, mortar rounds with single safe 
fuzes that are susceptible to CATASTROPHIC premature detonation (both in- barrel 
and within 3-10 meters (m) of clearing the barrel).                                    
The nomenclatures of these dangerous rounds are 60mm “HE80” and 82mm “FRAG 82” or 
“O-832DU”. 
 
The nomenclatures are stenciled on the body of the round and their shipping 
containers/packaging material. 
  
ALL US service personnel training, advising, or accompanying into combat ANA/ANP 
60mm and 82mm mortar teams employing these rounds must IMMEDIATELY enact the 
following: 
  
A. DO NOT participate in firing the HE80, FRAG82, or O-832DU mortar rounds under 
any circumstances. 
 
B. DO NOT be within 300m of the ANA/ANP firing the HE80 and 400m of the 
 
ANA/ANP firing the FRAG82/O-832DU mortar rounds. 
 
C. Insist that the ANA/ANP NEVER fire the HE80 in the US supplied M224 mortar 
system due to potential catastrophic compatibility issues. Only US safety 
certified ammunition is authorized for use in the M224  
 
D. Advise ANA/ANP of the premature detonation issues of the HE80, FRAG82, or O-
832DU mortar rounds regardless of the mortar system utilized.

4. Problem: 
 
04 July 2013, a catastrophic explosion killed four (one US Army Soldier and three 
Afghan mortar crewmembers) and injured 11 when a Bulgarian produced 60mm mortar 
round (HE80) prematurely detonated while exiting an M224 mortar tube during a 
training exercise. 
 
Tests revealed that the HE80’s single safe fuze (the M6H) arms within 3-10m of 
clearing a mortar’s barrel and is susceptible to premature detonation. Rough 
handling* further exacerbates this situation and can cause the fuzed round to 
detonate within the mortar’s barrel. 
 
The ANA/ANP received over 565,000 Bulgarian 60mm and 82mm mortar rounds equipped 
with the M6H and similar single safe fuzes (M52-B3 and M6). 
  
Therefore, due to the close arming distance, lack of dual safe fuze features, and 
uncertain fuze quality, the HE80, FRAG82, and O-832DU rounds supplied to the 
ANA/ANP DO NOT meet MIL-STD-331 and are NOT certified by the US Army Fuze Safety 
Review Board for US Soldiers to use/fire under any conditions. 
 
*As part of advising the ANA/ANP as outlined in this SOUM’s Synopsis it is 
important to understand the definition of Rough Handling for these rounds. Rough 
Handling is dropping the fuzed HE80, FRAG82, or O-832DU from a height of 1.5m or 
greater regardless of whether the round was dropped in or out of its shipping 
container/packaging material or whether the external safety lanyard/pin was 
installed or not. Rough handled rounds dropped 1.5-3m in height can be removed 
from the site and must be destroyed by EOD or equivalent personnel, while those 
dropped greater than 3m must not be moved and must be destroyed in place by EOD 
or equivalent personnel.

a. U.S. Soldiers can train ANA/ANP on 60mm and 82mm mortar systems, however they 
will not participate in firing the HE80, FRAG82, or O-832DU mortar rounds under 
any circumstances and must move 300m away if the ANA/ANP fire the HE80 and 400m 
if the ANA/ANP fire the FRAG82/O-832DU mortar rounds (IAW Table 9-1 (Area B) of 
DA PAM-385-63). 
 
b. U.S. Soldiers should insist that the ANA/ANP NEVER fire the HE80 in the US 
supplied M224 mortar system due to potential catastrophic compatibility issues.    
Only US safety certified ammunition is authorized for use in the M224.   
Additionally, U.S. Soldiers should advise the ANA/ANP of the premature detonation 
issues of the HE80, FRAG82, or O-832DU mortar rounds regardless of the mortar 
system utilized. 
 
6. Commanders: 
 
a. Commanders will NOT allow US Soldiers to fire the HE80, FRAG82, or O-832DU 
mortar rounds under any circumstances and if the ANA/ANP use these rounds then 
commanders will ensure that U.S. Soldiers stay 300m away (for HE80) and 400m (for 
FRAG82/O-832DU). 
 
7. PM ACTIONS: 
 
a. Discontinue providing non-standard 60mm mortar ammunition due to the 
prevalence of standard (type classified and safety certified) 60mm ammunition in 
Afghanistan, which is authorized for use in the M224. 
 
b. If additional 82mm non standard mortar ammunition is requested by 
 
CSTC-A, then provide this ammunition with US or NATO qualified dual safe fuzes. 
 
8. SUPPLY STATUS: 
 
a. 60mm (HE80): As of 9 July 2013 there were approximately 22,250 HE80 rounds in 
Afghanistan. 
 
 
b. 82mm (FRAG 82/O-832DU): 545,932 82mm HE rounds were delivered to Afghanistan.
