MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 12-14 
1.  Range Operations:    
a.  Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.
·   Radio Room will run 24-7, except for Federal Holidays published in Table 2, below.
·   No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods, however will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well. Remember, we still need to allow travel time for Range Personnel, so some training may have to be shut-down earlier than 2400 hours depending on employee shift schedules and travel time required to get back to the rear to clock out.
·   Saturday firing priority will only be RC Units, OSUT/IET BRM POI training and will only be allowed during the day up until 2000 hours (2 8-hr shifts), no night time firing allowed.   Priority will go to the RC Units for training, however cannot exceed Saturday capability. 

·   No big bullet range firing is allowed on weekends.
·   Sunday and Holiday “Live Firing” or “High Risk” is not currently authorized on the installation. Exceptions to this policy will require DPTMS approval and OT funding costs will apply.
·   Conduct of the Range Operations De-Confliction meeting will now go to once a month event, scheduled for mid-month time frame.  Publication of the Range Bulletin will now sync with this scheduled cycle, see table 1 below for new schedule for this meeting.

b.   Independence Day Celebration:  The installation will host this year’s Independence Day Celebration on 28 Jun 14.  This will impact all training on the main post ranges firing into the Alpha Impact Area.  This will require any Units training on these ranges to be finished and off them NLT 1500 hours.
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c.   Range Operations Work Hours:  Manpower shortages and increased workload are forcing us to change our hours of support. d.  Range Walks/Leaders Recon requirements. Units requesting to do a range walk/Leaders Recon of ranges/facilities are required to do the following. 

·  Coordinate out a minimum of 72-hours in advance with appropriate range support team that you will need support from, if required.

·  Coordinate out a minimum of 24-hours in advance with Using Unit or Sponsoring Unit for range/facility you will need.

·  Coordinate out a minimum of 24-hours in advance with Range Operations for range/facility you will need.

·  On the morning of the range visit the Unit POC must call into the radio room via radio before going onto the range/facility with number of personnel and distance required down range for this visit. 

·  Upon completion of this visit, Unit POC must call back into the radio room and sign off the range/training facility. 

NOTE: Communications with the radio room must be maintained throughout the visit. 

e.  ITAM Map Requests:  Effective immediately all our internal ITAM/GIS MAP support has been moved to Virginia with a regional contract action.  If you are in need of any kind of Fort Benning map (range/facility/training areas, etc.) use the embedded document below to request them, just ensure you have some lead time in getting it done. g.  OSCAR Zero Range Targets:  Range Division will assume the mission of issuing zero and alt course c targets to units using the Oscar Area Zero Ranges. Units will need to contact Ms. Parnell, 545-3132/2497, to ensure her availability for issuing targets. Additionally, Unit Commanders will be required to e-mail Mr. Caldwell (Archibald.j.caldwell.civ@mail.mil) requesting the number and type target required, the range that they are to be used on and the Soldier picking up the targets will need a copy of the approved range request. Range Division Supply is located in building 5509, 8th Division Road, first building on the right as you come through the front gate of the compound.
h.  Selby CACTF Scheduling:  Effective immediately all Units scheduling Selby CACTF or the Residential District will have to identify on their RFMSS request exactly what building they want to use for their training requirements IAW embedded pdf maps below.  A PowerPoint file (CACTF Floor Plans) has also been placed on the Range Operations SharePoint Site under the Work Center and on the Rng Ops Website for use in determining building numbers as well as showing the individual floor layouts within each building which may come in handy when planning training. We are now in creating one for the Residential District that we will post in the near future for use by all.

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i.  OSUT/BCT Scheduling of Collective Urban Operations Facilities.  We are allowing OSUT/BCT to use the "Residential District" urban operations area located along the Northern part of Pine Tree Road on a trial “Pilot” period of 60-days, starting on 1 Jun 14. Conditions/rules for pilot period are as follows: 

·  FORSCOM and others will have priority over OSUT/BCT Training.

·  No vehicles in the CACTF, dismount training only. 

·  No Simunitions/paintball firing, blank fire only. 

·  Units will be required to fund repairs for any damages incurred during training.

·  Inspections must happen prior to entering and when training is complete - Mr Garnett is lead for inspections and scheduling.

·  Using the cameras to record is an option and can be executed. 

·  CO-USE with other Units is an option, however it is up to Reserved Unit to approve or deny request.

·  Bivouac on this facility is not authorized. 

j.   Big Gun/Kilo Area Range Scheduling/Coordination Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless other coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.

