MEMORANDUM FOR TRAINERS

SUBJECT:  Range Bulletin 13-14 
1.  Range Operations:    
a.  Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.
·   Radio Room will run 24-7, except for Federal Holidays published in Table 2, below.
·   No firing past 2400 hours….may be able to flex work schedules to longer periods, however will require minimum of 6-weeks’ notice…all OT will be approved case-by-case and by exception with Units paying OT up front…just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well. Remember, we still need to allow travel time for Range Personnel, so some training may have to be shut-down earlier than 2400 hours depending on employee shift schedules and travel time required to get back to the rear to clock out.
·   Saturday firing priority will only be RC Units, OSUT/IET BRM POI training and will only be allowed during the day up until 2000 hours (2 8-hr shifts), no night time firing allowed.   Priority will go to the RC Units for training, however cannot exceed Saturday capability. 

·   No big bullet range firing is allowed on weekends.
·   Sunday and Holiday “Live Firing” or “High Risk” training is not currently authorized on the installation. Exceptions to this policy will require DPTMS approval and OT funding costs may apply for support purposes.
b.   Conduct of the Range Operations De-Confliction meeting will be going back to two (2) times per month starting in August, which will always be the 1st and 3rd weeks of the month.  See the new schedule below for this change and corresponding dates.

d.  Range Walks/Leaders Recon requirements. Units requesting to do a range walk/Leaders Recon of ranges/facilities are required to do the following. A RFMSS request will now need to be generated and approved for all terrain walks on the installation.
·  If required, coordinate a minimum of 6-weeks in advance with appropriate range support team that you will need support from via RFMSS range request. 
·  Coordinate a minimum of 72-hours in advance with Using Unit or Sponsoring Unit for range/facility you will need.

·  Coordinate a minimum of 24-hours in advance with Range Operations for range/facility you will need.

·  On the morning of the range visit the Unit POC must call into the radio room via radio before going onto the range/facility with number of personnel and distance required down range for this visit. 

·  Upon completion of this visit, Unit POC must call back into the radio room and clear them off the range/training facility. 

NOTE: Communications with Alpha Base (radio room) must be maintained throughout the visit.

Big Gun/Kilo Area Range Scheduling/Coordination Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, and Ware ranges will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless coordination is made well in advance for personnel support.

·   Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar

·   Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.

·   Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway, 545-3010 for all ranges except the DMPRC and Terry Demo, Mr. Cribb, 626-2678 is the POC for the DMPRC and Terry demo POC is Mr. Williams (706) 545-5677.  Coordination is required NLT 7-days in advance from event start time (NLT 6-weeks out if overtime is needed).  Due to range division manpower shortages (DMPRC is not affected as contactor run) you may run into any/all of the following, so ensure you plan ahead for any training/certification needs your Unit may require to ensure mission success in these dire times. Tower Operators will have to ensure towers are powered down daily when mission is complete and Units are self-running a range

o Cyber stakes

o Roadway damage
» Ensure any damage is immediately identified and repaired. If beyond the Units capability to repair, Units
must notify Range Operations Radio Room within 2-hours of damage for assistance in repair work. Reports
for any damage control repairs will be turned into Range Operations at the conclusion of the days training
event for filing and DPW inspection team review.

CONSISTS OF SEVEN INCREMENTAL CLASS II ACRYLIC BAG CHARGES WHICH CONTAIN VARYING
AMOUNTS OF M1 PROPELLANT. THE BAG CHARGES ARE NUMBERED 1 TO 7 AND ARE SEWN
TOGETHER IN NUMERICAL ORDER WITH POLYESTER THREAD.

THE M67 PROPELLING CHARGE IS USED IN SEVERAL CARTRIDGES LISTED IN PARA 3. THE
BAG CHARGES ARE STACKED AROUND THE M28 PERCUSSION PRIMER TUBE IN THE CARTRIDGE
CASE. INCREMENT ONE IS PLACED AT THE BOTTOM OF THE CARTRIDGE CASE AND INCREMENT
SEVEN IS PLACED AT THE TOP. INCREMENTAL ZONING IS ACHIEVED BY REMOVING ONE OR
MORE OF THE UPPER ZONE CHARGES (ZONES 2 THOUGH 7) PRIOR TO LOADING. THE
POTENTIAL FOR FLAKING LEAD IS ISOLATED TO THE CHARGE 5 BAG ONLY.

