1.  Range Operations:    

a.  Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.

·  In the future we will be going to 24-7 hours training support window for the Radio Room Operations.  This means Units will be able to train “HOT” or “COLD” any time of the day with exceptions identified below. However, range support with limited manpower will still require advanced notification and possible overtime (OT) if beyond the norm of M-F, 0600-2400 hours training. Remember, just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well so plan well in advance. This rule does not apply to contractor run ranges as they have set schedules and limited support.  Anything beyond normal support hours requires contract modifications, which must be identified a minimum of 6-weeks in advance.
·  Weekend maintenance support is no longer available on the Installation due to manpower constraints and reductions in LWS personnel. Current maintenance support is until 1400 hours, M-F with nothing after that.  Units wishing to execute training after this time frame and on weekends will get what they get when they turn the power on.  If systems/targets fail, no troubleshooting or tech support will be available until the next scheduled work day, with no support at all on the weekends.  Also with no manning in Operations scheduling section on the weekends, Units will not have the option of moving to another range if they encounter issues with their scheduled facility.    
·  Federal Holidays IAW Chief, Range Division we 24/7/364 and are currently projecting to close for only the Christmas Day Holiday each year.  “Live Firing and Cold Training” is not authorized on this day, however exceptions may be considered. Exceptions to this policy will require DPTMS approval and OT funding costs will be paid by requesting Unit for any/all support purposes during Federal Holiday.

b.  Hospital Closure Extension:  The old Martin Army demolition has been extended and training has now been extended to September 2016. Same SOP and rules are still in place.

c.  McKenna Mount and McKenna Strip:  All training requests for McKenna MOUT and/or McKenna and Strip must go to Mr. Bruce Henry, bruce.m.henry.ctr@mail.mil and Mr. Gentry Sprout, Gentry gentry.j.sprout.ctr@mail.mil for coordination and approval.

d.  Hand Grenade/Britten Range Training Requests:  All Hand Grenade/Britten Range RFMSS requests need to be accompanied with a 316 CAV Unit Training Coordination Sheet before they will be process. These coordination sheets can be sent to us via email so we can attach to the RFMSS request for processing.   Now this does NOT apply to OSUT (198th) or BCT (194th) Units as they are all covered under the Hand Grenade Committee for this range.  This rule pertains to other tenant and off post Units who would want to use the hand grenade ranges here on the Installation.  POC: for this action is Mr. Hearn 706-626-8034.

h.   WCLS Funding Cuts:  Effective 1 May 16 the Army is again cutting funding to the Warfighter Focus Contract that may again impact the DMPRC, CACTF facilities and Malone 2 as far as on-site support goes.  This will reduce the manning levels on the DMPRC from 28 down to 20 personnel from what we are being told.  We are now researching what these personnel reductions may do as far as functions which may no longer be provided to Units.  We will let all know as soon as we get to the ground truth on this.

j.   Instrumented Shoot Houses:  Pyrotechnics, grenade simulators, flash bangs, etc, of any kind are not allowed in the Buchanan instrumented shoot house as they will damage the equipment. On the other shoot houses that do not have this technology (Brann, Booker, Farnsworth), it is permissible to use these type training enablers as long as it is approved in the packets and it is requested on your RFMSS request in advance of your training dates.

p.   Zero Target POCs:  Units needing zero targets will need to contact Mr. Ronnie Williams, 545-5677 for Alpha Area and Malone Ranges and Sergeant First Class Schmeiser, 544-7272 (BRM team number) or RP Support Team 706-676-4009 for the Oscar Area Ranges.  Ensure this is done in advance (usually the day before) of actual training event(s) as same day requests may not be able to be supported along with normal mission requirements.

q.   Selby CACTF Scheduling:  All Units scheduling Selby CACTF or the Residential District must identify on their RFMSS request (remarks section) exactly what building(s) they want to use for their training requirements IAW embedded pdf maps below.  A PowerPoint file (CACTF Floor Plans) has also been placed on the Range Operations SharePoint Site under the Work Center and on the Rng. Ops Website for use in determining building numbers as well as showing the individual floor layouts within each building which may come in handy when planning training. We are now in the process of creating a new one for the Residential District that will be posted in the near future for use by all.



     

r.   Big Gun/Kilo Area Range Scheduling/Coordination Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, K-36 Ranger Objective and Ware ranges, all indirect firing points or any Air Missions into the K-15 impact area will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless coordination is made well in advance for personnel support. Make sure when you request these type facilities that you have a day at the end of your firing exercise set aside for range clearance, which must be done in the day light hours.

