1.  Range Operations:    

a.  Weekly firing schedule/hours of support currently in-place.

·  In the future we will be going to 24-7 hours training support window for the Radio Room Operations.  This means Units will be able to train “HOT” or “COLD” any time of the day with exceptions identified below. However, range support with limited manpower will still require advanced notification and possible overtime (OT) if beyond the norm of M-F, 0600-2400 hours training. Remember, just because OT funding is available, does not mean manpower is as well so plan well in advance. This rule does not apply to contractor run ranges as they have set schedules and limited support.  Anything beyond normal support hours requires contract modifications, which must be identified a minimum of 6-weeks in advance.
·  Weekend maintenance support is no longer available on the Installation due to manpower constraints and reductions in LWS personnel. Current maintenance support is until 1400 hours, M-F with nothing after that.  Units wishing to execute training after this time frame and on weekends will get what they get when they turn the power on.  If systems/targets fail, no troubleshooting or tech support will be available until the next scheduled work day, with no support at all on the weekends.  Also with no manning in Operations scheduling section on the weekends, Units will not have the option of moving to another range if they encounter issues with their scheduled facility.    
·  Federal Holidays No moderate and above risk level events are authorized on Federal Holiday closures, however exceptions may be considered. Exceptions to this policy will require DPTMS approval and OT funding costs will be paid by requesting Unit for any/all support purposes during Federal Holiday periods.

b.  McKenna Mount and McKenna Strip:  All training requests for McKenna MOUT and/or McKenna and Strip must go to Mr. Bruce Henry, bruce.m.henry.ctr@mail.mil and Mr. Gentry Sprout, Gentry gentry.j.sprout.ctr@mail.mil for coordination of specific training requirements.

c.  Installation MAPS:  Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) maps of the installation can be requested by Units and Organizations on Fort Benning.  Below are two embedded files that may help you in setting up a Unit map account and then requesting your maps sheets at the following link. Range Operations does not issue maps for the installation, this is a Unit function to procure them for any/all training requirements.

h.    OSUT/BCT Scheduling of Collective Urban Operations Facilities.  We are allowing OSUT/BCT to only use the "Residential District" urban operations are located along the Northern part of Pine Tree Road.  All other Collective facilities are closed for their use as we are not funded nor resourced to provide this type support as these Units do not have collective training requirements identified and funded within their approved POIs.  Conditions/rules period are as follows: 

·  FORSCOM and others will have priority over OSUT/BCT Training.
·  No vehicles are allowed in the residential area, dismount training only. 
·  No Simunitions/paintball firing, blank fire only. 
·  Units will be required to fund repairs for any damages incurred during training.
·  Inspections must happen prior to entering and when training is complete - Mr Garnett is   lead for inspections and scheduling.
·  Using the cameras to record is an option and can be executed. 
·  CO-USE with other Units is an option, however it is up to Reserved Unit to approve or deny request.
·  Bivouac on this facility is not authorized. 
 
i.  Range Operations/Division Closures: Range Operations is projecting to close all operations on the projected Federal Holiday dates shown below.  During these closure periods Units are limited to low level risk events only, no moderate and above risk level events are allowed on these closure dates, as no manpower support will be available during these closure times as requires for higher level risk activities.  During closure times if assistance is needed for emergencies use the E-911 on your radios.  For other situations call the MP Desk at 545-5222/5223 for any assistance you may need.

j.  Hand Grenade/Britten Range Training Requests:  All Hand Grenade/Britten Range RFMSS requests need to be accompanied with a 316 CAV Unit Training Coordination Sheet before they will be process. These coordination sheets can be sent to us via email so we can attach to the RFMSS request for processing.   Now this does NOT apply to OSUT (198th) or BCT (194th) Units as they are all covered under the Hand Grenade Committee for this range.  This rule pertains to other tenant and off post Units who would want to use the hand grenade ranges here on the Installation.  POC: for this action is Mr. Hearn 706-626-8034.

k.  WCLS Funding Cuts:  Effective 1 May 16 the Army again cut funding to the Warfighter Focus Contract that impacted support provided by the DMPRC, CACTF and Malone 2 facilities as far as on-site support goes.  This will reduce the manning levels on the DMPRC from 28 down to 20 personnel as well as reduced support for the CACTF & Malone 2 facilities.  Make sure if you are using these facilities you plan out well in advance (min 6 weeks) for any training requirements you may have to ensure support is available to support your training missions.

