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The Tank Commanders Course (TCC) focuses more on technical 
than tactical instruction. The instruction will include crew stations 
and duties, tank maintenance, unit gunnery management, bore 
sighting, armor accuracy checks, plumb and synchronization, tank 
ammunition and weapons, screening, and tank gunnery. Students 
are trained using conventional training methods, stand-alone 
training devices, and simulators. Performance Oriented Training is 
M1A1 and M1A2 SEP specific. The course is a gunnery systems 
intensive functional course that trains the Soldier to function as a 
M1A1 or M1A2 SEP tank commander.
