Procedure to get vehicle registered for Low Emitting and High Efficiency decal or for the Car and Van Pool rear-view mirror tag.
1. Definitions are in order to identify which vehicles qualify for the preferred parking.  Low-Emitting and Fuel-Efficient vehicles are either classified as Zero Emission Vehicles (ZEVs) by the California Air Resources Board or have achieved a minimum green score of 40 on the American Council for an Energy Efficient Economy (ACEEE) annual vehicle rating guide.  A car pool is two or more vehicle drivers who, for more than 60% of the time, arrange to take turns driving while the others are passengers with the intent of limiting vehicle miles on one or more vehicles.  A van pool is six or more persons who travel together to and from work in a shared van with the intent of limiting vehicle miles.
2. Go to http://www.greenercars.org/news.htm and click on the “LEED MY 2000-2012 Low Emissions Vehicle” text to see if your vehicle has a green score of 40 on the American Council for an Energy Efficient Economy (ACEEE) annual vehicle rating guide.  An excel spreadsheet with the vehicles that qualify will download.
3.  Submit application to Air Program Manager in DPW (Tannis Danley).