·   Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar

·   Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.

·   Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway, 545-3010 for all ranges except the DMPRC and Terry Demo, Mr. Cribb, 626-2678 is the POC for the DMPRC and Terry demo POC is Mr. Williams (706) 545-5677.  Coordination is required NLT 7-days in advance from event start time (NLT 6-weeks out if overtime is needed).  Due to range division manpower shortages (DMPRC is not affected as contactor run) you may run into any/all of the following, so ensure you plan ahead for any training/certification needs your Unit may require to ensure mission success in these dire times. Tower Operators will have to ensure towers are powered down daily when mission is complete and Units are self-running a range

·   No available tower operators.






·   No range personnel to prep ranges, day or night.

·   No range personnel to repair malfunctions or troubleshoot, day or night.

·   No moving targets will be available when Range Division support is not in place.

xiii. All requests for the GHMTA will now be routed through and approved by 316 CAV for CO-USE concurrence before we can process any requests for this area. The Unit must also ensure they follow the standard rules for the GHMTA which will prevent possible EMD fines and area closure due to violations to include a maneuver damage control cell plan IAW embedded .pdf below.  They will need to understand and maintain Good hope “Rules” and standards and ensure they have a maneuver damage control cell plan in action, which must also be spelled out in the 144R or they won't approve it. All Units will be required to submit and get 144R approval for each training event/iteration, with the exception of 2-16 BOLC whose 144R is valid for a 1-year period.

All need to be aware that we have five separate contractors working within the boundaries of the GHMTA. The following projects are in motion.  This construction effort will not impede training. As LWCs are repaired and complete, they will be immediately turned over to Range Operations for utilization.

7.  PHOSPHINE IS A VERY TOXIC COLORLESS GAS THAT MAY BE ODORLESS OR MAY HAVE AN 
ODOR OF DECAYING FISH OR GARLIC.  IT IS GENERATED DURING THE DECOMPOSITION 
PROCESS OF RED PHOSPHORUS AND IS ACCELERATED BY HIGH TEMPERATURE AND HUMIDITY. 
THE CONCENTRATION OF PHOSPHINE DROPS RAPIDLY IN WELL-VENTILATED AREAS. IT CAN 
ESCAPE FROM PACKAGING AND ACCUMULATE WITHIN A CONFINED SPACE. ALTHOUGH THERE HAVE 
BEEN NO REPORTS OF INJURY OR FATALITY, IT MAY BE FATAL IF INHALED AT HIGH 
CONCENTRATIONS OR AN IRRITANT WHEN ABSORBED THROUGH THE SKIN.  INHALATION 
SYMPTOMS USUALLY APPEAR RAPIDLY AND INCLUDE SOME OR ALL OF THE FOLLOWING:

BREATHING, AND CONVULSIONS.  IF SYMPTOMS ARE OBSERVED, PERSONNEL EXPERIENCING THE 
SYMPTOMS SHOULD REPORT TO LOCAL MEDICAL FACILITY. 
 
8.  IF PHOSPHINE LEAKS FROM THE FASTPACKS, IT COULD BUILD UP INSIDE MAGAZINES, 
ISO CONTAINERS, OR OTHER ENCLOSED STORAGE ENVIRONMENTS WHICH CONTAIN RP WHDS AND 
ROCKETS. IN ORDER TO MINIMIZE POSSIBLE PHOSPHINE EXPOSURE, ALL MAGAZINES, ISO 
CONTAINERS, AND ENCLOSURES SHOULD BE VENTED FOR A MINIMUM OF 30 MINUTES PRIOR TO

10. PHOSPHINE GAS FORMS MOST RAPIDLY IN A HOT HUMID ENVIRONMENT.  UNDER CERTAIN 
CONDITIONS, HIGH CONCENTRATIONS OF PHOSPHINE GAS CAN AUTO-IGNITE.  PHOSPHINE IS 
DENSER THAN AIR AND MAY ACCUMULATE IN CONFINED SPACES, ESPECIALLY AT OR BELOW 
GROUND LEVEL, WITH LOW CONCENTRATIONS PRODUCING POOR WARNING PROPERTIES.  TO 
MINIMIZE POTENTIAL DANGERS, ALTHOUGH THE CONCENTRATIONS OF PHOSPHINE DETECTED 
WERE LOW, RECOMMEND THAT RP ROCKETS AND/OR WHDS BE STORED IN EARTH COVERED

• Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units 
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports 
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training 
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.