C. USER ACTIONS: THE FOLLOWING INSTRUCTIONS APPLY WHEN HANDLING, IN
PREPARATION OF FIRING AND/OR WHEN FIRING THE M67 PROPELLING CHARGE:

I. PERSONAL PROTECTIVE EQUIPMENT (PPE): PERSONNEL ARE ADVISED TO WEAR
NON-PERMEABLE GLOVES (NITRILE GLOVES ARE PREFERRED), SAFETY GLASSES AND SAFETY
SHOES. FOLLOW LOCAL STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURES (SOP) AND/OR CONTACT THE LOCAL
SAFETY/ENVIRONMENTAL OFFICES FOR DECONTAMINATION OR DISPOSAL OF PPE EXPOSED TO
FLAKING LEAD.

ITI. A SURFACE COVERING APPROVED BY THE LOCAL SAFETY OFFICE FOR USE IN
EXPLOSIVE HANDLING OPERATIONS SHOULD BE PLACED ON THE WORK SURFACE THAT THE M67
PROPELLING CHARGE IS BEING HANDLED TO COLLECT ANY PIECES OF FLAKING LEAD.

ITI. LEAD FLAKES IN THE CARTRIDGE CASE AND ON THE PROPELLING CHARGE
SHOULD NOT BE REMOVED. LEAD FLAKES THAT FALL OFF THE PROPELLING CHARGE AND/OR OUT
OF THE CARTRIDGE CASE SHOULD BE COLLECTED AND DISPOSED OF IAW LOCAL SOPS AND/OR
CONTACT THE LOCAL SAFETY/ENVIRONMENTAL OFFICES FOR COLLECTION AND DISPOSAL
PROCEDURES.

IV. WARNING: AT NO TIME SHOULD LEAD FLAKES THAT HAVE BEEN COLLECTED BE
REASSEMBLED/REPACKED INTO THE CARTRIDGE CASE. REASSEMBLING/REPACKING LEAD FLAKES
INTO THE CARTRIDGE CASE CAN INTRODUCE FOREIGN OBJECT DEBRIS (FOD) INTO THE
CARTRIDGE. FOD IN THE CARTRIDGE PRESENTS A RISK OF IN-BORE DETONATION OF THE
PROJECTILE.

V. PERSONNEL MUST WASH FACE, HANDS AND AREAS OF SKIN EXPOSED TO FLAKING
LEAD WITH WATER AND SOAP IMMEDIATELY AFTER COMPLETION OF AN OPERATION. IF WATER





IS NOT AVAILABLE DUE TO OPERATIONAL CONDITIONS, A NON-RINSE WIPE FOR REMOVING
LEAD CAN BE USED IN PLACE OF WATER AND SOAP.

VI. PERSONNEL MUST AVOID HAND TO MOUTH CONTACT (INCLUDING BUT NOT
LIMITED TO: EATING, DRINKING AND/OR SMOKING) UNTIL AFTER WASHING FACE, HANDS AND
AREAS OF SKIN EXPOSED TO FLAKING LEAD IN ACCORDANCE WITH PARAGRAPH 7. C. V.

VII. TO PREVENT CONTAMINATION BEYOND THE WORK AREA,
UNITS/ORGANIZATIONS/ACTIVITIES SHOULD FOLLOW LOCAL SOPS AND/OR CONTACT THE LOCAL
SAFETY OFFICES TO DETERMINE SPECIFIC PROCEDURES FOR HANDLING OF CLOTHING AND
EQUIPMENT EXPOSED TO FLAKING LEAD.

VIII. TO PREVENT AN INHALATION HAZARD, LEAD SHOULD NOT BE REMOVED FROM
CLOTHING OR EQUIPMENT EXPOSED TO FLAKING LEAD BY BLOWING, SHAKING OR ANY OTHER
MEANS WHICH WILL DISPERSE LEAD PARTICULATES INTO THE AIR.

IX. UNITS/ORGANIZATIONS/ACTIVITIES THAT FIND M67 PROPELLING CHARGES WITH
FLAKING LEAD SHOULD CONTACT THE TECHNICAL POC IN PARAGRAPH 8 AND PROVIDE THE LOT
NUMBER AND QUANTITY OF EFFECTED PROPELLING CHARGES.