·   Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar
·   Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.
·   Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway, 545-3010 for all ranges except the DMPRC and Terry Demo, Mr. Cribb, 626-2678 is the POC for the DMPRC, and Mr. Williams (706) 545-5677 is the POC for Terry demo.  Coordination is required NLT 7-days in advance from event start time (NLT 6-weeks out if overtime is needed).  Due to range division manpower shortages you may run into any/all of the following, so ensure you plan ahead for any training/certification needs your Unit may require to ensure mission success in these dire times. Tower Operators will have to ensure towers are powered down daily when mission is complete and Units are self-running a range.
·  Request/change is asked for too late as work schedule are already published, however OT may be able to be applied if manpower if available. The DMPRC even though contractor supported cannot have any changes under the two week time frame that may affect work schedules.  We are required by contract to contractor a minimum of 2-weeks’ notice to work schedule adjustments and OT cannot be applied here. No available tower operators.					 No range personnel to prep ranges, day or night. No range personnel to repair malfunctions or troubleshoot, day or night. No moving targets will be available when Range Division support is not in place.

t.  HET Movements:  Embedded below is the HET movement schedule with routes so all can be aware of convoys in your area that may impact scheduled training events.  Recommend all keep an eye on these schedules/routes and inform all Units operating in and around them to be aware of these convoys, as these are large vehicles carrying oversized loads to and from training facilities/ranges on the installation and we need to keep all safe. All HETS movements along the northern installation boundary hardball road that goes from Ruth to Hastings needs to be coordinated in advance. Remember, the Unit is responsible for scheduling HETS delivery/pickup and de-conflicting routes/timelines with other Units and Safety patrol if gate access is needed. xiii. Garnsey Range:  Work is now under by DPW at this time to fill in fiber holes.  Permanently closing down Objectives D-E on this facility at this time. They are also attempting to find out why we do not have connectivity between the tower and the targets, seems like more fiber issues.

xiv.  Good Hope Maneuver Training Area (GHMTA): The Good Hope Maneuver area is opened up for mounted and dismounted training for all Installation Units as well as for 19K OSUT drivers training requirements.  All requests for the GHMTA will now be routed through and approved by 2-16 CAV for CO-USE concurrence before we can process any requests for this area. Commander’s must ensure Units follow the standard rules for the GHMTA which will prevent possible EMD fines and area closure due to environmental violations which must include a maneuver damage control cell plan IAW embedded .pdf below which must also be spelled out in the 144R or they won't approve it.  All Units will be required to submit and get 144R approval for each training event/iteration, with the exception of 2-16 BOLC whose 144R is valid for a 1-year period. Also all need to be aware that we still have contractors working within the boundaries of the GHMTA, so keep this in mind

During ABOLC training in the GHMTA, all designated Heavy Maneuver areas will be utilized.

USE:


This projectile will be used in place of the Practice, M804A1
projectile for 155mm Howitzer crew and forward observer
training in indirect fire. Crew training can be conducted
without the blast and fragmentation effects of the M795
projectile. The M1122 projectile is designed to be
compatible with the M198, M777 series, and M109 series
Howitzers. 


DESCRIPTION:


The M1122 High Explosive (HE) Projectile will be the
primary 155mm training projectile for HE artillery fire
missions, providing improved and more realistic
performance and survivability characteristics at a lower cost
over currently fielded 155mm projectiles used for training.
The M1122 is an improved artillery projectile containing
Insensitive Munitions (IM) explosive that is ballistically
similar to the 155mm M795 HE projectile. This projectile is


required to safely accomplish training exercises in current
and developmental registration corrections for computation
of range, deflection and fuze correction for use with other
members of the ballistically similar family of projectiles. 


FUNCTIONING:


The 155mm M1122 projectile is shipped unfuzed with a
Meltable Fuze Plug (MFP) for shipping and handling.

8. EXAMPLES AND RESULTS OF ALTERING SMALL ARMS AMMUNITION:  DELINKING AND RELINKING SAA 
INTO A NONSTANDARD AMMUNITION CONFIGURATION INCLUDE:  
 
A. LINKING 7.62MM AMMUNITION FROM DODIC A131 (4 BALL M80/1 TRACER M62 IN M13 LINKS) WITH 
DODIC AA04 (4 M993 AP/1 TRACER M62 IN M13 LINKS). THIS UNAUTHORIZED CONFIGURATION 
CREATES TWO SERIOUS SITUATIONS:  FIRST, THE LOSS OF LOT IDENTITY MAKES THE AMMUNITION 
UNSERVICEABLE AND UN-ISSUABLE.  SECOND, ATTEMPTS TO USE SUCH AN AMMUNITION 
CONFIGURATION IN AN EXTERNALLY POWERED WEAPON SYSTEM I.E., M134 MINIGUN MAY CREATE A 
HAZARD TO PERSONNEL AND/OR MAJOR DAMAGE TO WEAPON SYSTEMS. BOTH DODICS A131 AND

ALONE GENERATES TENS OF THOUSANDS OF UNSERVICEABLE ROUNDS OF SAA WHICH REQUIRE 
ADDITIONAL INSPECTION, HANDLING, AND STORAGE TO PROCESS UNTIL DEMIL.  
 