m.   Instrumented Shoot Houses:  Pyrotechnics, grenade simulators, flash bangs, etc. of any kind are not allowed in the Buchanan instrumented shoot house as they will damage the equipment. On the other shoot houses that do not have this technology (Brann, Booker, Farnsworth), it is permissible to use these type training enablers as long as it is approved in the training packet and it is requested on your RFMSS request in advance of your training dates.

q.   Range Division Supply: Will be closed every Monday. Units that have a Range scheduled on Monday need to sign out a MA-CON Radio on Thursday or Friday. If there are any emergency situations, the POC is Vivian Parnell or Bruce Johnson at (706) 545-2497/3132.  

r.   Zero Target POCs:  Units needing zero targets will need to contact Mr. Ronnie Williams, 545-5677 for Alpha Area and Malone Ranges and SFC Ferari, 544-0467 for the Oscar Area Ranges.  Ensure this is done in advance (usually the day before) of actual training event(s) as same day requests may not be able to be supported along with normal mission requirements.

s.   Big Gun/Kilo Area Range Scheduling/Coordination Requirements:  All units wanting to occupy & train on Brooks, Cactus, Carmouche, DMPRC, Ruth, Hastings, Terry Demo, K-36 Ranger Objective and Ware ranges, all indirect firing points or any Air Missions into the K-15 impact area will have to follow the procedures outlined below. Units will not be able to occupy any of these ranges prior to 0530 on the day of training, unless coordination is made well in advance for personnel support. Make sure when you request these type facilities that you have a day at the end of your firing exercise set aside for range clearance, which must be done in the day light hours.

·   Ensure event and facility needed is locked on the Range Operations Big Gun Calendar
·   Submit RFMSS request for date & times needed with a day-by-day detailed gun line.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]  Conduct face-to-face final coordination with Mr. Hattaway, 545-3010 for all ranges except the DMPRC and Terry Demo, Mr. Cribb, 626-2678 is the POC for the DMPRC, and Mr. Williams (706) 545-5677 is the POC for Terry demo.  Coordination is required NLT 7-days in advance from event start time (NLT 6-weeks out if overtime is needed).  Due to range division manpower shortages you may run into any/all of the following, so ensure you plan ahead for any training/certification needs your Unit may require to ensure mission success in these dire times. Tower Operators will have to ensure towers are powered down daily when mission is complete and Units are self-running a range.  Coordinate in advance (as far out as possible) for all targerty requirements with Range Leads to verify specific targetry is available on the range. 
·  Request/change is asked for too late as work schedule are already published, however OT may be able to be applied if manpower if available. The DMPRC even though contractor supported cannot have any changes under the two week time frame that may affect work schedules.  We are required by contract to contractor a minimum of 2-weeks’ notice to work schedule adjustments and OT cannot be applied here. No available tower operators.					 No range personnel to prep ranges, day or night. No range personnel to repair malfunctions or troubleshoot, day or night. No moving targets will be available when Range Division support is not in place.

u.  HET Movements:  Embedded below is the HET movement schedule with routes so all can be aware of convoys in your area that may impact scheduled training events.  Recommend all keep an eye on these schedules/routes and inform all Units operating in and around them to be aware of these convoys, as these are large vehicles carrying oversized loads to and from training facilities/ranges on the installation and we need to keep all safe. All HETS movements along the northern installation boundary hardball road that goes from Ruth to Hastings needs to be coordinated in advance. Remember, the Unit is responsible for scheduling HETS delivery/pickup and de-conflicting routes/timelines with other Units and Safety patrol if gate access is needed. viii. DMPRC Range:  The DMPRC has construction projects in motion to improve the range facilities.  Current status for these projects is listed below. This complex will now be closed from 11 Jun – 22 Aug 16 for Storm Damage repairs by DPW contract effort, which will also include road work on the Box Springs road/Pine Knot Creek area during this same time frame. ix. E-8 Fencing Project: The E-8 impact area will now be fenced in completely and have signage posted around this off-limits area.  This will bring us into compliance with DA PAM 385-63 directives that require us to have positive controls for access into permanent/dedicated impact areas.  