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REMOVING A 120MM TANK ROUND

FROM A DAMAGED OR UNDAMAGE AMMUNITION CONTAINER

NOTE: Damage, IAW this procedure refers to a minor dent in any portion of the
ammunition container which prevents normal extraction of the round. Large dents, tears or
perforation of a container is beyond this procedure. This type of a damaged container with a
live round inside must be identified as; “Damaged Container/Stuck Round.” If no damage to
the container is found but the live round is still not removable, the container is identified as a
“Stuck Round.” An undamaged container refers to possible damage which could not be
readily identified on container. This damage could be internal to the container.

1. TASK: Given a 120mm tank round inside of a damaged or undamaged ammunition
container with the cartridge removal (nylon) strap available, safely remove this round
without personal injury, damage to the round or equipment.

2. PURPOSE: Safe removal of the live round from a damaged or undamage ammunition
container.

3. END STATE: Correct performance of this task will ensure a round can be safely removed
from a damaged or undamaged ammunition container. Upon completion of this task the round
will be serviceable with no injury to personnel or damage to the equipment.

4. PERSONNEL PERFORMING TASK: Master Gunner or qualified ammunition personnel

5. REQUIRED MATERIAL TO PERFORM TASK:

a. Crewman or appropriate gloves.
b. Medium adjustable wrench.

c. Tank Technical Manual (TM-10).
- TM9-2350-264-10, Tank, Combat, Full-Tracked: 120mm Gun, M1A1l
- TM9-2350-388-10, Tank, Combat, Full-Tracked: 120mm Gun, M1A2 SEP

6. PROCEDURES:

* WARNING: Failure to correctly follow these procedures could cause injury to personnel
or damage to the equipment.

* WARNING: Operator should attempt no more than 2-3 firm pulls on the cartridge
removal strap to remove the live round from the container. If round cannot be removed after
these attempts, replace packing material and lid. Identify the container as a “Damaged
Container/Stuck Round.” If no damage is found, identify the container as a “Stuck Round.”





a. Wear crewman appropriate work gloves.

b. Ensure adequate work space in front of the ammunition container opening for
removal of the lid and spacing material as well as the round itself.

c. If not already removed, remove lid and spacing materials from the front of the container,
secure items for replacement back into the container.

* WARNING: Ensure adjustable wrench is securely on retaining bolt. Failure to secure
adjustable wrench to the retaining bolt can allow it to slip off of the bolt when applying
pressure to remove or replace the retaining bolt. This action can cause injury to personnel or
damage to the retaining bolt.

d. Using the adjustable wrench, remove the retaining bolt from the rear of the container,
secure bolt for replacement at the conclusion of this task.

* WARNING: Handling of the round must be IAW the Vehicle Operator’s Manual.
Failure to do so could result in personnel injury or damage to the round.

* NOTE: If cartridge removal strap is not available, use “Removing a 105mm or 120mm
Round from an Ammunition Container with no Cartridge removal strap Available” procedure. If
this procedure does not remove round, place packing material back into the can and replace lid.
Identify the container as “Damaged Container/Stuck Round or Stuck Round.”

e. Return to the front of the open container, grasp cartridge removal strap, and pull
the round and packing material from the container.

f. Once the round has been removed, it must be inspected IAW the appropriate
operator’s manual. A serviceable round must be placed in a functional container and
made available for training. An unserviceable round must also be placed in a serviceable
container and the container identified as a, “Damage Round.”





0. Replace packing material and spacers into the damage container, secure with retaining
bolt. Place cover assembly on damage container and identify or mark container, “Damage
Container.”

7. DISPOSITION: Damaged containers should be replaced as soon as possible at the
installation Ammunition Supply Point (ASP). If damaged container is discovered on a range,
return it to the ASP for disposition.

NOTE: Below are examples of damaged/dented ammunition containers applicable to these
procedures.

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REMOVING A 105MM OR 120MM ROUND FROM
AN AMMUNITION CONTAINER WITH NO NYLON PULL STRAP AVAILABLE

NOTE: Nylon pull strap not available implies the strap has been pushed into the container,
broken, or no longer attached to the foam insert material preventing normal extraction of the
round from the metal container system.

1. TASK: Given a live 105mm round used on the Stryker Mobile Gun System (MGS) or a
live 120mm round used on the Abrams Tank (AT), inside of an ammunition container with
the nylon pull strap not available. Safely remove this round without injury to personnel,
damage to the round or equipment.

2. PURPOSE: Safe removal of the round from an ammunition container without the
nylon pull strap available.

3. END STATE: Correct performance of this task will ensure a round can be safely removed
from an ammunition container which does not have the nylon pull strap available. Upon
completion of this task the round will be serviceable with no injury to personnel or damage to
the equipment.