9. EXAMPLES AND RESULTS OF ALTERING MEDIUM CALIBER AMMUNITION:   DELINKING AND RELINKING 
MCA INTO A NONSTANDARD AMMUNITION CONFIGURATION INCLUDE:  
 
A. LINKING MULTIPLE BELTS OF DODIC B542 (40MM HEDP LINKED) INTO A DOUBLE OR TRIPLE LENGTH 
BELT THAT CREATES A WEIGHT HAZARD FOR THE WEAPON AND THE USER.  A RECENT INCIDENT 
OCCURRED WHEN A MULTI-LINKED BELT WAS TOO HEAVY FOR THE USER TO CARRY AND WHEN IT WAS 
DROPPED, ONE ROUND STRUCK ITS PRIMER AND FIRED. FOR VEHICLES SUCH AS THE STRYKER, CROWS, 
OR OTHERS USING UP-GUN STATIONS, IT IS RECOMMENDED TO LINK AN ADDITIONAL BELT WHILE A 
BELT IS ALREADY IN THE FEED CHUTE.  
 
B. UNITS MUST ENSURE THAT DELINKED ROUNDS AREN'T MISTAKEN FOR ROUNDS ACTUALLY CYCLED IN 
THE WEAPON. LIVE ROUNDS THAT HAVE BEEN CYCLED THROUGH THE WEAPON ARE PROHIBITED FROM 
BEING RE-LINKED OR RECHAMBERED IN AN ATTEMPT TO FIRE PER MK19 MOD 3 TECHNICAL MANUAL.

7.  ENGINEERING STUDIES COMPLETED BY ARDEC HAVE RESULTED IN A DESIGN IMPROVEMENT 
ALLOWING THESE ITEMS TO FULLY MEET PERSONNEL-BORNE ELECTROSTATIC DISCHARGE 
REQUIREMENTS ESTABLISHED BY MIL-STD-331C W/CHANGE 1, 22 JUN 09.   
 
8.  ADDITIONALLY, THESE STUDIES HAVE IDENTIFIED THE PREVIOUSLY USED SHORT CIRCUIT CAP AS 
INEFFECTIVE IN IMPROVING THE SAFETY OF THESE ITEMS.   
 
9.  THE SHORT CIRCUIT CAP, WHICH IS A PART OF THOUSANDS OF PREVIOUSLY FIELDED M21 
SIMULATORS, AND WHICH MAY OR MAY NOT BE INSTALLED ON CURRENTLY-FIELDED LOTS OF THE 
NEWER M25 AND M26 SIMULATORS, IS OF NO SAFETY VALUE.  USING OR NOT USING THE SHORT 
CIRCUIT CAP HAS NO SAFETY CONSEQUENCES.  DISREGARD ALL REFERENCES TO THE SHORT CIRCUIT 
CAP IN THE FIRING INSTRUCTION SHEET AND/OR LABEL. 
 
10.  ALL HANDLING GUIDANCE OF REF APPLIES, WITH THE FOLLOWING EXCEPTIONS: 
 
     A.  DISREGARD REFERENCES TO THE SHORTING CAP. 
 
     B.  THE FOLLOWING GUIDANCE IS PROVIDED IN LIEU OF THE NOTE IMMEDIATELY BEFORE PARA 7.5B 
(6) ON PAGE 19: WHEN SHORT CIRCUIT CAP IS UNAVAILABLE, CUT LEAD ENDS TO  
WITHIN ONE INCH OF SIMULATOR BODY.  IF ITEM PROTECTIVE CAP IS READILY AVAILABLE, REPLACE ON 
ITEM (ASSURING THAT CAP COVERS CUT LEAD ENDS), AND SECURE CAP WITH SEALING  
TAPE.  IF ITEM PROTECTIVE CAP IS NOT AVAILABLE, APPLY SEALING TAPE DIRECTLY OVER EXPOSED END 
OF SIMULATOR, ASSURING THAT IT COVERS CUT LEAD ENDS.

5.  REQUEST THIS AIN BE DISSEMINATED TO ALL USING UNITS, EOD, QUALITY ASSURANCE SPECIALIST, 
AMMUNITION SURVEILLANCE (QASAS) AND AMMUNITION SUPPLY POINT (ASP) PERSONNEL.  STRONGLY 
ADVISING ALL TO ADHERE TO THE PROVIDED SAFETY GUIDANCE. 
 