· Project is funded waiting approval of 144-R with an estimated completion date TBD as deferred funding.

x.  Fowler Range: In an attempt to meet all Units requirements for LOMAH training we are now enforcing the rule that only allows Units only use this range when they have LOMAH requirements, all other BRM training will need to move to other facilities to better utilize our assets. We have submitted work orders to seal all NEMA (wiring/junction box) on each target emplacement before the Vendor (Thiessen) will fix and clear the devices. No specific time line at this time. Estimated re-opening Dec 17 – Jan 18.

xi. Fryar DZ:  Within the next 30-days a contract action will be awarded to thin trees around the perimeter of the Fryar DZ.  Forestry has been coordinating dates/times with 1/507th to de-conflict against training, so we should see no interruptions of training while this contract action goes on.




xii. Garnsey Range:  Garnsey Range is again open for scheduling however only objectives A, B, and C can be utilized for live fire.  Objectives D & E have had all targetry removed off them due to fiber cuts which will not be repaired due to cost and past utilization.

xiii. Griswold Range:  Currently Griswold is closed due to storm damage with road access completely closed down for this facility.  We are working repairs cost estimates and priority of work for this facility, which are TBD at this time.  DPW is scheduled to make repairs to Sunshine road with an Aug-Sep re-opening at this time.  

xiv. Hastings Range:   Due to reoccurring RCW infractions/rounds into RCW areas, we have now shutdown a total of eleven (11) different targets on Hastings for use, two of them movers.  See embedded PDF below for details & locations of these targets.  See outstanding work order actions below.  A new “Standard” range packet has been completed for this range and will replace all other packets.  Outstanding work orders for this range are shown below.

xix. Maertens Range:  We are currently working on revitalizing Maertens Range back to its original foot print.  This will give us approximately 55 firing points (currently only 16-17 usable target points) from the 300 and down firing lines. 
· The 144R action has been approved by EMD (EMD # 1612301) to proceed with ground/tree clearing on original footprint.
· Work order EY 00138 6J Restore range foot-print cost estimate Aug 16, pending.






xx. Malone 2:  Malone 2 is now back open for scheduling at this time. Remember current operating hours for this contractor run facility if from 0900-1500.

xxi. McKenna Mount:

· WO, EY 00003 6J to repair roof holes, pending estimate from DPW.

xxii. McKenna Strip/LZ:  We are getting feedback from Users who are requesting McKenna Strip/LZ be revitalized and so it will support C130 landings.  A lot of this is coming from various SOCOM Units, in support of wartime mission rehearsal requirements.  We are in the process of submitting a 144R for these actions along with a cost estimate for needed repairs IAW Airforce LZ assessment conducted in April 15, embedded below.  The vast majority of the work is simply tree encroachment, grading, and rolling. There are a couple of other recommendations in it, for example, to make it C-17 suitable. The thought process is do the minimum to get McKenna up and running to show the usage/requirements. Then annually bring in an engineer unit to maintain it (an ArNG unit on Summer drill would be perfect). After that the post can decide if they want to put the money into it for expansion or maintain status quo. 






xxiii. MISC:  Malone complex and Main post ranges lightening protection installation for range towers, ammo points, CTA's, bleachers mess and range sheds.  All work will be conducted behind the firing lines.  Suspense date is TBD at this time.

xxiv. Oscar 2 training area:  

· W/O: EY 00224 3J, Design and construction of lightening protection bleachers.  Sent to DPW engineer branch for cost estimate for the next RPPB meeting NOV 16.

xxv. Patton Range:

· WO, EY00011, clear line of sight, baseline, sides of range to the tank trail, deferred by DPW for lack of funding for new work.

xxvi. Pulaski Range:  In an attempt to meet all Units requirements for LOMAH training we are now enforcing the rule that only allows Units to use this range when they have LOMAH requirements, all other BRM training will need to move to other facilities to better utilize our LOMAH assets. Currently this range is down indefinitely for connectivity and water issues within the power/fiber boxes.  We have submitted work orders to seal all NEMA (wiring/junction box) on each target emplacement before the Vendor (Thiessen) will fix and clear the devices. No specific time line at this time. Estimated re-opening Dec 17 – Jan 18. 


xxvii. Red Cloud Range:  Actions are underway to repair erosion at the existing concrete ammunition pad for this facility with a current status for this project shown below.  Also be aware that the hard stand latrine for Red Cloud has been demolished, so anybody wanting to use this facility will have to request port-a-potties to support Units latrine requirements.