4. PERSONNEL PERFORMING TASK: Master Gunner or other qualified personnel

5. REQUIRED MATERIAL TO PERFORM TASK:

a. Crewman or appropriate gloves.

b. 7.62mm ammunition link from the residue point.

c. Pliers, Slip Joint, (NSN, 5120-00-223-7397)

ol

d. Vehicle Technical Manual (TM-10).
- TM9-2350-264-10, Tank, Combat, Full-Tracked: 120mm Gun, M1A1l
- TM9-2350-388-10, Tank, Combat, Full-Tracked: 120mm Gun, M1A2 SEP
- TM9-2355-321-10, Mobile Gun System, Stryker

6. PROCEDURES:

* WARNING: Failure to correctly follow these procedures could cause injury to personnel
or damage to the equipment.





* WARNING: Ensure the single loop of the link fully grasps the rim of the round. Failure
to do this will cause the single loop to slip off the rim of the round when pull pressure is applied,
this could cause injury to personnel.

a. Wear crewman type protective gloves.
b. Ensure adequate space in front of the container opening for safe removal of the round.
c. Secure the 7.62mm link and using a pair of slip joint pliers, open the single loop slightly.

If slip joint pliers are not available, secure the single loop end to a stationary surface and
push/pull on double loop using gloved hands to expand single loop end.

d. Place the expanded single loop of this link at the top of the stuck round and ensure the
loop over the lip of case base assembly.

e. Using a gloved hand, hold the link in the up position and grasp with slip joint pliers. The
up position ensure the loop remains over the lip of the case base assembly.

f. Removed gloved hand from the link. Using a steady motion, slowly pull the round
straight out of the container until it can be grasped with both gloved hands.

* WARNING: Handling of the round must be IAW the Vehicle Operator’s Manual.
Failure to do so could result in injury to personnel or damage to the round.

g. Using gloved hands, grasp and remove the round from the can, ensure nylon pull strap is
free of the container opening.

h. Grasp and hold strap, push round completely back into the container.
i.  Place packing spacers back into the can and properly replace cover assembly.
J. Return 7.62mm link to the residue point.

k. Task complete.

7. DISPOSITION: If the round cannot be removed using this method, IAW the Vehicle
Operator’s Manual, ensure the round is fully inside the container, replace inserts and cover
assembly, identify or tag container “Stuck Round” for future disposition.

5. REQUEST THIS INFORMATION BE PASSED TO ALL UNITS / PERSONNEL HANDLING AND
USING LINKED SMALL ARMS OR MEDIUM CALIBER AMMUNITION (MCA). UNIT
COMMANDERS, SENIOR NON-COMMISSIONED OFFICERS, AND RANGE PERSONNEL SHOULD
EMPHASIZE THE CONCERNS LISTED IN PARA. 11 BELOW.

6. BLUF:

A. UNITS ARE AUTHORIZED TO DELINK/LINK A SINGLE DODIC OF SAA OR MCA FOR
THE ADJUSTMENT OF THE BELT LENGTH.

B. UNITS ARE PROHIBITED FROM DELINKING A SINGLE DODIC OF SAA OR MCA TO
ALTER THE DODIC'S ORIGINAL CONFIGURATION, SUCH AS REMOVING TRACER ROUNDS
FROM A BALL AND TRACER DODIC, OR REMOVAL OF INDIVIDUAL ROUNDS FOR USE IN
SINGLE FIRE WEAPONS, SUCH AS IN SNIPER RIFLES.

C. UNITS ARE PROHIBITED FROM DELINKING/LINKING TWO OR MORE DODICS OF
SAA OR MCA INTO A NONSTANDARD AMMUNITION CONFIGURATION.

7. DEFINITION:

A. NONSTANDARD: A NONSTANDARD ITEM OF EXPLOSIVE OR AMMUNITION RELATES
TO AN ITEM THAT IS A STANDARD ITEM OF DEMOLITION OR MUNITIONS THAT HAS BEEN
ALTERED FROM WHICH IT WAS MANUFACTURED AND THEN STILL USED AS INITIALLY
INTENDED.