6.  AMMUNITION AND EXPLOSIVES ARE INHERENTLY DANGEROUS AND MUST BE HANDLED AND 
PACKAGED SAFELY.  ONE USF-I SOLDIER WAS INJURED WHEN A HANDHELD SIGNAL INADVERTENTLY 
FUNCTIONED DUE TO IMPROPER PACKING OF A SIGNAL, ILLUMINATION, GROUND: CLUSTER, WHITE 
STAR, M159 (1370-L307) INTO THE PA142 PLASTIC CONTAINER.  THREE OTHER RECENT INCIDENTS HAVE  
RESULTED IN MINOR INJURIES TO PERSONNEL REPACKAGING HAND HELD SIGNALS INTO THE PA142 
CONTAINER.  ALL THREE INCIDENTS HAVE BEEN ATTRIBUTED TO USERS INCORRECTLY PACKAGING THE 
SIGNAL INTO THE PA142 CONTAINER AND RETURNING THE PACKAGE TO AN ASP. 
 
7.  THE PA142 PLASTIC CONTAINER IS DESIGNED FOR A SIGNAL TO BE INSERTED WITH THE PRIMER END 
DOWN.  THE SIGNAL ALSO WILL FIT (IMPROPERLY) WITH THE SIGNAL CAP END INSERTED FIRST. WHEN  
THE SIGNAL IS INSERTED WITH THE CAP END FIRST, THE CAP WILL REMAIN STUCK IN THE BOTTOM OF 
THE CONTAINER WHEN THE SIGNAL IS REMOVED. THE FIRING PIN IS THEN EXPOSED.  IF A SIGNAL IS  
REINSERTED PROPERLY BACK INTO THE CONTAINER WITH A SIGNAL CAP STUCK IN IT, THE PRIMER AND 
FIRING PIN WILL MAKE CONTACT. THIS COULD CAUSE THE SIGNAL TO INADVERTENTLY FUNCTION. 
 
8.  DURING INSPECTION AND REPACKING OPERATIONS, OPERATORS MUST REMAIN VIGILANT WHILE 
PACKING THESE SELF CONTAINED GROUND SIGNALS INTO THE PA142 PLASTIC CONTAINER.  PERSONNEL  
MUST VISUALLY INSPECT 100% THE INSIDE OF EACH CONTAINER TO ENSURE THERE IS NOT A CAP STUCK 
INSIDE PRIOR TO INSERTING SIGNAL.  PA142 PLASTIC CONTAINERS FOUND WITH THE ALUMINUM  
SIGNAL CAP STUCK AT THE BOTTOM WILL NOT BE REUSED.  THESE CONTAINERS WILL BE SEGREGATED 
FROM SERVICEABLE CONTAINERS AND DISPOSE IAW LOCAL PROCEDURES.  SIGNALS WITHOUT AN END 
CAP OR SERVICEABLE PA142 MUST BE RETURNED TO THE ASP FOR REPACKAGING. 
 







9.  AFFECTED SIGNALS SHALL BE CONSIDERED UNSERVICEABLE UNTIL THEY ARE REPACKAGED 
APPROPRIATELY.  SERVICEABLE PA142 CONTAINERS MAY BE REUSED TO REPLACE PA142 CONTAINERS 
THAT HAVE BEEN DISCARDED.  SERVICEABLE END CAPS FROM EXPENDED SIGNALS MAY BE USED TO 
REPLACE END CAPS LOST IN DISCARDED PA142 CONTAINERS. SIGNALS MUST ALWAYS BE PACKED INTO 
PA142 CONTAINERS WITH THE PRIMER END FACING DOWN.   
 
10. PYROTECHNICS ARE MORE DANGEROUS THAN MANY OTHER TYPES OF AMMUNITION BECAUSE 
THEY ARE EASILY INITIATED. MILITARY PYROTECHNICS MUST BE HANDLED WITH CARE AT ALL TIMES.  
MORE INFORMATION ABOUT SAFETY PRECAUTIONS FOR THE HANDLING AND FIRING OF SELF 
CONTAINED GROUND SIGNALS AND OTHER PYROTECHNIC ITEMS CAN BE FOUND IN REFERENCES 4.A 
AND 4.B ABOVE. 
 
11. SOLDIERS AND LEADERS AT ALL LEVELS ARE ENCOURAGED TO FAMILIARIZE THEMSELVES WITH 
SAFETY PROCEDURES TO BE FOLLOWED WHILE USING AND REPACKAGING HAND HELD SIGNALS.  SEE  
ATTACHMENTS AIN 030-16A AND 030-16B SENT WITH THIS MESSAGE FOR ADDITIONAL INFORMATION, 
AND THE FLARE SAFETY VIDEO.