· W/O: HF19015 2J, Engineer Branch, Concrete pad for ammo point, $200K, unfunded.

xxviii. Residential District:  Bldg. # 6 in the residential district is off-limits for training due to it unsafe condition with foundation settlement, wall cracking and support issues. Currently waiting on cost estimate for repair work.  POC for this issue is Mr. Garnett, 545-8481.

· EY 00158 5J, CACTF/Residential site safety inspection structural site Bldg. 6.  Work projected to start TBD, deferred funding.
· EY 00118 6J, CACTF /Residential site BLDG #2 safety inspection cost estimate.

xxix. Sandy Hook Recovery Course:  See below for current work orders for this facility.

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To obtain mapping products from MCO, customers 
must first register in the Account Management & Provisioning System (AMPS) at https://
amps.dla.mil/oim. and request a role within the Mapping Enterprise Business System (MEBS). Go 
to https://amps.dla.mil/oim to register and click on the link to request a role. You will receive  email 
confirmation once approved. To access your account, log in to AMPS and select your MEBS role. 


A couple of registration hints—you will be asked to identify your supervisor, and  security officer. 
These individuals will receive AMPS-generated emails throughout the registration process and 
must be answered for the account to be approved. You will also need to know your last Infor-
mation Assurance training date. One last item you will need is your DODAAC, which will be your 
map/chart account number. Please keep all AMPS/MEBS related emails, especially the one con-
taining your SAAR number. Changing account custodians on an existing account is done in much 
the same way as opening a new account. New custodians must also register in AMPS using the 
map account DODAAC. As always, if you have any questions give us a call. 


 


There are a few ways that you place orders for your mapping products.  The two most common ways are to submit them electronical-


ly using WEBREQ or DOD EMALL. Orders are submitted in MILSTRIP format and are routed to MCO.    WEBREQ is DLA’s legacy 


system for ordering mapping products. Orders can be entered manually, but most customers use the DLA Map Catalog to build the 


order and then upload the text file into WEBREQ. DOD EMALL, the newer of the two systems has the ability to upload up to 10,000 


items at a time and the DLA Map Catalog is available for download as mentioned above. Order tracking is available regardless of 


which system you use, as long as you have your document number available. *Army units in the CENTCOM AOR must use SARSS, 


IAW Army policy.

DLA Map Catalog 
 


The DLA Map Catalog allows customers to order Aero, Hydro, Topo, and Digital (CD/DVD) products 
needed for their particular missions. Customers who order geospatial products through DLA must have 
the following: 
-A valid DODAAC. 
-Current map/chart account with MCO. 
-DLA Map Catalog CD or online version. 
-A WEBREQ or DOD EMALL account. 
 
There are two CD versions of the Map Catalog available, as described below: 
CD Versions- 
1. The ‘Limited Distribution’ gray CD is reserved for military and government agencies which possess 
access to limited distribution data. The disk is Navy/Marine Corps Intranet (NMCI) compatible. A new 
version is released every six months. This version is also downloadable via DoD EMALL. 
2. The classified red CD is reserved for military and government entities that have access to classified 
data. A new version is released every six months. 
 
DLA Map Catalog CD-ROM Data Files are now available in DoD EMALL. Users can now use DoD EM-
ALL to download the data files used to update/maintain the CD-ROM DLA Map Catalog. Simply log into 
DoD EMALL and click on the “DLA Map Catalog” link at the bottom of the main page to access the cur-
rent edition of the CD-ROM DLA Map Catalog application in zip file format and the four (4) product data 
zip files: Aero, Hydro, Digital, and Topo. Follow the download instructions associated with the file (s) you 
need to download.  The data zip files will be updated weekly on Wednesday. The DLA Map Catalog pro-
gram file will be updated every four (4) months or as needed.  If you have any questions or problems, 
please contact the DLA Map Catalog Team at COMM: (269) 961-4757; DSN: 661-4757 or E-Mail: DLAM-
CUC@dla.mil.