B. SMALL ARMS AMMUNITION: ALL AMMUNITION THROUGH .50 CALIBER.

C. MEDIUM CALIBER AMMUNITION: INCLUDES 20MM, 25MM, 30MM, 40MM.

8. EXAMPLES AND RESULTS OF ALTERING SMALL ARMS AMMUNITION: DELINKING AND
RELINKING SAA INTO A NONSTANDARD AMMUNITION CONFIGURATION INCLUDE:





A. LINKING 7.62MM AMMUNITION FROM DODIC A131 (4 BALL M80/1 TRACER M62
IN M13 LINKS) WITH DODIC AA@4 (4 M993 AP/1 TRACER M62 IN M13 LINKS). THIS
UNAUTHORIZED CONFIGURATION CREATES TWO SERIOUS SITUATIONS: FIRST, THE LOSS
OF LOT IDENTITY MAKES THE AMMUNITION UNSERVICEABLE AND UN-ISSUABLE. SECOND,
ATTEMPTS TO USE SUCH AN AMMUNITION CONFIGURATION IN AN EXTERNALLY POWERED
WEAPON SYSTEM I.E., M134 MINIGUN MAY CREATE A HAZARD TO PERSONNEL AND/OR
MAJOR DAMAGE TO WEAPON SYSTEMS. BOTH DODICS A131 AND AA©4 MAY NOT HAVE BEEN
TESTED IN THE MINIGUN TO ENSURE PROPER 'ACTION TIME'. LONG ACTION TIME OR
HANGFIRE IS KNOWN TO CAUSE DAMAGE TO THE MINIGUN AND INJURY TO PERSONNEL.

B. THE MOST FREQUENT REASON SAA HAS BEEN IMPROPERLY DELINKED AND
RELINKED IS TO REMOVE TRACER ROUNDS DURING TIMES OF HIGH FIRE HAZARD.
REQUESTING UNITS SHOULD PLAN PROPERLY FOR SITUATIONS SUCH AS SEASONAL FIRE
HAZARDS, AND COORDINATE WITH APPROPRIATE G3 TRAINING AMMUNITION SECTION FOR
ANNUAL REQUIREMENTS. ACROSS THE ARMY, THIS PRACTICE ALONE GENERATES TENS OF
THOUSANDS OF UNSERVICEABLE ROUNDS OF SAA WHICH REQUIRE ADDITIONAL
INSPECTION,

HANDLING, AND STORAGE TO PROCESS UNTIL DEMIL.

9. EXAMPLES AND RESULTS OF ALTERING MEDIUM CALIBER AMMUNITION:
DELINKING AND RELINKING MCA INTO A NONSTANDARD AMMUNITION CONFIGURATION
INCLUDE:

A. LINKING MULTIPLE BELTS OF DODIC B542 (40MM HEDP LINKED) INTO A
DOUBLE OR TRIPLE LENGTH BELT THAT CREATES A WEIGHT HAZARD FOR THE WEAPON AND
THE USER. A RECENT INCIDENT OCCURRED WHEN A MULTI-LINKED BELT WAS TOO HEAVY
FOR THE USER TO CARRY AND WHEN IT WAS DROPPED, ONE ROUND STRUCK ITS PRIMER
AND FIRED. FOR VEHICLES SUCH AS THE STRYKER, CROWS, OR OTHERS USING UP-GUN
STATIONS, IT IS RECOMMENDED TO LINK AN ADDITIONAL BELT WHILE A BELT IS
ALREADY IN THE FEED CHUTE.

B. UNITS MUST ENSURE THAT DELINKED ROUNDS AREN'T MISTAKEN FOR ROUNDS
ACTUALLY CYCLED IN THE WEAPON. LIVE ROUNDS THAT HAVE BEEN CYCLED THROUGH THE
WEAPON ARE PROHIBITED FROM BEING RE-LINKED OR RECHAMBERED IN AN ATTEMPT TO
FIRE PER MK19 MOD 3 TECHNICAL MANUAL.

10. EXAMPLES OF PERMISSIBLE DELINKING/LINKING OPERATIONS: UNITS ARE
PERMITTED TO DELINK/LINK A SINGLE DODIC OF SAA OR MCA FOR THE ADJUSTMENT OF
THE BELT LENGTH IN SUPPORT OF TRAINING/QUALIFICATION OR MISSION SUCH AS THE
FOLLOWING:

A. DELINKING DODIC A131 (CTG 7.62MM 4 BALL / 1 TRACER) FROM 100 RND
BELTS TO 25 RND BELTS FOR TRAINING AS LONG AS THE ORIGINAL CONFIGURATION
(4:1 BALL:TRACER) IS MAINTAINED.