1. The Commission Implementing Decision (EU) 2015/179 derogation applies only to softwood 
ammunition boxes and 155mm projectile packaging (softwood caps, bottoms, and skid base) 
manufactured before September 2007 and going to Europe.  A combination of 
plywood/softwood meets the derogation criteria. 


2. Wirebound boxes, hardwood pallets, and blocking & bracing / dunnage must be heat treated 
in accordance with ISPM­15.  ISPM­15 marking shall be placed in such a way that is easily visible 
to an inspector opening the container. 


3. Quality is critical!!!  Derogation shipments will be closely inspected upon arrival in Europe so 
make sure the boxes and the wood is in pristine condition.  Brush off any foreign debris from the 
packaging with a small broom.  Assure that there are no pests, insects, dirt, etc. on the boxes 
and pallets.  Make sure the lot number and preservative marking are clearly legible.  If either 
mark is becoming worn/illegible, block out and re­apply mark.


NOTE: See ANNEX of (EU) 2015/179 for specific information on condition of boxes. 


4. One inspection sheet must be filled out for each lot of derogated material being shipped.  The 
inspection sheet shall accompany the usual shipping documentation on the inside of the 
container and a copy shall be retained by the depot.  A copy of the inspection sheet shall also 
be electronically scanned and forwarded to the receiving activity in Europe (typically Falk 
Deckert falk.deckert.ln@mail.mil & Pat Murray hugh.p.murray.civ@mail.mil). 


5. For each derogated shipment, place the following statement in block #40, Remarks, of the DD 
Form 1348­1A: "Ammunition packaging derogated from ISPM­15 in accordance with 
Commission Implementing Decision (EU) 2015/179".  Then state the container number and the 
number of derogated boxes and/or 155mm projectile softwood packaging associated with that 
container.  Example: “USAU1870604 = 215 boxes”.

2. JMC installations are authorized to ship ISPM-15 non-compliant softwood ammunition boxes and 


155mm softwood projectile pallets to Europe, provided that the packaging and the installation fulfill 


the requirements outlined in References (a), (b), and (c). 


 
3. Reference (a) is the legal document published by the European Union (EU) authorizing the entry of 


ISPM-15 non-compliant ammunition boxes into their territory, provided that the boxes fulfill a set of 


criteria.  For the purposes of the derogation, 155mm softwood projectile pallets are considered 


“boxes”, provided they fulfill the same set of criteria. 


 
4. Reference (b) is the DoD internal guidance to the depots on how to comply with the derogation 


conditions.  JMC installations shall fully comply with this guidance.  The wood shall meet the following 


criteria: 


 
a. Displays a mark confirming manufacturing prior to 1 Sept 2007. 


b. Displays a mark indicating it has been treated with a wood preservative. 


c. The softwood is made of debarked wood  


d. The moisture content level is no more than 20%. 


e. The packaging has been stored in closed buildings and transported in closed 


containers or under full protective cover. 


 
5. An inspection sheet, Reference (c), shall be filled out by the shipping installation for the purposes of 


verifying that the wood meets all of the required criteria.  The inspection sheet shall be scanned and 


forwarded to the personnel identified in Reference (b) (prior notification of a derogated shipment to 


the EU is another key condition of the agreement). 


 


6. Be advised that this EU derogation is NOT the same thing as “DoD Pest Free”.  While the process 


and conditions may appear similar, the trade agreement and conditions are distinctly different and 


need to be treated as such.

of ammunition boxes originating in the United States of America under the control of the United 


States Department of Defence 


(notified under document C(2015) 445) 


THE EUROPEAN COMMISSION, 


Having regard to the Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union, 


Having regard to Council Directive 2000/29/EC of 8 May 2000 on protective measures against the introduction into the 
Community of organisms harmful to plants or plant products and against their spread within the Community (1), and in 
particular the first indent of Article 15(1) thereof, 


Whereas: 


(1)  In accordance with Article 5(1) of Directive 2000/29/EC in conjunction with point 2 of Section I of Part A of 
Annex IV thereto, Member States shall ban the introduction into the Union of wood packaging material unless it 
has been subjected to an approved phytosanitary treatment as specified in the International Standard for Phytosa­
nitary Measures No 15 (2) and displays a mark, as specified within the same Standard, indicating that the wood 
packaging material has been subjected to such a phytosanitary treatment. Pursuant to Article 15(1) of that 
Directive derogations from those provisions may, however, be provided for if it is established that there is no risk 
of spreading harmful organisms. 