B. LINKING 2 BELTS OF A131 TOGETHER FOR PATROL MISSIONS.

11. ASSURANCE OF THE OPERATIONAL RELIABILITY OF THE WEAPON SYSTEM IS
MAINTAINED THROUGH USE OF STANDARD AMMUNITION CONFIGURATIONS. UNIT
COMMANDERS, SENIOR NON-COMMISSIONED OFFICERS, AND RANGE PERSONNEL MUST
ADDRESS THE FOLLOWING CONCERNS REGARDING THE UNIT'S SAA OR MCA MISSION:





A. LACK OF EXPLOSIVE SAFETY PROCEDURES, RISK ASSESSMENTS, AND STANDING
OPERATING PROCEDURES FOR DELINK/RELINK MAINTENANCE OPERATIONS.

B. IMPROPER TOOLS OR PROCESSES TO DELINK/RELINK BELTS.
C. LOSS OF LOT INTEGRITY/IDENTITY.

D. LOSS OF ACCOUNTABILITY OF SERVICEABLE ROUNDS DELINKED FROM
BALL/TRACER RATIO PACKS.

E. DIFFICULTY TRACKING THE SERVICEABILITY OF DELINKED/RELINKED
AMMUNITION.

F. WASTE OF TRACER ASSETS. TRACER ROUNDS TURNED IN AFTER DELINKING
CANNOT BE REISSUED IF LOT INTEGRITY IS NOT MAINTAINED.

G. DELINKING AND RELINKING COMPROMISES FUNCTIONAL PROPERTIES OF LINKS,
I.E. M27 LINKS USED WITH 7.62MM AMMUNITION, LOSE APPROXIMATELY 2 IN-LBS IN
TORQUE STRENGTH AFTER THEY HAVE BEEN SUBJECTED TO DISASSEMBLY AND
REASSEMBLY.

BASIS FOR CERTIFICATION:

Full or Light pallet loads of currently marked old stock with
DOT Exemption number “DOT-E 9649 on the individual
container and/or pallet loads dated prior to 1 May 2010, may
continue to be shipped under the DOT-SP 9649 Special Permit.
To allow the use of marking panels on two sides of a pallet
load to apply Special Permit certification markings on
palletized loads of Department of Defense stockpile of DU
marked with DOT-E 9649:

The CFR 49, dated 1 October 2008, Para 172.301(¢) allows “a
package which has been previously marked as required for the
material it contains and on which markings remain legible,
need not be remarked.”|

The CFR 49, dated 1 October 2008, Para 173.7(a) allows
“Hazardous Materials offered for transportation by DOD” that
where properly packaged, marked and labeled may be shipped
by the Department of Defense.

Authorization was provided by the U.S. Department of
Transportation under DOT-SP 9649, dated 1 May 2008,
Special Provisions, paragraph 8. ¢ and paragraph 8. h state that
unitized/palletized group of packages must be conspicuously
marked DOT-SP 9649 and that packages previously marked
DOT-E 9649 prior to May 1, 2010 may still be shipped under





this special permit. The use of plywood panels on either side of
the pallet load meets this requirement for shipments of
palletized loads of DU penetrators in lieu of remarking each
ammunition container with DOT-SP 9649.

PACKAGE DESCRIPTION: (A) Department of Defense stockpile which meet the packaging
and marking requirements of CFR49 and DOT-SP 9649 as of
30 April 2010 with marking DOT-E 9649 may continue to be
shipped under this COE and DOT-SP 9649.

To Preclude extensive remarking, hazardous material packed in
ammunition shipping containers on palletized loads need not be
remarked to change the old DOT-E 9649 marking on the
container or pallet load. Such palletized loads will however, be
marked on two opposite sides with a marking panel containing
the current “DOT-SP 9649” in one inch high letters, “COE
AY09-076" and one Radioactive Yellow - II label per 49 CFR,
paragraph 172.438 (see DAC drawing ACV00832) .

ODOR OF DECAYING FISH OR GARLIC. IT IS GENERATED DURING THE DECOMPOSITION
PROCESS OF RED PHOSPHORUS AND IS ACCELERATED BY HIGH TEMPERATURE AND HUMIDITY.
THE CONCENTRATION OF PHOSPHINE DROPS RAPIDLY IN WELL-VENTILATED AREAS. IT CAN