(2)  Certain wood packaging material of conifers (Coniferales) in the form of boxes actually in use in the transport of 
ammunition, which were manufactured on 31 August 2007 at the latest and originating from the United States, 
does not fulfil the conditions set out in Article 5(1) of Directive 2000/29/EC in conjunction with point 2 of 
Section I of Part A of Annex IV thereto. Hereinafter those boxes are referred to as ‘the boxes’. 


(3)  The Commission has concluded on the basis of information supplied by the United States that the boxes do not 
present any risk of spreading harmful organisms, provided that certain conditions are satisfied concerning 
absence or limited presence of bark, treatment and repair of the boxes as well as their storage and transport. 


(4)  Therefore, Member States should be authorised to allow the boxes to be introduced into, as well as stored and 
moved within, their territory provided that the conditions referred to in recital 3 are satisfied, while the 
provisions of Directive 2000/29/EC should apply after they become empty. 


(5)  In order to ensure effective controls and overview of the potential phytosanitary risks, any person moving or 
storing the boxes after the checks provided for in the enacting terms should notify the responsible official body 
concerning that movement or storage, and the boxes concerned. 


(6)  Member States should inform each other and the Commission when they become aware of a consignment not 
complying with the conditions referred to in recital 3. They should, on an annual basis, provide the Commission 
and the other Member States with information on the imports made, in order to assess the application of this 
Decision. 


(7)  Taking into account the reasons for the derogation, it is appropriate to authorise it for a period of three years. 


(8)  The measures provided for in this Decision are in accordance with the opinion of the Standing Committee on 
Plants, Animals, Food and Feed, 
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HAS ADOPTED THIS DECISION: 


Article 1 


Authorisation to provide for derogation 


By way of derogation from Article 5(1) of Directive 2000/29/EC in conjunction with point 2 of Section I of Part A of 
Annex IV to that Directive, Member States may authorise the introduction into their territory of wood packaging 
material of conifers (Coniferales) in the form of boxes, actually in use in the transport of ammunition, which were 
manufactured on 31 August 2007 at the latest and originating in the United States of America under the control of the 
United States Department of Defence, hereinafter ‘the boxes’, which satisfy the conditions set out in the Annex to this 
Decision. 


Article 2 


Notification obligation 


1. The importer shall, at least five working days in advance, notify the responsible official body of the Member State 
or Member States of the point of entry and the first place of storage, other than the point of entry, of its intention to 
introduce a consignment. 


2. The notification referred to in paragraph 1 shall include the following elements: 


(a)  date of intended introduction; 


(b)  an inventory of the consignment concerned identifying the boxes forming part of it; 


(c)  name and address of importer; 


(d)  point of entry of intended introduction; 


(e)  address of the first place of storage, other than the point of entry. 


Article 3 


Checks by the responsible official bodies 


The responsible official body of the Member State of the first place of storage, other than the point of entry, shall check 
compliance of a representative sample of each consignment with the following points of the Annex: 


(a)  points (1) and (2) concerning the display of the respective marks; 


(b)  point (4) concerning bark freedom; 


(c)  point (5) concerning the moisture content level; 


(d)  point (7) concerning the accompanying document. 


Article 4 


Storage and movement 


1. Prior to and after the conduct of the checks, as referred to in Article 3, the boxes shall remain stored in closed 
buildings. 


2. In case the boxes are moved prior to or after the checks, as referred to in Article 3, they shall be moved in closed 
containers, or under full protective cover. 


3. In case the boxes are moved after the checks, as referred to in Article 3, the person moving them shall notify the 
responsible official body or the responsible official bodies as regards the place of departure and the place of destination, 
as well as the quantities and identity of the boxes concerned. 
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In case the boxes are stored after the checks, as referred to in Article 3, at a place different from the place where those 
checks have been carried out, the person storing them shall notify the responsible official body as regards the place of 
storage as well as the quantities and identity of the boxes concerned. 


Article 5 


Notification of non-compliance 


Member States shall notify the Commission and the other Member States of each consignment not complying with the 
conditions set out in the Annex. 


That notification shall take place no later than three working days after the date when the responsible official body 
becomes aware of such a consignment. 


Article 6 


Reporting on imports 


The Member State of the first place of storage, other than the point of entry, as referred to in Article 2(1), shall provide 
the Commission and the other Member States, by 31 January of each year, with information on the number of 
consignments introduced into their territories and a report on the checks referred to in Article 3 carried out between 1 
January and 31 December of the preceding year. 


Article 7 


Expiry date 


This Decision shall expire on 31 December 2017. 


Article 8

This Decision is addressed to the Member States.

CONDITIONS FOR THE BOXES AS REFERRED TO IN ARTICLE 1 


The boxes referred to in Article 1 shall satisfy the following conditions: 


(1)  They display a mark confirming that they have been manufactured on 31 August 2007 at the latest. 


(2)  They display a mark indicating that they have been treated with a wood preservative approved by the Environmental 
Protection Agency of the United States of America. 


(3)  In case the boxes have been repaired since 1 September 2007 the wood used, for that purpose, fulfils the conditions 
set out in point 2 of Section I of Part A of Annex IV to Directive 2000/29/EC. 


(4)  The boxes are made of debarked wood, with the exception of any number of visually separate and clearly distinct 
small pieces of bark which comply with one of the following requirements: 


(a)  they are less than 3 cm in width (regardless of the length); or 


(b)  if they are greater than 3 cm in width, the total surface area of each individual piece of bark is less than 50 cm2. 


(5)  Their moisture content level is no more than 20 %. 


(6)  They have always been stored in closed buildings and transported in closed containers, or under full protective 
cover. 


(7)  They are accompanied by a document issued by the United States Department of Defence confirming compliance 
with the conditions set out in points (4), (5) and (6).

MAY 2016.  THE PURPOSE OF THIS AIN IS TO NOTIFY THE FIELD OF THE PROPER FIRING PROCEDURE FOR 
THE 120MM APFSDS-T M829A4 CARTRIDGE, UTILIZING THE AMMUNITION DATA LINK (ADL).   
  
7. THE CA64, M829A4 IS A KINETIC ENERGY, ANTI-TANK CARTRIDGE CONTAINING A DEPLETED URANIUM 
(DU) PENETRATOR DESIGNED FOR USE IN THE ABRAMS MAIN BATTLE TANK (MBT).  IT IS A FIXED TANK  
CARTRIDGE WHICH IS INTENDED FOR USE DURING COMBAT/THEATER OPERATIONS ONLY.  ALL OTHER 
FIRINGS ARE PROHIBITED EXCEPT AT LOCATIONS THAT HAVE A NUCLEAR REGULATORY COMMISSION 
(NRC) LICENSE AND HOST NATION AGREEMENT. 
 
8. THE M829A4 CARTRIDGE CONTAINS A NEWLY INTRODUCED BREECH CONNECTION ON THE CASE 
BASE, ALLOWING FOR THE M829A4 CARTRIDGE TO COMMUNICATE WITH THE ADL, A NEW PIECE OF 
EQUIPMENT WHICH IS IN DEVELOPMENT FOR THE ABRAMS MBT.  THE BREECH CONNECTION APPEARS

ABRAMS MBT WITHOUT AN ADL, THE ROUND WILL FIRE, BUT INSTEAD OF FUNCTIONING AS INTENDED, 
THE PROJECTILE WILL FUNCTION LIKE THE M829A3 CARTRIDGE. 
 
9. THE M829A4 CARTRIDGE SHALL ONLY BE FIRED FROM ABRAMS MBTS WHICH HAVE HAD THE ADL 
INSTALLED UNLESS MISSION REQUIREMENTS DICTATE OTHERWISE. UNITS WHICH DO NOT HAVE THE 
ADL INSTALLED WILL CONTINUE TO USE THE M829A3 CARTRIDGE (DODIC CA26) RATHER THAN THE  
M829A4 CARTRIDGE.  THE ADL IS CURRENTLY SCHEDULED TO BE INCLUDED IN MAINTENANCE EFFORTS 
BEGINNING IN NOVEMBER 2016 ON M1A2 SYSTEM ENHANCEMENT PACKAGE (SEP)V2 ABRAMS MBTS.  
ONCE THE ADL IS INSTALLED INTO THE ABRAMS MBTS, UNITS CAN BEGIN USING M829A4 CARTRIDGES.
